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Streszczenie. W artykule przeanalizowano sposoby mozliwego rozwigzania konfliktu
bliskowschodniego miedzy panstwami arabskimi a Izraelem. Doprecyzowanie dzialan réznych stron po
kryzysie sueskim. Okres od 1956 do 1967 roku. Na granicy egipsko-izraelskiej panowat wzgledny zastoj.
Podczas gdy lzrael z powodzeniem przezwyciezyt powojenny kryzys gospodarczy i polityczny oraz izolacje
w polityce zagranicznej, Egipt borykat si¢ z wieloma problemami wewnetrznymi, w szczegolnosci w sferze
spoteczno-gospodarczej. Nowo utworzona Zjednoczona Republika Arabska, poprzez potaczenie Syrii i
Egiptu, nie data niezbednego impetu do praktycznej realizacji idei panarabizmu.

Czynnikiem decydujacym o przysziej wojnie byl czynnik zewnetrzny. Wszak to wilasnie w tym
okresie bezposrednie wsparcie wojskowo-finansowe rzadu USA dla Izraela, ktore miato sta¢ si¢ kamieniem
wegielnym polityki USA w regionie, a takze aktywne poszukiwanie przez Zwigzek Radziecki klientow
politycznych wsrdd panstw arabskich.

Wraz z oficjalnymi rzadami krajéw arabskich uaktywnili sie teologowie islamscy, studenci i
nauczyciele egipskich wyzszych uczelni teologicznych, instytuty kaznodziejow wojskowych, ktore zaczety
propagowac¢ hasta antyzydowskie, swiadczace o ewolucji konfliktu egipsko-izraelskiego w kierunku jego
"islamizacji" i "judaizaciji", w ktorych Zydzi rzucili wyzwanie catemu $wiatu arabskiemu i islamowi jako
podstawie $wiatopogladu narodéw Bliskiego Wschodu przez sam fakt swojego istnienia. Ponadto odrzucono
biblijna ide¢ Bozego wybrania Zydéw. W obliczu takiej propagandy teolodzy islamscy wzywali do
ogloszenia dzihadu w celu wyzwolenia Palestyny.

Takie apele przywodcow arabskich mozna bylo przypisa¢ publicznej retoryce, poniewaz
przeciwstawialo sie im ich raczej ostrozne zachowanie, ale dwie rzeczy byly oczywiste dla Izraelczykow: po
pierwsze, jesli okaza stabo$¢, ich istnienie bedzie zagrozone; Po drugie, Egipt, podobnie jak wszystkie kraje
arabskie, nie chcial pokojowego rozwigzania konfliktu. Na tym tle Izrael zaczal z wyprzedzeniem
przygotowywac sie do ewentualnej wojny.

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Abstract: The article analyzes the ways of a possible solution to the Middle East conflict between
Arab countries and Israel. The steps of different parties after the Suez crisis are clarified. Period from 1956-
1967. marked by a relative lull on the Egyptian-Israeli border. While Israel was successfully overcoming the
post-war economic and political crisis and foreign policy isolation, Egypt was facing many internal
problems, in particular in the socio-economic sphere. Newly created The United Arab Republic, through the
merger of Syria and Egypt, did not give the necessary impetus to the practical implementation of the idea of
pan-Arabism.

The determining factor of the future war was the external factor. After all, it was during this period
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that the US government's direct military-financial support for Israel, which was to become the cornerstone of

US policy in the region, as well as the Soviet Union's active search for political clients among Arab
countries.

Along with the official governments of the Arab countries, Islamic theologians, students and
teachers of Egyptian higher theological educational institutions, institutes of military preachers became more
active, which began to propagate anti-Jewish slogans, which testified to the evolution of the Egyptian-Israeli
conflict in the direction of its "Islamization™ and "Judaization”, in which the Jews challenged the entire Arab
world and Islam as the basis of the worldview of the peoples of the Middle East. In addition, the biblical idea
of God's election of the Jews was denied. In view of such propaganda, Islamic theologians called for the
need to declare jihad for the liberation of Palestine.

