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Streszczenie. Artykut analizuje polska polityke wschodnia wobec Ukrainy w
latach 90. XX - poczatku XXI wieku, ze szczegdlnym uwzglgdnieniem jej realizacji w
sferze humanitarnej. Wiadomo, ze w latach 1989 - 2010 Ukraina zajmowata wazne
miejsce w polityce zagranicznej RP, zajmujac czolowe miejsce w polskiej polityce
wschodniej. W tym czasie ksztaltuja si¢ i rozwijaja bilateralne stosunki mtodych
niepodlegltych panstw, ktore zrobily ewolucyjny krok, nawigzujac i rozwijajac
dobrosasiedzkie stosunki do poziomu partnerstwa strategicznego. Sfera humanitarna
stala si¢ jednym z waznych elementdéw polskiej polityki wschodniej w badanym okresie.
Glownym celem polskiej polityki wschodniej byta odpowiedz na zmiany zachodzace na
wschodniej granicy RP oraz nawigzanie stosunkow z bylymi republikami ZSRR,
zwlaszcza graniczacymi z Polska. Problemy pamigci historycznej, koordynacja
ztozonych sprzeczno$ci historycznych oraz polityka pojednania migdzyetnicznego,
wspotpracy i interakcji kulturowej w nauce i edukacji - to nie jest petna lista elementow
wspoOlpracy humanitarnej Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej i Ukrainy, ktore analizujemy w
niniejszym artykule.

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Abstract. The Polish Eastern policy regarding Ukraine in the period from 90s of
the XX until early XXI century, with an emphasis on its realization in the humanitarian
sphere is analyzed in the article. It is known that Ukraine occupied an important place in
the foreign policy of the Republic of Poland, occupying a leading position in Polish
Eastern policy in the period from 1989 until 2010. It is at this time that the establishment
and development of bilateral relations of the young independent states, which have taken
an evolutionary step by establishing and developing good neighborly relations to the
level of strategic partnership. The humanitarian sphere became one of the important
components of Polish Eastern policy in the researched period.
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The main goal of Polish Eastern policy became the the responding to changes that
take place of eastern abroad of the Republic of Poland and establishing relations with
the former republics of the Soviet Union, primarily with those which shared a border
with Poland. Problems of historical memory, harmonization of complex historical
contradictions and the policy of interethnic reconciliation, cultural cooperation and
interaction in the sphere of science and education — this is not a complete list of
elements of humanitarian cooperation between the Republic of Poland and Ukraine,
which are analyzed in the provided article.

Formulation of the problem. The process of shaping Polish foreign policy since
1989 is quite complex and controversial, as the Polish political elite has faced the
difficult task of developing a clear position on the rapid changes that are taking place in
Western and Eastern Europe. The collapse of the USSR and the increasingly clear
declarations of independence of its former republics, including Ukraine, affected the
need for Polish diplomacy to be especially moderate and cautious in accepting new
geopolitical realities and engaging in the international political life of the region. These
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circumstances forced the political elite of the Republic of Poland to approach the
formation of foreign policy carefully and cautiously.

An important component of Poland's eastern policy towards Ukraine was
humanitarian cooperation, which complemented close economic cooperation and
political cooperation. The importance of the humanitarian sphere of interstate relations
can hardly be overestimated, because it depends on the interethnic relations of
neighboring peoples, their interethnic understanding and reconciliation.

Analysis of recent research and publications. Materials published by Ukrainian
and Polish authors: political scientists, historians, journalists and politicians were widely
used to prepare this article. In particular, the works of K. Skubiszewski (Skubiszewski K.,
1997, p. 438), who headed the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Poland in the
early 90s of the twentieth century, are extremely valuable for the researcher and
complement the scientific research of such Polish scientists as K. Fedorowicz K., 2004, p.
204), Z. Brzezinski and others. For example, the Poznan political scientist K. Fedorovych
published a thorough monograph "Ukraine in Polish Eastern Policy 1989-1999" in which
he comprehensively studies the Polish policy of two vectors and analyzes the place of
Ukraine in it. K. Fedorovych pays considerable attention to the humanitarian vector of
cooperation between the Republic of Poland and Ukraine, considering it an important
element of the successful implementation of Polish Eastern policy.

