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Adnotacja. W artykule dokonano przegladu wptywu stowarzyszen i zwigzkdéw edukacyjnych na rozwoj edukacji kobiet
w Wielkiej Brytanii w latach 1860—1870. W potowie XIX wieku kobiety nie miaty dostepu do szkolnictwa wyzszego, czesto
nie byly dopuszczane do posiedzen §rodowisk naukowych. Istnieje potrzeba w organizacjach reprezentujgcych interesy
kobiet, w szczegolnosci w dziedzinie edukacji. Ich przywodcy probowali szerzy¢ ideg zwickszania szans edukacyjnych
kobiet i eliminowania dyskryminacji ze wzgledu na ple¢ w edukacji, jako podstawowej przestanki samorealizacji kobiet.
Wplywowe stowarzyszenia i zwigzki edukacyjne kobiet stopniowo osiagaja wyznaczone cele: organizujg wyktady dla
kobiet najpierw poza uniwersytetami, pozniej w ich murach, otwieraja placowki sredniego i dalszego wyksztalcenia
kobiet; ich dziatalnos¢ byta jednym z kluczowych czynnikéw zapewniajacych kobietom dostep do szkolnictwa wyzszego.
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Abstract. The article focuses on the influence of educational associations and unions on the development of women’s
education in Great Britain in the 1860—1870s. In the middle of the 19th century, women did not have access to higher
education and were often barred from attending meetings of scientific societies. There was a need for organizations
that would represent the interests of women, in particular in the field of education. Their leaders tried to spread the idea
of improving of educational opportunities for girls and women and eliminating gender discrimination in education as
the main prerequisite for women’s self-realization. Influential ladies’ educational associations and unions gradually
achieved their goals: at first they were in charge of organizing lectures for women outside universities, later within their
walls, as well as opening women’s institutions of secondary and further education; their activities were one of the key
factors in ensuring women’s access to higher education.
