Characterizes the potential of non-rhythmicity of cordocentrism in
the national-patriotic, spiritual, moral, state development of the creative person homo
verbo agens, which is based on the best achievements of the educational ideal of the
Ukrainian people of European and world value experience. The integration approach of
rhetoric, rhetoric, homiletics, philosophy, pedagogy, psychology, etc. to the horizons of
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spirituality of education of the rhetorical personality culture of the twenty-first century is
covered. with the goal of broad humanization of society, democratization of power,
strengthening of the spiritual and moral security of the state.

Introduction. In the face of crisis economic, political, social instability, radical
socio-cultural transformation of society, there is a need to develop new approaches to
the education of the individual on the spiritual basis of the axiology of the heart and the
non-rhetoric of cordocentrism, which contribute to the spiritualization of the educational
process and its subjects.

The mentality of Ukrainians has amazing beauty and power in the world-famous
philosophy of the heart of Grigory Skovoroda, Pamphil Yurkevich, Mykola Gogol,
Vasyl Zenkovsky and others. the titans of the spirit, for the epicenter of the spiritual,
moral, intellectual, and physical life is in the heart. Ukrainian cordocentrism has
developed in the axiology of the heart and the non-rhetoric of cordocentrism, which, in
turn, determine the main directions of the scientific discourse on the problem of spiritual
and moral education of the individual in Ukrainian society with the purpose of
humanizing the society, its democratization, and strengthening the spiritual state.

Relevance of the research problem

The object of our study is the process of educating the personality of a social

educator, and the subject is the non-rhetoric of cordocentrism as a factor in the
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spiritualization of educational interaction and its subjects.

The purpose of the study is to substantiate the potential of neo-rhetoric of
cordocentrism in training social educators, educators, and other humanities.

The objectives of the study are:

to characterize the historical and contemporary spiritual and moral foundations
of the Ukrainian national mentality;

to prove the importance of unity as a spiritual value of the Ukrainian people,
which determines the purpose of national education;

to disclose the contribution of GS Skovoroda and others. thinkers in the
development of spiritual and moral education of the individual;

identify spiritual sources of the traditional educational ideal of the Ukrainian;

to substantiate the spiritual and moral resource of neo-rhetoric of cordocentrism
and understanding in the training of social educators, educators, and other humanities.

Spiritual sources of the traditional educational ideal of the Ukrainian

Religion and patriotism are the main sources of the traditional educational ideal
of the Ukrainian, the foundation of the national mentality: "We glorify, O God, thee, we
glorify, for thy name is near" (Ps. 75: 2). Therefore, the social educator and educator
must teach the youth exemplarily to serve God and the Motherland, because the first
absolute value for the youth is God, the second is the Motherland. It is a blessing for the
Motherland to nurture the high spiritual and moral level of the Ukrainian people (Bible,
1995, 1600 p.).

The need for a new concept of social and pedagogical work, for developing new
approaches to social support for children and young people in particularly difficult and
extraordinary conditions, in particular, orphans and children with disabilities, is being
updated. They need a harmonious integration into society, the formation of special
social skills, social position, immunity to the negatives of the present.

Relationship pedagogy in society, social and pedagogical service - basic
integration basis in the system of social assistance services to the population, which
facilitates timely diagnostics, helps to identify and pedagogically expedient influence on
relations in society, on "development of various initiatives, formation of values self,
spiritual, moral and physical health, to the environment ”’(Zvereva, 1998, p. 333).

Historical and modern spiritual foundations of national education

The spiritual foundations of education in Ukraine XVI - XIX centuries. is a
national spiritual and cultural heritage and achievements of the Western European
Renaissance, which influenced the development of ideas of self-knowledge, awareness
of the importance of humanity, human dignity, moral renewal, the need for active
activity for the benefit of the native people, the search for a related work and the
meaning of life —Hs1.

