nich w wykorzystaniu srodkow budzetowych; zapobieganie przestgpczosci w zakresie
zabezpieczen emerytalnych, popetianych przez nie panstwowe fundusze emerytalne.
Bioragc pod uwage utworzenie nowych instytucji $cigania i systemowych zmian w
dzialaniach organow $cigania, proponuje si¢ wlaczenie szeregu instytucji (Narodowa
Agencja Ukrainy ds. wykrywania, dochodzenia i zarzadzania aktywami otrzymanymi od
korupcyjnych i innych przestepstw, Krajowe Biuro Antykorupcyjne Ukrainy) do listy
organow, ktore sg uprawnione przez wladze do zapobiegania popelniania przestgpstw w
zakresie zabezpieczenia emerytalnego.

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Abstract: The main directions of special criminological prevention of crime in
the sphere of pension provision are explored in this article namely prevention of
corruption in the sphere of pension provision activity of National Police of Ukraine
concerning the detection and termination of crimes in the sphere of pension provision
and non-targeted usage of budgeted cash by them prevention of crimes in the sphere of
pension provision which are omitted by non-governmental pension funds.

Thereby the latest economic realities and challenges of time demand principally
new reasonable approaches to the provision in one hand the appropriate legal protection
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of citizens of Ukraine from new kinds of financial fraud in the other hand the creation of
legal principles which adequate to time for implementation of entrepreneurial activity .

Shaping of modern strategy of counteraction to financial crimes should be based
on the results of scientific comprehension in-depth research of quantitative and
gualitative characteristics of separate technologies of criminal activity study of its
connections with economic surroundings taking into account the experience of other
countries and recognized international standards. At present the targeted nationwide and
special preventive measures are being developed which in the complex will allow to
prevent possible many millions of losses of citizens of business entities and of the state.

In our opinion you should implement the control measure in budgeted funds for
successful obtaining of information about offences which are committed in the sphere of
pension provision that is: to introduce a constant monitoring of budget expenditures
through the introduction of a budget passport; to organize its operative support on the
basis of data monitoring of budget expenditures ( a budget passport ); to improve
operative overlapping of main managers of budgeted funds; to organize qualitative and
all-round working out of the mentioned managers of the budgeted funds.

The following directions of the state control may also promote the detection,
termination and prevention of crimes in the sphere of pension provision: measures
concerning provision of financial control in the country; measure concerning provision
of tax control; control from the side of law enforcement organs.

The following working out must be carried out without fail by Nation Police of
Ukraine with the involvement of units of State Fiscal Service of Ukraine for the purpose
of compliance installation of order of carrying out of reimbursement to the Pension
Fund of Ukraine and legality of implementation of cash expenses by structural units of
the specified fund.

Thereby the prevention of crimes in the sphere of pension provision is a
multilevel system of measures with are executed by the subjects of prevention and is
directed to: the detection and elimination of criminogenic situations which directly
motivate or provoke committing crimes; the detection of increased criminal risk and its
decreased criminal risk and its decrease in he structure of pension system; the detection
of the officials whose behavior indicate to the real possibility of committing crimes and
the direction of deterrent and corrective influence against them.

You can use some of the existing in other branches preventive measures against
office rimes in the sphere of economics prevention of corruption in one hand in the other
hand you should develop specific measures of prevention which are typical for crimes
only in the pension sphere( preventive measures of issuance of documents with
inaccurate information for assignment of pension in particular he clarification to
pensions as well as to the persons who issue such documents the responsibility about
illegal receiving of pension the creation of local network about the recipients of pensions
in the context of subjects of Ukraine) during the realization of special criminological
prevention .Besides the mandatory checking by the employees of the organs who
execute pension provision of document about salaries and wages is advisable.

A number of institutions (National agency of Ukraine n Detection Search and
Asset Management which are obtained from corruption and other crimes National Anti-
Corruption Bureau of Ukraine)are proposed to be included into the of organs which are
authorized to prevent crimes in the sphere of pension provision considering the creation
of new organs.

