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LINGUODIDACTIC BASES OF COMMUNICATIVE-SPEAKING
COMPETENCY OF THE JUNIOR PUPILS

Formulation of the problem. At the current stage of development, the
traditional (school) knowledge paradigm (knowledge - skills - skills) is already
inadequate for the formation of a person capable of free linguistic communication in
various spheres of the multicultural space. In addition, with the general focus on the
development of the personality of the junior student, the leading role belongs to the
formation of his communicative-speaking competence, meaningful assimilation of the
native language as a means of communication, the development of communicative
strategies - the ability to communicate. At the same time, the ability to communicate,
to succeed in the process of communication are the characteristics of the individual,
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which largely determine the achievements of the school graduate in virtually all
branches of life, contribute to its social adaptation to the dynamically changing
conditions of the modern world.

The analysis of the research confirms certain achievements in theoretical
generalized and practical solution of the outlined problem, namely: in the Ukrainian
linguodidactics the questions of the culture of communication, devoted their scientific
researches to linguists, methodologists N. Babich, I. Bilyod, L. Bulahovsky, S.
Yermolenko, M Zvotobryuh, A.Koval, L.Matsko, V.Melnichyako, M.Pentilyuk,
V.Rusanovsky, E.Chak and others, the subject of study of which were theoretical and
practical aspects of the culture of communication, speech activity as a branch of
linguistic science, from psychology yyu and stylistics, education of the speech
personality.

The problem of the development of speech for junior pupils, the formation
and improvement of speech skills is one of the leading in the writings of Ukrainian
and foreign psychologists (G. Ball, L. Vygotsky, P.Galperin, D.Elkonin, etc.),
translators of children of preschool children (A.Bogush , O. Gvozdev, K.Kruty,
G.Lublinsna, L.Fedorenko, etc.) and junior school age (V. Badev, L.Varzatsky,
M.Vashulenko).

Modern Ukrainian and foreign teachers-methodologists O. Bilyayev, D.
Bohoyavlensky, M. Vashulenko, V. Kapinos, O. Kupalov, T. Ladyzhensk, V.
Melnichayoko insist on rebuilding the school course of the Ukrainian language
through the prism of the communicative-activity approach to its study. , L.
Skuratovsky, A. Saprun, L. Fedorenko and others. However, despite a rather wide
range of investigated areas, the issue of lingodidactic principles of communicative and
linguistic competence of junior pupils needs to be thoroughly studied.

The purpose of the article: to highlight some aspects of the linguodidactic
principles of communication and speech competence of junior pupils.

Presentation of the main research material. Study of the problem in the
linguodidactic aspect requires the elucidation of the psychological and pedagogical
nature of a number of concepts, the key among which are: communication, speech
communication, speech, communicative competence, linguistic competence.

Note that communication, according to scientists (T. Andrushchenko, M.
Lisin, etc.), "is a complex and multifaceted process of interaction and mutual influence
of people on each other. It can be considered not only as an act of conscious, rationally
executed language information exchange, but also as a direct emotional contact
between people "[1, p.28].

Communication, according to M. Lisin, is "the interaction of two or more
people, aimed at reconciling and combining their efforts in order to establish
relationships and achieve a common result" [2, p.22]. Communication, the scientist
emphasizes, is related to the activity and may osygayaditsya as its special kind.

Communication as activity develops an emotional sphere, beyond which the
partner from communication causes other specific emotions, which, being fixed,
become personality characteristics. Communication develops a person's volitional
qualities in the event that the situations of communication teach the child to gathering,
perseverance, determination, and courage. According to psychologists, communication
has a great educational value, as it broadens the general outlook of man, is a
prerequisite for the formation of general intelligence, thinking, memory, perception,
attention [3, p.346].
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Noteworthy is the position of B.Parigin, according to which "the value of
communication is practically realized through the potential of its own psychological
readiness for the completeness and depth of perception, understanding partner and
adequacy of response to its actions” [4, p.15].

