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Streszczenie. W artykule przeanalizowano dziatalnos¢ Komitetu Konsultacyjnego
Prezydentow Polski i Ukrainy od momentu jego powotania do chwili obecnej (1993-2017). Komitet
jest organem doradczym Prezydentow dwoch panstw, dziatalnos¢ ktorego jest powigzana z
opracowaniem rekomendacji praktycznych dla kolejnych spotkan prezydenckich. Na réznych
etapach swego istnienia Komitet Konsultacyjny dziatat ze zmienng dynamika, co bezposrednio
byto zwigzane z orientacjg w polityce zagranicznej Prezydentow Polski i Ukrainy.
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Abstract. The article analyzes the activities of the Consultative Committee of the Presidents of
the Polish Republic and Ukraine, from the moment of its creation to the present days (1993 —
2017). The Committee acts as an advisory body of the Presidents of the two countries, whose
activities are related to the development of practical recommendations for further inter-presidential
meetings. The Consultative Committee acted with variable dynamics, which was directly related to
the foreign policy orientations of the Presidents of Poland and Ukraine.

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THE IMPACT OF THE CONSULTATIVE COMMITTEE OF THE PRESIDENTS OF THE POLISH
REPUBLIC AND UKRAINE ON THE FORMATION OF THE FOREIGN POLICY

Formulation of scientific problem and its significance. Polish-Ukrainian relations have
an extensive network of interstate relations, which were formed under the influence of various
factors. One of the most important, in our opinion, is the role of the Presidents in isolating the
integral concept of interstate relations. In this context, it is worth mentioning the Consultative
Committee of the Presidents of the Republic of Poland and Ukraine, which is an advisory body of
the Presidents and prepares inter-presidential meetings. To underestimate the role and
significance of the Committee in shaping the foreign policy course of the states would be
erroneous, as the theoretical recommendations of the Commissioners became practiced.

Analysis of recent research on this problem. There is no separate, comprehensive study
devoted to the activities of the Consultative Committee of Presidents (further KIC) of the Republic
of Poland and Ukraine. The purpose of the structure on the functions of the Advisory Committee of
the Presidents of the Republic of Poland and Ukraine is fully covered in the Protocol [10] and the
Statute [11] of the PCC, adopted in 1993. In addition, the media and various Internet publications
cover the Committee's meetings, but state only certain facts , but do not analyze and summarize
historical significance.

The political aspect of Polish-Ukrainian relations and their institutional provision are widely
covered by leading researchers of our time. Materials of dissertation research, leading specialists
of the Polish-Ukrainian issues became important for our research. This, in particular, Babak O. [1],
Guetzko V. [3], Gorun D. [5], Stoevsky S. [13]. In part, information about the MKP of the Republic
of Poland and Ukraine is found in the scientific articles of such researchers as: Gorbulin V. [4],
Gutsulyak I. [6], II'chuk 1. [8], Strilchuk L. [14], Trofimovich V. [ 16], Chekalenko L. [17, 19], Yankov
M. [22], Chojnowska A. [23]. These works are tangent to the problem of our publication, and
therefore none of them can claim full coverage of the topic. Therefore, this publication is the first
comprehensive attempt to explore the MKP of the Republic of Poland and Ukraine, and this is the
scientific novelty of the study.

The purpose of the study is to analyze the influence of the Consultative Committee of the
Presidents of the Republic of Poland and Ukraine on the formation of the foreign policy course of
the states. According to the goal, the following scientific tasks are set out in the article: to trace the
creation and peculiarities of the functioning of the Advisory Committee, to characterize the main
aspects of the activities of the Committee of Presidents, to examine the role of the advisory body in
the implementation of intergovernmental relations

Presenting main material. A feature of the implementation of Polish-Ukrainian political
cooperation was the functioning of the Consultative Committee of Presidents. President of the
Republic of Poland L. Walesa and President of Ukraine L. Kravchuk, on the basis of the necessity
of giving a new political level to mutual relations, initiate the creation of an advisory body which will
promote deepening of good-neighborly and friendly relations between the Republic of Poland and
Ukraine. The first Authorized Persons were appointed by: the head of the service of the President
of Ukraine on international affairs - A. Buteyko and the head of the National Security Bureau under
the Office of the President of Poland - E. Milevski [10]. The Committee "became the first serious
step to institutionalize consultations at the highest level and create mechanisms for implementing
the future strategic partnership,” - noted I. Gutsulyak [6, p. 38].

