The author of the
given article analyses attitude of society to children-invalids in different historical periods in the
context philosophical understanding of children’s invalidity and shows the determination of this
problem by socio-cultural conditions of society’ life during each historical period.

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PHENOMEN OF CHILDREN’ INVALIDITY: PHILOSOPHICAL-HISTORICAL REFLEXION

Introduction. Disability — is one of the most pressing problems of mankind since the beginning
of its existence. She is still up to date. According to the World Health Organization (WHO), the
number of children with disabilities in the world reaches 13% (3% of children are born with
intellectual disabilities and 10% of children with other mental and physical disabilities). There are
around 200 million children with disabilities in the world. The total number of children with
disabilities annually increases by 0.5%. [4, p. 20].

The statistical data provided, the results of scientific research indicate a tendency to increase
the number of children with developmental defects, even if most of the disability risk factors will be
controlled. In Ukraine, the acuteness of the situation is deepened by the bias of public opinion
about disability as a social phenomenon. The Ukrainian society is characterized by a lack of
tolerance for people with developmental disabilities and their lack of acceptance. The philosophy of
the domestic model of childhood disability remains traditional, which was formed even at the time
of Soviet power. She views a disabled child as a person who is a burden on society, completely
dependent on him and is perceived only by the consumer of material values. The same philosophy
of disability has long dominated the European countries, however, at the present moment it has
fundamentally changed, and is currently based on the recognition of the rights of the child and the
establishment of mechanisms for their provision. In this context, for the national system of social
care for children with developmental problems, the issue of changing the existing philosophy of
disability in accordance with those socio-cultural processes that are characteristic of European
civilization, and which are gradually expanding in Ukraine, is being actualized. The search for
effective ways of this change, first of all, is seen in the study and creative comprehension of the
processes of historical development of the philosophy of those disability models that were inherent
in Western European civilization in the logic of its historical development and led to the emergence
of modern philosophy of disability.

The general condition of the problem. Despite the interest of philosophers in the problem of
disability (domestic — V. Andrushchenko, S. Bodnar, N. Bokalo, N. Berdyaev, L. Wittgenstein, S.
Hessen, B. Gershunsky, V. Kremen, V. Levkulich, A. Lushnikov, V. Ognevyuk, N. Sophia, N.
Tarusina, etc., foreign ones — P. Berger, K. Wolf, B. Liwehud, T. Lukman, M. Heidegger, R.
Steiner, K. Jaspers, etc.). studies of social and philosophical comprehension not only of children,
but also of adult disability as a social phenomenon that affects society, its sphere of life and social
institutions is still very limited. At the same time, dialectical interaction between social phenomena
and processes related to disability forms a field for its philosophical comprehension. The need for
social practice, the lack of development of the problem of philosophical reflection of disability in the
scientific literature necessitate its research.
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The purpose of the article is the retrospective study of the philosophical reflection of childhood
disability as a social phenomenon and the peculiarities of its manifestation in the Western
European cultural space.

Presentation of the main provisions of the study. Scientists believe that the perceptions of
disability that have been formed in different countries during the historical development of mankind
outlined the five most common definitions of this state: biomedical, philanthropic, economic,
sociological or socio-political [3]. The indicated approaches to understanding the meaning of the
concept of disability have a different philosophical content, but coexist to this day. It is the
philosophical content of these concepts that defines the social policy of society and the state in
relation to persons with physical and mental disabilities, their social status, rights and
responsibilities.

Understanding disability occurred in the process of historical development of mankind. Socio-
cultural peculiarities of each of its stages caused the philosophy of this understanding. It should be
noted that for a long period of historical time, the perceptions of children and adults with disabilities
were significantly different. The term "invalid" was used only in respect of warriors who were
injured in the war and as a result of which they could not fulfill their military duty. Children who
have had various health problems are perceived by the society through the term "cripple", which
means "disfigured”, "distorted" from Turkish and Persian; the beggar who begs alms [5].

