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CREATION AND FUNCTIONING OF THE FILTRATION CAMPS IN THE USSR
DURING 1944-1945

Formulation of scientific problem and its significance. Many problems of national history
require in-depth study, analysis and detailing of the pages of the Second World War and the post-
war era. The further these terrible events go back into the past and the current world becomes
more intense, the more interest in our society grows in the study of the causes, events and
consequences of the events of the last century.

A small number of aspects of repatriation processes remain scarce. Among such, for example,
the organization of repatriation under which circumstances there was a screening of citizens who
were subject to repatriation and their filtration, especially the establishment and operation of
filtration camps is important for world and Ukrainian historical science, therefore this problem
requires a multifaceted revision. The proposed article is an attempt to fill an information niche that
reproduces the process of the formation and operation of filtration camps in the USSR.

Analysis of recent research. One of the first began to study the process of forced
repatriation of Soviet citizens after the Second World War by foreign historians and Ukrainian and
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Russian political emigrants. Their attention was focused on the problem of the presence of
displaced persons in the western occupation zones after the end of the Second World War and on
the forced repatriation of Soviet citizens to the Soviet Union.

Foreign historiography is represented by such scholars: N. Bethel "The Last Mystery: Forcible
Repatriation to Russia 1944-1947", V. Yakobmayer "From Forced Labor to Foreigners Without
Statelessness. Displaced Persons in Germany. 1941-1945 ", W. Hocken-Haydel and his work™ The
Return Path. Repatriation of Soviet prisoners of war and forced labor during and after the Second
World War. " The attention of the listed authors was concentrated on the forced methods of
repatriation to the USSR. In the late 80's to the study of this topic were joined by Soviet and further
n historians-researchers V. Zemskov, O. Shvyakov, P. Polyana. Among Ukrainian scholars, the
subject of repatriation was studied by M. Koval, O. Butsko, S. Galchak, M. Kunitsky, N. Meleshko.

The purpose and tasks of the study. The purpose of the article is to analyze the peculiarities of
the creation and specificity of the filtration camps in the territory of the USSR. In accordance with
the goal, the following tasks are set out in the article: to study the creation of camps for displaced
persons; features of filtration camps functioning; the conditions of domestic and employment of
returnees, the specifics of checking and filtration of Soviet citizens who were repatriated from the
western and eastern occupation zones.

Presenting main material. At the insistence of the Soviet Union in the international agreements
adopted in 1945 at the Crimean and Potsdam conferences [1], as well as the separate agreements
of the USSR, the United States, Great Britain, France, and Belgium [2], the official approval of the
process of repatriation to the USSR of all former Soviet citizens released by the military Anglo-
American allies, despite the desire or not the desire of the latter to return to the USSR.

The Soviet Union suffered huge human losses during the years of hostilities. The leadership of
the Soviet Union was interested in the return of the maximum number of displaced persons in
order to increase cheap labor resources for the post-war reconstruction of industry and agriculture,
although, at the last place, the accumulation of demographic losses was also of particular
importance. To secure the return of millions of Soviet citizens from abroad, in hundreds of different
camps and points in the territory of Eastern European countries and in the western frontier zone of
the USSR, hundreds of different camps and points were organized in record time. As a result, in
the postwar period, hundreds of thousands of former forced laborers of the Third Reich
(Ostarbeiters), prisoners, displaced persons, which the Soviet authorities combined with one term -
"special contingent"”, returned to the Soviet Union, through the border republics. They were not
considered to be parties to the war, but equated to non-charitable parties, traitors to the homeland
and political prisoners.

In general, the beginning of the entire system of reparation was laid before the end of the
Second World War, in particular on August 24, 1944, by the decree of the State Committee of
Defense (T-hbills) of the USSR No. 6457-ss "On the organization of the reception of Soviet citizens
returning to their homeland, forcibly taken out by the Germans, and also those who, under different
conditions, drove over the border line between the USSR and Poland, who returned to their
homeland "[3].

On August 31, 1944, the Department for Repatriation under the Government of the Ukrainian
SSR, headed by M. Zozulenko, began its activity [4]. Since January 15, 1945, the Department of
the SNK of the Byelorussian SSR on the repatriation of the citizens of the USSR began its work (in
January 1946 it was reorganized into the department of resettlement and repatriation) [5]. The
general control over the course of the repatriation campaign was carried out by the apparatus of
the authorized representative of the USSR People's Commissars (from March 1946, the Council of
Ministers) for repatriation, established on October 4, 1944, headed by Colonel-General F.l. Golikov
[19].

Among the top-priority organizational measures for repatriation was the creation of a network
of filtration camps or points not far from the western border of the USSR. The Ukrainian SSR
turned out to be the most convenient region for setting up various types of special forces for the
Soviet Union's security forces, whose main function was filtering and checking the flow of
returnees [6]. That is why the People's Commissars of Ukraine and the Central Committee of the
CP (b) On August 31, 1944, adopted the Resolution, which obliged the republican NKVD to
organize the first six filtration camps in the Lviv, Drohobych and Volyn regions. At the same time,
on the territory of the Belarusian Soviet Union, checking and filtration points were created in
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accordance with the order of the Internal Affairs Commissioner of the BSSR from August 30, 1944,
"On the organization of checking and filtration points" marked "Totally secret."

