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Abstract. In the article there are explored the peculiarities of the indemnity obligation as a form of realization of tort
liability through the use of such an algorithm: the definition of the concept of tort liability; the disclosure of the nature
and elements of the indemnity obligation; the defining the mechanism for implementing tort liability under the indemnity
obligation as a protective legal relationship.

It is established that tort liability as a type of civil liability is realized within the framework of obligations for reparation
of injury and represents a new relative obligation, is assigned to the perpetrator of injury (subject of tort liability) in case
of violation by him of absolute passive debt in absolute legal relations. Its purpose is to renew the violated absolute right,
and in case of impossibility — compensation for the losses caused, compensation for non-pecuniary (moral) damage.

Attention is drawn to the fact that only the offender is the subject of tort liability, since it is the person who is
responsible for the intangible property consequences of the offense. The basis of the requirement for a person to be subject
to tort liability is its delicacy. In the event that the latter is absent from the obligation to cause injury and, accordingly,
the subject of tort liability is the person responsible for the conduct of the injury.

If the subject fulfills tort responsibility assigned to him as part of the obligation to compensate for damage, tort
responsibility is realized.
