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THE METHOD OF CRIMINALISTIC PREVENTION OF CRIMES COMMITTED BY
WOMEN, WHO ARE SERVING THE PUNISHMENT OF DEPRIVATION OF LIBERTY FOR
CERTAIN TERM IN UKRAINE

The relevance of the research topic due to the fact that methods of investigation and
prevention of certain types of crimes is a system of scientific statements and developed on
their basis of methods, techniques and recommendations for the organization and
implementation of investigation and prevention of crimes. It should be noted, scholars have
identified methods of investigating certain types of crimes as Sintesi section of criminology that
combines forensic technology and criminal tactics in their specific application to the conditions
and challenges particular type of crime [1, p. 103].

The aim of scientific article is to study the basic provisions of a technique of criminalistic
prevention of crimes committed by women, who are serving the punishment of deprivation of
liberty for a certain period in Ukraine, and production on this basis, proposals for improving the
current legislation of Ukraine.

In our opinion, methods of prevention of crimes committed by women, who are serving the
punishment of deprivation of liberty for a certain period in Ukraine is a system of theoretical
positions, techniques, methods and recommendations for the organization and implementation
of prevention of crimes committed by women prisoners in correctional and educational
colonies of the Ukraine, which is based on the provisions of criminalistics, as well as other
natural and technical Sciences.

Methods of prevention of crimes committed by women, who are serving the punishment of
deprivation of liberty for a certain period in Ukraine, can be considered in two aspects.

First, it is the process of prevention as a specific activity authorized by law bodies and
individuals, which is based on the use of forensic technology tools, techniques, investigative
tactics and investigative techniques of specific crimes.

Secondly, it is a section of forensic science that contains a system of scientific terms and
a comprehensive criminalistics recommendations for crime prevention. It is in the relationship
of these two directions — theoretical and practical — methods of prevention of this category of
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crimes is fulfilling its purpose, contributing to the development of scientific recommendations
and their implementation in practice of the investigation.

Sources of forming of methods of criminalistic prevention of crimes committed by women,
who are serving the punishment of deprivation of liberty for a certain period in Ukraine, there is
a science, normative and empirical issues that define the nature, form, purpose of guidelines,
the individual components of the preventive forensic techniques. Among these sources are the
law, investigative practices, forensic science, the data of other Sciences.

According to V. P. Kolmakov, crime prevention consists of General and individual
techniques and methods. The combination of forensic techniques and methods, which are
General in nature and can be applied to prevent all crimes, was identified as a common crime
prevention technique that is an independent part of science along with forensic technology,
forensic (investigative) tactics and methods of investigating certain types of crimes.
Techniques and methods that are used for prophylaxis only with specific types of crime, is a
separate method of crime prevention [2, p. 106].

On certain difficulties in the development of means and methods of criminalistic
prevention of crimes, which explains the complexity of forming the conceptual and practical
tools, drew the attention of A. Vasiliev [3, p. 12].

A. |. Vinberg noted that part of the science of criminology is the development of the
prevention of crimes and on the basis of the study environment and conditions in which
various crimes are committed, how they occurred, and generalization of judicial and
investigation practice forensic science develops preventive measures. These include: 1)
technical means of crime prevention; 2) technical and tactical methods of discovery during the
investigation and judicial consideration of the conditions conducive to the Commission of
crimes; 3) the tactics of warning of the intentions of the Commission or suppression of crimes
[4, p. 8].

Subsequently, A. Vasiliev wrote that the methods of ascertaining the reasons a particular
crime is an integral part of the methodology of investigating certain types of crimes. To the
subject of criminology, in his opinion, include activities such as the organization of protection of
property right system of accounting of material values and control over their spending [3, p.
28].

V. A. Legasov to the subject of crime prevention classifies technical and forensic means of
protection of objects from criminal encroachments. These funds can be used to obtain,
compile and provide information on the instruments and means that are used during the
Commission of crimes, and individuals who are inclined to commit them. To the subject of
crime prevention also include technical and forensic tools, techniques and methods for the
detection, recording and study of criminogenic circumstances; tactics and ways in which they
can best identify and address, as well as the prevention and suppression of crimes; forensic
methods or system of methods of identifying and eliminating the causes and conditions of
committing crimes, as well as combating and prevention of crimes [5, p. 57-58].

N. And. Klymenko notes that crime prevention should include forensic tools, techniques
and methods, which are based on the science of criminology, as well as developed by
representatives of technical and natural Sciences and applied to detect, investigate, and
resolve the causes and conditions that contribute to crime and delinquency [6, p. 5].

