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CONCERNING THE CONTENT OF THE CRIMINOLOGICAL
CHARACTERISTICS OF CRIMES HAVING A PERSONNEL OF THE
CRIMINAL-EXECUTIVE INSTITUTIONS OF UKRAINE

Formulation of the problem. Study of scientific literature has shown that the
criminological characteristic is today one of the key scientific categories, which is
used in the analysis of the content of any crime [1]. There is no marginality in this
context and research in the field of execution of sentences [2]. Along with this, it is
worth noting that so far neither in the whole among criminologists nor among
scientists who develop problems related to the prevention of crimes by the convicts
and the personnel of criminal executive institutions, there is no single point of view
regarding the content of the general concept of "criminological characteristics "
Proceeding from this, and taking into account the fact that at present in science the
concept is derived only "criminological characteristics of crimes committed by staff
correctional colonies in the execution of punishment in the form of imprisonment" [3,
p. 73], this question was identified in this article as one of the research objectives. As
in this regard, AP noted Forecast, crime indicators are subject to measurement in order
to get an idea of its size, the degree of variability and magnitude of material
manifestation, as well as for the development, accordingly, of substantive measures to
prevent and counteract criminal manifestations [4, p. 156], which was used in this
article as a methodological basis for the withdrawal of the author's notion
“criminological characteristic of crimes committed by the personnel of criminal
executive institutions".

State of research. The study of scientific literature testifies that the
criminological characteristic of crimes is a constant subject of research in the works of
IG. Bogatyryova [5], O.G. Flask [6], VV Lopohi [3], S.Yu.Lukashevich [7], O.A.
Martynenko [8], MV Tarasova [9] and other scholars [10] who, in particular,
monitored the crimes committed by the staff of penitentiary institutions and
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institutions during the period from 1991 to 2014 inclusive. In addition, in none of
these scientific researches this problem has been studied comprehensively, and the
subject of the investigation was either the unlawful aspects of the activities of the
personnel of the penal institutions [11], or the criminal behavior of the staff of the
UVP [12].

That is why one of the peculiarities of this research and, at the same time, his
task is the withdrawal of the author's concept of "criminological characteristic of
crimes committed by the personnel of the criminal executive institutions".

Statement of the main provisions. The analysis of educational, methodological
and scientific sources has shown that the criminological characteristic as a subject of
consideration or research to one degree or another is highlighted in the following: a) in
textbooks on the course "Criminology"”. So, in the Special part of "Criminology",
which was issued in 2014 under the editorship of professors V.V. Golina and BM
Golovkin, criminological characteristic as a scientific category is used practically in
the analysis of all crimes that are reflected in the structural sections of this textbook
[13, p. 178-431]. At the same time, in the above-mentioned work, the notion of
"criminological characteristics" is not formulated. This definition is missing in the
General Part of the textbook [13], which, of course, complicates the understanding of
the content of this scientific category for both scientists and practitioners; b) this
question has not been disclosed in the course manuals on the course "Criminology"
[14]; c) in special general monographic studies, as V.V. Lohok, the content and
structure of criminological characteristics are also interpreted by scientists in different
ways - in broad and narrow aspects [3, p. 66-73], which, in turn, does not bring them
closer to the truth of the problem; d) in those monographic developments related to the
sphere of execution of sentences, the criminological characteristic is used only in the
names of the relevant sections, without any explanation of its contents [10, p. 50-110];
e) in the dissertations of the criminological character and the direction of the question
of criminological characteristics in the present are present as one of the priority tasks
of any research. In the same context, current developments in the field of the
prevention of crimes in the area of the execution of sentences are being prepared.
Moreover, in some of them an attempt was made at the author's level to deduce the
notion of "criminological characteristic". In particular, V.V.Lopokha in his
dissertation "Prevention of crimes committed by the personnel of correctional colonies
of Ukraine" gave the following definition of "criminological characteristics of this
type of crime" - this is stable information about the level, structure, dynamics and
geography of criminal acts, as well as about individuals, what they do and victims of
crimes, that is, new information about the state of crimes committed by this category
of personnel of criminal executive agencies, complete and accurate knowledge of
these socially dangerous phenomena for effective and scientifically grounded
prevention of this type of crime [3, p. 68].

