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SCIENTIFIC-PEDAGOGICAL IDEA OF THE UKRAINIAN SCIENTIST A. M. ALEXUKA ON
TRAINING AND EDUCATION IN A SOVEREIGN STATE

In terms of socio-economic instability in the state, specialists of different branches of
scientific knowledge are looking for ways to expedite solutions to problems, capturing the
essence of situations, exploring different aspects of phenomena and events with the purpose of
influencing the processes of development of science, education, art, culture, production and the
like. They often remember events of the past, vyvazovani approaches to the implementation of
certain steps to make sense of the action. In this regard, in the steadily growing interest of
scientists to the experience of predecessors. Pedagogical heritage of outstanding compatriots
who dedicated his life to the development of pedagogical science and practice, is particularly
relevant in the period of reforming and improving the national system of education.

A great interest of the modern University teachers and teachers of secondary schools is
manifested in the country's history of education, historical and pedagogical heritage of the past
and comprehensive study of the scientific negan09roriyHoi activities of the outstanding Ukrainian
educators, scientists, educators, indicating the need for rapid absorption especially young
professionals actual experience of well-known figures of the past motivated to use their practice
time-tested projects, focusing on promising views and positions.

The development of pedagogical theory and practice in Ukraine in the former Soviet Union
was accompanied by a significant amount of change, the desire of the education community to
the European integration through the reform of all components of the education system. Being in
the stage of global change research-teaching field requires the identification and implementation
of relevant ideas because the socio-economic development of the state, democratization of public
thought, as the spiritual and intellectual potential of the nation to determine the update of
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pedagogical science. Despite the challenges one of our scientific research addressed to the
activities of famous personalities during the second half of the twentieth century, which is
characterized by strong socio-cultural change, particularly intense in the domestic system of
higher education.

The aim of our publication is to analyze the personal and professional qualities A. M.
Alexuk, a compilation of his scientific and pedagogical heritage significance of the relevant ideas
of the scientist to the modern pedagogical science and practice, the national revival of national
education.

The task — to focus on scientific-pedagogical employees on the importance of the
contribution of A. M. Alexuka in the development of pedagogical science and practice and the
need for the implementation of its relevant ideas in the context of modernity.

Exploring the experience of activity of scientific and pedagogical workers, we are convinced
that the most fruitful periods of his life they coordinated their steps with steps of former teachers,
mentors, analyze their actions, trying to realize no less than they. This was caused by a desire
not only to explore the relevance of someone's achievements and apply proven practices in the
educational process, but also to reveal information about their professional growth and to focus
your own promotion on the career ladder[3].

Analyzing the achievements of scientists of the past to identify and analyze their personal
experience of scientific and pedagogical work, we are increasingly convinced of the need for a
model example that can be found in the study of the scientific heritage of those who, regardless
of political, historical events, was realized as a specialist in their field and an outstanding person.
Figures of education and science recognize: knowledge about the solution of precursors of
problems like this, it will help them to compare information and to select or develop appropriate
technologies, training and education of students, make demands on their knowledge to the
challenges of the current labour market [4].

Today researched are scientific and pedagogical achievements of a significant number of
scientists Ukrainians who worked in their native land and beyond, made recommendations for the
use of their achievements in the educational sphere in Ukraine and abroad. However, national
teachers so geronimi in the positive sense of the word, which is the study of heritage many of
them will have to carry out in the future and thus to refill the bowl of pedagogical theory and
practice.

Scientific-pedagogical employees of the Department of pedagogics of the Kyiv national
University of Taras Shevchenko, respecting the contribution of his predecessors in the
development of the theory and practice of education, education, education, management of
educational institutions, etc. at the dissertation level analyzed hurt her former professors, S. A.,
Anan'ina (N. V. Koshechko), D. L. Sergienko (N. V. Postoak) and drew attention to the need to
study contribution of A. M. Alexuk, which made a substantial contribution to the development of
the Department, history, didactics of pedagogy. It belongs to the family of the famous Ukrainian
teachers of the second half XX — early XXI century. His pedagogical heritage requires careful
study, analysis and use in the current realities of the entry of Ukraine into the European
educational space for the preservation of national traditions.

A. M. Alekxuk — known scientist in the field of pedagogy of secondary and higher school.
He studied General methods of teaching in high school and developed a modular-tutortime
system of training in higher educational institutions. The scientist spent most of organizational,
pedagogical and public work, however, the leading place in the activities of A. M. Alexuka held
training and education of students.

Doctor of pedagogical Sciences, Professor Anatoliy Nikolaevich Aleksyuk (1932 - 2014)
was the head of the Department of pedagogy of higher and secondary schools in 1975-1990
years of XX century. This period of time was especially important in his scientific-pedagogical
activity: he has written many significant works, he prepared to defend a number of future
candidates and doctors of Sciences, has put forward a large number of educational ideas.

