CRIMINALISTICS RESEARCH OF CONTENT OF TATOOS AS SIGNS OF CRIMINAL'S FACE.

O. BATIUK

Actuality of theme is conditioned by that from the point of view of decision of
identification tasks, in relation to equation of face of man, that committed crime or disappeared
without a new, the special signs of this man, a tattoo belongs to the number of that, are most
valuable and informing among other signs of appearance of man, and their value for the decision
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of tasks to authentication is well-known and does not need an additional ground and
consideration. However by criminalistics research of maintenance of tattoo can be got also and
substantial information about properties of face of her transmitter. In our view, exactly to get
necessary criminalistics meaningful information about the face of transmitter of tattoo from a
picture on a tattoo it is possible only by her "decoding", id est by establishment of her semantic
loading.

In criminalistics science to the study of symbolics of tattoos for persons, that have a
conviction for criminal offences, attention not enough is spared. At the same time pictures,
inscriptions and their traditional location, on a body give different information on the face of their
transmitter [1].

As marks right, K. Kaluga, a tattoo in the modern criminal world keeps "historical"
traditions are certain, that allows not only to define status of person, her special lines, inclinations,
criminal qualification, but also criminal specialization, criminal and vital tastes and others like that

[4].

One of the first on distribution tattoos the Italian doctor-psychiatrist Ch. Lombrozo (1835-
1890), that counted a tattoo the display of atavism and sign morally inferior people, paid attention
among criminals. He considered that a tattoo it is closely constrained with mental abilities of their
transmitters, mostly bear criminals and prostitutes. According to his opinion ".tattoo... as a tail-
coat with orders - that anymore tattooed, then greater authority has among friends, while the not
tattooed does not have an influence" [2].

The problem of decoding of thievish tattoos such scientists engaged in, as A. Bronnikowa,
V. Burik, U. Dubyagin, A. Captain, B. Lytvyn, V. Pilipchuk, V. Pirizkov et al, that considered a
criminal tattoo the "evident chronic brand of previous conviction", and the phenomenon of tattoo
was set off to forming of criminal types of personality in the places of imprisonment. Paying
attention to severe "biografichnist" of tattoos, their accordance to information of the personal file
of convict, they saw the presence of cross-correlation connection between the image of tattoo,
that elects convict, and psychology of his personality. On this basis the corresponding albums of
images of tattoos, reference books, charts, stencils, pictures, photos, were created.

Leaning against this base, it is expedient to characterize the most widespread types of
tattoo with the aim of the use of them for collection of information on the face of criminal, in
particular by questioning of witnesses, eyewitnesses, victims, workers of curative establishments.

Among the variety of types of tattoos most interest is from the point of view of receipt
criminalistics meaningful information about the face of criminal presents the so-called criminal
tattoo (unlike domestic, memorable, decorative), in fact exactly it is related to his criminal past
and criminogenic orientation. Such tattoo, as a rule, is inflicted during serving to convict of
punishment as imprisonment.

On the certificate of separate researchers [3, p. 151], tattoos have over 70 criminals.

The basic elements of tattoos are:

- it is the Greek cross, that represents the amount of previous convictions, term of
imprisonment, and also carries the main religious function;

- a swastika (fascist cross) is a sign of dissatisfaction by the existent mode (on a penis is a
sign of sexual aggression);

- a point is a brand of convict for a certain act in the group that is inflicted by force (as
means of punishment are used brand);

- than, a dagger, a pistol is instruments commissions of crime, that specify on criminal
aspiration;

- it is a syringe, maps, bottle, glass, bones - as concomitant attributes of criminal way of
life;

- it is a bare woman (mostly on a cross or close to him, above a coffin, entwisted by a
snake) fact of suffering that took place through a woman, propensity to homosexuality;

- it is a bust of woman, name of woman of suffering after a certain woman (an in general
bare woman is a display of sexual orientation);

- are birds, snakes, tigers, lions is an aggressive orientation of criminal. An eagle that
tears apart a woman is a rapist; eagle on a breast is high status in the criminal world (the same
and snake that winds around a dagger);

- the landscape and phenomena of nature is used both with an artistically-decorative aim
and with the aim of display of certain ideas (a sun that mounts above a sea expresses aspiring to
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will; palms on an uninhabited island are an isolation; Hagrpo6Huk, ringing, domes and crosses is

a term of conclusion);

- itis a bluebell, to play, prickly nposonoka is an isolation.

In addition, a word-combination is sufficiently widespread "rescue our souls".

Tattoos inflict bodies on all parts, but advantage gets to the hands - from shoulders to the
fingers.

National features are represented not in maintenance, but in a symbolics and decorative
pattern, that is used for opening of principles of criminal subculture. Yes, persons that live ashore
sea, as symbols use the image of waves, sunrise above waves, gulls, and those that live in
mountains, - eagles, apexes of mountains, fortress on a rock and others like that.

In a criminal hierarchy after a tattoo it is possible exactly to define status of person in a
criminal cell. Yes, the honoured differences that is named "perankamu" are inflicted the persons
of high status. To the Low-status teenagers, especially from a number oppressed ("tomentous",
"trashes" and others like that), tattoos are inflicted by force.

