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THE QUESTION OF METHODOLOGY EXCURSION AND TOURIST ACTIVITIES IN
MODERN TEACHING PRACTICE

In modern conditions of science, humanities methodological analysis focused on identifying
internal determinants of behavior, actions and behavior of the subjects; predictions educational
situation from a position of whether or not its terms and conditions that contribute to a
comfortable emotional state; outline values and meaningful and moral development of the
individual; spiritual formation and intention to continuous improvement. In this context, the object

[1, p.82].

Humanitarian methodology of this study combines the philosophical idea of the excursion
and tourism activities as a way of spiritual human being in the world, searching her values and
meaningful foundations of development, expansion subject - object relations towards the
discovery of life, awareness of semantic-symbolic kontyniumu, the possibility of dialogue between
cultures and cultural self-development.

Philosophical and theoretical aspects of teaching methodology in this case is
complemented by psychological essence of which is to use the ideas of existential and cultural-
historical psychology, understanding excursion and tourism, as a means of individual
consciousness.

Overall, excursion and tourist activity to the general scientific point of view can be analyzed
"in the light" system, personal, cultural, activity, axiological, etnopedahohichnoho and involving
many approaches (see figure 2).

Under such conditions, system approach focused on: the isolation in the educational
system of the individual that develops based on integrative invariant backbone connections and
relationships; determination of stable and changing parameters in the space-time dimension. This
approach involves the study of individual components of the process in the context of a holistic
personality development as a whole, tools excursion and tourism activities. In such a pedagogical
perspective, a systematic approach closely related to personal, because clearly outlines the
design and orientation zoriyentuvanni educational process on the individual as a target, subject,
result and the main criterion of its effectiveness.

Named approach requires recognition of the uniqueness of the individual, his intellectual
and moral freedom, the right to respect. Also, it provides for the centralization of education in the
natural process of self-instincts and creative potential, creation of appropriate conditions, with
studies aimed at studying complex organizations - the education system, which serve to the basis
for the study excursion and tourism, the main features of which are integrity, stability and
democracy.

The personal approach in educational terms currently has no unambiguous interpretation,
because now there are many concepts of personality oriented education. The theoretical analysis
of named approach indicates that tourist-excursion activity acts as a structural element of modern
education system, can create their own personal perception researched content - personal
experience.

Culturological approach is due to objective link human culture as a system of values
produced by mankind. The development of human culture involves the development of the
individual and its development are a creative person.

Culture is a universal characteristic of turn extrapolates to axiological oriented personality,
social and humanistic program aimed at the development of different activities, its value
typological characteristics and results. The development of human culture involves not only the
development but also the formation of a creative, independent and mobile person.

Activity approach acts as a kind of theoretical basis to substantiate leading role in the
process of education a person. Updating activity approach is defined by a set of characteristic
features such as:

Conceptually, excursion and tourism activity is one of the important aspects of the
integration process in the individual national and international socio-cultural space. During
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excursion and tourist activity refers to the movement of individual space for a purpose, for a
period of time to study, learning, leisure, followed by returning to the place of residence.

Excursion and tourist activity creates favorable conditions for independent form their own
educational path. In the context of geospatial named category is implemented by two main
trajectories (see figure 2.):

Tour-tourism activities in the international context can not be limited only to specific
activities, technologies and mechanisms, as it relates to the exchange system (see figure 2). In
the context of a scientific study pedagogical phenomenon functions as a complex and
multifaceted process intellectual movement, exchange of socio-cultural potential, resources and
technologies (figure 2).

Considering the tourist and excursion activities as a pedagogical phenomenon, it should be
noted that it can be represented as a system of teaching these principles:

1. Communication training with life. Provides clear conditionality tourist excursion of
educational objectives, but also the formation of personality traits that appear in varying degrees
of motives.

In general, vector construction close connection with practical learning activities provides a
systematic individual contact with the outside world, starting with the front of it way out of the
vicious circle of inert daily affairs and concerns [4, p.5].

The participation of the younger generation in any tourist activities forms the basis for the
formation of the personality of spiritual values and beliefs.

2. Regularity and consistency. Performs a vital function in building an integrated
educational system, all elements of which are interconnected with each other and
interdependent.

Practical implementation of the said principle involves the construction of a continuous
pedagogical process, perform a set of educational actions in the implementation of tourist and
excursion activities. The most important thing in this process is a clear parallel between the
knowledge acquired during the school year and qualitatively new stage of practical field
conditions, which in turn will contribute to the consolidation of all acquired and assimilated during
the campaign, trips or walks.

