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PLACE OF POLITICAL PARTIES IN THE POLITICAL SYSTEM OF UKRAINE

Statement of scientific problem and its significance. The formation and development
of political parties in Ukraine is controversial. In Ukraine after independence, began the
development of democratic institutions, particularly political parties.

How more democratic political system and developed civil society, the more there is a
choice of forms of activity of political parties, the easier it is for people to defend their rights, the
more opportunities they have to implement in various spheres of society.

Significant socio-economic and political change in most societies, held in the twenty-first
century, accompanied by the changing attitudes of political parties. The level of democratization
of the political system in the country is gradually becoming an important factor for joining
international organizations, establishing diplomatic, economic, cultural and other relations
between actors in the international arena.

Today important for Ukraine is the process of bringing political parties to the
implementation of public policy. European integration aspirations of Ukraine set the task of
redesigning the entire structure making public-policy decisions, which implies the need for a
mechanism for the development of independent posavlje examination. One such transformational
processes should be to attract the political parties to management activities.

In this context, important is the understanding of the policy making process in the
European Union, the realization of the European norms and standards of political decision-
making. It was determined that the need to examine European practice regarding the involvement
of political parties to implement the policy as spheres of a public life.

In Ukraine, political parties could act legally and apply various forms of influence on the
process. In the context of modernization and transformation of the political system, which
continues in Ukraine, political parties are active participants in the political process. Currently,
Ukraine requires the search for new interactive forms of cooperation of political parties and public
authorities. This actualizes questions of their study.

For the Ukrainian political science this determines the importance of determining the place
of political parties in the political system of Ukraine and carrying out research cooperation of
political parties with the state authorities. After all, political parties can contribute to the
development of civil society and to improve social dialogue between citizens and public
authorities.

Analysis of recent research on this problem. In recent years, domestic scientific
community there has been a significant increase in interest in the functioning of subjects of
political process. At the same time, a review of Russian scientific literature gives grounds to state
that the problem of a comprehensive study of the place of political parties in the political system
of Ukraine has not yet become the object of special studies.

Specifics of scientific research, cooperation of political parties and public authorities,
reflects the need to cover the applied and theoretical aspects of the problem. A significant
contribution to the study of the processes of transformation of political institutions, the interaction
of public authorities and of political parties in Ukraine made in the works of V. Bortnikov, Is.
Borodin, V. Lugovoi, Y. Levenets, V. Mayboroda, V. Malinovsky, N. Primula, V. Yatsuba and
other [1; 2].

Sociological aspects of institutional development of political parties dedicated to the works
of A. Balakirev, A. Kanukova, V. Golovenko, I. Demchenko, N. Dudar, N. Quail, M. Mishchenko,
O. Yaremenko and others [4].

The place and role of political institutions in Ukraine extensively investigated by Russian
scientists. These issues develop S. Bazovkin, V. Bebik, A. Belous, V. Zhuravskii, A. Kornievsky,
V. Kremen, N. Mikhalchenko, S. Ryabov, V. Tancher, N. Tomenko, L. Uhrin, F. Rudich, V.
Yakushik [5].

The purpose and objectives of the study. The aim of this work is to carry out a
comprehensive analysis to determine the place and role of political parties in Ukraine. Achieving
this goal implies the need to solve the following tasks: to define the level of trust in political
institutions; to show the specificity of the development of political parties; to analyse the level of
influence of political parties on the processes in Ukraine.
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The main material and justification of the results of the study. The relevance of the
work lies in the fact that the basis of the problem under study are the direct relations of power and
political parties in the conditions of transformation of political system in Ukraine. The participation
of policy actors (government, Parliament, political parties and public organizations) in the process
of implementing public policies contribute to their interactions and transform these relationships in
an orderly process with a certain structure of relations that allows them to implement public
policies.

At present, the Ukrainian society faces the problem of legitimizing political institutions,
particularly political parties. The exit of Ukraine from the USSR was the continuation of the
peaceful traditions of the collapse of the Communist bloc, and he created the tradition of
democratic reformism that became a feature of political life of Ukraine. Legitimation and the
appeal to national solidarity was quite natural for all subjects of the state. The problem was only,
whether the legitimation to have a European character.

Modern political processes in Ukraine stipulate a rather complex and ambivalent value of
transformation in society. A sharp social polarization, stratification of society, the protracted
political crisis give rise to a loss of confidence in political institutions. So in a special way
actualizarea attention to the social determinants that facilitate the processes of integration and
democratization of the society, strengthened the positive trend of social dynamics, would ensure
the effective functioning of civil society. This value determinant regarding the functioning of
political parties, may be the phenomenon of trust, which is often defined as "confidence index",
which reflects the degree of reliability of a certain social environment, its compliance with the
values, needs, aspirations, the aspirations of citizens.

