In the article questions are examined in relation to the study of m. Charkow,
pathogeny of such violations of gynaecological sphere in teens as a Ukraina

juvenile uterine bleeding. The last have considerable prevalence
among gynaecological diseases for girls-teenagers. On the basis of
results researches are exposed, that sick girls have a specific paternal
of family pattern, different from the group of healthy girls-teenagers.
This is can become one of pathogenic factors of forming of diseases of
gynaecological sphere, in particular juvenile uterine bleeding.

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INFLUENCE OF PATERNAL FAMILY PATTERN ON THE ORIGIN
OF GYNAECOLOGICAL PATHOLOGY IN TEENS.

Statement of the problem. In the last few decades has increased dramatically the
importance of reproductive health problems of children and adolescents, prevention and treatment
of gynecological diseases in childhood [9].

One of the most common forms of gynecological pathology in adolescent girls are juvenile
uterine bleeding, which make up 20-30% of all gynecological diseases [4, 8]. And the number of
cases of such disease is growing steadily, increasing the proportion of severe uterine bleeding,
life-threatening teen [4, 7, 8, 9].

Etiological factors that contribute to juvenile uterine bleeding, are extremely diverse. In the
literature one can find indications that the unfavorable course of the antenatal period of
development can contribute to the predisposition of the body to some girls as endocrinopathies,
and to the development of a number of gynecological diseases, in particular juvenile bleeding [2].
Common cause of bleeding in this period is the dysfunction of the ovaries, which can be caused by
chronic infections, frequent acute respiratory viral infections [2, 4, 8].

Predisposing causes of juvenile uterine bleeding is also called physical trauma, poor living
conditions, poor nutrition, physical and mental fatigue, stress, trauma [2, 4, 5, 7]. It should be
noted that many authors have reported a significant role of psychogenic factors in the genesis of
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juvenile uterine bleeding [2, 3, 5, 7].

But if the current health and social aspects of the provision of gynecological care for
adolescents is being addressed, the studies on the medical and psychological aspects of the
problem, very little.

Analysis of the problem. Adolescence is the most disharmonious and inconsistent
compared to other age periods of personality development. Heterochronically development the
intra-and interpersonal levels is the most important feature of this age and causes the basic
contradictions of adolescent psychology. [7]

Features of the course such an important period of life of a teenager lay imprint on all
subsequent periods of life, defining the job and one of the country seem biological functions -
reproduction.

It is known that the most sensitive to chronic emotional stress is the reproductive system of
the female body, especially in adolescence [7, 8]. Work of a number of researchers have shown
that during puberty increases selective sensitivity of the reproductive system to psychological
factors. One such factor is the family is the lack of harmony in the family relationship, the wrong
parenting styles, family conflicts, death of a parent, etc. [1, 2, 6, 9].

The possible influence of the structure, characteristics of life parent family formation and
maintenance of reproductive function disorders, in particular juvenile uterine bleeding, to date has
not been studied.

Meanwhile, it is proved that the etiologic factors of various childhood diseases violation of
the system of relations in the family is central to [1, 2, 5, 6], and the quality of the relationship
parent / child is the main predictor of psychosomatic functioning and development of the
child [2, 5 ].

With that said there is a necessity to study the factors of the family as possible predisposing
appearance and aggravating for juvenile uterine .

Research methods. The method of "Figure Family" by L. Corman, designed to identify
the characteristics of intra-family relations. In processing the data used criterion angular
transformation of Fisher.

Description of the sample. The study was conducted on the basis of the gynecological
department of the Ukrainian Scientific-Research Institute of the health of children and
adolescents, as well as secondary schools in the city of Kharkiv.

The study involved a girl suffering from juvenile uterine bleeding, and healthy girls aged
13-14,5 years. The total number of teenage girls was 99 people.

The results of the study. For comparison, the graphics and the possibility of interpreting
figures in the groups of patients and healthy adolescents, we use Table 1.

The analysis of figures were revealed following features images of the family in girls
suffering from juvenile uterine bleeding. Significantly greater part females (68%) use the entire
space of the sheet, whereas in healthy females have different arrangements of the family shown:
on the bottom side of the sheet on the top right side, a uniform distribution.

