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VALUE CONCEPTS OF "SOCIAL ADAPTATION" AND "RESOCIALIZATION"
OF PEOPLE RELEASED FROM PRISON

Problem definition and its relationship with scientific and practical tasks. Quite often in the
criminological literature resocialization process is identified with social adaptation and determined
that the term "re-socialization" covers almost all instances the implementation of criminal
responsibility, that is a multifaceted, multidimensional process of social adaptation of the person
who committed the crime.

In our view, the legitimacy of identifying the concepts of "social adaptation" and
"resocializatmmmt" 1s questionable, though between these concepts have much in common: a social
adaptation and resocialization involves not only impact the environment but also the activity of the
individual (business process) .

Both the analyzed phenomena imply the use of different measures to subject the state,
social influence and social control. However, to equate them still not be.

Social adaptation, unlike resocialization involves individual adaptations to the specific
social environment, its essence lies in recognizing a subject of norms and rules of human
coexistence and their implementation at all stages of socialization.

Analysis last researches and publications gives reason to believe that some research,
pedagogical, psychological and legal orientation disclosure of the contents of concepts social
adaptation and resocialization have been the subject of research scientists such as V. Harasymiv,
P. Husak, S. Stepanov, A.F. Zelinsky, O.L. Karaman, O. Kolb, V.P. Lutyi, A.V. Skits,
B.M. Telefanko, V. Trubnikov and others.

However, without diminishing the role of the scientific works of scientists of the above, we
can conclude that the problem of correlation between social adaptation and reintegration has not
been the subject of research that resulted in the choice of the theme of this study.

The article is an analysis of the views of leading scientists sociologists, lawyers and
teachers on research relations between the concepts of "social adaptation" and "resocialization."
And determination of the basis of the types and characteristics of social adaptation of persons
released from prison.

The main material research with a new justification of the results.

The problem of resocialization is not new for a long time, it is the focus of criminologists
and experts in the field of criminal law, penal law, pedagogy, psychology, sociology and other
social sciences.

"Resocialization" is the notion of the social, which, by definition, Y. Zhuleva means
"renewal or repetition of the action, which is to prevent the degradation of social identity [1, p.27].
For the first time this term was used by American psychologist A. Kennedy and D. Keberom for
determination of the "second" entry of the individual in the social environment, for example, if a
person's release from a penitentiary institution or as a result of its territorial displacement,
migration.

Psychologists believe that "resocialization" comes from the Latin word "poenitentiarius"
that is, one who repents, corrected and explore the psychological basis of this phenomenon in the
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plane of restoring previously disturbed required for full life in the community social personality
traits.

"Adaptation" as a meaningful concept in different fields is treated differently. Thus, in the
Great Soviet Encyclopedia, this concept is defined as "the biological process of adjustment
persons, populations and species to the environment" [2, p.150].

In philosophical science to understand this term adjustments, acclimatization, the adoption
of norms and ideals, use, joining the team [3, p.33].

Sociologists understand social adaptation during adaptation of a living organism to the
habitat and find that it is a two-way process, because not only personality change under the
influence of a new environment for themselves, but also the environment from the effects of the
individual.

According to legal scholars O.M. Bandurko, V.M. Trubnikov, Yarovoy A.A., A.F.
Zelinsky, 1. Noi, V.I. Guskov and other social adaptation is part of the process of socialization
associated with the process of reformation and rehabilitation of prisoners both in prison and after
serving their sentence.

In particular, V.M. Trubnikov believes that social adaptation is part of socialization and
especially its variety. Duration social adaptation depends not only from individual to individual,
but also the environment, the form and intensity of state and social impact on the behavior of
individuals [4, p. 9,10].

A.F. Zelinsky emphasizes that adaptation is related to the process of education and
re-education of prisoners, and uses the notion of the moral and legal remedy.

In his view, correct convicted - "eliminate those personal qualities that brought him into
conflict with the criminal offense and continue to create a risk to the implementation of new
crimes" [5, p.17].

Research and analysis of existing statistics found that in Ukraine the crime rate among
released from prison exceeds the rate of the adult population is 8 times that requires special
attention to further social adaptation of these people at large.

Long-term isolation in prisons and adapting them leads, on the one hand, to fix, and the
other - causes a change in the psyche of the convicted, because the latter requires the will after
release adjustment or adaptation.

It 1s believed that if fired at will not have committed a new crime, the process of social
adaptation was successful; a second offense means that social adaptation is not achieved its goal
has been inadequate in the penitentiary and post-penitentiary in periods.

In this regard, there is a need to consider such concepts as "social adaptation" and
"socialization". Yes, V.M. Trubnikov at social adaptation understand "continuous interaction with
the environment variable person a changing entity that requires increasingly sophisticated and
flexible response adaptation to a new environment, new social expectations" [4, p.11].

Social adaptation is the result of a process of interaction and mutual influence of
environment and personality of people released from prison who eventually has to adapt to the
standards of a person released a positive environment and the success of which depends on the
complex organizational, legal and socio-economic measures taken to persons have served their
sentences and are delivered free.

