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THE INFLUENCE OF THE PSYCHIC ANOMALIES ON PUBLIC-DANGEROUS
THE BEHAVIOR OF MINORS

As evidenced in public practice, private uniqueness of personality, a person's ability to
perceive social programs depends on individual social stimuli, including adverse.

The fundamental principle of violent crimes in the state transition is the growth of conflict
in society. The nature of conflicts in the family, school, informal groups by place of residence,
places of public entertainment and leisure activities, in a juvenile correctional facility has a
versatile nature. Timely solution - the path to reducing violent crime. Reduction of conflict
contributes to a balanced state policy, the content of which is to improve the living standards of
the population, eradicating poverty, improving living conditions, creating a network of free leisure
facilities for young people, organization, moral, legal, international education, etc.,

Well-known in criminology is that crime is a social phenomenon, and the concept of law.
The criminal code of any country contains a list of acts that are power layer, which are defined as
criminal, and containing features of a particular social system. However, there are crimes that are
committed in any social system. First and foremost, crimes against persons (murder, assault, rape,
etc). This circumstance is the basis for the claim that all crime among social factors do not
explain. Because criminal acts are cruel, and besides, some people do them several times (relapse),
this suggests the existence of genetic predisposition to commit crimes. Hence, assumptions about
the need to "cure" criminals, or even the destruction of some of them [1, p. 49].

Unfortunately, such ideas in earlier periods of human history was embodied in reality. In
the medieval period, the inability to distinguish though and dangerous for other acts committed
mentally ill person from actions capable offender has resulted in the participation of these persons
was tragic, because they were acknowledged by the subjects of crime, rather than appointed by
compulsory measures of a medical nature. At the same time before the authorities opened wide
possibilities for abuse and the recognition of crazy criminals. Thus, scientific illiteracy served as
political opportunists to achieve their criminal goals.
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Modern development of psychiatric and legal knowledge allows and obliges clearly
distinguish several categories of state and behaviour of perpetrators of acts, objectively dangerous
to society.

Information on the number of persons with mental abnormalities among offenders is
extremely diverse. The results of the study 222 adolescent offenders who were registered in
services for children, it was found that 42.8 per cent of them have psychopathic traits, 10.2 per
cent suffer from nervousness, and 13.3% to alcoholism, and the study of additional 830 adolescent
offenders showed that 24% of them were various forms of psychopathy [2, p. 46]. This was the
correlation between the shape of psychiatry and crime. In particular, it is proved that among
psychopaths, the level of crimes against life and health of the person three times higher than in the
General crime [3, p. 39].

Moreover, in the last 20-30 years of research in psychiatry evidence of a significant impact
of social factors on the distribution of mental illness and their manifestations, including socially
dangerous character.

Therefore, it should be emphasized that there is a significant difference in the scientific
treatment of the problem of the relation of social and biological in the domestic understanding of
that which prevails in Western European and American psychiatry. So, among the foreign experts
spread as biological function socially justified behaviors, and attempts a purely psychological
interpretation, neopaganisma spirit, mental disorders and many social phenomena [4].

In contrast to these views of the Russian psychiatrists-clinicians out of the unity of social
and biological factors in the statistics and dynamics of psychopathy. As is known, the content of
consciousness to a sane person, being socially constructed, is a leading factor in its relationship
with the environment, behavior at home, in the family, at work, etc., [5]. Accordingly, the
antisocial actions of such individuals also come from a socio-psychological factors, and
pathological phenomena, for example, psychopathological abnormalities, do not reach the depth,
which would equate them to mental illness.

However, mental anomalies under certain conditions, reduce resistance to the effects of
situations, including conflict; create obstacles for the development of socially useful personality
traits, especially for its adaptation to the external environment; weaken internal controls; reduce
the possibilities of choices and behaviors; facilitate the implementation impulsive, random, ill-
conceived, including wrongful actions. All this negatively affects the development of personality
and may contribute to criminal behavior.

Research conducted by psychiatrists and criminologie, allow us to conclude about the
nature of the prevailing mental anomalies criminals. Thus, according to the ap. M of Antonyan
and C. A. Golomb, the proportion of the most common anomalies among surveyed criminals is:
psychopathy - 14,17 %, psychopod state - 18,24 %, organic lesion of the Central nervous system -
18,66 %, traumatic Central nervous system - 18,04 %, chronic alcoholism - 16,06 % [4, p. 100].

In addition, it should be noted that a fairly common anomalies are "related" crimes, is the
Central nervous system, in particular, it was found that a significant number of cases of chronic
alcoholism and addiction to excessive drinking, are "related" when committing crimes. In adults,
these figures reach (in cases of murder) more than 30 %, minor - 10-12 % [5, p. 62].

It is in alcoholics often children are born with different physical disabilities, but also
hearts, some of which can immediately be declared mentally incompetent, and the other part
requires special treatment. However, some cases of dementia has a genetic origin. This means that
the "innate" is a disease, not a crime, and to treat it, using both medical and social measures,
especially if the behavior of the person has not reached the level of insanity.
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The study of jurisprudence showed that among persons who have committed murder and
were found to be sane, but with the presence of anomalies is high enough percentage suffering
from psychopathy and psychopathic (about 37 % among adults and 42.5% among minors) [6]. A
significant part of the disease of psychopaths, criminals, social origin, generated by the
environment in the immediate environment, the family, at work. When it comes to anti-social
actions, they are usually caused by the negative influence of the environment, alcoholism, adverse
situation in the family, financial difficulties, etc., [6, p. 110].

Although relapse in psychopathic criminals a little higher than other categories of persons,
however, this does not give grounds to consider them criminal behavior inherent feature of
personality.

