CHARACTERISTICS OF FOREIGN MODELS OF RESOCIALIZATION OF
JUVENILES SENTENCED TO IMPRISONMENT

N. KARPINSKA

Statement of research problem and its significance. Today in the world there is no single,
absolute model of response to juvenile crime, and the only Foundation that unites the various
systems are international standards for the treatment of juvenile offenders. The study of foreign
experience is interesting from the point of view of the interaction of various factors that promote
or inhibit the re-socialization. This is only possible through detailed consideration of the law
enforcement practice of individual States.

The aim of the article is the analysis of the experience of re-socialization of juveniles
sentenced to imprisonment in some countries, the classification of the models of re-socialization.

The presentation of the main material and rationale of the study results. The
development of penal theory and practice is characterized by opposition supporters repressive
approach (repressive model) to the problem of execution of criminal punishment in the form of
imprisonment and humanistic approach, which initially was the principle of the possibility and
necessity of re-socialization of offenders. The formation of the scientific foundations of this
concept realized in rentegration (resili) model penal enforcement contributed to the modern
philosophical, sociological, criminological, legal, psychological theories of American and
European origin. This approach allows us to highlight some varieties of models reintegration
characteristic of different countries, and to identify their main features. Noting the indisputability
of the common features of one or another legal family, classification of models is not always
caused adopted in the framework of the theory of law the separation of the legal system (family).

Resocialization as in the legal and substantive aspects, first of all, depends on the presence
of juvenile justice or the General criminal proceedings against a minor. The effectiveness of re-
socialization in the framework of the existing system of juvenile justice is defined by a set of
characteristics such as early intervention and inclusion of appropriate services in the juvenile;
social component; quick effects; the sequence and individualization of approach depending on the
behavior of the juvenile, his situation; variability (actions, technologies, methods, ancillary
structures, are ready to engage in re-socialization).

Depending on the juvenile justice system is a structural element of the criminal justice or
social assistance system can distinguish four types of systems re-socialization.

The first type of systems re-socialization inherent in the ratio of legal mechanisms of
juvenile justice with the General procedures in the criminal proceedings, and resocialization - with
the main trends of social policy (Germany, Netherlands, UK).

For the second type is characterized by the ratio of legal mechanisms of juvenile justice
with the General procedures in the criminal proceedings, however, the selection of a group of
services which provide social services for juvenile offenders (USA, Canada, Japan).

The third type is the system of re-socialization in which the existing system of social
protection integrated system of services for reintegration (Italy, France).

The fourth type is characterized by the difference of juvenile justice and the criminal
justice system, and the system of social assistance for prisoners developed a special program of
resocialization (Poland, the New Romania.

Depending on the legal (legislative) regulation of re-socialization of the state can be
divided into two groups:

1) legislation which directly reinforces the need for re-socialization of prisoners, for
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example, the criminal code of the state of Texas in Art. 1.02 reinforces the need ".. .social
recovery of personality (resocialization) convicted ..." ; p. 2 tbsp. Model 102 of the criminal code
of the United States (1962); establishes the promotion of social restoration of the offender;in
French law the most regulate in detail the issues of re-socialization of norms related to punishment
of minors; KEK Germany establishes the resocialization of prisoners as the main task of
corrections. According KEK Germany by means of re-socialization are the "human conditions of
detention, single occupancy cells during rest, sleep (para. 1 § 18 KEK); labour activity, school and
vocational education; if necessary therapeutic procedures (e.g., social-therapeutic institutions or
branches); the transition to "open" (light) mode of punishment to the increase in the number of
visits; the softening regime of the prison, which is a regular free (without supervision) goes
beyond the territory of correctional institutions; intensive preparation for release.

b) the law resocialization is not directly fixed, however, resocialization as a goal of
punishment, a consequence of the General policy of the state: thus, according to lawyers, the
ultimate purpose of correction of a prisoner in England is his resocialization; criminal law of the
Netherlands establishes the need for individualization of approach to the convict in the
appointment of a reformatory for him, considering reintegration (article 12 of the criminal code);
the activity of the penitentiary system in the US also penetrated the idea of resocialization.

