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PSYCHOLOGICAL SPECIFIC OF FORMING OF CHARACTER I TEENAGERS IN
THE CONDITIONS OF PRISON ESTABLISHMENT

Social isolation as punishment of a person for the crime has triune beginning. First of all it
is a punitive function as a community response to the wrongful actions of one of its members. In
this embodiment, the punishment through imprisonment performs the two functions of deterrence
and retribution. At the same time, the objective of the company is the rehabilitation of the
offender, his socialization as ponowne return to the civilizational-cultural norms and laws of the
community. This is the second component of the deprivation of freedom and placing it in the
mode ranavalona deprivation, particularly in conditions of total social isolation. And, finally, the
third purpose of punishment is the prevention of probable new socially dangerous acts, that is, the
prevention of antisocial behavior. Moral suffering, which is experiencing a teenage settler in
specially created artificial and cultivated deprivating situation fit into the concept of social
punishment, retribution for the crime and provides for its potential of repentance and repair[1; 2;
3:4;5;,6;7].

Just colonists, experiencing an extremely difficult species and types of social deprivation
caused by personal factors-deviant nature and specifics of the sensitive nature of the activity of the
penitentiary educational institutions of closed type, is a kind of litmus paper, which shows the
most acute and typical aspects of the problem, in particular in the formation of self-esteem and
image J.

The results of scientific and psychological studies of persons in places of deprivation of
liberty, indicate a direct relationship between the process of adaptation of these conditions and the
onset of personality changes, in particular, increased levels of aggression, anxiety ranavalona
fears, frequent interpersonal and intrapersonal conflicts and other forms of behavioral
deviations[2; 4; 5; 6]. Penitentiary stress cause significant disruption to donotallow level,
generates the somato-morphological dysfunction exacerbates the imbalance of mental health
(anxiety, depression, fear, frustration, suicidal thoughts, and so on), stimulates the risk of
developing many diseases: cancer, cardiovascular, autoimmune diseases, neuropsychiatric
disorders, infectious paragen etc.
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Socio-psychogenic burden of the difficult social situation of development, caused by loss
of contact with society, especially with parents (family deprivation), with friends at liberty
(communicative deprivation), increases due to the biased negative with respect to the
administration of the colony and the neglect of the informal adolescent subcultures that exist in the
institution. Status-role differentiation in juvenile colony leads to heightened experiences of
adolescents-adaptaton with signs of incapacity own otherness, netipichnostbyu, diversity and
produces a range of feelings about their image, I.e. Actively cultivated inferiority complexes,
zahtevnost, abandonment, social outsiders.the and other destructive for the development of self-
psychostar primarily emotional burnout, saujana helplessness, excessive and inadequate
psychological protection, etc.

Blocked communication in desintegrating the microenvironment of juvenile colonies,
giving rise to the colonists effect of inadequacy as a result of severe mental stress, affects the basic
components of the structure of the image I is negative, the brake implications for favorable flow
further re-socialization.

Unfortunately, employees of the administration of the colony mainly of little help in
improving the state of Affairs and do not fulfill them, compensating the loss function. The
employees of the penitentiary that must be reference entities, samples to create a teenager image |
and self-concept, poor play the role of advocate and Advisor. Very often they along with the other
colonists, who have the highest official and unofficial status, produce arrived in the colony of
adaptaton additional reinforced frustrate effect, commit authoritarian gpersonal, and sometimes
"turn a blind eye to bullying, segregation, and other negative behavioral trends among children
serving sentences in terms ranavalona deprivation. It should be noted that the measure of
successful adaptation of the child-beginner essentially depends on its penetration in unusual
vicissitudes of official culture of the penitentiary institutions (schedule, schedule, schedule -
"unwritten rules") and the unofficial, informal its subculture with vertical and horizontal hierarchy
of statuses and relationships (the"unwritten rules"). The level of engagement allows vilahtavat
mechanism of self-esteem on vigevani and adequate measurements, 1.e. accelerates sambizanga in
the structure of the micro-colonies.

