Artykul poswiecono charakterystyce rodziny i sieci pokrewienstw mieszkancow wsi ukrainskiego panstwa
kozackiego Hetmanszczyzny w drugiej potowie XVIII wieku. Na przyktadzie najliczniejszej mikrogrupy wiejskiego
spoteczenstwa — kozakéw, analizowane sa wskazniki zaludnienia gospodarstw domowych i liczby rodzin, sktad
pokoleniowy, typologia i struktura gospodarstw domowych. Obliczenia przeprowadzono na podstawie ewidencyjnych
danych rejestrow konfesjonalnych trzech wsi Putku Lubienskiego Hetmanszczyzny (pdzniejszego powiatu Pyriatynskiego
namiestnictwa Kijowskiego) — Dawydiwky, Powstyna i Charkowcow. Badanie opiera si¢ na szeroko rozpowszechnionej
we wspotczesnej nauce historyczno-demograficznej technice okreslania struktury rodzinnych gospodarstw domowych
brytyjskiego historyka Petera Lasletta. W wyniku badan ustalono, ze w drugiej potowie X VIII w. w §rodowisku ludnosci
kozackiej analizowanych wsi dominowaty ztozone formy organizacji rodzinnej. Uzyskane dane sa zblizone do podobnych
wskaznikow obliczonych przez ukrainskich badaczy w stosunku do innych wiejskich miejscowosci Hetmanszczyzny.

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Abstract. This paper is devoted to the characteristics of the family and the network of family ties of the villagers
ofthe Ukrainian Cossack state of the Hetmanate in the second half of the 18th century. On the example of the most numerous
microgroup of rural society — the Cossacks, the indicators of household population and family size, the generational
composition, typology and structure of family households are analyzed. The calculations were made on the basis
of accounting data of confessional registers of three villages of the Lubny regiment of the Hetmanate (later — Pyriatyn
county of the Kyiv vicegerency) named Davydivka, Povstyn and Kharkivtsi. The research is based on the method
of determining the structure of family households of the British historian Peter Laslett, which is widespread in modern
historical demography. As a result of the conducted research, it was found that during the second half of the 18th century
among the Cossack population of the analyzed villages, complex forms of family organization prevailed. The obtained data
are close to similar indicators calculated by Ukrainian researchers in relation to other rural settlements of the Hetmanate.