Such appeals by Arab leaders could be attributed to public rhetoric, as they were countered by their
rather cautious behavior, but two things were obvious to Israelis: first, if they showed weakness, their very
existence would be threatened; Secondly, Egypt, like all Arab countries, did not want a peaceful settlement
of the conflict. Against this background, Israel began to prepare in advance for a possible war.

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Presentation of the main material: The Arab-Israeli conflict for many decades remained and
remains one of the most explosive among the Middle Eastern "hot spots”. Escalation of events around which
can at any moment lead to a new war, therefore the study of all aspects of this conflict is relevant.

A manifestation of the anti-Israeli policy of the Arab leaders was the conference in Cairo in 1964.
Two resolutions were adopted at it: the first of which called for depriving Israel of water due to the change in
the course of the Jordan - the main river artery of the Jewish state, and the second announced the formation
of a new Palestinian movement led by the Liberation Organization Palestine (PLO).

The creation of the PLO became one of the drivers of changes in the Egyptian-Israeli problem, as the
Israeli idea of external interference in the Palestinian affairs of neighboring states, in particular Egypt, which
owned the Gaza Strip, was refuted at the ideological level. The PLO became a representative of the interests
of the Arab population of Palestine and the Gaza Strip. At the First Session of the Palestinian National
Council (May 28, 1964) in Jerusalem, the Palestinian Charter was adopted, which called on the Palestinians
to fight against the "Zionist presence” through the military organization of the population and denied all
peaceful attempts to settle the Palestinian issue.

Starting from September 1964, simultaneously in Syria, and especially in Egypt, whose leadership
was most interested in the militarization of the Palestinians, in connection with the need for protection
against possible raids by Israeli "commandos”, the creation of units of the Palestine Liberation Army (PLA)
began ). The first successful action by the OVP forces took place on January 1, 1965, starting a long streak of
mutual strikes, secret war and terror. The terrorist organization Fatah (reversed reading of the acronym
"Harakat al-Tahrir al-Filastini" - "Movement for the National Liberation of Palestine™) led by Yasser Arafat,
which during 1965 carried out 30 raids on the territory of Israel, operated along with the PLO. Using the
actions of the PLO as a pretext, the Israeli army began to carry out deep raids deep into enemy territories, on
the west bank of the Jordan River, etc. from May 1965. The Arab settlements of Al-Shunuh, Dasnin, Kalkilia
were attacked in November 1966 - As-Sasha.

Relations between Israel and Jordan were also complicated, in connection with the announcement of
a plan to build a dam on the Jordan River in the early 1960s. Jordan, whose economy depended on this river,
strongly protested. And a direct push

before the escalation of the conflict, there was an attack by the Israeli army on the base of terrorists
in the mountains of Hebron.

Relations with Syria worsened, where in 1966 the Baath Party (Socialist Party of Arab Revival)
came to power. Wanting to strengthen its power, it decided to lead the movement for the liberation of
Palestine, carrying out, in particular, shelling of Israeli border settlements, to which the latter responded with
"commando™ raids on Syrian military bases.

The factor undermining the ideals of pan-Arab unity declared by pan-Arabists was the tension that
arose between Iraq and the former British protectorate of Kuwait (18,000 square kilometers, population - 2
million people), which gained independence in 1961. Certain hopes for the restoration of integration
processes appeared in 1963 after two Baathist coups in Iraq and Syria. However, further attempts to
resuscitate the interstate union quickly ceased.

In addition to the actual Egyptian-Israeli conflict, this region was also the arena of confrontation
between two superpowers - the USSR and the USA. And this fact is one of the determining factors in many
moments of the unfolding and course of the war. According to the sources, the Soviet Union pushed G. A.
Nasser into the conflict in a certain way, increasing military aid several times, and openly expressing interest
in the war. The reason for this was that the USSR tried to strengthen its influence in the Middle East, while
weakening the position of the USA and European countries. But Syria turned out to be the only state that
fully supported pro-Soviet ideas.

The Soviet Union was interested in a war, but not between Syria and Israel, and not to lose the only
reliable support in the region. As A. N. Smirnov writes, based on the memoirs of a CIA agent: "The USSR
wanted to create another hot spot for the States ... The goal was to create a situation in which the United
States would be bogged down economically, politically, and even militarily..."[ Smirnov 2004, 223 - 224].