The presented article is based on the work of Ukrainian researchers. Among
others, the work of L. Strilchuk and V. Strilchuk "Institutional components of
Ukrainian-Polish humanitarian relations and cooperation" (Strilchuk L., Strilchuk V.,
2013), in which the authors comprehensively analyze all elements of humanitarian
cooperation between Ukraine and Poland. The mentioned monograph is widely cited in
the author's article. In addition, one cannot ignore the works of D. Gorun, O.
Znakhorenko, V. Lyshko, N. Medvedchuk, which are of interest to the researcher of
humanitarian Ukrainian-Polish relations.

The aim of the article is to analyze the peculiarities of the implementation of the
Polish Eastern policy towards Ukraine in the humanitarian sphere, and to study the
achievements of bilateral cooperation.

Presenting main material. The process of shaping Polish foreign policy since
1989, after the independence of the Republic of Poland. The choice of foreign policy
orientations by the Polish political elite is, in general, a rather complex and
contradictory process, because from the very beginning it was necessary to develop a
clear position on the changes taking place in the West and, more importantly, in the
East. The crisis, and later the collapse of the Soviet Union, posed an important task for
the Polish establishment - to approach the formation of a new foreign policy of the
Republic of Poland with special balance.

This is how Eastern policy appears, the purpose of which was to respond to the
changes taking place on the eastern border of the Third Commonwealth (Strilchuk L.,
2008, p. 516). Poznan political scientist K. Fedorowicz believes that, first of all, this was
dictated by considerations of state security, an attempt to prevent a situation in which
the Polish eastern border could become a zone of tension (Fedorowicz K., 2004, p. 226).
The two-vector policy pursued by the Polish political elite in 1990 was, on the one hand,
to support the former Soviet republics seeking independence and, on the other, to
maintain contact with the Soviet authorities and not to violate the Warsaw Pact. In fact,
it was a kind of balancing act with a view to Moscow.
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The Eastern policy of the Republic of Poland is multifaceted and includes
political cooperation, economic cooperation, establishment and development of cross-
border cooperation and cooperation between countries in the humanitarian sphere
(Fedorowicz K., 2004, p. 106). It is the humanitarian sphere of implementation of the
eastern policy of Poland and is the subject of research in this article.

Poland's implementation of its Eastern policy towards Ukraine and interstate
cooperation in the humanitarian sphere are reduced to several interconnected parts, but
cooperation is developing as a single integrated process. Cooperation in the
humanitarian sphere between neighboring countries can be divided into several levels
and areas: joint touring, exhibition and festival activities, cooperation in the media,
coordination of interpretation of common pages of history, cooperation in joint
scientific, educational and cultural projects, cooperation in the field public organizations
and national societies, religious cooperation, cooperation in the field of youth and health
care, sports, tourism. In fact, these are all areas that are designed to promote good
neighborly interethnic relations. After all, it is through the humanitarian sphere that
neighboring nations can better understand each other and establish interpersonal
relationships (Strilchuk L., Strilchuk V., 2013 p. 13).

The experience of Ukrainian-Polish cooperation in the humanitarian sphere shows
that a new system of international relations has appeared and is successfully developing,
which creates all the prerequisites for the harmonious combination of national interests
of each country with European and world cultural values.

Mutual enrichment and rapprochement of cultures is an important pattern of
spiritual and cultural development. This is especially noticeable in the example of
Polish-Ukrainian cultural ties, because thanks to various contacts, they are constantly
expanding and enriching interstate relations and ensuring the implementation of Polish
Eastern policy in the humanitarian sphere. So, let's try to analyze in detail all the
components of humanitarian cooperation between Poland and Ukraine.