In the XX century. a powerful chorus of thinkers-enlighteners, concerned about
the decline of spirituality and morality in society. Among them is P. Teillard de Chardin,
who discusses high spiritual categories, the love of the personal and the personal: “What
does it mean, not that ultimately, the planetaryization of mankind, for its proper
implementation, presupposes existence - except the Earth , which is gradually being
charged, besides human thought, which is organized and condensed, is there a third
factor? | understand it as the ascent of our inner horizon of the higher consciousness of
the world”(Teillard de Chardin, 1993, p.303).

Philosophers are joined by educators, psychologists, and representatives of other
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humanities who solve the problems of fostering the spirituality of the younger
generation and the uplifting spirituality of education itself. There are now numerous
new-type educational establishments in Ukraine, with advanced technology of
education, education of creative personality, spiritually rich and harmoniously
developed. Specialists - innovators, enthusiast educators who carry the word of truth,
love those whom they educate, work here. One of such powerful innovative educational
institutions is the Ukrainian College of Vasyl Sukhomlynsky, which for about 30 years
was successfully managed by a talented director on the principles of Christian ethics -
Vasylina Khayrulina, Candidate of Pedagogical Sciences, Corresponding Member of the
National Academy of Pedagogical Sciences of Ukraine, author of the book “Pedagogy
of Benevolence” (Khayrulina, 2018, 416 pp.).

The content of social-pedagogical work with orphans, children with disabilities
and large families includes social-pedagogical prevention, social services (social-
pedagogical patronage of the family), social-psychological rehabilitation. Volunteer
assistance, social mutual assistance, work at the place of residence, creation of
conditions of protection and involvement of such people in the treasures of culture,
education, which contributes to the formation of their socio-cultural experience
(Ilvanova, 1998, 17 p.).

The neo-rhetoric of cordocentrism, as a social rhetoric of action and
understanding, synthesis of monasticism and catholicity, develops on the conceptual
principles of noospheric education, as a synthesis of faith and knowledge, spiritual
knowledge, truth and belief, individuals and societies, the rhetoric and all humanities of
the humanities as a synthesis of science and art, rational and irrational (magical). Even
Democritus acknowledged that the word could be more convincing than gold.

Revival of rhetoric in the XXI century. as a cordocentric social neo-rhetoric
associated with the development of social pedagogy, challenges in the economic, socio-
cultural sphere, Christian culture of the heart, values of faith, hope, love, exalted
homiletic works of St. Paul, St. Augustine in the works " Christian rhetoric. The secular
sciences of the trivium and quadrium of the Middle Ages secured the high public role of
rhetoric, and the triumph of rhetoric arose in the Renaissance with the actualization of
the ancient ideal of man, the development of a harmonious personality (Bezmenova,
1991, 215 p.).

The anti-rhetorical views of Descartes, Spinoza, Locke, Kant were opposed by
the scientific views of Pascal, who saw the great possibilities of rhetoric, adopted the
ancient tradition, laid the foundations of a future school of neo-rhetoric, in particular,
Belgian, American schools of neo-rhetoric of the twentieth century.

European schools of neo-rhetoric are actively developing in the XX - XXI
centuries. thanks to the emergence of new types of communication, new types of
democracy, new advances in the theory and practice of national rhetorical schools in
Russia, Belarus, Ukraine, France, Germany, the Czech Republic, Poland and others.
countries.

The highest minds of antiquity have developed a fundamental basis for the
future neo-rhetoric of the twentieth - twentieth centuries, when a person sought to fully
master the world through a logo in which thought and word were in harmonious unity,
and rhetoric gave an example of the algorithm of mental-speech communication.
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Main part
Unity as a spiritual value of the Ukrainian people

Despite the dramatic challenges of the third millennium, the Ukrainian people
are unlocking their spirit, culture, social activity, understanding life as a "rampant climb
to the top of the ideal, seeking ways to embody the great ideals of brotherly love,
unanimity, solidarity, partnership, beauty, truth, truth, truth, hope, love, sophistication
”(Sagach, 2015, p.17).