Introduction. Becoming Ukraine as a democratic, social and rule of law based
on the rule of law, affirmation of ideas of human rights and freedoms, separation of
powers, modern model of civil society involves the development of effective and
constructive steps aimed at carrying out social reforms and, above all, reforming the
existing pension system. as one that affects everyone's interests. Pension rights are one
of the basic social human rights, which are defined by the Constitution of Ukraine,
international legal acts, laws of Ukraine. In the conditions of reforming the country's
economy, the establishment of market relations, tens of millions of people (pensioners,
disabled, orphans, refugees, etc.) require material support and assistance from state
authorities, which are entrusted with the functions of social protection of the population.
Particularly relevant and important is the reform of pensions in the context of low levels
of social standards and guarantees, lack of adequate sources of funding, exacerbation of
the tendency to increase the number of participants in pension provision and,
consequently, decrease in the number of employees.

However, in this connection, criminal acts are especially dangerous both among
the employees of the social security bodies in the field of pensions and by the pensioners
themselves. Statistics show that the share of "official™ crime in the structure of general
crime in Ukraine from 2014 to 2018 increased by almost 4%. In the area of pension
provision, 69% were crimes in the field of public service and professional activity,
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including: abuse of power or office (20%); job forgery (35%); office negligence (12%);
acceptance of an offer, promise or receipt of an improper benefit by an official (21%);
an offer, promise or improper benefit to an official (12%). At the same time, the share of
crimes in the sphere of pension provision in the structure of crimes in the sphere of
service and professional activity related to the provision of public services in 2014 was
5%, and in 2018 - already 11%. This state of affairs attests to an increase in the intensity
of reproduction of official crimes in general and crimes in the sphere of pension
provision in particular and requires the creation of effective mechanisms of prevention
(On registered criminal offenses and the results of their pre-trial investigation; Anti-
corruption program of the Pension Fund of Ukraine. Report on the results of work on
prevention and detection of corruption in 2014-2018).

The main areas of special criminological prevention of crimes in the sphere of
pension provision are:

- preventing corruption in the field of pension provision;

- the activities of the National Police of Ukraine (hereinafter referred to as NPS)
in identifying and ending crimes in the field of pension provision and misuse of
budgetary funds;

- prevention of crimes in the field of pension insurance committed by non-state
pension funds.

The first area of special criminological prevention of retirement crime is the
prevention of corruption.

How did AP conclude on this? Zakalyuk, considering that criminologically,
corruption is a social phenomenon of deformation of public power due to its
subordination to private, mostly self-serving interests, it plays a generally social decisive
role with regard to the restoration of corruption ties and relations, their manifestation in
corruption acts, and in particular acts of corruption. criminal and criminal nature, their
corruptive motivation, which determines the public need for systemic anti-corruption
prevention activities both in relation to the phenomenon of corruption and its
manifestations, dusim crime (Zakalyuk A.P., 2007, p. 195). In this case, in the opinion of
M.l Khavroniuk, unfortunately, the legislation only defines the mechanisms, forms,
methods, forces and means of counteracting a particular phenomenon, in this case
corruption. Therefore, in addition to legislative measures, it is necessary to take a set of
organizational, information and other measures and their financial and economic
support. The last one in an economically weak state will always be blocked (Khavroniuk
M.I., 2011, p. 4).

Various measures of special criminological prevention of corruption are referred
to in scientific sources. In particular, V.V. Vasilevich included: the establishment of
such a material level of employee retention that is able to provide them and their
families with a decent standard of living; improving control over the revenues and
expenditures of state and other categories of employees, personnel policy; ensuring the
safety of persons (as well as their families) engaged in the fight against corruption;
introduction of the regime of official use of expensive state-owned apartments, houses
provided in connection with the occupied public position; formation of all payments
from the state budget system only on the basis of law, so. (Dzhuza O.M., Vasilevich
V.V., Kolb O.G., 2009, p. 137; Vasilevich V.V., Djuzha O.M., Kolb O.G., 2018, p. 302).

Regarding the second line of special criminological prevention of crime in the
sphere of pension provision, while conducting operational-search measures, operatives
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of the Department of Economy Protection (hereinafter - SEE) of the National Police of
Ukraine should take into account information factors that provide effective investigative
work in detecting crime and pensions(Zakharov V.,2014,p. 50). In order to obtain
information about crimes in this area, operational staff need to know the profitable
sources of formation of the specified fund. Funds of the said fund are generated mainly
through: the compulsory state pension insurance levy paid by enterprises, institutions,
organizations and individuals in the manner prescribed by law; funds of the State
Budget of Ukraine and local budgets; voluntary contributions from businesses,
institutions, organizations and citizens; amounts of penalties, financial penalties,
penalties provided for violation of the procedure for payment of the mandatory state
pension insurance fee; bank loans; other unlawful receipts (Matselyk M.O., Matselyk
T.0., Prygotsky V.A., 2011, p. 219).