L. Vygotsky notes that higher, peculiar to man forms of psychological
communication are possible only because the person with the help of thinking in
general reflects reality [5, p. 50-51].

The content of communication is realized by means of certain means, the
main of which is the language. Language is a system of conditional symbols through
which the combination of sounds is transmitted that have a certain meaning and
meaning for humans. "Human, linguistic communication, as N. Kulibin observes, in
all its manifestations is the unity of communicative and cognitive principles: we speak
and write to understand us, but we listen and read to understand another" [6, ¢.274].

By linguistic communication refers to such activity of interacting people,
during which they, acting on each other by means of signs (including linguistic),
organize their joint activity, that is, linguistic communication - this is a motivated live
process of interaction between the participants of communication, aimed at realization
specific life guidance and occurs on the basis of feedback in specific types of speech
activity.

Concerning the notion of "speech", it is considered in various aspects: as a set
of reproduced or perceived sounds having the same meaning and the same meaning as
the corresponding system of written signs [7, p.342]; as a form of existence of
consciousness for another, serving as a means of communicating with him, and a form
of generalized reflection of reality or the form of the existence of thinking [8, p.158];
as a concrete application of language for the expression of thoughts, feelings and
mood [3, p.345].

A special kind of speech activity is internal speech, where the name itself
indicates its attitude to itself. However, this is not quite the case. Internal speech is
also largely addressed to the interlocutor. It can be a very specific person with whom
we conduct an internal dialogue.

Internal speech is formed on the basis of external speech, and therefore, also
has a social origin. The process of the transition of external speech into the inner one
is called the internalization of speech, and the reverse - internal to the external one - is
exteriorized, since what is clear to itself is not always easy to verbalize, to formulate
an idea that would be understood by all. It is the clarity of the message of the one who
says, according to psychologists, and is one of the conditions for successful
communication [3, p. 345]. Internal and external broadcasting are closely
interconnected, since the greater the participation takes internal speech in the external,
in particular written, so it is more perfect. In addition, it is closely connected with
thinking, because it participates in the phrases of planning and performance.

We note that oral speech is the basis of the written one, because "if a person is
able to pass his thoughts orally,” says V. Sheremetievsky, referring to the students,
then he will have the ability, if necessary, to express them in writing '[9, p.10].

The development of student broadcasting is one of the ways to enhance the
effectiveness of the learning process, in which oral speech is the main means of
transmitting and receiving information. The perception and awareness of the students
of information depends both on the excellence of the teacher's speech and on the
excellence of the students themselves. The special role of speech in the educational
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process, in particular the oral monologue, follows from its connection with thinking,
which is two-way. A well-known thesis "which speech is this and thinking" in many
cases is correct and in such a formulation: what kind of thinking is such a speech [10,
p.97].

Oral communication can be carried out in the dialogue (Y. Zemska, O.
Sirotinina, L. Yakubinskaya, etc.) and monologic forms (P. Budagov, O. Luria, I.
Sinitsa, etc.). According to E. Klochkova, spoken language can be manifested in
intermediate forms: dialogue with elements of a monologue, a monologue with
"impregnations” of dialogue.

Dialogue is a form of speech characterized by a change in the expression of
two or more (polyglot) speakers and a direct connection with the situation. His main
features are situational, spontaneous, contextual, emotional, structural [11, p. 355].
Dialogue, according to M.Mamezo, is a broadcast, in which all its participants are
equally active [8, p.159].

Dialogue broadcasting is always motivated, because it includes a request or an
order, the transmission of a message or a statement of feelings. Motive is included in
the behavior of one of the partners in communication. During the dialogue, clarifying
questions are put, replicas are submitted. This makes it easier for the person who says
the opportunity to express his opinion, to clarify it. Characteristic for dialogical speech
is that it mostly occurs in the context of a particular situation and is accompanied by
non-verbal means of communication - gestures, facial expressions, pantomime, etc.
Dialogue speech is situational, incomplete, abbreviated, fragmentary, but still does not
cease to be understood, as each statement is predetermined. It is organized a little, and
a particularly important role is played by various clichés and templates.