The creation of the CCP was regulated by the Protocol signed by the Office of the
Representative in Kyiv, January 12, 1993, in duplicate with the same legal force, each in the
Ukrainian and Polish languages. The protocol consisted of 4 articles and concluded for an
indefinite time. It could be denounced by each Party by natification and, in this case, expired in six
months [10]. The Committee acts on the basis of the Statute, which regulates all aspects of its
activities. The PCC consists of two equal parts: both from Poland and from Ukraine - 1 Authorized
Representative and 5 members who are accountable only to their Presidents [12].

Officially, the CCP, as a kind of mechanism for the hotline between the Presidents, began
to act with the general agreement of the leaders in April 1993. At an initial stage, it was intended to
cover the security of not only the two countries, but the European, but also world security [18, 27].
The tasks of the CCP include preparation of analysis and proposals on issues that arise in the
relations between the Republic of Poland and Ukraine, as well as the problems of the CEE region
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and international politics. According to the Statute, plenary sessions should be held at least 2 times
a year, alternately, in the territories of the Republic of Poland and Ukraine. The Committee informs
the Presidents on the results of the work of the Committee. The working languages of the
Committee are Polish and Ukrainian [12].

Particular attention should be paid to the first visit to Ukraine by President L. Valenci (May
24-25, 1993), as the main result of this visit was the official proclamation of the creation of the
Advisory Committee of the Presidents of Poland and Ukraine. The AKC acts as an advisory body
to the head of state as a special form of Polish-Ukrainian cooperation and mutual understanding.
The first meeting of the committee took place in Kiev on May 24-27, 1993. The leading experts had
to study, analyze and give answers-advice on deepening of economic cooperation between the
two states, which would include the development of banking cooperation, improvement of border
crossings, expansion of air connections, coordination of positions , in the markets of third
countries, in the oil industry, as well as in matters of social security, etc. [18, p. 27].

On this occasion, Gazeta Wyborcza (The Gazette of Electoral) concluded that the creation
of the Consultative Committee of the Presidents of Ukraine and the Republic of Poland was one of
the most important results of the visit of President L. Valensy to Ukraine. The trip to Kiev by the
Polish delegation was no longer notable because of the "political pressure" and economic
difficulties in Ukraine, so the only hope relied on established advisory bodies [1, p. 48].

Among humanitarian problems, special attention was paid to the need to overcome
historical stereotypes, which in the information plan took place predominantly in the Polish
educational and scientific literature. At the second meeting (November 1993, Warsaw), the report
of the Commission of Experts on National Minorities was considered, as well as on the
implementation of previous agreements [18, 27]. An important place in the work of the Committee
was devoted to discussing issues related to Polish-Ukrainian economic cooperation, in particular,
to solve problems with the creation of an effective system for the exchange of relevant information,
improvement of the system of mutual settlements between Poland and Ukraine, as well as
implementation of specific economic projects [22, ¢ . 66-67].

In the field of security, the issue was about the creation of a European security system that
would satisfy all the interests of the state. Particular attention was paid to the concept voiced by the
President of Ukraine on the establishment of a zone of stability and security in the CEE, which at
some points coincided with the plan of well-known European leaders, J. Delorah and E. Balladur,
in their time initiated by the EU. The committee produced the criteria for Ukraine's attitude towards
NATO's expansion to the East, which was Poland's adoption of the Alliance. Ukraine, as a direct
neighbor of Poland, could have blocked NATO membership for at least some time, but did not do
it, tolerating the aspirations of the Poles and other neighbors [18, 27].

The first significant result of the Committee's activity was the signing of a memorandum of
cooperation between the Ministries of Defense of both countries. The work of the Committee
contributed to a constructive discussion of issues related to the launching of the Polish-Ukrainian
Forum, the deepening of military cooperation between the two states, in particular through joint
military exercises, and the creation of joint Polish-Ukrainian military formations that were to
participate in peacekeeping operations under the the OSCE and the UN [8, p. 174].

However, despite the big plans, at the initial stage of the operation, the CCP did not operate
sufficiently actively. During the first three years, only three plenary sessions were held. At the
beginning of its existence, the CCP, within its framework, has been the Commission of Experts on
National Minorities and the Commission of Security Policy Experts. In the mid 90's of the twentieth
century. no meeting of the Committee took place, although expert groups in the CCP continued
their work [23, p. 135]. For some time the committee could not work at full capacity due to the
uncertainty of the domestic political situation in both countries (elections to the Sejm and the
Senate of Poland, the resignation of Prime Minister L. Kuchma, the growth of socio-economic
tension in Ukraine) [1, p. 48].