During the archaic period, the physical and mental deficiencies of a person did not attract
special attention of the tribal community, if they did not interfere with the full accomplishment of
collective labor activity. Only those who could not work turned into a burden for the community.
The physical destruction of people with developmental disabilities, including children, is a blessing
for such a society. It was a "natural" method of supporting the social and physical health of the
community, the philosophy of which was based on the recognition of the "social benefit" of its
members.

The period of the neighboring community is characterized by the development of religious and
cultural ideas about the afterlife. Therefore, the philosophy of the "natural" method in this historical
period acquires a religious-mystical color. The reason for the physical destruction of children with
mental health problems is not so much material factors, but psychological ones. The fear of
punishment by the remote powers of the entire community in the form of the birth of disabled
children prolonged the existence of the "natural method" and caused the emergence of
handicapping social settings for children / adults with a health deficit, which under certain
conditions managed to survive. Handicapism manifested itself in their discrimination, capture,
persecution, and so on.

The extreme manifestation of handicapism became an infacy. Legalized infanticide, mainly
babies with a health impairment right after birth or children to a year, becomes a tradition that
accompanies the entire history of mankind and is found in some countries in Asia and Africa, and
in our time.

In the era of antiquity, infacy and handicapism with regard to children with a health deficiency
are further developed. A person with physical or mental disabilities did not have access to the
world of free citizens in ancient countries. The ideal of "kalokagatii”, which was established in
Ancient Greece, was incompatible with either mental or physical disabilities. In Ancient Rome,
"civilians with health problems were not considered citizens, they had the status of slaves. A carrier
of congenital or acquired mental or physical disability awaited physical death, and at best, death
was social. Even the ones who belonged to privileged families were subjected to the
gendiacapism, and this was enshrined in law. The elite part of society (civil society) divided the
factor of handicapism into "full* (recognized) and "inferior" (unrecognized) "[6, p. 185-189].

The mentality of the ancient society with its cult of a beautiful, physically hardened body, the
social ideal of a soldier-citizen did not allow the very existence of children with developmental
defects, and even less their participation in the social life of the community. The philosophy of the
"natural® method of physical destruction in the era of antiquity acquires new characteristics —
handicap. The problem of childhood disability is conceived through the prism of false, negative
social attitudes that consider the death of a disabled child as a moral duty of a citizen to the state.

With the advent of Christianity, the philosophy of childhood disabilities again acquires a
religious-mystical character. However, it does not dominate in it, as in the primitive society, but the
Christian dogma of mercy. In the Gospel, we find many examples of miraculous healing of
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blindness, silence, deafness, disorders of the musculoskeletal system, mental disorders, etc.
Healing turned a person into a full member of society.

New ideals contradicted the centuries-old tradition of aggressive attitude towards disabled
children. For this reason, they slowly became aware of society. Handicap settings continued to be
part of the Christian philosophy of disability. The transcendental approach explained the origin of
the disease of health by the sinfulness of man. Y. Yurkov, investigating the history of family
violence against children, writes that even a healthy child was considered the creation of the devil,
conceived in the fall. Beating the child for every offense was based on the need to drive the devil
out of her soul. Even in the Bible, you can find parenting instructions about the need for physical
pressure on the child. In particular Solomon's clutches say: "Kare his son while there is hope and
do not pay attention to his cry. — He who regrets his own horses, he hates his son; and who loves —
he punishes him from childhood "[7, p. 196-198.].

For medieval society, indifference to children is characteristic. In spite of the official prohibition
of infacytic church (318 BC), the murder and abandonment of newborn babies was a common
practice.

The emergence in Europe of the classical Middle Ages of terrible epidemic diseases: leprosy,
plague, sexually transmitted diseases, etc., only increased the handicapped mood of society. This
led to the transformation of the church-monastic system of burns into the system of "isolation" and
gave the philosophy of childhood disability a different meaning. The concept of "Christian
compassion and mercy", typical of the early Middle Ages, was transformed into the philosophy of
"sin and punishment." Negative change in the value coordinates in the Christian philosophy of
childhood disability, despite the mitigation of handicap at children with disabilities (formal refusal of
infacy), provided for the possibility of applying to them direct physical and psychological violence
and allowed passive ignoring of their presence in social life . Modern scholars point out that the
evidence of this is the philosophical and political concepts of the ideal state of the time. All of them
unanimously recognize people with developmental disadvantages that are inadequate and
unnecessary to society. In their "models", nobody left the place for people with health problems.
The facts of "getting rid of the underprivileged" in medieval Europe were numerous. Of course, the
ideology of extermination, deprivation of life was not openly promoted, but there was no opposition
to this [1].