As time showed, the number of returnees was several million people and to solve the filtration
problem, so many camps created in the border lane are not able. In addition, in order to avoid
over-spending, as in the Soviet Union, the problem of transport for the transport of large parties of
repatriates deep into the country was sharp enough, it was much cheaper to ensure their retention
in the border area, and later, after filtering, gradually spread throughout the country [7]. The
repatriates traveled to Penzensk, Rivne, Kustanay, Kiev, Leningrad, Orlov, Razansky and other
regions of the USSR, and were also sent to special assemblies of the NKVD and special
settlements [8].

Representatives of the Soviet party elite understood that "repatriation machine" needed its
improvement. From now on, with each army, filtration camps were set up to concentrate returnees
and try to provide organized forms. They had to work alongside the existing army displacement
points, as, unlike them, filtration camps were organized for the civilian population.

Collective resettlement points were also created on the functioning fronts. Thus, on October
23, 1944, the 1 st Baltic, 1st, 2nd and 3rd Belarusian, 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th Ukrainian fronts
received an order to create one for them pre-relocation station (camp). Later, the number of such
front lines increased to 57, of which 18 were organized only at the 1st Ukrainian Front. Similarly to
the army filtration camps, they were also designed for civilian returnees [9].

But given the workload and "scrupulous" attitude to the so-called ostarbeiter, much attention
was paid to the increase in the number of checkpoint and filtration points of the NKVD, located
along the entire state border of the USSR, as of December 23, 1944 there were already 15 of them
[10]. On the territory of the Ukrainian SSR, seven filtration stations of the NKVD were operating in
the regions of the RSFSR in Lviv, Drogobych, Volyn and Izmail regions, which were located in
Bolgar, Volodymyr-Volynsky, Ravi-Russkaya, Yavorova, Khirova, Mostyska, Chernivtsi [11], on the
territory of the Byelorussian SSR (8 filtration points) in the cities of Brest, Vysoko-Litovsk,
Pruzhany, Volvysk, Grodno and in the settlements of Belya, Kuznitsa (Grodnitsky direction),
Bobrovniki (Wolfsburg direction) [12]. Yes, already in the summer of 1945, 43 special camps and
26 filing camps of the NKVD operated to check Soviet repatriates.

Before the repatriation institutions of the Soviet Union were set the priority tasks - political
filtering and statistical record of persons who have been abroad for a long time. In all checkpoint
and filtration stations, special commissions were set up consisting of employees of the
investigative bodies of the NKVD, NKDB, SMERSH.

The bulk of the repatriates were checked and filtered at the front and army camps, the
prefabricated crossing points of the People's Commissariat of Defense, the NKVD filtration
stations, and the part of the prisoners of war - in the spare military units. Detected "suspicious" and
non-charitable individuals were usually transferred to a more thorough check up at the NKVD
filtration camps, as well as to the GULAG correctional labor camps. The vast majority of people
who fell under the "special contingent" of the NKVD, the filtration commissions were recognized as
"untested", and without a criminal case being instituted, they were sent to refugee labor camps for
six years [13].

The first was felt by the tyranny of the Soviet system of the person who, during the occupation,
accepted German citizenship, the so-called "folksuodihki", and the families of those who
cooperated with the occupation authorities or simply were in service in German institutions.
According to the instructions received by the heads of filtration camps and other investigative
institutions, one of the number of returnees was arrested: the commanding staff and ordinary
police officers, the "people's guard”, the PLA, national legions and other similar organizations, the
bourgeois, rural elders. The second category of people who passed through filtration camps, these
are immigrants from Poland and re-emigrants from France. To the third category of persons we will
associate prisoners of war, to the fourth - prisoners of German concentration camps (interned) and
people who were forcibly taken to work in Germany (ostarbeyters) [14]. According to the
Department for Repatriation of the SNK of the USSR, on February 1, 1946, 5,229,605 people were
repatriated to the USSR, including 3,438,506 civilians and 1,790,654 prisoners of war [15].

On an organizational basis, the State Committee for Defense adopted a decree on May 22,
1945, which approved the 10-day period for the registration and inspection of returnees and their
sending to their place of residence. However, as practice has shown, these terms were unrealistic.
Repatriates remained in the ZPP for 1-2 months, sometimes for a longer period.
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Although it was noted that one of the main reasons for the creation of a network of
resettlement centers and filtration camps was the desire to provide a process of repatriation of
organization and to prevent anarchy, the repatriation process was struck by the confusion, the
unorganization of the camp infrastructure. Transportation of forced labor took place in accordance
with the "Provisional Rules on the Procedure for the Transport of Repatriated Citizens and POWs
of Soviet Citizens ...". Sending returnees from the Soviet occupation zones in Europe to the state
border of the USSR by trains, motor vehicles, or on foot.