We hit that before the methods of criminalistic prevention of crimes committed by women,
who are serving the punishment of deprivation of liberty for a certain period in Ukraine, should
include methods and technigues:

1. to identify the causes and conditions contributing to committing crimes women
prisoners in correctional and educational colonies of Ukraine;

2. study and research the causes and conditions contributing to committing crimes women
prisoners in correctional and educational colonies of Ukraine;

3. eliminating the causes and conditions contributing to committing crimes women
prisoners in correctional and educational colonies of Ukraine;

4. control over the elimination of such causes and conditions.

The identification of the causes and conditions contributing to committing crimes women
prisoners in correctional and educational colonies of the Ukraine, is part of a comprehensive,
full and objective investigation of the circumstances of the case.
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Under the causes of crime understand those circumstances effectively of reality that
surrounds mankind, which caused her interests and motives for committing a certain crime.
The cause of the crime can be established only when there is an identified causal link between
these circumstances and the fact the crime that was committed by a person under the
influence of these circumstances.

As a rule, during Commission of crime valid causal complex, which includes not only
socio-economic or political factors, but also socio-psychological. Socio-psychological
determinants are dominant. They include elements of economic, political, legal, consumer
psychology of the individual, since different individuals are objectively equal material
conditions, choose a different way of his behavior as criminal and non-criminal nature. Given
this, an important role in determining the reasons for the crime is serving the correct setting
the motivation of the offense.

The conditions that contributed to the Commission of the crime, are circumstances of fact,
the presence of which contributed to the Commission of a crime or facilitate its Commission.
The conditions that contributed to the Commission of the crime, can be, for example, no
protection for the object from which were stolen tangible assets; the absence of proper
educational supervision by parents or guardian or guardians in case of minors committing
crimes related to drug trafficking and the like.

The identification of the causes and conditions that contributed to the Commission of
crimes women prisoners in correctional and educational colonies of Ukraine, may be carried
out not only during carrying out investigative actions (for example, during interrogation of the
accused in the case of the question about what prompted him to commit this crime; during the
inspection of the scene — setting of existing systems of protection of object of a criminal
assault, etc.) but also by analysing the information available in the case file.

The process of identifying the causes and conditions that contributed to the Commission
of crimes women prisoners in correctional and educational colonies of Ukraine, reflected in
procedural documents. The result of this process is the submission of a body of inquiry,
investigator, Prosecutor in a criminal case. The body of inquiry, investigator, Prosecutor,
setting the causes and conditions that contributed to the Commission of the offence, make to
the appropriate state authority, public organization or official representation on the adoption of
measures to eliminate these causes and conditions.

Thus, views are the final element of the process of identifying the causes and conditions
contributing to committing crimes women prisoners in correctional and educational colonies of
the Ukraine, and at the same time one of the measures to eliminate such causes and
conditions. Moreover, representation is a formal basis for monitoring the causes and
conditions that contribute to crime. Not later as within one month the relevant government
authority, public organization or official, upon the submission to be taken the necessary
measures and the results notified to the person who sent it.

In the case of abandonment by an official submission without consideration of the body of
inquiry, investigator or Prosecutor are obliged to take measures provided for in articles 254-
257 of the code of Ukraine on administrative offences.

Believe that making a presentation is not the forensic method. But the information
contained in this document is the result of the use of different methods, including forensic. A
view is a procedural form of crime prevention.

Besides introducing measures to eliminate the causes and conditions that contributed to
the Commission of the crime, information about them must be locked also in other procedural
documents —the protocols of investigative actions.

It was during the investigation there is cohesion forensic techniques tactics, techniques
and technology aimed at identifying the causes and conditions that contributed to the
Commission of the crime.

Of particular importance for the prevention of crimes committed by women prisoners
during serving the penalty of deprivation of liberty for a certain period in Ukraine, has forensic
technique. Eliminating the causes and conditions conducive to the Commission of crimes of
the specified category of persons, connected with the development of special protective
scientific-technical means and methods of crime prevention.

The basis of the development of means of prevention of crimes committed by women
prisoners in correctional and educational colonies of the Ukraine, is the study and
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summarizing the investigation, investigative and forensic experience to identify the causes and
conditions that contributed to the Commission of crimes in these institutions. To develop
scientific and technical means of counteraction of crime of this category of persons are studied
of typical ways of committing certain types of crimes women prisoners in correctional and
educational colonies of the Ukraine for women.