In spite of some methodological mistakes that are taking place in this
definition, the theoretical value should be recognized, namely: for the first time at the
doctrinal level, the notion of “criminological characteristic” concerning the assessment
of crimes committed in the field of the execution of sentences is formulated. Of
course, if VV Lopoha introduced this definition of such a system-forming feature, as
"the price of crime" [13, p. 62], and also emphasized the levels of crime prevention
(general-social, special-criminological, and individual) [13, p. 143-144], then, in
general, the concept derived from him would have had an incomplete character. In
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addition, it should be noted that this concept can fully serve as a methodological basis
for further scientific research in this direction. Some work in this context is in the
work of VO. Likhovitsky [15].

So, if we summarize the so-called general (applicable to all kinds of crimes) in
science, as well as special definitions (refer to specific types of crimes, including those
that are carried out in the field of execution of sentences), then the following definition
of the term "criminological characteristic of crimes" can be formulated , committed by
the personnel of the criminal-executive agencies "- are generalized by means of
statistical and other scientific methods of investigation official information about the
state, level, structure, dynamics and geography of crimes, that the act # of said entities
Criminology and meaningful information about these persons, as well as the victims
of these crimes and the determinants of price and committed socially dangerous acts
that got to develop scientifically based measures to prevent this type of crime.

Thus, system-forming features that make up the meaning of the term
"criminological characteristics of crimes committed by the personnel of criminal
executive institutions™ are:

1. Summarized official information about crimes committed by the personnel
of criminal executive agencies.

Under generalization in science understand the comparison of individual
objects, facts, phenomena, etc .; the identification of common features, and the basis
of their implementation of conclusions in the form of general provisions [16, p. 690].
In legal statistics, the process of generalization of statistical data on crime, etc., is
called summarization and grouping [17, p. 130]. At the same time, the statistical
summary is understood as the process of streamlining, systematization and scientific
processing of the primary statistical material for the identification of typical features
and patterns of phenomena and processes under study [17, p. 131]. This summary
forms the basis for the further analysis of the statistical information used in this article
as one of the methodological approaches for processing and systematization of
information relating to crimes committed by the personnel of criminal executive
agencies, taking into account that aggregated indicators are calculated based on
aggregated data, comparative analysis, as well as analysis of the causes of group
differences, studied the relationship of features [17, p. 131]. In turn, the grouping in
legal statistics is called the distribution of the set of units of the population into groups
for certain, essential for them studied features [17, p. 133]. Statistical grouping is one
of the main methods for processing and analyzing primary statistical information,
which manifests itself in the distribution of aggregate into groups according to the
essential features of this study [17, p. 134], which was also used in this article when
carrying out a criminological description of the crimes committed by the personnel of
the criminal executive institutions.

2. Official information on the crimes committed by the personnel of the
criminal executive institutions.

The word "officially” signifies that it is maintained in accordance with
established rules and formalities [18, p. 481]. In the context of the content of the
subject under study in this work, official information is reflected in relevant statistical
material, reports, etc. At the same time, one of the principles enshrined in the
International Principles of Official Statistics is that it is a necessary element of the
information system of a democratic society that provides government, economy and
society with data on the economic, demographic, social and economic situation [17, p.
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9]. The main legal source of official statistics is the Law of Ukraine "On State
Statistics", which defines forms of statistical reporting, including for law enforcement
agencies [19]. These reports, which contain information on the crimes committed by
the staff of the Internal Affairs Committee of Ukraine, are compiled on the basis of the
generalization of the data contained in the Unified Register of Pre-trial Investigations
(Article 214 of the CPC) and in other accounting documents [17, p. 75-109]. It is in
this sense that it is used in the notion of criminological characteristics of crimes
committed by the personnel of the criminal-executive institutions, the phrase "official
information".