To studying the pedagogical heritage of A. M. Alexika dedicated to the scientific works of S.
Kashin, V. Code There. Spitsyn, in which researchers pay more attention to the development of
the academic for improving the educational component of the pedagogical process [1; 5]. Having
adapted to this case, we are aware that over the years his professional activities, teacher and
scholar has distinguished himself as a man of honor devoted to the training and education of
students, training of young scientific and pedagogical staff. | can testify that A. M. Aleksyuk as a
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person was very active, with a high sense of duty and sincerity, justified severity, finality, and
responsibility, to be able to support and convince them of the correctness of their positions. He
was impressed with their conviction and ability to defend the opinion, to bring the case to its
logical conclusion.

As a scientific and pedagogical worker of A. M. Alekxuk has to be punctual, constant
preparedness to conduct training sessions in accordance with the requirements and wishes of the
students, to be able to hold back from hasty action or ill-considered step. He was always
overwhelmed with ideas about improving training and methodological support of those who are
studying the report information about the development of pedagogy and its branches, the
publication of his vision of the prospects scientific and educational research, which should take
place in the theory and practice of pedagogical science.

Considering the figure of A. M. Alexuka as a scientist we are surprised by his extraordinary
thoroughness in the selection of materials for the writing of his numerous works, prudent in
justifying its position, the timeliness of publications. It is not possible to deny the fact that the work
of Anatoly Nikolayevich is fairly quoted, and now as in the texts of dissertations, author's
abstracts, and the latest works of current scholars on the history of pedagogy, didactics, theory of
education, national education, and the contribution of specific personalities in the development of
national pedagogy.

A. M. Aleksyuk has never left society, and she in his life was multifaceted. It is well known
in Ukraine and abroad as Chairman of the specialized scientific Council on defense of candidate
and doctoral theses and of the expert and opponent of many scientific papers, an active figure in
the creation and organization of activities of scientific and pedagogical societies, departments of
scientific institutions. Outside of his attention was left with the facts associated with the political
events of recent decades that have affected the development of education, training, and
education in Ukraine; he was not indifferent to the Ukrainian security training of young
generations; we remember his speech on the forums dedicated to the return of unjustly
suppressed names and achievements of the scientists of Ukrainians who had to leave their native
land and live wick abroad.

At the time he was engaged in management activities, working as Deputy Minister of
education of Ukraine, head of the chair of pedagogics of the Kyiv state University of Taras
Shevchenko, and in his younger years was a regular teacher of a rural school that went through
way to getting a degree and obtaining academic titles, the occupation of important positions and
their individual place in the field of Ukrainian education and science.

The main directions of his scientific-pedagogical activities were: the study of the history of
education development of national education and upbringing in Ukraine, the analysis of
pedagogical ideas of prominent personalities, the development of didactics of higher school, the
use of modular tutoring system teaching, training of pedagogical and scientific-pedagogical
personnel, scientific personnel training, Department of education, the development of the theory
of General teaching methods.

With conviction, we note the fact that textbooks and teaching AIDS A. M. Alexuk and is still
used by students of UNIVERSITIES of Ukraine. To the most popular publications of the Professor
are: "General teaching methods" (1981), "Pedagogy of higher education. A course of lectures.
Modular education” (1993), "Pedagogy: textbook for University students" (1985).

The researchers examined problems in the history of pedagogy, General pedagogy,
didactics, theory of education, methods of teaching pedagogical disciplines. He was interested in
the professionally-pedagogical preparation of teachers in the educational process of classic
University, as has always been controversial, ranging from the feasibility of its implementation at
the University to justify the status of pedagogy as an academic discipline. Throughout scientific
and pedagogical activity he was actively developed in the areas of didactics, considered as an
integral part of pedagogy, which is using the laws of logic is a concrete way for students '
achievements.

Given that the reforming of education in Ukraine is the national directional, combined with
the history and traditions of the people, the work of A. M. Alexuka "Pedagogy of higher education
of Ukraine. History. Theory" (1998) remains relevant, given the need for a comprehensive
understanding and rational use in modern educational process of the best formations of national
pedagogy, a legacy of her spirit guides. In the above publication, the author gave great
importance to the history of the people, their education and formation through the acquisition of
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knowledge of national consciousness. The context of his work testifies to the conviction of the
need of education in their native language for the General population, because the development
of society is always reflected in the practice of education, training and upbringing of the younger
generations. A special place in this process, he took the personality of the teacher, is able to
provide knowledge, abilities and skills of children and young people.

The efforts of teachers in terms of creating a aimed at the integration of a single educational
space provides enrichment activities schools content theoretical developments with a high level
of generalisation of achievements of the educational systems that are reflected in the work of A.
M. Alexika "Pedagogy of higher school. A course of lectures. Modular education" (1993).

Scientist have also identified the need for a search at the national school of examples,
figures that could rise their activities to a high level and confirmed the objectivity of the knowledge
of the deep professional experience of our compatriots. This thesis confirms the work of scientific
editing, streamlining the structure of the content of the book "G. Vashchenko. General methods of
teaching" (1997).