It is a tattoo-brand (on criminal jargon - "nachabki", "disgraceful").

Thus, a tattoo can be and by the means of encouragement, by a reward that, who was
marked, and by the means of where personalisations are those, who was guilty.

Quite often tattoos use with an aim identifying of criminal activity with heroic and prestige
in society professions (pilot, seaman, geologist et al), for what use the traditional attributes of
heroic professions : for a seaman, for example, lighthouse, anchor, rescue circle, sailing-vessel,
caravel, albatross, beautiful woman in tilniku and peakless cap.

Thus, the tattoo is not an accidental phenomenon of criminal groups. It performs various
functions of interpersonal and group interaction, compensating for lost value in connection with
the rejection of people from society or exclusion in places of deprivation of liberty.

Analysis of the localization of the tattoos on the body of the offender, depending on their
composition, the nature of the criminal activities, fashion, national and religious backgrounds
allows you to create the following classification:

— in the form of transmission (symbols, numbers, abbreviations, texts, drawings);

— the content (signal-vykreslovani, stratificatio-status, student-distribution, political,
mythological, religious, anti-religious, prison, erotic, decorative, humorous, sentimental,
professional and branding);

— personal importance ("regali" (from "jewels") — honorable award for "the elite"; "petacci"
(from "to cook") is a "homemade" low quality; "nahalka" — branding, brazenly applied, that is,
with violence);

for the localization on the body (in the open areas, hidden under the clothing areas,
intimate parts of the body, around the body);

— the degree of impact on the subject of perception (the ones that are easy to remember,
those that are hard to remember);

— by size (small, large);

— application (disposable and those that are applied repeatedly, those that are applied
manually and with the help of stencils);

— the number (single, multiple, continuous);

— on the degree of stability (stable, unstable).

As already noted, there is a definite relationship between the nature of criminal activity
and tattoos that are applied. This forcible tattoo is typically applied to those persons who: lost
cards and did not give the debt on time, they steal from their ("rats"), convicted for the rape of a
minor, corrupting a minor. Forced tattoos are applied to homosexuals and "informers".

Tattoos are also used as a talisman, a sign that eliminates the hassles [3, p. 151-189].

The presence of a person penal tattoo suggests that the person has previously committed
a crime and was sentenced to imprisonment. Depending on the pattern of the tattoo and its
meanings can get this type of information about its bearer:

— information personalnego nature, date of birth, year of conclusion, year of release from
prison, information about the area where the person was serving a sentence, the rooms of
penitentiary institutions;

— information on criminal activity — the number of convictions, prison term, kind of mode
and prisons, the crime (hooliganism, theft, robbery and the like), criminal specialization and
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qualification, method and place of crime, status in the criminal hierarchy, belonging to a certain
criminal group;

— reasons why criminal lifestyle;

— negative habits (alcoholic, drug addict);

— sexual orientation;

— the attitude to the environment, the administration of the ITA, government, law and law
enforcement;

— personal settings — malicious violation of the regime of detention that the propensity to
escape from prison, termination, or continue criminal activity;

— personal qualities (strong, cruel, independent);

— psychological state (grief, hope, despair);

— religion.

Thus, tattoo, unlike other special signs, is the source of quite a large amount of
forensically relevant information, through which you can obtain information not only on the
physical properties of the face, but also on biological, social, psychological and mental properties
of the bearer of the tattoo.

We should agree with K. Kaluga, that the availability of such information on the identity of
the criminal is of great practical importance for solving crimes, the nomination of the relevant
investigative leads, preventive activities and implementation one of the main objectives of
criminal punishment — correction and reeducation of convicted persons. In addition, the proper
use of law enforcement information, which to some extent characterizes the identity of the
offender can help to predict future behavior in a particular situation (for example, in the process of
conducting certain investigative actions, punishment in prison and after release) [4].

Direct sources of information about a certain tattoo the offender can be material and ideal
traces in the environment (ideal traces remain in the memory of people who have seen these
tattoos, and the carrier material traces of the offender on the completed tattoo).

Information about the presence of tattoos and its contents from the suspect, accused or
defendant can be obtained during the preliminary investigation and judicial consideration of
criminal case of the procedural or non-procedural ways.

Procedure the following information obtained during interviews of victims and witnesses
who saw the tattoo, the suspect, the accused and their examination in compliance with article 241
of the Criminal procedural code of Ukraine, the examination of the corpse is judicial-medical
examination. Information about tattoo are entered into the Protocol of the relevant investigative
actions with binding of the precise location of the tattoo on the surface of the human body, their
shape, size (figures, symbols), color, content, texts, dates and the like.

The presence and nature of the tattoo from a suspect or accused during interrogations of
witnesses and victims are investigated by the wording of questions, the most typical of which can
be such.

When the circumstances under which a witness or victim saw the tattoo on the body of the
suspect or the accused?

In what areas of the body of the suspect or the accused was located a tattoo?

Information about tattoo remember a witness or victim (size, shape, content text, date,
color and other individual characteristics)?