It should be noted that the above outlined conditions sometimes very difficult to fully
implement the adopted principle in practice. This is due primarily common goal, the
implementation of which is confined of a tourist event. In particular, holding hikes often reduced to
practice elementary physical education, and the value of local history research is leveled, which
in turn reduces the effect of teaching all school activities. The catalyst for the emergence of this
unfortunate situation is primarily a lack of reasonable planning where tourism is used as an
exception without clearly defined educational goals [2, p.11].

Failure to comply with the principle of regularity and consistency in the work of the younger
generation is a very dangerous phenomenon in teaching practice, as can even lead to fatalities.
This is due primarily organization unnecessarily complex tourist event, which does not meet the
age and physical characteristics of the participants. Teacher performance of the tourism measure
is highly questionable as to activate students emergence general physical fatigue, but also a
sense of dissatisfaction and frustration.

3. Scientific. Let’s build a model of for quite manageable goal, objectives and goals of
excursion and tourism activities.
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This principle is fully presented in the context of systematic planning of the teacher during
the excursion and tourist event, a preliminary study of the area of travel, preparation and
implementation of relevant current work, processing the collected materials during the trip [5,
p.84].

4. Collective action. His axiological nature fully revealed through the implementation of a
joint excursion and tourist event, and plays a special role in the moral education and the labor
collective members.

Tourism staff combined on the basis of temporary or systematic cooperation is an integral
part of society and reflect the ideological orientation, grounded on certain principles.

Continuity of pedagogical influence is caused by the need to educate the presence of effect
based on close cooperation of every member of the band. Working children's tourism team is a
key condition for the success and effectiveness of all search activity, based on the principles of
cooperation, mutual cooperation and creative participants march under the terms of a clear
division of responsibilities, organization and research, cultural, educational and sporting events.

Teaching tourism potential is tremendous opportunity in the context of establishing close
productive cooperation of every participant of the event. The advantage of this type of activity is
primarily a variety of nature work together. Operating with one or another form of tourism
students focused on a common goal, which is on a subconscious level energizer of activity
mobilizatorom energy benchmark their activities. That's what words described A. Makarenko
relationships in the team, "team members ..." not moving in empty space ", they cooperate with
each other ... in a common system of interdependence” [3, p.10].

5. Conscioushess and activity. This principle reflects the level of development of relations
between the parties to the tourist event and complicated as the implementation of tasks,
gradually conscious level involved in solving common goal.

Normally each participant behavior excursion and tourist activity recorded Terms joint
activities where appropriate are: performance of certain tasks and the achievement of relevant
targets; respect mutual rights and obligations; building measure within acceptable boundaries of
sanctions that can be applied to those who violate generally accepted norms of collective action
[1, p.81].

It should be noted that existing conscious and active travel behavior of each participant of
the event reflected the trend towards stabilization in the conventional group behaviors and
attitudes inherent not only to the requirements of each, but generally expected results of the
behavioral line. Failure to comply with the above tendencies behavior can occur conflict, the
terms of which most of the group perceived as party-violator reference and assessed the overall
situation as uncomfortable, enhancing infringement subjective condition.

Thus, almost embodying the principle of consciousness and activity for each participant
tourist event, enshrined norms of behavior in the team proyavlyatymutsya in the following two
vector orientation as:

- motivational structure enabled the choice existing needs;

- external regulatory cooperation.

6. Availability. Realized through the construction of tourism excursion on the principles of
democracy and humanism. They include the successful achievement of all parties to the physical,
intellectual and emotional development.

Comprehensiveness forms excursion and tourist activity able to relieve psychological
stress, fosters cross-cultural communication between all members of the team.

7. Visibility. Are focused on the individual visual knowledge of the surrounding world, to
illustrate the objects that are difficult to describe theoretically. Visibility greatly affects depth
perception of the objects of the show, of thinking in general.

8. Jrientation training to meet an objective of education. He is one of the most important
pedagogical principles, successfully implemented through travel tools. This principle facilitates
the simultaneous interaction on the intellectual, emotional and volitional, has impact on the
educational process as a whole.

From the above it is clear that excursion and tourist activity as socio-cultural and
educational phenomenon characterized by integrity, functionality, causality, integrative,
dyskursyvnistyu, predictability, futurolohistychnistyu. Outlined problems in space and time
performs educational, image-forming, rational and sensual, value-orientation, regulatory,
reflective, harmonizing, structural and ontological function. Subject research problem is able to
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update the objectives, content and pedagogical mechanisms meaningful educational contexts,
and define education as ontological, personality-oriented, a cultural, hermeneutic, epistemological
and axiological phenomenon. Excursion and tourist activity opens up new opportunities for the
development of thinking, improving mental foundation of the individual, the transition to the ideals
and values of society, the harmony of spiritual and moral formation of man.
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