Trust is a complex hierarchical social phenomenon that reflects certain values and
attitudes, which has the character of expectation of the desired result and is based on the belief
in the effectiveness of the trust object, and the recognition of its activities that meets their own
interests. There are three types of trust: to yourself, to others, to the world. Also distinguish
between interpersonal trust (trust) and institutional (trust in political institutions). Trust is a basic
element of civil society. After all, the fundamental condition for civil society are voluntary
associations that exist outside the state. These associations in their activities use the trust as
required. And that political parties must have a significant level of trust for effective
implementation of their programs. However, in Ukraine the level of trust in political parties is
extremely low.

The level of trust indicates the willingness of society in General to the formation of open-
type relationship and cooperation based on democratic principles. Trust is regarded as a system
of positive settings of the person in relation to other people based on a certain set of personal
and group values. Set these values when tolerated determines the orientation of the positive
perception of the differences of others. Necessary condition for the emergence of these
phenomena is the high level of political culture.

Today in Ukraine there is a problem with trust, especially trust in government institutions
and political parties. Is. Golovakha said that such low levels of confidence in the government,
which has Ukraine, in Europe, just not observed. Those countries that are neighbouring with
Ukraine in the rating of distrust in politicians and political parties — Bulgaria and Greece — are how
in deep crisis. "From this we can conclude, — says the sociologist — that Ukraine also, at first
glance, is in the deepest crisis. Although Ukraine is not a surprise, as for Greece, a sort of a
natural condition” [6].

In terms of confidence in the institutions of power in Ukraine, according to the European
social survey, occupies the last place among European countries. In particular, the trust of
Ukrainians to the Parliament is 1.99 points on a 10-point scale (the last place among 26
European countries), the credibility of the judicial system made up 2.26 points (last place), the
credibility of the police — 2.5 points (last place). For trust in politicians (1.85 points) Ukraine is
ahead of only Greece, and trust in political parties (1.99 points) is ahead of only Greece and
Croatia and is on the same level with Bulgaria. The comparison of the four waves of the study
shows that the highest level of trust in public institutions was in 2005 and the lowest in the period
of crisis 2009 [6].

It is worth noting that for European countries distrust of political parties and politicians is
almost a disaster and the evidence of big problems with maintaining a normal life and democracy,
in such countries as Ukraine, it sometimes does not indicate the fact that dried up human
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potential, but rather that maybe he's still not completely dried up. "Because our post-Soviet reality
is — notes. Golovakha, that the higher the credibility of the government in the country, the less
there is of political and other freedoms for citizens. And it turns out that sometimes what in the
world is a determining factor of integration, stabilization and positive sustainable development of
the country, in our conditions is the path to stagnation, deflation and hopelessness" [6].

Another thing — no confidence in the reforms. This process is really negative, because in
order to get the country started on the path of European integration, declared by the same
authority, it must, above all, more efficiently and more decisively to reform the political system.
Ukraine did not manage, despite a lot of declarative statements to develop a real program of
reforms and to make sure that people saw these reforms as not only the path to enrichment, but
also the path to overall improvement of the situation in the country.

One of the biggest reasons of distrust of the situation in Ukraine is the lack of
development and weak civil society. Among the main factors braking the process of formation of
civil society in Ukraine can highlight the following: the discrepancy between the professed
democratic values and a real force in society; the aborted party system and a strong enough
confrontation among political parties, weak efficiency and inefficiency of the institutions of civil
society, which explains the curvature of the relationship between the state and civil society, their
confrontation; the lack of sustainable economic factors of the formation of the middle class; the
fragile nature of the current political situation. For the effective functioning of civil society must be
a high level culture of trust between citizens vzaimoposhchi on three levels: interpersonal,
organizational, institutional [3]. A trust relationship based on the principles of mutual responsibility
and duty, ensuring the coherence of the society, stimulating the formation of free associations,
reducing social tension and giving confidence in the future.

Political parties play an important role in the democratization of the political system in
Ukraine, establishment of democracy, the protection of the rights of citizens in solving national
and regional problems associated with the development of society.

Conclusions and prospects for further research. The interaction of political parties and
public authorities should be regarded as based on objectively existing relations, the principles
and the initiative of the parties, orderly and coordinated activity that is carried out in the
cooperation, support and mutual assistance. The study of objects and subjects of implementation
of state policy has allowed to define it as a state that provides for the implementation in society of
the General principles of social justice, ensuring that citizens of the state quality of life standards.
Given this, we note that the interaction of political parties and public authorities in the process of
formation and implementation of state policy will encourage the optimum and integrated solutions
to common problems, and the democratization of the political system of society.

The specificity of political processes in Ukraine predetermine the transformation of the
political system. The stratification of society, sharp social polarization, the protracted political
crisis give rise to a loss of confidence in political parties. So in a special way actualizarea
attention to those factors that would facilitate the processes of integration and democratization of
the society, strengthened the positive trend of social dynamics, would ensure the effective
functioning of the political system.
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