Since this feature reflects the use of space as a whole, therefore, we can say that in the
families of the afflicted girls have total space of the family and do not have a space for each
member of the family.

Even the remaining part of the afflicted girls (24%), which portrayed the family in the
small central portion of the sheet, demonstrates the absence of these families a place for personal
space - family members are drawn small and literally "pressed" to each other.

It should be noted that only the figures of girls suffering from juvenile uterine bleeding,
family members depicted are closely relative to each other (28%) or a child figure is isolated from
other family members. At the same time, children often figure in the picture, as it extends to other
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family members (8%), as a connecting link. As such, in some cases, can act and sibling (8%). In
the group of healthy girls similar trends have been identified. Here the family can be dispersed
when each member does his own thing, but, in most cases, the relationship with the other remains
ntact.

If you pay attention to the features of the arrangement of children's figures regarding other
family members, you can see that in the group of healthy girls she ever be at a relatively uniform
distance from the other members of the family, or is a more close to a sibling.

This indicates proper family structure, when children and parent holons have a connection,
but also have their own space and a healthy independence. [6] Figures afflicted girls, the figure of
the child in 20% of cases close to the father figure.

At the same time, despite the fact that the figures of parents and in healthy and diseased
girls are the most important, that is significant, in the group suffering from juvenile uterine
bleeding in 32% of cases, the mother figure is drawn last.

This constitutes a violation of patients girls relationship with her mother. Mother
distancing "displaced" - broken family structure, which is characteristic for the majority of
European households [1, 6], compromised the necessary process of identification with the mother,
and hence the "healthy" decision-female sexual roles.

As a consequence, 12% of girls suffering from juvenile uterine bleeding, children figure
does not correspond to the actual sex. Thus we can speak of the girls sex-role reversal.
Specification of the structure of the family studied girls after the procedure "Figure Family"
revealed its inconsistency actual composition of the family.

Discrepancy is due to the fact that teenage girls found the missing pieces of someone in the
family: myself, siblings, and parents. In the group of healthy girls significantly greater percentage
(35%) drawings where missing father figure. Following the methods of carrying out the
conversation revealed that it is typical for those girls whose families are conflicts of varying
severity associated with his father.

In this case, a healthy girl groups include the image of the family additional figures: minor
family members (grandparents, children, aunts, husbands / wife sisters / brothers, cousins, etc.),
pets.

This fact can be considered as a protective mechanism in the presence of scarcity of
positive feelings in a real relationship. In the group suffering from juvenile uterine bleeding "pass"
the family is extremely rare.

There are no additional cases of drawing figures, as well as cases of inability to perform
the "Picture of the family", which can be observed in the group of healthy girls (14%). In this case,
the above described features of the afflicted girls drawings indicate the presence of hidden and
troubled family relationships.

Confirmation of this becomes, and the fact that 64% of children's figure in the figures is
the smallest. This demonstrates the infringement needs and interests of the child within the family,
the child would not exist in itself, but rather a dysfunctional family stabilizers [1].

That's why he can not at the conscious level to recognize the seriousness of intrafamily
conflict, distortion of the structure integrity of the family, etc., which can be observed in the group
of healthy girls who are relatively independent and aware of the problems of family relationships.

With that said, the disease in the case of adolescent girls suffering juvenile uterine
bleeding, can become a good helper to provide conditional stability of family life.

Conclusions.

1. Adolescents suffering from juvenile uterine bleeding, there are certain structural changes
in the family system, namely:

a) lack of differentiation of personal boundaries of each member of the family, generalized family
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space;

b) violation of the personal space of the child or his isolation;
¢) an imbalance of the family structure, stabilizing based dysfunction of a family member - a
child.

2. As a result of violations of the interaction in the system of the parent-child suffers the
process of identification with the mother and the girls, as a consequence, impaired decision-female
sexual roles - holds sex-role inversion.

3. Analysis of the data suggests the presence of pathogenic and / or predisposing role of
family factors in the occurrence of such diseases as juvenile gynecological uterine bleeding.
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