The Law of Ukraine "On the social adaptation of persons serving sentences in the form of
restriction of liberty or imprisonment for a definite period" of 10 July 2003 and considers social
adaptation "complex legal, economic, institutional, social, psychological and other measures taken
with regard to laid-off people to adapt to the conditions of the social environment, protect their
rights and interests "[6, p.1].
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The adoption of this Law shall be accompanied by the introduction of the Cabinet of
Ministers of Ukraine and the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine legal acts necessary for implementation
of its provisions, then the executive bodies and local authorities will be able to because of the
social order, adequately funded from the state budget involve associations of citizens , enterprises,
institutions and organizations to provide social assistance to laid-off individuals.

Along with social adaptation law (Article 1) provides home based care combined measures
of state support and assistance that serves to exempt employment, professional reorientation and
retraining, creation of adequate housing and living conditions, prevent exposure to criminal
factors. Thus, social adaptation and socialization are interrelated categories that cover all
processes of involvement of the individual to the development of values and norms of society,
different social roles and types of joint activities, the acquisition of rights and responsibilities,
attitudes and habits that will enable this individual enter the number socialized members of
society, able to live and act in it.

In defining the concept of socialization must be based on recognition of the active
interaction between the individual and the environment. The social environment and personality
are in constant interaction, in which society affects the individual, creating it, and at the same time
the activity of each individual is a prerequisite for the existence of society itself. Socialization is
through the accumulation of experience, expanding knowledge, acquire new skills, which have
shaped the identity of the individual views and attitudes.

The need for socialization due to the fact that it is absorbed, the individual is produced
under external influence.

Social behavior is formed by activated personality dispositions, feelings, thinking of his
belonging to a particular community in a situation that involves the selection of Social Action.
However, under the influence of negative antisocial personality surroundings can select values and
normative orientations criminal subculture to commit a crime.

This phenomenon is referred to in the scientific literature desocialization.
As was noted in the scientific literature, along with the term "socialization" actively used the term
"social adaptation" which, unlike socialization in shaping the personality of the conditions of its
social adaptation recognizes the existence of the medium, the terms of which will be done and
accessories where adaptation is a prerequisite for the existence of all living things and as a
necessary precondition involves the interaction with the environment.

In our view, "social rehabilitation" - is adapting to life in a society that is constantly
changing, depending on the personal qualities of the man - his erudition, culture, education,
endurance, performance, communication skills, integrity, honesty, kindness and so on.

Therefore, the adaptation of persons released at will and lost socialusefull links should be
in the adaptive period among general public requirements and standards. By itself, adaptability
and availability capabilities and capacities to adapt to society, has the following types: social,
psychological and labor.

Social adaptation is the establishment of normal social relations after the release of the
will, it is associated with social rehabilitation. Psychological adaptation - is mastering the person
who resigned from prison, social standards and target orientation and mental rehabilitation and
social norms of behavior which are lost it while in isolation.

Psychological alienation of the individual in prisons formed under the influence of mental
and physical isolation; after serving their sentence there is a need mental rehabilitation has free
man, who must decide daily issues of survival in the wild.
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A person released from prison in the first two or three months experiencing confusion,
showing indecisiveness, inability to communicate, emotionally intense, it is often inherent
affective behavior.

It takes time for social and labor adaptation. Labour adaptation related to employment,
vocational training and retraining, development of new specialty, with difficulties entering the
labor collective, determination of material and moral incentives to work with staff attitude to the
former convict.

The process of social adaptation released from punishment is the second stage of
socialization where it has readapt to society and to restore the good properties that had to
conviction.

Characteristic features of social adaptation of persons released from prison are:

- The influence of social environment on the adaptation released from prison;

- The restoration of social relations in the cultural, economic, legal, family and other
spheres of social life;

- Value system of personal attitudes and requirements of the environment in the workplace,
the household environment in the family and so on;

- Formation of professional and legal guidance released in the will to life without crime,
adapt to a new life and observance of criminal law and rules of social behavior;

- The restructuring of social, psychological, domestic, moral and other ideas and life
outlook in the process of social adaptation;

- Raising the right attitude freed to work, training, employment, specialty, which was
released to the conviction or acquired during the sentence or after release; solution of the housing
problem;

- The impact of the criminal world, former convicts and criminals released on that make it
impossible to adapt in the wild;

- Especially the economic situation, new forms of economic activity, unemployment,
inflation, small business development, also need training and legislative provisions necessary
acquisition of a new profession persons released to freedom, as well as their employment and
social inclusion;

- The attitude of local authorities and government bodies, centers of employment,
employees of the Ministry, the management of enterprises, institutions and organizations to the
person who resigned from prison; need to give her a psychological, medical care, employment,
housing supply, training and retraining to meet modern demands.

Thus, the development of qualitatively new penitentiary system of Ukraine needs to move to
general international standards of democracy, real protection of rights and freedoms. This is a
complex and voluminous task that requires tremendous efforts directed not only to overcome the
negative effects of the past, but also to create a new reality with the building of a democratic,
socially oriented legal state where respect for all human rights and freedoms - public political,
social and economic - is an important goal and value of modern society.
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