Similar arguments were expressed and others [7]. It is characteristic that even when the so-
called "nuclear" psychopathy, i.e. the States of consciousness associated with organic lesions of
the Central nervous system, juvenile offenders are the main negative social factors. According to
psychologists, one-third of teenage offender grew up without a father, and in cases where there
were two parents, each fourth father or mother suffered from alcoholism. Dysfunctional family
was 50.7 %. Of which: single parent family with 25.9 %; parental alcoholism - 14,3 %; immoral
lifestyle parents of 3.9 %; systematic conflicts in the family is 15.5 %; systematic beating, child -
2,6 %; crime among parents - 1,3 %; living with mentally ill relatives - 10,4 % [8].

It is necessary to indicate that the immediate social environment (except family), in which
there were persons with mental anomalies, as well as how it influenced them. The environment is
consisted of: a) offenders (20,3 %); b) persons who were behind in their studies and did not want
to work (22,9 %); C) persons who drank alcoholic beverages (16,9 %); d) in other cases - persons,
older, usually with anti-social habits [9]. All this, in turn, as evidenced in public practice, led to
the fact that all individuals with anomalies of the psyche, were socially and pedagogically
neglected.

Along with this, it is necessary to determine that the neuroses, psychopathy, psychopathic
States, combined with unfavorable social conditions of formation of the personality and character
of the environment in which committed the criminal act, act, therefore, as conditions (but not
cause) of criminal behavior.

Well known is also the connection between crime and alcohol [10]. Thus, in the
investigated during the research groups of minors up to 78 % of parents abused alcohol. A lot of
children "at risk" - 57,7% that become criminals, was raised in a part of the family, one father or
mother. Research showed that 10.3% of juvenile delinquents his first crime was committed under
the age of 13 years; 21,0% in 14 years; 26,4 - 15 years; 25,7 - 16 years and 16.6% in 17 years
[11].

Three quarters of pupils colonies first crime committed under the age of 16 years, which
once again confirms the significant role of early prevention of criminal behavior of juveniles.

Analyzed the empirical and theoretical-legal material allows to draw the following
conclusions:

despite the increase in the share of persons with neurotic and psychopathic disorders -
increase public danger of his actions, almost not observed;

it is important that the vast majority of anomalies associated with psychopathic personality
traits and residual effects after injury, in 80-85% of cases were the result of unfavorable conditions
of life and upbringing, and that is not associated with irreversible changes in the psyche;

- persons with anomalies, there was no fatal predisposition to crime.

In addition, it should be noted that in all cases of antisocial behaviour associated with
mental anomalies minor, very important early diagnosis and timely treatment, and, if necessary,
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isolation of patients. All of this is the prerogative of the medical staft, and the joint medical-legal
research should help to find the correct decisions concerning distinguishing disease from crime,
methods and means of dealing with socially dangerous behavior, as well as the optimal
combination of measures law, in particular criminal responsibility, with measures of a medical
nature to the specified category of persons.

Therefore, the complexity of the problem of preventing serious crimes against minors
personality gives reason to believe that this activity depends on the joint efforts of all state and
public organizations in the country, in the regions and at the local level. While the implementation
of special investigative measures consists in the localization of specific causes and conditions of
minor crimes against the person. Among these measures, it is logical to identify the following:

1) the organization of medical and psychological examinations of juveniles in social risk;
identifying and eliminating the causes of aggression, conflict in their character;

2) the establishment and comprehensive survey of families in which there are cruelty,
beatings and torture, violence, anger and rudeness in relations between adults and children for the
adoption of disciplinary measures, administrative law, criminal law and preventive actions;

3) the reduction of cases of application of punishments involving deprivation of freedom
[10], namely: development in the regions of the system re-socialization of juveniles released from
juvenile correctional facilities, and improve the mechanism of execution of punishment not related
to imprisonment;

4) revival volunteer militias (DND), youth operational units, points of public order
(GPOP), other community groups for constant work together with the police to prevent crime in
the places of mass recreation of adolescents and youth.

5) expansion of the practice training in the legal and physical (special) training of police
officers with members of the DND and operational groups of young people, the allocation of local
government funds to purchase transportation and material incentives for their work to maintain
public order;

6) create when sports facilities, stadiums special youth groups to work with the fans
(ultras), where special attention should be paid to prevention of inter-ethnic and inter-regional
conflicts;

7) organization in educational institutions of the Ministry of internal Affairs of Ukraine,
State penitentiary service of Ukraine specialized training of personnel for educational colonies and
criminal-Executive inspections. Thus, the program in the classroom should be provided for
identifying and resolving conflicts between adolescents, neutralizing their aggression and so on;

8) broadcast on national television channels and regions of loop programs, and
publications on the pages of the Central and local press about the facts of cruelty and violence in
the family, in society, the ways and methods of their elimination. These transmissions should wear
convincing character (not to escalate and not to sugarcoat reality).

Thus, in the present circumstances it is difficult to overestimate the importance of the
development and implementation in each region of complex programs of assistance to socially
vulnerable families, given that, as with crime in General and juvenile delinquency is caused by
many factors, among which are constantly changing conditions of the social environment and the
subjective properties of the personality of the offender: biological, physiological, genetic, and
others [12].

In turn, the study of these factors allows scientists to develop the most adequate socio-
historical conditions of development of the society for the prevention of criminal behavior,
including personalized prevention, which is important given the existing law enforcement and
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harsh practice cases of criminal prosecution or application of compulsory measures of a medical
nature to minors who have abnormalities in psychological development.
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