Taking into account the fact that a common feature of current models of re-socialization is
their belonging to the penitentiary system, according to existing institutional reintegration is
possible to distinguish three groups of countries:

1) in which there is a relatively independent system of re-socialization of prisoners, for
example, in France since 2006, the resocialization of prisoners in correctional institutions engaged
educators who are not prison staff;

2) in which the work on the re-socialization perform as employees of the penitentiary
system, and state and community social workers (Germany);

3) in which prisoners engage in specifically designed individual and group programs of
their re-socialization, which may act as a condition of their parole (Germany, France and others)

In our opinion, to identify the most important characteristics and the formation of a
hypothetical model of an effective reintegration of minors, including a female, you need to
consider in more detail the specific implementation in practice on the example of individual
countries, accounting or borrowing elements which can be used for the establishment in Ukraine
of a holistic, comprehensive state policy (and, accordingly, the legal system, define the legal status
of the subjects, and so on) reintegration of minors sentenced to deprivation of liberty.

The basis of responses to juvenile delinquency in Germany is not punitive and educational
(educational) principle. The result of the reform of the law on juvenile justice (1990) was extended
list of re-socialization of juvenile offenders, namely: involvement of public works, provision of
public charity, various socio-psychological trainings, complex mediation. Coordination in the use
of spectrum ressaca funds by the social worker, who is a representative of the Department of
youth policy. The social worker is actively involved in the judicial process, juvenile, acting in the
interests of a minor who committed a crime, is preparing the so-called "social report", which
provides the court with a comprehensive description of all spheres of his life and offers the
appropriate punishment. This measure is aimed at reducing the load juvenile courts. One social
worker are not more than 10-15 Affairs, while the probation officer under observation is about 70
prisoners.

Latvia with the creation of the State probation service has entered into a number of those
States that conduct their criminal policy aimed at achieving long-term changes in social behaviors
of the offender, adhering to the rights and interests of each individual. This policy States enhances
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public safety and reduces the number of reasons to commit new offences. The state probation
service of Latvia performs functions such as the provision of pre-trial reports of the court and the
Prosecutor; the development and implementation of programs of correction of social behavior of
minors who committed a crime and oversee them; rendering assistance to persons released from
penal institutions; ensuring the execution of public works juvenile offender; and the reconciliation
process with the help of a mediator between the victim and the victim of a crime.

To inspectors of probation services with high demands, they pass the test, then take part in
a public competition to fill this position, take them for a trial period, and after transfer to the work
they are required to have to take a refresher course. Also, the probation service very closely with
volunteers and community organizations who are ready to assist in the re-socialization of juvenile
violence. on the other hand the result of any such cooperation is to inform society about the
principles, objectives and results of probation. We believe that for Ukraine the experience of
probation in Latvia will be useful in the aspect of introduction of the inspectors of probation,
which will focus directly on the re-socialization of juveniles, and will act in their interests.

In the USA there are about 3500 juvenile courts. The hallmark of American courts is a
combination of characteristics of charitable organizations and, at the same time, institutions for the
implementation of social supervision. Despite the fact that in the American legal system, there are
many subtleties regarding sentencing for juveniles, many U.S. experts believe that due to staff
turnover, lack of knowledge, the judge often unable to assess the situation correctly and
competently prescribe penalties that can have a negative impact on social rehabilitation of an
adolescent. Consequently, the experts came to the conclusion that it is necessary to appoint judges
for life juvenile . This proposal deserves attention. It is quite possible and consideration of this
proposal in the framework of the question of the creation of a separate juvenile courts. Narrow
specialization of judges in juvenile cases in Ukraine, in our opinion, would provide an individual
approach to reintegration, would allow a more detailed consideration of each individual case
crime, a minor. Valuable experience for the state, would be the introduction of the courts at all
levels of the juvenile judges of calculating population density of juvenile age. This category
judges must pass psychological and pedagogical training to work with the specified category of
persons that will provide highly qualified consideration of such crimes.