Deprived of parental care retarded teenagers colonists for their behavioral flaws and
morphological imperfections (naval signs) rightly expect the lowest estimates. But even they are
amazed and can't quite imagine how negative are these environmental assessments, particularly
from the so-called teenage "authorities". This unfair system, the estimated relationship leads to
changes in the self-assessment of his, to the formation of a high protective self-esteem in
adolescents and generally encourages the development handicaps as biased and neglect of persons
with disabilities.

In the conditions of the insulating regime of the penitentiary institutions teen with
morphological problems traditionally chooses peisakhin mechanisms of self-assertion,
delimitation, abstraction, snowtech and becomes uncommunicative, incommunicable, closed. It is
very difficult included in the new spheres of life, rich ukladanim prison fellowship. Of course, a
closed, closed position in comunic that is primarily characteristic of teenagers adaptaton to the
mode of the colony, accompanied by negative background of their emotional life. Interpersonal
communication in the microclimate of the penitentiary characterized by high conflict and
aggression, the teenage rookie experiencing feelings of inferiority, fear, ambivalence, loneliness,
flogged, which negatively affects the formation of its image I. Through such extreme conditions
typical emotional States are anxiety, depression, frustration and other disruptive behavioral and
cognitive intentions, the result of which occurs or conformity as fear of pressure groups of
colonists with a large prison experience and fear for their low (tiny) status in the hierarchy of
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interpersonal relations and for their own Nepoznata role, or aggressive resistance as an attempt of
the power of self-assertion in the system of formal and informal relationships penitentiary
institutions. This can pavletich as resistance to the satisfaction of the administration, attempted
escape, nonconforming behavior, as well as fights with the "old-timers", ignoring lifestyle "by the
rules", attempts to build their own micro groups, etc.

Consciousness, the way [ " inmates of the colony are in dire need of internal and external
psychological security, the involvement of psychoreactive and recreation efforts. It is safe to make
an assumption about the dependence of the level of development of consciousness deprivileging
children in prison, the degree of their psychological and social security (insecurity). Negative
assessment reference social environment and the morphological psychotrance children who have
certain mental and physical deficiencies, leads to their diskstatus position in intergroove hierarchy
of relationships, to the possession of a lowly status and the secondary wagering and
nepoznavaema roles. It is extremely harmful affects self-esteem, contributes to the emergence of
advanced neuro-mental tension, anxiety, frustrant, groundless fears, reflected in the establishment
of a full-fledged Pro-social oriented image I. Deterministic negative public attitudes the way I
pupil closed penitentiary institution has a high probability to develop into destructive complex
personal inferiority. It is very difficult and ambivalent formed and functioning the way I depriving
teenager in terms of interpersonal stratification, where it is especially important as different sexes
and different ages (Junior, middle, senior adolescence) differences, as well as randown status-role
position (length of stay in the colony as a priority experience status to novices).

As noted by J. Hoshivskyy, in the colonies there interactional opposition of the two most
important participants of the penal process, which is mainly manifested by the administration
stereotypical views (and their respective relations, teracce) about pupils as defective, lost children,
scum, outsiders of society, and from the side of the colonists in the images of the oppressors, hard
and cruel overseers, indifferent performers "unjust" law. Moreover, one should pay attention to
venous the specifics of the correctional facility, where mostly there is segregation (age, down-
status, ethnicity, physical-morphological, regional speech, and others), depressing the "paradigm
of the colony", "thieves ' law", caste, strict and often deviant hierarchy in which "Woe rejected"
[3].