In April 1967, a message was received from representatives of the Soviet Union that Israeli troops
were preparing to invade Syria. This information was confirmed by the speaker of the National Assembly,
Anwar Sadat, who was in Moscow on May 13. Even the specific date of the attack was mentioned - May 17.
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This was pointed out by the Chief of the General Staff of the Egyptian Army, Muhammad Fouazi, who
stated that "there was no concrete data that would confirm the information received - aerial photographs...
did not reveal signs of the redeployment of Israeli troops™ [Epstein 2003, 69].

Taking into account the indirect pressure of the USSR, the Egyptian leadership decided to prepare
for war. G. A. Nasser himself had great doubts about the fighting ability of his army, but the radical
inappropriate position towards Israel of the vice president and the chief commander of the Egyptian army
Abu-el Hakim Amer, who proposed to "get rid of Israel once and for all", seriously narrowed the possibilities
for diplomatic maneuvers . G. A. Nasser saw A. X. Amer as a direct political competitor, which is why he
decided to "intercept"” the initiative of the country's vice president at the beginning of the mobilization of the
population.

The USA also had its own plans for the Middle East, which tried to fill a kind of vacuum that was
created after the departure of England and France from the region. In the early 1950s, the United States
displaces the British from the position of the main exporter of Middle Eastern oil, controlling a large number
of shares in the oil company "Iraq Petroleum”, and concessions in Saudi Arabia, Bahrain and Kuwait. Israel
has traditionally enjoyed significant support from the American establishment.

D. Duke in his work "The Jewish world through the eyes of an American: my study of Zionism"
using numerous examples, pointing to the significant control of mass media by Jews, as well as the Jewish
roots of part of the US political system, justifies their influence on socio-political affairs in the country. In
particular, Jews, the researcher notes, are the owners of such well-known periodicals as "New York Time",
"Walt Street Journal"”, "Washington Post", "Time Newsweek", "lO. S. News End", etc., as well as NBC,
CBS, ABC television companies. At the same time, D. Duke singled out two spheres of Jewish influence: the
first, indirect, through the spread of propaganda regarding the acceptance or vetoing of important political
issues in government circles; the second, direct, is related to the influence of the Jews on the American
financing program, giving the following example. J. Perry in an article in the newspaper "Walt Street
Journal” indicates that 80% of the "gifts" the Democratic National Committee received were from Jews
[Duke 2002, 120-146].

Researchers T. A. Losev and Y. K. Tyssovsky provide statistics on financial aid to Israelis by the
American Congress. Thus, from 1945 to 1967, 21,778 million dollars were allocated. Of these, the Agency
for International Development provided 513 million dollars, US law No. 480 - 346 million dollars, various
economic programs - 22 million dollars, loans - 719 million dollars, ordinary financial gifts - 369 million
dollars .[Losev 1980, 77]. According to D. Bado (US ambassador to Egypt), "Israel was a cornerstone, an
instrument of American policy towards Arab countries” [Losev 1980, 76]. And the purpose of such a policy
was announced by the Joint Chiefs of Staff of the USA, which consisted in preventing the possibilities of
influence of the USSR, taking into account the "proximity of important Soviet military facilities", as well as
the need to control the oil reserves of the Middle East, "which are of great importance, therefore " in the
strategic interests of restraining the influence and military forces of the Soviet Union away from the oil
reserves of the region" [History 1974, 528].

The "Eisenhower Doctrine™" or the "Doctrine of filling the power vacuum" should become such a
way for America to penetrate the region. According to the American president, after the removal of British
influence from the countries of the region, a "power vacuum" arose, which, of course, the Soviet Union
wanted to fill. In order to protect the region from the spread of socialist influences, D. Eisenhower proposed
to implement a large program of military cooperation, for which $200 million was allocated. and use, if
necessary, force against destabilizing movements in countries that were in a threatening situation [Dorozel
1995, 560; History 1974, 563]. However, the personal authority of G. A. Nasser and, accordingly, the
emergence among the countries of the "third world" of a powerful "non-alignment" movement, dominated by
Egypt itself, led to the fact that only four states of the Middle East accepted the doctrine: Israel, Lebanon,
Iran and Irag.