According to domestic researchers L. Strilchuk and V. Strilchuk, an integral part
of modern Ukrainian-Polish cultural relations is cooperation in the theatrical field,
which adds a special flavor to the rather diverse, interstate artistic relations. Theatrical
tours have been invariably popular in recent decades, as evidenced by their frequency
and wide range of theatrical productions of Ukrainian groups in Poland and Polish - in
Ukraine (Strilchuk L., Strilchuk V., 2013 p. 27).

Tours not only provide an opportunity to acquaint the neighboring people with
national artistic heritage, traditions and history, but also help to better understand the
neighbors, promote close interpersonal contacts between artists, musicians, artists, in
particular, and between ordinary citizens in general. The importance of touring in
establishing mutual understanding between the two nations is difficult to overestimate,
because it is through touring is not only the representation of their own art, but also
acquaintance with life, life and culture of the neighboring country, and therefore -
spiritual rapprochement. Due to its versatility and the ability to communicate with a
wide audience, the tour occupies one of the most important places in the cultural
dialogue of the two countries (Strilchuk L., Strilchuk V., 2013 p. 19).

Analyzing the touring activities of Ukrainian and Polish artists, we can identify
several features, in particular:

- during the 90s of the XX - the beginning of the XXI century there were ups and downs
in touring activity, it was especially active in the first half of the 90s of the XX century;
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- the most active students in the tour exchange were teams from the border
regions - Volyn, Lviv, Ternopil, Ivano-Frankivsk, Chernivtsi, Khmelnytsky regions and
Kyiv;

- Lviv, Lutsk and Kyiv most often hosted tours from the Ukrainian side, as well as
Warsaw, Lublin, Chelm, Krakow from the Polish side;

- rural areas of Ukraine and Poland were practically not covered by touring
activities;

- tours of Ukrainian and Polish bands invariably aroused high interest of the host
party.

Cognition through culture is gradually becoming widespread, the episodic touring
is harmoniously complemented by festivals, through which broad masses of the
population join the culture of neighboring nations.

Cooperation between Ukraine and Poland in the field of exhibition activity was no
less active. Book exhibitions were organized through libraries, publishing houses, and
universities. Art exhibitions of Ukrainian and Polish artists, photo exhibitions, and
museum expositions were held with great public interest. Through joint exhibitions,
active contacts are established between artists of both countries. For example, the Lviv
Academy of Arts has established close cooperation with the Institute of Art History in
Lodnzi. Thus, exhibition activity is also an integral part of the cultural interaction of the
two peoples. Through it, the image of the neighboring state is formed, the horizons of
the audience are expanded (Strilchuk L., Strilchuk V., 2013 p. 24).

Interaction at the interstate level of scientific and educational institutions is an
integral part of humanitarian cooperation. The main tasks of scientists and educators of
neighboring Poland and Ukraine are to find mechanisms and opportunities for
rapprochement of both societies. After all, it is the elite, including the scientific one, that
forms a certain stereotype in the consciousness of society about the neighboring people,
their history, culture, political traditions, way of life, and so on. Through holding joint
conferences, symposia, textbook coordination, submission of complete and
comprehensive information about the neighboring state, its image and perception in the
neighboring society is formed. Therefore, the role of scientific and educational contacts
in Ukrainian-Polish relations is an important component (Ninichuk A., 2015, pp. 320-
321).