Happy, eternal will be the people who strive for catholicity - a spiritual and
moral unity in which the beauty and uniqueness of every pure heart that seeks
spirituality is holy in order to fulfill its earthly mission with dignity.

The spiritual ideals and ideas of Cathedral Ukraine that influence the spirituality
of national education are:

to create the Spiritual Heaven of Nanny-Ukraine through a common spiritual
and educational space based on faith, hope, love, harmony of being. To this end, he
launches his Christian educational work in a number of oblasts of Ukraine, Kyiv and
abroad, Grigory Skovoroda All-Ukrainian People's University of Ukrainian Studies;

realistically, and not declaratively, build the Ukrainian State as a "generic nest",
where all nations, peoples, ethnic groups, denominations, communities live on the basis
of ecology of nature, spirit, conscience, words, ecology of man and his life;

to stop the confrontational separation of a politicized society through the
commandment of love; to destroy the evil of injustice, poverty, war, separatism in the
name of peace;

on the principles of social optimism believe in the triumph of the Good: "In the
human mind peace can be established by the triumph of justice, in the sphere of material
interests - the triumph of progress, between peoples - the triumph of brotherhood"
(Victor Hugo).

The mission of spiritualization, transformation, spiritual purification and healing
of the Ukrainian state will be accomplished by the high professionalism and spirituality
of the educators, who will realize in their joint activity with the pupils concerning the
spiritualization of the educational environment and themselves as subjects of this
activity.

Ukrainian social educators, educators should take great Christian responsibility
for the State Unity, Cathedral Ukraine, the axiology of the heart of the individual and
society of Ukraine of the third millennium, continuing and spiritually enriching the
history of the native people, through responsibility for the future.

Grigory Skovoroda's contribution to the development of the spirituality of

education

Lubomud-patriot, divine poet-thinker, spiritual teacher and mentor of youth
Grigory Skovoroda has devoted all his life to the search for truths and developed a
unique spiritual-intellectual theory and practice of spiritual and moral growth of
personality on the basis of good. He successfully developed the idea of the inner unity of
the spiritual foundations of the whole culture of mankind - the doctrine of man as a
spiritual being, in himself having God and the Kingdom of God. He brought the Bible
and the spiritual culture of antiquity closer to their ideological content, calling out
"Know thyself!"

According to G. Skovoroda, the spiritual birth of a person occurs through its
entry into the symbolic world - the Bible, through the comprehension of its spiritual
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foundations and the "divine within" (Sagach, 2015, 332 p.).

Ukrainian jealousy urged the youth to form in themselves a wholeheartedness,
for it is calm in the spirit of the breath and the breath of the Holy Spirit, for it is like a
beautiful garden full of quiet winds, fragrant flowers and solace, in which the tree of
incorruptible life flourishes.

Spiritual and moral resource of neo-rhetoric of cordocentrism and mutual

understanding in preparation of modern teachers, educators

Modern society is going through a dynamic time of rhetorical renaissance
(rhetorical boom in the USA, highly developed countries of Europe, in post-totalitarian
countries, in particular in Russia, Poland, Ukraine); passed the difficult times of
compromising rhetoric, inflation of words and neglect to the verbal-spiritual personality
culture in the first half of the XX century.

The rhetorical renaissance in Ukraine is connected with the significant growth of
democratic tendencies in forming the foundations of civil society, the strong desire of an
independent, independent country for freedom of speech ("Gongadze case”, etc.); the
social need for individuals capable of thinking independently, creatively, effectively
persuading, and encouraging constructive action. There is a humanization of social
relations: the transition from violence to belief; expanding the communicative needs of
the individual, including representatives of the humanitarian sphere, their desire for full
self-fulfillment. Contribute to the development of contemporary rhetoric and socio-
economic factors: the pursuit of effective success in the face of increasing competition,
when the effectiveness of partner persuasive dialogue is higher than authoritarian
monologue, as well as a number of scientific factors: intensive development of the
socio-humanities that shape the intellectual , a society, a state where rhetoric in its
innovative dimensions becomes an integrator as a science, art, technology, way of life.