Contributors to compulsory state pension insurance are: business entities,
regardless of ownership, their associations, budgetary, public and other institutions and
organizations, associations of citizens and other legal entities, as well as individuals -
business entities that use the work of hired workers. The legislation also defines other
categories of payers depending on the type of activity performed. The object for
payment of contributions is the employer payroll fund, the amount of total taxable
income, the value of contracts for the alienation of property, other objects depending on
the type of activity, organizational and legal form of the payer of contributions and
availability of employees (Zakharov V., 2014, p. 51).

The source of receipt of information about violations in the research area can be
both materials and documents used in the appointment of pensions, as well as the
persons themselves, their families, relatives, neighbors, relatives, acquaintances and
those who know the victims of service crimes in the field of pensions. . The sources of
information on crimes in the field of retirement security may be: a) materials of
investigative and judicial practice (closed criminal proceedings); b) criminal
proceedings on charges of abuse of power; c¢) materials of checks of allegations of
irregularities during the appointment of pensions; d) confidential discussions with
pensioners; €) materials of inspections of control and audit services; e) separate
publications in the media; g) information of operational and investigative nature.

In addition, employees of the prevention service could receive this information
during the operations of "Pension" or "Social protection".

One of the elements of getting information about retirement crime is choosing a
search direction. A sample survey shows that, in the area we are looking at, the areas of
search are, as a rule, the following: The Pension Fund - its management, as legal entities
(economic entities), which form a profitable part of the specialized specialized state
funds through compulsory payments. The units of SEE NPU selectively, taking into
account, first of all, the degree of their criminogenicity, approach to the list of objects
subject to intensive operational testing: objects that are included in the infrastructure that
ensures the normal functioning of the pension sector (territorial structural subdivisions
of Ukraine) ; facilities and places where corrupt officials are most likely to engage in
illegal operations (prestigious restaurants, bars, casinos, wellness centers, etc.);
information about the facts of theft, whether they are being prepared or committed, and
about the persons involved in them; information about persons aware of the theft of
funds of these funds or actions of specific officials, for example, territorial branches of
the Pension Fund of Ukraine; information about the circumstances contributing to the
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commission of crimes in the field of retirement security.

The study of the practice of organization of search work at these sites shows that
the units of SEE in order to timely obtain primary data use not only vowels, but also
unofficial forces, means, methods and operational-investigative measures, in particular:
prompt tracking of criminogenic situation at objects spheres of pension provision; study
the content of management, accounting, financial and other documents reflecting their
business activities and their industrial relations; collecting data at the place of residence
and establishing the way of life of the persons who pass on information available to the
employees of SEE; study and analysis of documents coming from law enforcement and
supervisory bodies, containing information about the misconduct of officials of
territorial units of the Pension Fund of Ukraine; getting primary information about other
BDAs while working on-line accounting; personal search by an operative; exploitation
of the possibilities of operational-investigative and preventive accounting of NPS;
obtaining the necessary information in the OBD of the operational-search function;
involvement of verified members of the public in conducting operational-search
activities (Zakharov V., 2014, pp. 51-52).

The non-state pension system is the third level of the pension system. Its
construction has been implemented since 2004 after the entry into force of the Law of
Ukraine “On Non-State Pensions” (On Non-State Pensions: Law of Ukraine). As of the
end of 2018, the State Register of Financial Institutions contains information on 94 non-
state pension funds (hereinafter - NPFs) and 37 fund administrators.

Detection of crimes and other offenses committed in the conduct of the activity
of NPF, involves studying the list of financial and economic documents to obtain
information about possible abuses in the financial services market.