According to E. Sobotovich, monologic speech is considered as an expanded
statement of one person, directed to a certain person or collective at the same time to
report information in order to influence or induced to action, and designed to respond
to the audience, characterized by the coherence, consistency, logic of the presentation
of thought [ 12, p.28].

Monolinguistic speech is a complicated and hard work. In many ways, it's
harder to prepare an oral message than to write a written text. If unprepared oral
speech complicates it, then situation situations make it all the easier. Interlocutors
understand each other not only because they are in the same situation. Each one can
easily appreciate the influence that made his words on the other.

According to S. Rubinstein, the main language development of the child is the
gradual rebuilding and improvement of the ability to use speech as a means of
communication. Depending on the changes in the forms of this communication, forms
of speech also change. Initially, communication with a child has a dialogical form, but
with entering the school, she needs to convey their thoughts, decorated in a more
common semantic whole. Then develops coherent speech, the ability to disclose the
idea in a coherent speech formation.

Broadcasting arises from the need for communication. It is always aimed at
the listener, on the other and designed to communicate with him. This applies equally
both to situational broadcasting and to contextual. But in order to be an adequate
means of communication, speech in different conditions must meet different
requirements and use different means. This is primarily due to the distinction between
situational and contextual speech.
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Consequently, when a child develops contextual speech, it, as confirmed by
special studies, does not supplant situational speech and does not replace it; the child
begins to perfectly and adequately use that, then the other - depending on the specific
conditions, the content of the message and the nature of communication [13, p. 563].

The constructive position of scholars seems to us, according to which speech
communication is considered, first of all, as linguistic activity, which is analyzed in
connection with communication and in terms of its psychological conditionality. And
therefore, the view on communication as an important component of language
learning allows us to interpret communicative strategies as an important means of
learning language [14, p. 145-154].

Note that the implementation of communicative strategies (overcoming
difficulties in communication) in school education is achieved through the use of a
communicative method whose purpose is to prepare younger students for full
communication in oral and written form, that is, the formation of their communicative
competence. We are in agreement with the statement of Y.Passov that only
understanding of the situation and knowledge of the conditions of communication in
this situation leads to the correct selection of linguistic means, and in the end - to the
successful resolution of communicative tasks [15].

The language competence of junior pupils is the ability of students to use
words in the correct grammatical form, to build and use syntactic units in accordance
with the norms of literary language, to use lexical means of language, to speak and
write in accordance with the rules of orphoepyracy and spelling. Language
competence also involves the development of cognitive culture of students, their
linguistic intellectual capabilities, practical language proficiency, which provides
readiness for full-fledged linguistic communication; the ability of students to perform
linguistic activities in speaking, reading, listening and writing.

Communicative competence is seen as the ability to understand someone else
and to create his own program of linguistic behavior, adequate to goals, spheres,
situations of communication. In the context of the study, it is essential that it also
includes the skills and abilities of analysis of artistic text, knowledge of the types of
speech (narrative, description, reasoning) and their peculiarities; actually
communicative skills and skills, based on the synthesis of linguistic, culturological,
psychological and social knowledge.

From the psychological point of view, communicative competence is, first of
all, the ability of a person to adequately organize his linguistic activity in its
productive and receptive forms [16].

Through the prism of the foregoing generalized communicative competence is
rightly considered as the ability to set and solve specific types of communicative
tasks: to determine the goals of communication, to assess the situation, to consider the
intentions and methods of communication of the partner, to choose adequate
communication strategies, to evaluate the success of communication, to be prepared
for changes in their own linguistic behavior

Communicative-speaking competence is understood by us as the ability of a
junior student to perform linguistic activity in the process of working with the text in
all its forms: listening, speaking, reading, writing, understanding of someone else, and
creating their own program of linguistic behavior that is adequate to the goals, the
communication situation taking into account the recipient and style. the language.
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