An indication of the resumption of Polish-Ukrainian cooperation was the reactivation of the
Advisory Committee under the Presidents of the Republic of Poland and Ukraine, which ceased its
activities in the summer of 1994 [16, p. 124]. The goals and objectives of the strategic partnership
between Poland and Ukraine were updated by the participants of the Advisory Committee meeting
on September 27-29, 1995 in Warsaw. The parties defined the topics and directions of the
consultations, and also recognized the expediency of providing them with a stable and dynamic
character. Polish and Ukrainian experts agreed on strategic areas for economic cooperation,
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covering engineering, fuel and energy complex and scientific and technological projects [1, p. 49 -
50].

A great deal of attention was paid to the issues of Polish-Ukrainian military cooperation,
cooperation in the context of the development of a new European security system, the PCC of
Poland and Ukraine, at a meeting in Warsaw on September 29, 1995, made recommendations on
the formation of a Polish-Ukrainian military unit within the framework of the Partnership for Peace ,
and the training of Ukrainian officers in Poland, and Polish in Ukraine [5, p. 51].

The first meeting between A. Kwasniewski and L. Kuchma took place in Paris during the
events associated with the funeral of ex-president F. Mitterrand. Presidents held a conversation,
where it was decided to rebuild the MCC. A. Kvasnevsky invited L. Kuchma to visit Poland on an
official visit. In addition, A. Kwasniewski visited the editorial office of the Parisian magazine
"Kultura", where he stated that Ukraine is on the list of its priorities [5, p. 54].

Following a joint statement by the Presidents A. Kwasniewski and L. Kuchma on the
revitalization of the work of the Advisory Committee of Presidents in January 1996, it was decided
that the sessions of the RCC would be held four times a year. And although only in 2001 managed
to withstand the schedule of meetings in full, however, the practice of personal meetings between
A. Kwasnhiewski and L. Kuchma was much higher. The Consultative Committee of Presidents held
from January 1, 1996 to May 1, 2004 13 times [13, p. 78].

On the eve of the official visit of the President of Ukraine to Poland, which was agreed
during the Paris meeting of the Presidents, the CHP was convened in Warsaw on June 17-18,
1996. Yes, the participants of the meeting stressed the need to ensure a favorable attitude of
European and Euro-Atlantic structures to the idea of Polish-Ukrainian cooperation. In particular, as
a result of this meeting, it was determined that the Polish-Ukrainian strategic partnership will be
expressed in the mutual support of the aspirations for integration with European structures,
especially the EU [9, p. 260].

As a result, during the President's meeting in Warsaw on June 25-26, 1996 A. Kwashiewski
and L. Kuchma signed the Joint Declaration of the President of Ukraine and Poland confirming the
prospects of bilateral relations, various aspects of cooperation with the OSCE, the Council of
Europe and the Central European Initiative, NATO [11, p. 79 - 81].

On May 19 - May 20, 1997, on the eve of the visit of A. Kwasniewski, the plenary session of
the Communist Party of Poland and Ukraine was held. In addition to the preparation of the visit,
much attention was paid to the new aspects of the development of the European security system in
connection with the preparation of the NATO Summit in Madrid in June 1997. Members of the
Committee confirmed the relevance and importance of the Polish-Ukrainian dialogue after the
Madrid summit. Considered also options for trilateral cooperation: Ukraine - Poland - the USA,
Ukraine - Poland - Germany, Ukraine - Poland - Lithuania, Ukraine - Poland - Belarus. Separately,
it was proposed to involve Ukraine as a supervisor for cooperation in the Weimar Triangle (Poland
- France - Germany) [4, p. 2]. The closing meeting of the CCP was attended by President of
Poland A. Kwasniewski and President of Ukraine L. Kuchma. The main purpose of the official visit
was the signing, on May 21, 1997, of the Joint Statement by the Presidents of Poland and Ukraine
"On Understanding and Integration” [5, p. 60].

The problem of implementing the declared principles of strategic partnership, including by
strengthening cooperation in the direction of European integration, has been repeatedly discussed
at the meetings of the PCC of Ukraine and Poland. At the initiative of the PCC of Ukraine and
Poland in the second half of 1998, the foreign affairs offices of both countries began to participate
in the Polish-Ukrainian permanent conference on European integration. The Polish side shared its
own experience of European integration, drawing on experience gained from interaction with the
countries of the European Union in Polish-Ukrainian cooperation. This conference occupied an
important place in the system of institutional mechanisms of interstate cooperation at the level of
supreme bodies of state power [14, p. 49].