Constructive secular values in the philosophy of childhood disability "sinfulness and
punishment" brought a new cultural and philosophical movement — humanism, which arose in the
Renaissance, at the end of the period of classical Middle Ages. He initiated a new, humanistic
philosophy of childhood, and, accordingly, childhood disability. Children with disabilities are first
seen as individuals who can be involved in education and training.

In the XVI-XVII centuries. the humanistic component of the philosophy of childhood disability
gradually begins to be complemented valeological values aimed at finding ways to restore the
health of certain categories of people with disabilities (blind, deaf, mentally retarded). There is a
medical and pedagogical direction in the practice of social care for children with disabilities.

At the beginning of the New Age (XVIII centuries), the philosophy of childhood disability
remains controversial, since it combines both religious and handicap values, both humanistic and
valeological.

In the period of the formation of an industrial society (the end of the XIX — the beginning of the
twentieth century), there is a further transformation of the philosophy of childhood disability. Of
valeological and humanistic values, religious-handicapping gradually disappears. In the practice of
social care for children with disabilities the main focus is medical and pedagogical support. It was
implemented through a system of closed special medical and educational institutions that isolated
the child from social life, but provided it with a certain level of education, treatment and material
support. The emergence and development in this period of the concept of "human rights"
contributed to the emergence of philosophy of childhood disability social values. In practice, they
were implemented as measures to protect against slavery, prohibiting (restricting) child labor,
trafficking in children, prostitution of minors, etc.

Only until the middle of the twentieth century. the Society recognized the rights of the child
(Geneva Declaration on the Rights of the Child 1924, the Universal Declaration of Human Rights,
which recognized the right of children to special supervision and assistance in 1948, the
Declaration of the Rights of the Child 1959). The philosophy of childhood disability begins to
acquire socio-legal values, which gave the opportunity to significantly "mitigate" the practice of
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"isolation” of disabled children. The purpose of social work with such children during this period is
to provide them with treatment, rehabilitation and provision of social assistance in the form of
special education and pensions. This approach allowed some categories of children with
disabilities to partly integrate into social life.

The modern information and technological stage of the development of Western European
society is characterized by the adoption of social and legal values in the philosophy of childhood
disability, as evidenced by the UN Convention on the Rights of the Child, adopted in 1989 and
other legal acts. Children with disabilities are perceived by society as individuals who have unequal
opportunities in proclaiming equality of rights. The implementation of the socio-legal philosophy of
childhood disability involves maximum adaptation of social standards to the special needs of this
category of children, ensuring the realization of their inalienable human rights. Integration of
disabled children into society is the main trend of the modern period, based on their full civil
equality.

Conclusion. The analysis of the genesis of the philosophical reflection of childhood disability
gives grounds for considering disability as a historical, socially conditioned, multidimensional,
complex phenomenon of social reality, which evolves under the influence of socio-cultural factors
of social development. It has a significant impact on social processes, and at the same time
undergoes a reciprocal action. The evolution of philosophical comprehension of the phenomenon
of childhood disability shows that it has undergone a series of historical transformations, the
specifics of which were determined by the values that dominated the society at every historical
stage of its development: the archaic period — the philosophy of "social benefit" and "religious-
mystical fear"; the ancient period — the philosophy of "physical destruction as a moral duty of a
citizen to the state"; the medieval period — the philosophy of "Christian compassion and mercy" in
conjunction with the philosophy of "sinfulness and punishment"; a new time — the philosophy of
"humanistic values with the gradual development of valeological and medical-pedagogical values";
the latest time — the philosophy of "social and legal values." The philosophical and historical
analysis of the phenomenon of childhood disability confirms the gradual strengthening of the
humanistic vector in its comprehension, increasing the significance of the role of personality in
society in the context of the axiological dimension of human history.
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