Transportation of returnees was organized by the chiefs of the front assembly teams and
commandant's offices. They filled the transport information for each trainscarriage, which indicated
the arrivals of passengers. At the same time, the lack of rail transport has affected the timeliness of
transportation of people. Repatriates were forced to stay barbed wire for weeks and sleep in cold
earth, suffer from cold and inadequate nutrition. In addition, men and women, who were still under
constant moral and psychological pressure, were attracted to heavy physical labor.

In the course of the inspections, filtration cases were started on each of the returnees, and the
registration sheets were completed in 2 copies [16]. Filtration cases are a dossier for people, which
consisted of documents of the Soviet institutions, German documents and materials and
documents of the Allied troops. Documents of the Soviet institutions included personal documents
of citizens, interrogation protocols, information international correspondence, materials of
witnesses on the activities of the person being inspected, the characteristics compiled by the
official representatives of the authorities.

Repatriated interrogated during the interview found out the reasons for which the person was
in the territory of another state, whether the person was arrested, interrogated, detained by the
German authorities, the facts of detention in special stations, service in the German army,
detachments, military units, hospitals were established. , building and other battalions created by
the Germans, in German institutions, organizations or labor at enterprises, etc. According to the
results of the audit, a very detailed questionnaire filled in with biographical and labor data before
the war and departure abroad, the circumstances necessitating the circumstances in which a
person was captured, surrounded, and occupied territory was necessarily noted. The details of the
repressions of the invaders against the repatriant and his family members were recorded in detail.
It was ascertained what was being done and where he worked in the occupied territory. We
checked a person who, through the latter's way, went abroad as a prisoner of war, was mobilized
or left voluntarily [17].

During the course of the interlocutors, part of the repatriated were accused of collaborating
with the okupants and sent to concentration camps and to remote areas of the USSR. Those
returnees who went through filtration received a certificate of referral to a permanent residence
with a note "A residence permit can not serve". The largest number of returnees was resettled in
industrial areas of Eastern Ukraine (Donetsk (Stalin), Luhansk (Voroshilovgrad), and
Dnipropetrovsk oblasts). In general, according to the results of numerous inspections, only 58% of
them went to their previous place of residence. Some people immediately mobilized to the Red
Army. But even there they were under constant control of the relevant authorities.

The special category of returnees, to which the state showed concern, were orphans. On the
procedure for the repatriation of such children, as well as those who temporarily lost their parents
by the sanitary department of the Office of the Representative of the USSR SNK in February 1945,
an instruction was developed that provided for a number of mandatory measures to create
adequate material and sanitary and hygienic conditions for their maintenance. The document also
provided for the organization of the resettlement of children in children's institutions of the USSR.

According to the instruction, orphans were distributed to ZPP at the age of 4 years and from 4
to 14 years of age, and at their place of residence until they were taken to Germany. They were
under the control of medical personnel, provided with clothing, linen and shoes, and were housed
at assembly points separate from adults by small groups [18]. The bulk of repatriated orphaned
children were sent to orphanages in the Crimea, Kyiv, Vinnitsa and Mohyliv-Podilsky orphanages,
orphanages of Kamyanets-Podilskyi district, and others.

And, meanwhile, camps for displaced persons developed and in a few postwar years a
complete cycle of formation of peculiar microsociety took place. Years passed before repatriated
individuals could move to their families and homes, and some of them were not destined to return
at all. But staying in camps for displaced persons could not last forever. Most of the returnees had
to start their lives without having absolutely anything, even basic necessities. However, even in
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those cases when the returnees happily returned to a peaceful life, they did not get rid of the
"unreliable” brands, since in their questionnaires and personal records of personnel records of
being in captivity or in the occupied territory were indicated in a special column. It was difficult to
obtain higher education, in fact it was impossible to work in state structures.

Conclusions. The party leadership of the Soviet Union was keenly interested in the return of
all displaced persons without exception. This desire was conditioned by the need to replenish the
demographic losses incurred during the war years and the increase in the extremely necessary
cheap labor for post-war reconstruction. So, the Soviet repatriation system was created and acted,
first of all, in the interests of the state.

In conducting the repatriation of its citizens, the Soviet Union, despite the attempts to provide
this process of organized and planned character, carried out in fact poorly organized and
insufficiently secured movement of people. Displaced persons were detained for a long time at pre-
deployment centers and filtration camps, subjected to humiliating checks of repatriation and
filtration commissions.

However, after passing all the verification procedures, the former Ostarbeiters and prisoners of
war had to start their lives "from a blank sheet" not only because of the loss of property, family, or
because of the acquisition of a new civil status - the returnees who were considered, if not as
"traitors to the homeland", then at least as people who did not show sufficient courage and worked
on the Nazis. Those who were checked and registered at the commission, they sent a permanent
residence.

Part of the returnees who were not in control of the procedure were, at best, sent to live and
work in places away from their families for heavy physical work. The political status of a person
who returned to the USSR from abroad after the war did not differ in any way from the status of a
criminal offender - the same conversations with the employees of the NKVD, the NKGB, the
establishment of a special "case", the duty of registration in the police, the prohibition of residence
in big cities.
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