Unlike other forensic tools, technical means of prevention are used to commit criminal
acts. Their use is preventative. They prevent the Commission of a crime or assist its
manifestation.

In our opinion, the development of means of prevention of crimes committed by women
during serving the sentence of deprivation of liberty for a certain period in Ukraine, has the
following main directions:

1) improvement of protection of documents against forgery (the design of various types of
documents; providing certain details of the documents; application of special protective nets;
application of the printing features of the production of documents; the use of special
protective ink or stamps, etc.);

2) development of preventive instruments and devices (e.g., alarm system devices;
electronic controllers; night surveillance; video surveillance important objects; devices of
various designs against the theft of vehicles; protection chemicals etc.).

It is worth noting that the technical means of prevention is closely linked to the
organizational measures of preventive character. It concerns the order of registration of
documents, procedures for issuing permits, special accounting rules for certain types of
documents (e.g., notary) and the like [7, p. 70-71].

In our opinion, the study of forensic investigative practice testifies that in the process of
preventing (and hence prevention), disclosure and investigation of crimes used operational,
forensic and special equipment.

Therefore, we believe that the technical means and methods of criminalistic prevention of
crimes committed by women during serving the sentence of deprivation of liberty for a certain
period in Ukraine, it is expedient to classify into three groups according to the types of
preventive tasks.

1. Technical means and methods used to determine facts that contribute to the
Commission or concealment of crimes committed by women prisoners in correctional and
educational colonies of the Ukraine. These include: a) equipment specialist, assistant
investigator and technical kits forensic and operational techniques; b) the means and methods
of expert research; C) the techniques and methods of using non-procedural, forensic and
operational techniques.

2. Technical means and methods of protection of various objects from criminal
encroachments, for example, means of the alarm means to prevent (or complicate) the
Commission of a crime (in particular, means of protection of documents, securities, money).

3. Technical means of support of investigative actions and operational activities
(monitoring, guarding, protection) the pre-trial investigation.

However, the prevention of crime as one of the goals of criminology is hardly possible to
accomplish using just some crime prevention tools.

In our opinion, effective prevention of crimes committed by women prisoners in
correctional and educational colonies of the Ukraine, can only be achieved assuming the use
of means and methods of crime prevention in conjunction with other preventive measures of
exposure.

One of the essential scientific methods in crime prevention and crimes in General
committed by women prisoners during serving their sentence of deprivation of liberty for a
certain period in Ukraine, is a survey. With the help of it is studied experience of preventive
activities of investigators, prosecutors, experts, judges. This method is widely used in the
development of the General provisions of criminalistic prevention. With this purpose, there are
also such methods of analysis:

- analysis and generalization of experience of the police, prosecution, court, public
organizations, leading the fight against crime;

- analysis of documents and statistical reports of the police, prosecution, court and other
public organizations.
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The denial of principle in this system is the fact that these methods do not refer to
individual methods of criminology, and General scientific methods. We believe that under the
individual methods of science should be to understand these methods used in one branch of
scientific knowledge. For this reason, you should support the position of G. S. Belkin, who
shares a special (individual) methods for purely forensic, among which are technical-forensic
and structural-forensic and special methods of other Sciences, of which an exhaustive list is
almost impossible to give (for example, the most common among them are sociological,
statistical and others) [8, p. 140].

Elena Boridko to the methods of crime prevention add also a method of economic
analysis. It is known that crime prevention as a set of state and public measures aimed at
neutralization and elimination of causes and conditions conducive to crime, is a combination of
socio-economic, cultural-educational, organizational, managerial and legal measures. This is
quite true for the economic analysis. Such an analysis was not the only management method,
but a method of crime prevention.

This method can be divided into three types: preliminary, current (operative) and the
subsequent. The previous method is the analysis of economic indicators of enterprises,
institutions and organizations; the current is applied in the process of production activity, and
further is required to study the results and evaluation of economic activity of enterprises,
institutions, organizations for a certain period of time [9, p. 48-51].

As the conclusion above stated, we note that, in our opinion, it is necessary to adopt the
Law of Ukraine "On prevention activities" in which to consolidate all appropriate measures to
prevent crime, which will contribute to the simplification of activity of subjects of prevention.
This law will become code of criminal procedure provides a "Toolkit" of prevention.

Forensic methods and prevention techniques apply not only law enforcement but also
many other organs of the state, leading the fight against crime. These tools uses a science of
criminology. However, the development of tools, technigques, methods, and methods of
prevention based on the science of criminology, as well as development of recommendations
for their most effective use are, of course, to the subject of criminology, and criminology.
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