3. The generalization of these data should be carried out using statistical and
other scientific research methods.

In the statistics, based on the general principles of the dialectical method, the
following specific methods have been developed that were used in the course of this
study: a) the method of mass statistical observation - a scientifically organized
collection and registration of data, factors and phenomena of social life on essential
features and developed before the observation of documents of the primary
accounting; b) the method of grouping, which allowed to isolate the most important
types in the continuous investigated phenomenon, characteristic groups and subgroups
on essential features; c¢) a statistical analysis of the consolidated and processed
material, in the process of which were found the patterns and connections of social
phenomena associated with criminal activities of personnel of criminal-executive
agencies (methods of study, variations of intensive development, generalizing
methods); d) tabular and graphical methods - a set of methods of rational and visual
presentation of the consequences of statistical research; e) the method of relative
magnitudes allowed to characterize the typical size of the variable characteristic of a
qualitatively homogeneous population in specific conditions of space and time (the
staff of various organs and penal institutions, different positions, different legal
statuses of these persons, etc.); e) the index method makes it possible to characterize
the change in the level of a given social phenomenon in time, space or in comparison
with the planned task, norm or standard; e) the correlation method - is the
establishment and calculation of the density of the relationship of phenomena of social
life [17, p. 15-16].

4. Summarized information includes data on the status, level, structure,
dynamics and geography of crimes committed by the personnel of criminal executive
agencies.

The state of crime is the number of crimes committed on a given territory in
the relevant period of time [14, p. 26]. In this study, under the state of crime refers to
the number of crimes committed by the personnel of the criminal-executive agencies,
in general, that is, for all these penitentiary institutions in the period from 2005 to
2017 g. Crime rate is a fixed in absolute numbers the number of registered crimes and
persons who committed them, in the state in whole or in its separate regions, for a
certain period of time (usually per year). At the same time, the level of crime - a
quantitative indicator of the registered crime. At the same time, the level of actual
crime consists of registered and latent (latent) crime [13, p. 56].

The structure of crime is a grouping of crimes and individuals who committed
them, according to certain qualitative features, in order to establish the most
characteristic features in order to further identify and study the relationship between
structural units [13, p. 58].
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In the mentioned scientific article, the structure of crimes committed by the
personnel of the criminal-executive agencies is somewhat conditional, considering that
each year these subjects commit new crimes or do not commit those that were
recorded in the previous period.

The dynamics of crime - a change in all its indicators in general or its
elements for a certain time [13, p. 59]. In this case, it should be borne in mind (and
this is taken into account in the course of this study) that in the analysis of the
modification of crime, different statistical methods, as well as methods (basic and
chain) are used. In particular, the basic method for calculating the indicators of crime
dynamics is a comparison of each level of the statistical series of annual data of
registered crimes with the first series, which is taken as the basis of comparison (basis
- 100%). At the same time, for the development of indicators of the dynamics of crime
in a chain method, use the method of comparing the next level of the series with the
previous [13, p. 59-60].

Geography of crime - a quantitative and qualitative indicator that characterizes
the territorial prevalence and qualitative difference or similarity of its main indicators
[13, p. 61].

5. The subjects of the commission of crimes in the field of execution of
punishment are only persons from the number of personnel of the criminal executive
institutions.

An exclusive list of these persons is defined in Art. 14 of the Law of Ukraine
"On the State Criminal Execution Service of Ukraine" [20] and Art. 19 of the Law of
Ukraine "On Probation" [21]. It is in this sense that the phrase "personnel of criminal
executive institutions" is used in this work and the criminological characteristic of his
criminal activity is given.

6. One of the key system-forming elements of the notion "criminological
characteristic of crimes committed by the personnel of criminal executive institutions"
is the information about the victims of these socially dangerous acts.

As stated in Part 1 of Art. 55 of the CPC of Ukraine, a victim of a criminal
proceeding may be an individual who has suffered moral, physical or property damage
as a criminal offense, as well as a legal person who has suffered property damage by a
criminal offense. As it was established in the course of this study, victims of crimes
committed by the personnel of criminal executive institutions in 2005-2017 were only
sentenced to various criminal penalties of a person and detained in custody. These
objects were one of the constituent elements of the criminological characteristics in
this dissertation.