A. M. Alexuk is the author of "Concept of the original principles of democratization of
educational process in educational institutions of Ukraine", which was an innovative pedagogical
concepts and considerations in the publication "a Conceptual framework of the democratization
and reform of education in Ukraine" (1997) [2], which was prepared by the Ukrainian Pedagogical
Society. G. Vashchenko. Professor, academician of higher school of Ukraine, A. M. Alexuk has
been the scientific editor of the publication in which the famous Ukrainian educators (A.
Pogrebnoy, A. Wisniewski. Maiboroda, P., Kononenko, T. Usatenko) offered new approaches to
the reform of education management and principles of education, democratization of the
educational process, the reform of pedagogical science and the like.

In his works the scientist is constantly focused on the importance of science in the
educational process. A. M. Aleksyuk has stressed the importance of the content of the lessons,
other forms of teaching — lectures, seminars, excursions, practical and independent work as a
cultural-historical, moral-spiritual content and the latest achievements of science. The scientist
suggested the need for radical change of the whole class-lesson system of teaching, which will
be aimed primarily at overcoming a rigid framework and requirements that often have a negative
impact on physical and mental health of children. He noted that a teacher must constantly
improve their scientific and methodological level, and he was in it as an example, publishing of
the monograph — "General teaching methods" (1973), "General methods of teaching. Second
edition (revised and supplemented)" (1981), "Methods of education and methods of teaching"
(1980) and others. An important condition of national revival schools in independent Ukraine. M.
Aleksyuk considered updating the content of training, educational, developmental and educative
functions. The content of education has wybudowanie on the system of values, historically
developed by people, by mankind, at the same time, it is not abstract-the cosmopolitan projects a
consistently steady amount of knowledge. Fundamental aspects in updating the training content
scientist has provided information and activity components. The use of teacher a wide array of
teaching methods really provides the accessibility of knowledge for a wide range of students of
different achievement levels and, therefore, expands the scope of democracy in education.

Anatoly Mikolayevich the scientific work of outstanding individuals and encouraging to this
case like-minded people. This is evidenced by the work on the book "N. |. Pirogov. Selected
pedagogical works (Moscow,1985), where he was a compiler, responsible editor, co-author of the
introductory article and the like.

An important place among the studies of A. M. Alexika occupied didactics of higher school,
which in the modern pedagogy is explained as the content of the theory of training and education.
In his writings, "Methods of education and methods of teaching" (1980), "Didactics of higher
school" (1988), he considered the ratio established time classroom and is reserved for students
hours for independent work. Revealing the concept of pedagogy of higher school, the author
realized that learning it is considered as a social phenomenon, which is necessary to distinguish
between external and internal facets of the educational process, focused on the goals and
objectives of instruction, including the development of creative thinking of young people,
intellectual motivation to learning, creative approach to the work of the teacher.

Great attention was paid to the scientist of independent work of students, which implies the
acquisition of skills to organize their own self-education, in the structure which isolated the
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classroom and extracurricular work; methods of training, control of knowledge, level of education,
ability to self-realization.

A special place in the scientific legacy of A. M. Alexika views on the democratization of
education. One of the most important ways the scientist believed the upgrading of methodological
support of educational process. The Foundation of the renewal of methods, techniques of
learning activities of students he laid the humanistic relationships, partnerships, principles of
equal dialogue between teacher-student, teacher-student. The defining focus of this work is the
development of independence of pupils and students, their educational and research activities,
systematic formation of their skills to develop their point of view, assessment of vital facts and
phenomena, their views, beliefs and ideals based on national and universal values. Creative use
of methods and techniques of work with pupils and students, said A. M. Alexuk, contributes to the
implementation of the principles of debate, and here of problems in the process of individual and
couple, group and collaborative learning. This means that expanding the palette used creative
teaching methods - illustrative-explanatory, problem-search, research, and role games,
psychological trainings, methods and techniques of business communication and the like.

The demaocratization of learning in multi-level educational institutions of Ukraine in the late
twentieth century A. M. Alexyuk thought reality, the Central concept of the entire process of
development of education and schools under conditions of sovereign Ukraine and the
fundamental idea that defines the whole system of pedagogical knowledge and subordina it, as
well as the practice of teaching. In this regard the scientist has recognized the need for a new
pedagogic thinking and demaocratic principles in training, the development of which, in his opinion,
was clearly begun in the early twentieth century, especially in times of UNR (1917 — 1920).
A. M. Alexuk distinguish the nature of this process period of the UPR and as a sovereign and
independent Ukraine. The novelty of the pedagogical mentality of the UPR was due to his focus
on new goals, new content of education, teaching and education in Ukrainian schools. "The
purpose of education and teaching come to be understood as a set of tasks which are due to the
national-statist direction, humanism and high morality" is considered A. M. Alexuk [2, p. 59].

So, summarizing all of the above, allocated to the thoughts of the scientist that the main
objectives of training and education in the sovereign state of Ukraine it is important to see the
change of emphasis at the different levels of education-from primary to tertiary schools) with
information on problem-solving educational process. Today is an important case for fundamental
learning, creative thinking and using the expertise of historians of pedagogy, to which belong and
Anatoly Nikolayevich Alexuk, a comprehensive study of the creativity of the teaching staff with the
aim of combining the past with modern achievements of scientific pedagogical thought, because
the state defined the priorities of the national policy in education, the main of which are the
formation of national and universal values.