For more accurate and objective information about tattoos during interviews and surveys
are often used reference books, and in some cases invite the artist, who according to the
testimony of relatives, friends, and law enforcement records graphical information about the
features of the images, text, or abbreviation of the tattoo.

For the obijectivization of the testimony of witnesses, information about tattoos, it is
advisable to obtain from each witness separately and in case of disagreement, to correct the
obtained data, after a joint analysis with the interviewee. If possible, a description of the tattoo
should be supplemented with more accurate and objective method of fixing — photography and
video.

Non-procedural method for the selection of the tattoo and its contents, the investigator (or
other law enforcement officer) can get during the direct observation (if tattoo applied on exposed
skin), conversations with relatives, friends or acquaintances, carrying out quickly-search actions.
Information about the availability of tattoo a particular person can also be obtained from medical
and other documents, criminal record. If the existence of tattoo a particular person specified in a
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medical or other document has evidentiary value in a criminal case, the investigator must review
the document to make the report and to attach the original or a copy of the case.

It should be noted that the receipt and use of forensically important information about the
peculiarities of the individual offender occur regardless of his desire. As you know, the preliminary
investigation in the criminal case, as a rule, is carried out in the context of the conflict between
the investigator and the person who committed the crime and all possible means to oppose the
establishment of an investigator of objective truth in the case, including obtaining the necessary
amount of forensically relevant information (through the refusal to provide evidence or distortion
of facts, their presentation is in their favor). So, in the absence of other sources in such cases the
degree of awareness of the investigator depends on the desires and personal considerations of
the offender.

A different situation in the case of obtaining information about the identity of the offender
through the study of drawing tattoos on his body. In the presence of information that the body of
the suspect or the accused has a tattoo, the investigator may forcibly conduct the survey and
obtain the necessary information through the interpretation of the drawing of the tattoo, despite
his reluctance to provide such information.

It is clear that to obtain forensically relevant information about the identity of the bearer of
the tattoo of his drawing is possible only through interpretation, that is, the establishment of its
meaning. For example, tattoo epolet with white skull and crossbones and the abbreviation (Fig.)
may indicate a kind of award that its carrier in the underworld belongs to the category of so-called
criminal authorities in the prison hierarchy, the camp elite. The presence of epaulets certifying the
right to use force ("epaulettes" - usually the signs of valor, something like orders or medals; prick
them at the time of disobedience, riots, primarily for ideological reasons).

The owners of these tattoos, as a rule, are characterized by the pursuit of violations of the
detention regime, and consequently, in the event of the inmates of such epolet them immediately
entered in the list of potential rebels.

Skull and crossbones tattoo on shoulder and forearm, as a rule, cruel, aggressive
individual (the skull is a symbol of criminals seeking power).

As for the abbreviations, their interpretation is not something immutable and unchanging.
It can be free. Many abbreviations are treated differently.

The true meaning of text abbreviations knows only their owner.

We should agree with S. Lukasiewicz that the criminal thieves ' traditions and customs are
the Foundation on which is fixed the experience of previous generations of criminals, which
ensures its continuity and promotes criminal behavior among persons that fall under the influence
of criminal subculture in places of imprisonment, further professionalization and consolidation.
Rules of the criminal subculture crime stored in the stability, the ability to play, they strengthen
their fight against social influence. These processes have a dual nature: on the one hand, they
act as a means of maintaining stability, and on the other — attract to its ranks new members.
Reflected from the individual perception, the criminal subculture traditions and customs are the
"fixer" of negative subjective attitudes of individuals [5].
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Due to the fact that a tattoo is an artificial violation of the skin with sharp (cutting) tools
with subsequent introduction into the skin pigments for a lasting illustrations or other images, it
can be not only identifying a human trait, but a symptom of the topography of the surface layer of
the skin.

Unfortunately, tattoos are pretty much used mostly for identification, recognition, although
if you decode its contents, it can tell a lot about the tastes of their carriers, to give some
bibliographical information. According to analysis of tattoos, stencils (i.e. drawings) in which their
tattoos are constantly changing, so a unique their meanings, usually impossible. However, their
study for a long time allowed to isolate the common symptoms, familiarization with which will be a
reliable basis for appropriate orientation of employees of law enforcement agencies [2].

As a conclusion, we note that forensic investigation tattoo allows you to set significant
information on the identity, namely: first, unlike other special signs criminal tattoos may be a
source of such a significant volume of information allows to obtain information on inherent
anatomical, biological, psychological and social properties, which are necessary for identification,
tactical tasks and to establish a factual picture of the events of the crime in the process of
disclosure and investigation; secondly, information about man with a criminal tattoo is an integral
element of criminalistic characteristics of crimes committed by convicts in places of deprivation of
liberty, which, in turn, is the soil, a typical model for the design and build of a technique of
investigation of crimes committed by convicts in places of deprivation of liberty. It is also
necessary to consider that in the process of investigation of crimes committed in penal
institutions, the convicted person may be not only the suspect or the accused, but the victim or
witness in the case under investigation.
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