If we turn to the British experience, it is worth noting that resili measures enshrined at the
state level and act in accordance with the provisions of the relevant orders Of the Board on the
Affairs of minors", "On the compensation of the caused damage, On completion of the
rehabilitation program . Therefore, the direction of the Board of juvenile Affairs is a relatively
new type of sanctions (effective from 2002) on the basis of practice 155 commissions on re-
socialization of juveniles in England and Wales. Direction to the Board on the Affairs of minors
applies mandatory only for those who first committed the crime and admit their guilt. The age of a
minor in the UK is from 10 to 17 years of age, and the duration of perform minor obligations is
the time period from 3 to 12 months depending on the severity of the crime. The main task of the
Board of juvenile Affairs is to assist in the restoration of relations with the society, remorse and
guilt minor, as well as the repayment capacity of a conviction.

In the work of the panel on minors included rehabilitation, for example, work on criminal
behavior, the study of employment opportunities. Under these programs, conducted training on
treatment of adolescents from drug and alcohol addiction, treatment by a psychiatrist or other
professionals, organized the section "Consequences of violent behaviour", conducted training on
managing his anger, the training program "Life skills", there are records of visits to teen sports
clubs, school or College, or completing additional educational programs, in addition, the
adolescent has the opportunity to consult an expert on employment.
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We believe that the creation of the corresponding Board in Ukraine would solve a number
of problems, such as complete cure of various ailments (drugs and alcohol), training on anger
management, employment assistance, and contributed to the rethinking of the life systems of the
juvenile and the formation of her active social position.

In the UK the system of re-socialization is based on the idea of prevention of juvenile
delinquency, and has developed since 1908, when it was adopted a series of laws on children and
youth. Criminal penalties apply to 14-17 year old criminals. If the offence is committed for the
first time, the socialization involved local authorities and the police using a system of different
"orders" such a child, and a system of "agreements". If committed serious or repeated offence,then
run a machine juvenile justice . Not depending on the subjects engaged in socialization, it is
obligatory to apply their individual rehabilitation programs, formalized by an order Of
rehabilitation". The validity of the programs does not exceed 3 years. The main objective is full of
social, psychological, medical and legal rehabilitation of minors by using the maximum number of
means and methods of re-socialization.

In the Netherlands today now special social programs, which create conditions for resouce
work with minors. Attention should be comprehensive program for reintegration of minors
(HALT) which operates throughout the country as an alternative to imprisonment penalties for
those who are first-time offenders aged 12 to 18 years. The main focus of the programme is to
work with parents, families, the solution to all problem situations and the social environment
minors, eliminating gaps and challenges in the norms and values of the child; great attention is
paid to gender socialization. The main methods of re-socialization are the pedagogical and socio-
psychological support to parents and children.

The main load to ensure and establish an effective process of re-socialization of juveniles
assigned to the employees of the probation service, which in most cases have the education social
worker. Important role in this process is played by professionals, which provide additional
services (psychiatric, psychological, social, educational and other).

Conclusions and prospects for further research.

Summing up the above, we concluded that accumulated in different countries experience
for reintegration of minors sentenced to deprivation of freedom is quite effective and can be used
in Ukraine as at the legislative level and in practice by:

- adoption of the law on free legal aid, mediation (reconciliation), the probation service;

- development of a state program of re-socialization of minors who have committed a
crime;

- preparation of proposals for the creation of unified communication and administration of
the activities of agencies working with children;

- the organization of methodical and information support: the provision of legal, Advisory
and informational assistance to children, their parents and those who perform the duties of raising
children, with the aim of increasing the role of the family in the education process;

- implementation of pilot projects the creation of centres of restorative justice, probation
and social rehabilitation of minors who have committed offences;

- support for volunteer programs working with minors, students of educational institutions
of relevant educational direction to the social welfare of children in special educational
institutions, as well as those who are registered in the bodies of internal Affairs;

- creation of the territorial centers of social services for family, children and youth day
Advisory centers;

- development of individual learning programs and innovative educational methods for
students who are studying in schools of social rehabilitation, taking into account the peculiarities
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of their social and psychological development and organization of the educational process in these
mstitutions;

- introduction of additional forms of influence on juvenile offenders offenders by engaging
them in socially useful work;

- informing the population about the basic principles of criminal justice concerning minors
(the nature of the measures aimed at the prevention of juvenile delinquency, programs of
restorative justice (mediation).

- event staffing software should include the development of programs and the organization
of a series of comprehensive educational activities aimed at training, retraining and advanced
training of specialists working with children who are in need of resocialization.
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