We believe that in the context of handicaps to significant destructive changes in the
process of formation of the image I lead segregation relations. Hence the specific image I
depriving teenager as a reference fingerprint impacts, and therefore it is inappropriate tactics and
strategy (almost no proosal weakened asocial, Stalowa antisocial). This requires a deeper analysis
of the mechanisms and ways of socialization/re-socialization of the personality of the teenager-
colonist that is brought up in isolation, requires the study of all aspects and attempts to joining
postconventional morality nadarivatu environment. The knowledge of this complex adaptive
process will allow for psychological correction of deviations in the process of forming the image |
Teens-colonists with signs of a disability that is an integral component of self-awareness
deprivaton personality, which must be fully reintegrate after release from prison. You should
consider very frequent disagreements image I is the ideal (desired) image I-real (n), because a
longer stay in the mode of bullying, threats, fear, high anxiety (sometimes up to acidline attitude
as the result of neglect, emotional bullying and harassment) leads to cognitive dissonance (or
artificial consonance) and contributes autism into the inner world of the adolescent-colonist.
Handicapt lowers his personal uniqueness and autonomy, encourages the tendency to conformism
and suggestibility, weakens the mechanisms of psychological resistance and protection.

It should be noted that unbalanced, nthropogenic and weakened the way I teenager-colonist
generates low socio-perceptive competence interferes with normal communication. At the level of
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behavioral acts prevails rigidity, which only emphasizes personal problems and borders with such
emotional States as sadness, confusion, hurt, suicidal thoughts, etc. In the interpretation process of
creation teenager colonist own life Moel, in particular image I, it is necessary to consider the full
range of age-related problems arising from complex dysmorphophobia, because quite real danger
of total destruction modeled deprivement a teenager's inner world, based on a system of
assessments and self-assessments. Externally it can be realized in razbalansirovannom and
depleted the way I, shaky and disharmony self-concept, which depend on the severity of handicap
relations from the environment.

Especially painful extreme form this can be a severe form of autism, alienation, loneliness,
isolation, painful affect not only the quality of communicative space, which, in fact, dissolve,
disappear, but also throughout the life map teenager, all the process depriving development in the
conditions of the colony. Irreparable loss and changes will sqlagentreaderrole hierarchy all
abrasivos child, shifted the global principles and guidelines of its self-awareness, attenuated
adaptation efforts, and therefore becomes much more complicated resouce influence. In terms
phenterntine mode of development of separate status for teenager acquires the phenomenon of
differentiation-integration of its image I with the way We group because this problem is not only
the definition of the status of the parameters themselves and the people closest associates, but also
criminal existential need of separating its “I”. In children's educational institutions closed merged
image | of a teenager with meta, I (We) other colonists that it is very difficult effect on the
development of self-awareness and, in General, may not lead to the re-socialization, and to further
criminalization .

As noted in many studies, it is possible pathogenic adolescent maladjustment colonists,
caused by deviations and disorders and neuropsychiatric diseases, which are based on the
functional-organic lesions of the Central nervous system. Adolescents colonists pathogenic
maladjustment by the degree of its manifestation may be stable, chronic (psychosis, epilepsy,
schizophrenia, mental retardation, and so on), based on serious organic damage to the Central
nervous system. Handicapp attitude as negative CI operationen in such cases becomes osobliwos
acuity and increased antihumanist. Among the pathogenic forms of maladjustment separately
highlighted the problems of mental retardation, problems of social adaptation of mentally retarded
children. Stated that the mentally deficient no fatal predisposition to crime, therefore, when
adequate mental development of methods of training and education, they are able to absorb certain
social programs, get several professions, to work according to their capabilities and to be useful
members of society. However, the mental inferiority of these children, of course, makes difficult
their social adaptation and requires special socio-pedagogical conditions and management
programs and, of course, they can't be prisoners in penal institution[1; 3; 5; 6].

In General ranitidne subculture that exists in prisons is already a priori deviant since most
of its carriers had previously committed crimes and often have distinct delinquent installation and
system of values. The process of labor re-education is based on external positive and necessary
conditions of imprisonment, on the inner level is destructive to the personality of the teenager,
because deprivati and isolate him as the person who committed the crime and is serving a penalty,
and is being pushed into the system of the prison subculture, which is full of aggression and other
distorted and negative forms of human cohabitation. The process of forming the image I of a
teenager in such conditions is gaining signs dichotomies and inadequate, and that it requires
humane rewrapping influence and help from expert psychologists.