In May 1967, Egypt decided to strengthen the Sinai group (100,000 soldiers and 1,000 tanks) and
draft reservists. In the event of an aggravation of the situation, the Egyptian troops could not enter into a
clash with the enemy, because according to the 1956 agreement, the UN Emergency Forces in the amount of
3,400 people were stationed in the border strip. Therefore, in May 1967, G. A. Nasser put forward a demand
regarding the redeployment of troops to the Taza Sector. In response to this, UN Secretary General U Tan,
exceeding the president's wishes, completely withdraws the peacekeeping forces from the region, arguing
that the part of the peacekeepers that would remain could not have real power, and therefore, sooner or later,
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the other part would declare that precisely [Khazanov 1983, 69]. As noted by G. Saker, "G. A. Nasser won a
brilliant diplomatic victory without lifting a finger. Now he once again got the opportunity to establish
himself as the undisputed Arab leader” [Epstein 2003, 50]. US President L. Johnson reacted to U.Tan's
actions as follows: "The UN removed the umbrella,” the American president noted, "when it rained heavily"
[Khakhanov 1983, 68].

Immediately, on May 22, GA Nasser announced that Israeli ships and transport vessels with
"strategic" materials intended for Israel are prohibited from entering the Gulf of Agaba and the Straits of
Tiran.

In fact, this blockade cut off Israel from important transport routes that connected the country with
the countries of Asia and the Indian Ocean basin, and most importantly deprived it of supplies of Iranian oil.
Such a move was perceived by the Israelis as a direct violation of UN resolutions from 1957, which declared
Israel's right to freely use the strait, as well as the Convention on Territorial Waters and Coastal Zones,
already mentioned in the previous section, adopted at the UN Conference "On the Law of the Sea" on April
27 1958

In response, on May 20, Israel's "defense committee” advocates the immediate use of force against
G. A. Nasser. He was counting on such actions of Israel, because this not only showed the aggressiveness of
the Jews to the whole world, but also raised his own authority in the eyes of the Arab world. Aware that such
actions cannot go unanswered, the Egyptian leader does not stop provoking Israel. The very next day after
the closure of the strait, he directly declared: "The Jews are threatening us with war. | answer them: "Please!
We are ready for war." Provocative statements were repeated day after day. "Our main goal is the destruction
of Israel. The Arab people want to fight,” G. A. Nasser declared already on May 27. The next day he adds:
“We do not accept any...coexistence with Israel. Today, the question is not about establishing peace between
the Arab countries and Israel... The war has been going on since 1948." [Higer].

After the hasty departure of the "Oonovites" on May 18, Cairo radio declared: "From today there is
no emergency military force to defend Israel, we will no longer show restraint. We will no longer appeal to
the UN to complain about Israel. The only method of revenge... will be total war, the result of which will be
the destruction of the Zionist state” [Mirzalizadeh, 2010]. In turn, the newspaper "Al-Ahram" - the official
information mouthpiece of the Egyptian president - began to sow real panic among the civilian population by
announcing that Israel would invade the territory of Egypt at any moment [Moshe 2003, 259]. In unison with
the belligerent statements of the Egyptians, the voice of the then Minister of Defense of Syria Hafez Assad
sounded: "Currently, our forces are absolutely ready not only to repel aggression, but also to begin the
process of liberation, to destroy the Zionist presence on Arab land. The Syrian army has its finger on the
trigger...As a military man, | am convinced that the time has come to start a war of annihilation" [Higer].

However, A. D. Epshtein notes that similar actions and appeals by G. A. Nasser were most likely
"symbolic" in nature. If he really wanted to start a war, he would do it while ignoring the peacekeepers. "G.
A. Nasser, - the researcher points out, - only created the appearance that he challenges the Jewish state"
[Epstein 2003, 51]. By closing the Straits of Tiran, he wanted to eliminate the humiliation caused to Egypt
after the Suez crisis of 1956.