In this sense, the meeting of Ukrainian and Polish historians on December 22,
1995 in Warsaw became significant. Representatives of both countries agreed to
organize permanent international scientific seminars related to the history of Ukrainian-
Polish relations. Lesya Ukrainka Volyn State University (Lutsk) and the Military
Historical Institute (Warsaw) took the lead and coordinated this work. Thanks to joint
efforts, the First International Scientific Seminar "Ukrainian-Polish Relations during the
Second World War" was held in Lutsk on March 27-30, 1996. The delegation of Polish
historians was headed by Professor A. Einkel, Director of the Military Historical
Institute in Warsaw, and the Ukrainian delegation was headed by Director of the I.
Krypyakevych Institute of Ukrainian Studies of the National Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine in Lviv, Academician of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine,
Professor (J. Isayevych (Strilchuk L., Ninichuk A., 2019, p. 189).

Differences in views on the past, difficulties in reconciling historical facts, and the
high level of interest of both societies in issues of interethnic reconciliation have become
a great responsibility for Ukrainian and Polish historians during scientific seminars.
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Their real embodiment was the publication of ten volumes "Ukraine - Poland: difficult
issues", which contain reports, discussion materials, minutes of agreements and
disagreements, as well as a chronology of events in Volhynia and Galicia in 1939 - 1945
(Ninichuk A., 2015, p. 321).

Cooperation in the field of information and mass media is an integral part of
humanitarian cooperation between Poland and Ukraine. Getting acquainted with the
culture of the neighboring people, awareness of the way of life, its social and moral
values is not possible without the active participation of the media in this process.
Through the media, every Ukrainian and Pole can fully get acquainted with the history
and culture, customs and traditions, achievements and problems of the people on the
other side of the interstate border (Dobrzhansky O., 2018, p. 16).

It is the media, which today are widespread and accessible to everyone, covering
certain events in international life, shape their perception of society, allow everyone to
join the peculiarities of the culture of the neighboring people. After all, along with the
facts, the media offer the reader (audience) their assessment of the event, place emphasis
on their own taste in one or another aspect of it, add a certain context or omit some
details (Dobrzhansky O., 2018, p. 17).

Awareness of the neighboring state is an integral part of Ukrainian-Polish
interstate relations and this awareness is the basis of cultural and artistic cooperation
between Ukraine and Poland, because the perception and understanding of the culture of
the neighboring people is impossible without knowledge of its history, life and
mentality.

Among the areas of cooperation in the humanitarian sphere, an important place is
occupied by cooperation at the level of youth and sports organizations. Thus, the first
Agreement on Youth Cooperation in the History of Polish-Ukrainian Relations was
concluded by the Government of the Republic of Poland and the Government of the
Ukrainian SSR on Youth Cooperation and Youth Exchanges on June 22, 1991. In
subsequent years, the Treaty formed the basis of cooperation between neighboring
states. This document has significantly diversified the forms of youth contacts,
cooperation and exchanges of schoolchildren, students, young workers, members of
youth societies and organizations. It defined the principles of youth contacts,
establishing the legal principle of direct agreements between youth organizations and
societies, schools, universities and other organizations working with youth.

Since the first half of the 1990s, youth contacts have revived significantly. The
practice of holding joint seminars, conferences, tournaments, etc. by youth organizations
of Ukraine and Poland, especially in the border regions, has become constant. The
Ukrainian National Committee of Youth Organizations, established in 1992, which
includes more than six dozen all-Ukrainian and 450 youth organizations at the regional
level, is a representative of multidisciplinary cooperation between youth NGOs. In
addition, the Ukrainian-Polish Youth Forum was established, the main purpose of which
is the implementation of bilateral cooperation projects, in particular through cross-
border and cross-border cooperation of young people of neighboring nations (Strilchuk
L., Strilchuk V., 2013 pp. 93-94).

The youth of Ukraine and Poland are actively cooperating in the restoration and
care of the graves of UPA soldiers in Poland. The interaction between Plast and the
association of Polish scouts is fruitful. However, the mentioned cooperation exists
mainly at the expense of financing of private and political funds, besides, the number of
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the persons directly involved in cooperation is insignificant (Strilchuk L., Strilchuk V.,
2013 p. 94 - 95).