The Ukrainian school of eloguence has its traditions, knows the periods of
upswing (Kievan Rus, Cossacks, Hetmanate) and the fall (periods of colonization,
Russification, "brain drain", etc.).

Speech as a medium of communication plays the most important role in a
person's life: with his help, a fundamental public need for the exchange of thoughts,
feelings, information between people is realized; it is a means of expression, a powerful
means of influencing an audience.

The Ukrainian School of Eloguence defines rhetoric as "a complex, multilevel,
multifunctional system based on the philosophical and didactic principles of the Good."
(Sagach, 2000, 566 pp.)

1) Philosophical Anthropology (M. Scheller's School) views the person
holistically as a person who masters being not abstractly but spiritually and practically,
in particular in measuring the rhetorical personality culture.

Rhetorical personality culture has a fruitful, productive influence on the person,
promotes its holistic development, harmonizes the subject's relationship with God, the
world around him, with his fellow man.

2) The theory of activity views rhetorical culture as a specifically human way of
mastering the world: development, self-realization, self-realization of the individual
through activity and through activity: successfully solve actual life-problems, problems
of life-creation through productive thinking and speech activity.

3) The philosophy of culture regards the rhetorical culture of the individual as a
holistic phenomenon, as a system of values that reveals the depths of the meaning of
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human being.

It is in the philosophy of culture that the synthesis of philosophical,
anthropological, activity, value approaches in the formation of rhetorical personality
culture, in particular in the system of education, management, politics, business, etc.,
takes place.

Modern philosophy of education has recognized the essential role of social
pedagogy, rhetoric, neo-rhetoric of cordocentrism in the theory of cognition, logic,
philosophy of law, when the introduction of rhetoric in the system of humanitarian
education, as the society is experiencing a lack of charismatic speech, effective speech
and social speech. help change the world for the better. Nowadays, the social educator is
especially in demand for the “accumulation of the forces of goodness, the strengthening
of ties of solidarity” (The Meaning of Life. Anthology, 1994, 568 p.), Because his
professional activity has a comprehensive meaning: helping children, young people in
need of socialization and adaptation. to changing living conditions; social and
pedagogical support for young families; organization of leisure of different categories of
population; social and pedagogical patronage of gifted children; support for people with
different social and physical anomalies and more.

Lokareva G.V. defines the main characteristics of professional communication
of social educator: "intelligence, society, emotional stability, dominance, restraint-
expression, high normative behavior, courage, responsiveness, credibility, practicality,
developed imagination, diplomacy, confidencefor self relaxation-tension, adequacy of
self-esteem, stress resistance, empathy ”’(Lokareva, 2005, p.31).

The European vision of modern times is based on the ideas of the noospheric
education of the information society in the integration of sciences, the growing role of
speech interaction in social interaction on the principles of cordocentrism with the
primacy of spiritual and moral over material and rationalistic approaches to the
development of personality, when actualized.

Democracy led to the development of social pedagogy, rhetoric, pedagogical
rhetoric, intensification of mass speech actions of the society, to the demonopolization
of the podium, dialog, polylogy, consensus, the desire for consent, which actualizes the
development of neo-rhetoric of Slavic Christianscentricity "Knows not him who thinks,
but he who loves" (Plato, 1995, 395 p.).

Unripe democracy, the desacralization of knowledge and sinfulness, the
inflation of the word give rise to pathological recurrences of manifestation of negative
rhetorical actions, manipulative black rhetoric for the sake of profit, rather than the
search for truth in the concept of complicity, catholicity, interaction, happiness.