Typical offenses in this category by NPF founders, chairman, secretary and
members of the board of the pension fund (board of the fund), officials of organizations
- the administrator of the fund, the asset management company and the custodian are the
following: carrying out NPF of other activities not related to the statute; change of the
pension funds of their organizational form (open, corporate or professional) and / or the
names indicated in the statute of the pension fund after registration of the National
Financial Services Commission of Ukraine; carrying out reorganization of pension funds
by dividing or allocating or joining, merging pension funds of different types; transfer to
the pension fund of its obligations to members and contributors of the fund to third
parties; establishment of open-end pension funds by legal entities financed by the State
Budget of Ukraine or local budgets; finding the founders of an open-ended pension fund
as the custodian of this fund and / or its auditor; the implementation in the case of the
creation of its corporate pension fund by an asset management company or a banking
institution managing assets and administering the corporate pension fund without
obtaining appropriate licenses; establishment of more than one corporate or professional
pension fund by a legal entity; conclusion of pension contracts and receipt of pension
contributions by the NPF to the Fund's account prior to the conclusion of contracts for
administration of the pension fund, management of the assets of the pension fund and
maintenance of the pension fund by the custodian; the members of the NPF Board are
persons associated with the control relations; a professional administrator, an asset
management company, or a custodian are control relationship entities; misuse of pension
fund assets; the management of the pension fund's assets by the sole founder of the
corporate pension fund, which independently administers the pension fund (if it is not an
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asset management company); carrying out audits of two or more legal entities providing
services to the same pension fund by the same auditor; violation of the procedure of
keeping the personal account of pension fund participants by the administrator;
liquidation of a pension fund without fulfillment of all obligations stipulated by the
pension contracts for payment of pension contributions to such fund and obligations for
its administration; breach of the term of transfer of pension funds of participants
(contributors) to other funds in case of liquidation of this pension fund (later than within
one month from the day of beginning of the procedure of liquidation of the pension
fund); the establishment by the custodian of the administrators of the pension funds with
which he / she has concluded pension fund maintenance agreements; establishment of a
person who is licensed to carry out asset management activities of pension funds - a
custodian of a pension fund, corporate or occupational pension fund, subject to the
conclusion of an asset management agreement with the board of such fund; the
conclusion by the person carrying out activities on management of assets of the pension
fund, the agreements which result in violation of the norms of the legislation on non-
state pension insurance, the terms of the contract on the management of the assets of the
pension fund or the conditions of the investment declarations of the pension funds;
violation of the procedure and term of transfer of powers in case of replacement of the
person who carries out the activity on managing the assets of the pension fund, as well
as the procedure of appointment of the person who will temporarily manage the assets of
the pension fund; failure to comply with the statutory level of the authorized fund of the
asset management company (the size of its authorized fund at the time of obtaining the
relevant license is less than 300 thousand euros); the use by the company managing the
assets of the pension fund of the pension assets of the pension fund to ensure the
fulfillment of any obligations, the occurrence of which is not related to the operation of
this pension fund, including its own; to provide (on behalf of the pension fund) a loan or
to receive a loan or loan to be repaid, at the expense of the pension assets of the fund, by
the company managing the assets of the pension fund; investment of pension assets by a
company that manages the assets of a pension fund, in violation of the restrictions
established by the current legislation; the management by a company managing a
pension fund's assets, at its own expense, of transactions with the same securities that
are purchased, sold or exchanged by it on behalf of the pension fund with which it has
concluded the contract; the custodian of the pension fund managing the assets of the
corporate pension fund he created; maintenance of NPF by several custodians; providing
the custodian with the services of a securities trader (intermediary) to the pension fund
with which he has concluded the pension fund servicing agreement; the use by the
custodian of the assets of the pension fund held in the accounts of that fund as credit
resources; breach by the custodian of the terms of the pension fund servicing agreement;
use of pension assets as collateral; formation of a pension fund management company
by means of loan (credit) funds; provision by the company managing the assets of the
pension fund, property guarantees secured by the pension assets, or any loans (loans) at
the expense of the pension assets; contracting with a company that manages the assets of
a pension fund, purchase and sale or retirement assets with a mandatory repurchase
condition; the acquisition or additional investment by a pension fund management
company of securities guaranteed by the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine for more than
50 percent of the total value of the pension assets; issuance by the company managing
the assets of the pension fund, any debt securities and derivatives; placement by a
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company that manages the assets of a pension fund, funds in bank deposit accounts and
savings certificates of banks whose credit rating is not determined by the Rating Agency
or whose credit rating corresponds to a speculative level according to the National Scale,
determined by the legislation of Ukraine, etc.