After V. Yushchenko came to power, the work of the CCP was restored, since April 2005,
having analyzed the decades of the mid-1990s of the twentieth century. - 2005, it should be noted
that during this period, intergovernmental cooperation in all spheres of public life was greatly
expanded and intensified through personal direct contacts between the leaders of the Republic of
Poland and Ukraine [14, p. 49].

During the Year of Poland in Ukraine (2004), Ukrainian citizens learned about the traditions
"Poles make Poles". V. Yushchenko also informed journalists about the main issues raised during
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his talks with his Polish colleague and the meeting of the delegations of the two countries. In
particular, the President of Ukraine congratulated the initiative of the Polish side on the restoration
of the work of the KIC of Ukraine and Poland, noted the importance of conducting a Polish-
Ukrainian business forum in Gdansk, as well as participation of Polish entrepreneurs in the next
business forum, the so-called mini-Davos, in Ukraine.

The regular meeting of the Communist Party of the Republic of Poland and Ukraine was
held on June 9-10, 2008 in Vinnytsia. According to Decree No. 511 of the President of Ukraine V.
Yushchenko of June 3, 2008 "On Preparation of the Meeting of the Advisory Committee of the
Presidents of Ukraine and the Republic of Poland". Authorized persons undertook to prepare
information and analytical materials on the state, development prospects and issues of cooperation
between Ukraine and Poland, including on the implementation of bilateral relations [20].

The main topic of the meetings of the MKP since 2008 was the discussion of the Polish-
Ukrainian preparations for Euro-2012, which the two countries carried out jointly. In addition,
important issues of cooperation in the political, energy, European and Euro-Atlantic spheres,
various aspects of cross-border cooperation, will remain the key role of NATO in the European
security system. Particular attention was paid to the importance of the implementation of the
Brussels agreements on the supply of oil to European consumers and the enhancement of energy
security in Europe. A realization of the project of the Eurasian Qil Transportation Corridor through
the integration of oil transportation systems of Ukraine and Poland to supply Caspian oil through
the Odesa-Brody-Plotsk pipeline to the markets of European countries acquires a new vision [2].

Significant decrease in the number of meetings and performance of the Communist Party of
Poland and Ukraine is observed during the cadence of Viktor Yanukovych (at that time, the
President of the Republic of Poland was B. Komorovsky from 2010 to 2015). The agenda raised
issues of coordination of the Roadmap for the development of strategic partnership between the
states for 2013-2015. Particular attention was paid to the topic of Polish-Ukrainian cooperation in
the field of European integration of Ukraine in the context of preparation of the Ukraine-European
Union summit and the conclusion of an Association Agreement with the EU [15] .

After the "Revolution of Dignity" until today, three meetings of the Communist Party of the
Republic of Poland and Ukraine were held, which in total amount (from 1993 to 2017) amounts to
26 meetings. In accordance with socio-political realities, the following issues were raised on the
agenda:

- ratification by the Parliament of Poland of the Association Agreement between Ukraine
and the EU. During the meeting of the RCC in 2014, the issue of strengthening inter-institutional
mechanisms, the issue of military-technical cooperation and joint measures for strengthening
security in the region, work on the preparation of bilateral legal mechanisms for the revival of the
border traffic [19] was discussed;

- separation of the algorithm of interaction of two countries in the context of regional
cooperation, rapprochement of Ukraine with the EU. Particular attention is paid to the continuation
of the process of reconciliation and the maintenance of a constructive dialogue on the issues of the
common history of the two peoples [7].

- Security issues, Polish-Ukrainian economic cooperation, state of implementation of the
Minsk agreements, in order to normalize the situation in the East of Ukraine. The Polish side has
raised the issue of provocations against Polish memorials and consulates in Lutsk and the
investigation of these incidents [20].

Thus, the Advisory Committee of the Presidents of the Republic of Poland and Ukraine is
an important element of the institutional component of the Polish-Ukrainian relations. The
existence of such an advisory body testifies to the importance and priority of the development of
relations between Poland and Ukraine, because not all of the strategic partners of our state have a
similar Committee. That is why it is unique, despite the change of heads of states and accents in
the foreign policy vectors, the acquisition of the Republic of Poland of membership in the EU and
NATO, has not lost its relevance.
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