7. An important system-forming feature that defines the content of the concept
under study is the information about the determinants of the commission of crimes by
the personnel of the criminal-executive agencies.

Under the definition in science understand the establishment of causes of
occurrence, the manifestation of something [22, p. 190]. How about AP Zakuluk, in
the broadest sense, the notion of determination reflects the dialectical essential
property of real being - the general connection, interdependence and interdependence
of objects, phenomena and processes [4, p. 184]. It is in this sense that the term
"determinants of crimes committed by the personnel of criminal executive agencies" is
used in this paper.

8. In the context of awareness of the public danger of persons and crimes
committed by the personnel of criminal executive agencies, as well as for the
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development of effective preventive measures in this direction, information about the
price of a crime is extremely valuable and necessary. It is for these reasons that this
feature is included in the list of system-forming elements of the content of the concept
of "criminological characteristics of these persons".

In criminological sources, the price of crime is understood as a quantitative
and qualitative indicator of the damage and costs of society, which are the result of its
criminal manifestations [13, p. 62]. In this case, it should be noted that the total (in
monetary terms), the definition of "price” of crime is hardly possible, because there
are such costs, which are not mathematical calculation [13, p. 62], given that the harm
from the crime is direct and indirect. The direct damage is those expenses and losses
that are directly related to specific criminal manifestations (such examples can be
considered as decisions of the European Court of Human Rights, which defines the
obligation for the state to compensate for the moral and material damage caused to the
convicts (prisoners in custody) in penitentiary institutions and institutions [23]). Side-
to-side or indirect harm is expressed in losses incurred by the state and society in
connection with the existence of crime as a social phenomenon (funds for:
maintenance of the law-enforcement, judicial, criminal-executive system and institutes
of adaptation and resocialization of criminals, training of appropriate personnel in
educational institutions , implementation of crime prevention measures and other
types of expenses) [13, p. 63]. Undoubtedly, in the context of the content of the
research under consideration in this article, the issues of indirect harm (crime rates)
should also include those socially dangerous consequences that follow from the
commission of crimes by the personnel of the criminal-executive institutions regarding
the convicts (mass disorders with the participation of the latter, actions, disrupting the
work of penitentiary institutions, the deliberate destruction of state property, etc.) [24].
In particular, after mass beating of prisoners and detainees in detention centers in
Odessa, which took place on the part of the staff of the Ukrainian SSR in August
2017, the negative reaction to this crime came to European organizations (Council of
Europe, European Commission, vols. etc.) and became subject to consideration in
their respective structures [25].

9. The information about these crimes is not so much and not only
educational-scientific cognitive, as it is obtained for the purpose of development of
scientifically substantiated measures for prevention of crimes committed by the
personnel of criminal executive institutions.

10. The purpose is what someone aspires to; what does it want to achieve;
target [16, p. 338]. In this context, the purpose of this scientific development fully
coincides with the goal, which serves as one of the system-forming features of the
concept of criminological characteristics, namely: on the basis of the collected
theoretical, official statistical information, the results of the synthesis of other data, to
develop scientifically based measures to improve the legal mechanism for the
prevention of crime , committed by the personnel of the criminal executive
institutions.

As to the content of precautionary measures, their classification in
criminology is carried out according to different criteria (by level, scale, content,
subjects, objects, etc.) [13, p. 142-143] used in this dissertation as a methodological
basis for the implementation of certain tasks and the achievement of the purpose of
this study. How about A.P. Zaluk, some of these criteria (characteristics) are both the
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basis of the differential differentiation of preventive activities and the types of
preventive measures covered by it [4, p. 326].

Conclusion. Consequently, the content of the criminological characteristics of
the crimes committed by the personnel of the criminal executive institutions should be
made up of clear and scientifically substantiated system-generating attributes, the
presence of which is mandatory in view of the observance of the theoretical and
methodological "purity" of the formulated notion and in connection with the need to
meet needs practical in the field of fighting crime, including by improving the legal
mechanism of preventive action in this direction. On this basis, we can state that any
scientific development, which is devoted to the issues of clarifying the content of the
criminological characteristics of crimes, is always relevant and of a theoretical and
applied value.
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