In 1966, G. A. Nasser began to "gather" allies for the future war, contrary to the agreements with U.
Tan, in which the president promised not to take drastic steps that could provoke Israel to take appropriate
actions. So, in November, Egypt, Syria, Jordan, and Iraq signed a pact on joint defense. And after the
statement of the governments of Algeria, Kuwait, Yemen, Libya, and Sudan about supporting the actions of
the coalition, G. A. Nasser makes the following statement: "The armies of Egypt, Jordan, Syria, and Lebanon
are on the borders with Israel... and behind us are the armies of Iraq, Algeria, Kuwait, Sudan and the entire
Arab nation. This should impress the whole world. Today, everyone will learn that the Arabs are ready for
battle - the decisive hour has come. We are at the stage of decisive actions, not declarations™ [Higer]. The
conference in Baghdad on June 4-5, 1967 set a peculiar point in the process of pre-war consolidation of the
Arabs, the decision of which was to impose an embargo on the sale of oil to the country that would support
Israel in the war.

Israel began to prepare for war as early as mid-May 1967, when the general mobilization of the adult
population began. The professional core of the army consisted of officers and sergeants, all others were
conscripts (both men and women); Palestinian Arabs were exempted from military service. However,
anticipating significant costs among the civilian population, the Israeli government ordered the consecration
of plots of land in city squares and parks where mass burials were planned.
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In addition, the government has developed a set of measures to disorient the enemy: nightly passage
of troops to the borders, observance of the radio silence regime, use of false frequencies, construction of
empty airfields and command posts, conducting total aerial videography of the enemy's territory. The
General Staff developed a war plan (the "Dove" plan), according to which, after the defeat of the enemy
troops, strikes were to be carried out on Sharm el-Sheikh, the Gaza Strip and Sinai, and after Jordan was
drawn into the war, on the West Bank of Jordan and Jerusalem . Attempts were made to restore partnership
relations with France, which initially continued to supply various types of weapons to the Israeli army. In
addition, the French helped build the country's nuclear potential by building a powerful reactor at Demon.
However, on the eve of the war, France, which has traditionally supported the Israelis diplomatically,
unexpectedly changes its foreign policy line. President Charles de Gaulle said that after leaving Algeria,
France has no common interests with Israel and will soon impose an embargo on the supply of weapons to
the Jewish state.

Until the last moment, the Israeli leadership tried not to bring the matter to a direct confrontation and
to resolve the conflict with the help of secret diplomacy, realizing, as D. Ben-Gurion noted, that the war
would only lead to significant human and material losses, but at the same time, "the Arab countries will not
disappear anywhere » [Moshe 2003, 266-268]. For this purpose, Israeli Prime Minister L. Eshkol sends a
delegation led by A. Even to the USA, England and France, with the aim of obtaining diplomatic support
from the governments of the countries. In particular, US President L. Johnson made it clear that he was
refusing any commitments, as he had no desire to escalate the conflict with the USSR and escalate the
military conflict between the Arabs and the Israelis, and also had no intention of going to a direct
confrontation with Congress. the majority of whose representatives considered it futile to involve the USA in
another conflict. Presidential adviser U. Rostow demanded that Israel not start military operations, and the
American ambassador in Cairo R. Nolt, quoting the words of L. Johnson, although he accused G. A. Nasser
of aggravating the situation, but also urged him not to go to a direct confrontation with Israel.

The military maneuvers of the allied forces and the onslaught of public opinion forced L. Eshkol to
take decisive action. At the beginning of June, on the initiative of President Z. Shazar, a government of
national unity was formed (which included the "Gahal" block and the "Rafiz" party) with extraordinary
powers for the newly appointed Prime Minister L. Eshkol and Minister of Defense M. Dayan to conduct the
war. At the same time, the Knesset adopts a resolution on the use of "great power policy" aimed at preparing
for a possible war against Egypt, which was justified by the blockade of the Straits of Tiran, which was
qualified, according to the norms of international law, as an act of war on the part of Egypt, being a formal
pretext (casus belli). to retaliate, essentially.

But until the last moment, it seemed that the war would be avoided, due to the fact that on June 1
there was a meeting between representatives of L. Johnson, G. Humphrey and G. A. Nasser about the
possibility of transferring the issue of the Agaba Strait to the International Court of Justice, as well as on
mutual visits of representatives of both states.

Conclusion: So, in 1967, the world community's attempts to resolve the conflict by peaceful means
completely failed. As a result, the situation worsened even more. G. A. Nasser, on the wave of popularity
and his own authority, began to prepare for a new war, which greatly frightened Israel.