However, it should be noted that Ukrainian-Polish relations in the youth sphere
have many gaps and problems. Among them, first of all, it is necessary to highlight the
lack of funds for the development of youth cooperation. Public funds are practically not
provided at all, and funding goes mainly through national organizations and foreign
funds, as noted above. Ukrainians are more willing to visit Poland, while Polish youth
visit Ukraine very little (and often reluctantly). According to Yi magazine, foundations
supporting Ukrainian-Polish youth cooperation focus mainly on elite youth, which is
why the number of participants in youth exchanges is rather small. The circle of people
who took part in joint seminars, youth exchanges, forums is closed to a certain category
of people (Borenko J., 2002, p.15).

An important part of youth cooperation is variety and physical culture. The basis
of the legal framework of Ukrainian-Polish cooperation in sports and physical culture is
the Agreement between the State Committee for Physical Culture and Sports of Ukraine
and the State Administration for Physical Culture and Tourism of the Republic of
Poland on cooperation and exchanges in sports, signed on October 10, 1996
(Agreement). This Agreement allows for the development of bilateral cooperation
between state sports administrations in national sports federations.

Representatives of state and public sports institutions of Ukraine and Poland
fruitfully cooperate in international organizations, in particular, in the relevant structures
of the Council of Europe and sports federations, often speaking from common positions.
First of all, it concerns the fight against doping in sports.

Ukraine and Poland take an active part in the development of the movement
"Sports for AIl" and the movement "Sports for the Disabled”, the development of
regional cooperation, in particular, it concerns initiatives of regional and voivodship
sports organizations, federations and clubs aimed at developing multilateral cooperation.
(Strilchuk L., Strilchuk V., 2013 p. 98).

Cooperation between Ukraine and the Republic of Poland in the field of sports
and physical culture is an integral part of interstate and interpersonal relations and
occupies an important niche in the field of humanitarian cooperation. The most striking
example of such cooperation is the joint holding of the Euro-2012 football
championship by Ukraine and Poland. Such a large-scale football championship was
held for the first time in Eastern Europe, so Ukraine and Poland responsibly approached
the preparation and holding of the largest sporting event in 2012. It is safe to say that in
addition to the spectacular football holiday, the host countries gained invaluable
experience of cooperation, established diverse contacts, demonstrated openness and
overcame numerous barriers and stereotypes that, despite all efforts, existed in bilateral
relations.

Another facet of humanitarian cooperation between the Republic of Poland and
Ukraine is interstate tourism. In relations between neighboring countries there are
almost all types of tourism: cognitive (excursion activities), youth, social, environmental
(rural or green), recreational and sports, business, scientific, business, religious, shop
tours. The richness of historical and cultural places in the border areas, favorable
climate, diversity of historical, cultural and recreational resources of natural areas
contribute to the constant growth of the number of tourist exchanges. Active movement
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across the interstate border is a powerful political and economic factor to deepen mutual
contacts between neighboring countries.

Conclusion. Establishing relations and cooperation in the field of tourism
between Ukraine and Poland on the basis of modern national legislation should become,
among others, a priority area of cooperation in the humanitarian sphere. After all, it is
through active tourism, youth exchange, joint music and sports events, educational
projects, cooperation of regional administrations, it is possible to remove certain
subjective barriers and overcome prejudices between neighboring peoples that have
accumulated in previous historical epochs.

Thus, the humanitarian relations between the Republic of Poland and Ukraine,
which were implemented by both countries within the framework of Polish Eastern
policy, play and will play a very important role in the future. Successful mutual cultural
penetration and enrichment, harmonious development of neighboring nations, and, as a
result, the integration of both societies into the European and world cultural space
depend on them.

PEAJIIBALISA ITOJIbCBKOI CXLIHOI MOJITHKH LOJ0 YKPATHU
HA TIPUKJIAII TYMAHITAPHOI MIKIEP’KABHOT CITIBITPALII