The non-rhetoric of the 21st century. in Europe it is based on the integration of
the classical and innovative rhetorical model of thought-speaking activity on the basis of
universal spiritual-moral (Christian) values: a description of the algorithm of ideological
speech activity from argumentative structures that organize thought, to the speech
content of these structures; identify the directions of the argumentative strategy in
accordance with the speaker's intervention; development of ethical rules of speech
behavior of a speaker in certain conditions of communication; rhetorical analysis of a
particular speaker's use of the language; creation of methods for improving the
effectiveness of speech communication in the field of education, spiritual and moral
education, propaganda, machine technologies, complicated social work, various spheres
of communication with Internet-dependent children, elderly people, orphans, disabled
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persons, prisoners, etc.

The role of the real and ideal humanitarian human communicant, the
comprehension of his ideal image in the speech "communication at the level: God-
personality-society-fate of mankind" is updated (Crimean, 2003, p.185). A striking
example of the synthesis of the sciences in the scientific work of a famous Ukrainian
philosopher, academician of the NAS of Ukraine, winner of the National Prize Taras
Shevchenko is the name of Sergei Borisovich Krymsky, who said about his ascent to
Heaven: such a philosopher. All the time, | was strongly reluctant to do anything other
than the activity itself. | started out as a true Hegelian, living with this Hegel. Then |
overcame Hegelianism and appreciated Russell. I practiced philosophy and abandoned it
for ideological reasons, began to do mathematics. | worked on logic, then mathematical
logic, then gave up on it, got involved in culture and something closer to religion. After
all, I came to Christian values ”(Krymsky, 2012, 436 p.).

The neo-rhetoric of cordocentrism on the principles of noospheric education,
acme-synergistic approach of futurosynergetics, through the actualization of social
pedagogy, gives a chance to society not only as a driver, but also as a condition of
progress, as a great creation of the Spirit in the formation of the civilizational values of
sophistication, of the action of sophistication, criteria of reliability, sufficiency, utility
”(Crimean, 2003, p.185). One has to make an informed choice on the way to the
Temple.

Formalization of rhetorical actions in the socio-cultural sphere, weak level of
rhetorical culture of the individual and society will help overcome noospheric pedagogy,
social pedagogy, homiletics, rhetoric of cordocentrism through the competence-activity
approach to the organization of cooperation of social communicationagogues
(socialagogues). based on the development of philosophy, methodology of education,
synergetics, axiology, acmeology, psychological and pedagogical theories,
hermeneutics, cultural studies, methods of teaching rhetoric, n education, technology of
rhetorical education from the standpoint of noospheric thinking, nature-friendly and
health-saving strategies, "nootechnologization of the educational industry" (Shulyar,
2014, p.518), "noospheric education” (Noospheric School. Concept / Maslov,
Kozhevnya, Kozhevny, Kuchevny ., 2010, 100 pp.).

The social educator performs the main effective functions: "educational,
prognostic,  diagnostic,  preventive,  social-therapeutic,  protective-protective,
organizational-communicative, analytical-research" (Mishchik, 1997, p.15).

The synergistic paradigm of competence-activity rhetorical action includes
axiological and acmeological aspects, shapes the ability of the humanitarian speaker to
self-organize acme-man to self-study, self-development, self-improvement at the level
of the philosophy of the heart Grigory Skovorody actions with value-oriented
application of knowledge and norms regarding a specific professional, social, life
situation (axiological basis), teaches to be competitive in the market atsi "reaching its
highest point of Acme (acmeological base)" (Shulyar, 2014, 5.398).

The model of aggressive rivalry with partners is replaced by an ethical model of
psychological support, assistance in solving vital, psychological problems, a
professional program of rehabilitation, competition, partnership, consent, a reasonable
compromise, offering a certificate of truth, as an alternative to dispute, agonistic dispute.

The synergistic paradigm provides a variety of models, situations of social,
spiritual, moral, creative activity, in particular, of social workers, educators and
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theologians, strengthening solidarity social harmony as an instrument of state and
national security in the face of global challenges of the 21st century.