It is expedient for operational employees to study and check the movement of
funds in individual pension accounts of participants (from the moment of opening) for
each fund member, namely: subaccount numbers of individual pension accounts of fund
members; transactions on these accounts were carried out; the names of the documents
on the basis of which the operations were carried out; details of the documents on the
basis of which the operations were carried out; dates of operations; the amount of
transactions.

Targeted use of retirement assets should also be verified. It should be borne in
mind that pension assets accumulated in a pension fund can be used solely for the
purpose of the investment activity of the fund, the fulfillment of the obligations of the
fund to its members and the payment of costs associated with the implementation of
non-state pension, namely: investing to generate income for the benefit of fund
members; execution of fixed-term pension contracts concluded with the fund members,
and for making one-off pension payments; payment of life insurance contracts and
contracts of insurance of risk of disability or death of a participant of a fund, concluded
with an insurance organization; Payment for the services of a professional administrator,
including the payment of advertising and agency services related to the operation of the
pension fund and the cost of disclosing information about its activities; payment of
remuneration for the provision of pension fund asset management services; payment for
custodian services; payment of services for carrying out scheduled audits of the pension
fund; payment for services of securities traders (intermediaries), costs of accounting and
re-registration of ownership rights to pension fund assets; payment for other services,
which are provided for by statutory acts on non-state pension provision and for which
pension assets can be used. Under current law, the use of retirement assets for other
purposes is prohibited.

Thus, the latest economic realities and challenges of time require fundamentally
new grounded approaches to ensuring, on the one hand, the proper legal protection of
Ukrainian citizens from new types of financial fraud, and on the other hand, the creation
of adequate legal bases for business activities. The formation of a modern strategy for
combating financial crimes should be based on the results of scientific reflection, in-
depth study of the quantitative and qualitative characteristics of certain technologies of
criminal activity, the study of their relationship with the economic environment, taking
into account the experience of other countries and recognized international standards.
The development of targeted nationwide and special preventive measures is in the
pipeline, which in the complex will prevent the possible multimillion losses of citizens,
economic entities and the state.

In our opinion, in order to successfully obtain information on offenses
committed in the field of pension security, it is necessary to implement budgetary
control measures, namely:

- Introduce continuous monitoring of budget expenditures through the
introduction of a budget passport;

- to organize their operational support on the basis of the monitoring of budget
expenditures (budget passport);
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- improve the operational overlap of the main spending units;

- to organize qualitative and comprehensive development of these budget
spending units (Skalozub L.P., Vasylinchuk V.I., Slivenko V.R., p. 89).

Also, identifying, stopping and preventing retirement crime can contribute to the
following areas of government control:

- measures to ensure financial control in the country;

- measures for ensuring tax control;

- control by law enforcement agencies.

It is imperative that such workings be carried out by the National Police of
Ukraine with involvement of the units of the State Fiscal Service and the State Audit
Service of Ukraine in order to establish compliance with the procedure of
reimbursement to the Pension Fund of Ukraine and the legality of the expenditures made
by structural subdivisions of the specified Fund (Zakharov V., 2014, p.52).

Conclusions. Thus, crime prevention in the field of retirement security is a
multi-level system of preventive measures aimed at:

a) detecting and eliminating criminogenic situations that directly motivate or
provoke the commission of crimes;

b) detection and reduction of the increased criminal risk in the structure of the
pension system;

c¢) identification of officers whose behavior indicates a real possibility of
committing crimes and directing them with a restraining and corrective influence.

While conducting criminal-criminal crime prevention, on the one hand, you can
use some of the existing measures in the field of prevention of official crimes (special
criminal-crime prevention of economic crimes, prevention of corruption), on the other
hand specific measures to prevent, typical crime only in the pension sector (measures to
prevent the issuance of documents with unreliable information for the purpose of
retirement, in particular, clarify to both pensioners and persons issuing these documents,
about the responsibility for illegally receiving a pension, creating a local network of
pension recipients in the context of the subjects of Ukraine). In addition, it is advisable
to carry out a mandatory check on the employees of the bodies providing the pension,
with the payment documents.