The functions of competence-activity speech act of neo-rhetoric of
cordocentrism are the following: "emotional-value, empathic (cognitive, emotional,
behavioral levels of communication), perceptual, cognitively-competent, operative-
motivational, communicative, communicative, communicative, hedonistic and
entertaining, spiritual and moral healing (Zvereva, 1998, 333 p.).

Cordocentrism, Christian charity, fraternal assistance to one's neighbor - a
spiritual landmark of recent times, inspiring the search for new social technologies,
nurturing the culture of the heart of the individual, society, humanity - as a high prospect
for further development of the world spiritually-theoretically, spiritually-practically,
further studies of the theoretical and applied aspects of the neo-rhetoric of
cordocentrism, where creativity of a harmonious “spiritual personality resists chaos,
abyss, and death” (Poznyakov, 2016, p.1 - 4). It is known that the Christian and social
worker of the saint Matinka Theresa called her service to her neighbor the Mercy Order,
from personal belongings she had two sari dresses, a notebook for writing, and to
Eternity came sacrificial love for the needy people, good works and the name of Jesus
Christ on the lips. Love's rhetoric is also being developed on a practical level for the
elderly and disabled. In particular, in the Nikolaev shelter under the guidance of
Christian director Vlasov V.Ya.: the average age of the shelter's inhabitants is 82 years,
and "Maria Ivanovna Gvozdenko lived here up to 103 years" (Sagach, 2017, 64 p.).

Christocentrism, Father-centricity, human-centrism, cordocentrism,
logocentrism of a harmonious acme-personality form the spiritual-moral logosphere of
civil society, humanity with the priority of a happy harmonious personality, which
collectively and passionately creates a fertile noosphere.

Modern rhetoric as a science and art of the living word has existential
multidimensionality, develops as a rhetoric of cognition, neo-rhetoric of cordocentrism
and understanding, which determine the phenomenon of existential-rhetorical balance in
the worldview, the vitality of the individual, creating conditions for effective
communication and communication. .

Thus, from the second half of the twentieth century. in the history of European
culture there is a turn to man, a linguistic turn and a revival of rhetoric. These processes
place language at the center of philosophical studies as "the house of being" (M.
Heidegger) and are marked by the actualization of rhetoric, in particular, as technologies
of tolerant argumentation, verbalization of power, metaphorical narrative, verbalization
of action - rhetoric of power, rhetoric of understanding and understanding.

In the modern information age with its contradictions and problems it is difficult
to distinguish a single, universal model of humanitarian training - teachers, social
educators, educators, theologians, etc. In the educational practice of the humanities, we
turn to the elements of different theories, concepts, directions, seeking to combine them
into one whole, to create an effective strategy of preparation, which every time requires
a focus on success and happiness.

The training of social educators, humanities students, theologians, as well as
other specialists, is complicated, requires broad professional activity of graduates in
various fields: as rhetoricians, as educators, as humanistic psychologists, as inspired
speakers, citizens who are professors.

The current stage of spiritual and intellectual revival of the Ukrainian people
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within a democratic state, with active substantiation of communication in different
genres and types of communication, requires the revival of the rhetorical and homiletic
heritage, which is an organic component of culture, science, art, critically rethinking the
past can serve the noble cause and purpose of education - the development of a creative,
"harmonious acme-personality” (Antonov, 2014, 384 pp.) humanities, orator, theologian,
homilet, who create ntelektualno and spiritual life of society, inspired noosphere.

Democratic renewal of society in Ukraine in the 1990s. caused a social order for
a bright, oratorically talented and trained personality of a leader of social influence -
humanities, teacher-educator, social educator, theologian, homiliter, educator, people's
deputy, social and political figure, who have effective public and private
communication, mutual understanding. That is why the social order for the formation of
a spiritual rhetorical personality on the basis of a speech personality, that is, a homo
verbo agens person - with effective thinking, quality speech, optimal communication,
spiritual and moral charisma of service to God and the people, is actualized.

The concept of humanization and humanization of Ukraine and other CIS
countries, as well as European countries, includes the restoration of the scientific and
pedagogical status of classical integrative humanities rhetoric, as a theoretical discipline
and educational subject in secondary and higher schools, while preserving in it
constructive, progressive and methodical classes. as well as the national rhetorical
renaissance of the eighteenth to eighteenth centuries, the ethico-aesthetic value of folk
goldsmiths, the beneficial Christian ethics. There is a need for spiritualization of the
non-rhetoric, the formation of a national rhetorical school for the successful
implementation of an innovative concept of education, the development of a rhetorical
personality - a homo verbo agens (a person who acts in words), who can effectively
exercise their democratic rights and freedoms in all areas of public communication on
the principles of Christianism, ethics, rhetorical ethics, universal ethics of good.

Increasing the rhetorical culture of social educators and educators, other
humanities, as part of the true elite of society, will be a significant factor in the
humanization of society through constructive dialogue, through dialogue of cultures,
will help members of society to agree, to tolerate argumentation, to persuade, to speak
up socio-political and other problems, will increase the speaker's ethical responsibility
for his speech act, his work for the glory of the Lord and his salvation in Eternity.
Therefore, “the role of interaction between the Churches (all denominations), society,
and the state in the conditions of globalization on the path of spiritual unity of the
people, modernization and future is actualized” (Martyshyn, Bochkov, 2017, 266 p.).

Through the word rhetorical personality comprehends his own and others'
speech acts, forms successful communicative models of life-giving and social work. The
system of secular and spiritual education is not yet ready to solve all the problems of the
development of the culture of rhetorical personality, including social pedagogue,
humanities, theologian, homilet, but the first steps in this way give encouraging results,
especially in new educational establishments, departments of pedagogical skill,
educational works of pedagogical institutes, departments of logic and rhetoric in
universities, institutes of continuous education, seminary, theological academies, etc.

The new public speaking practice requires a targeted public financial policy
aimed at reviving the rhetorical heritage, the formation of a national rhetorical school at
the level of European and world standards.

Conclusions. The results of the study deserve attention in a polyaspectic,
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syncretic vision, in philosophical, rhetorical, pedagogical, theological, homiletical
dimensions for the modernization of secular and spiritual education in Ukraine,
European countries, for the development of Christian culture and for the strengthening
of the Church, as an intellectual, , for the development of civil society, the preservation
of the macro-Christian world, will promote the development of spiritual civilization:
"People create. The state governs. The Church teaches ”(llyin 1.O.).

Studying and generalizing the pedagogical experience of secondary and higher
schools revealed, on the one hand, an insufficient level of oratorical culture of the
humanities, teachers, educators, teachers, students of pedagogical colleges, theological
colleges, on the other hand, the growth of interest, positive classes, and positive classes.
rhetoric, non-rhetoric, heuristics, theories of argumentation, logic, homiletics, etc.

The research will promote the optimization of the educational process in
educational institutions through the development of education, systematic pedagogical
process, will contribute to the further improvement of special creative knowledge and
skills of social pedagogues, educators, oriented on Christian values, humanistic centers,
humanistic centers logocentrism, child-centrism.

The spiritual and moral culture of the monadic personality, including rhetorical
and homiletical, with its reliance on the pedagogical-rhetorical Christian ideal of mercy,
wisdom, holiness, love, harmony, joy, is an indispensable condition of the co-
evolutionary processes of the noosphere, of the logotype strengthening national states,
national and national security, national formation; acts as the main consolidating factor
of civil society.

The culture of the rhetorical personality of the social educator, educator, other
humanities will promote the development of morality, spirituality, intelligence, social
harmony, peacefulness, solidarity, tolerance and consensus-building in the face of
dramatic challenges of the third millennium, taking into account new trends in
humanitarianism. , Christian culture in Europe and around the world under the golden
banner of faith, hope, love, sophistication.
