METODOLOGICZNE PODSTAWY BADAN KRYMINALISTYCZNYCH |
USLUGI BOJOWEJ UTRZYMANIA ZWALCZANIA PRZESTEPSTW NA
OBIEKTACH INFRASTRUKTURY KRYTYCZNEJ

Streszczenie. W postanowieniach artykulu naukowego, autor przeprowadzit
analize naukowa podstaw metodologicznych sadowego i bojowego wspomagania
postgpowania przygotowawczego w sprawach o przestgpstwa w infrastrukturze
krytycznej to ze wzgledu na konieczno$¢ zbadania czynnikow, ktéore wpltywaja na
efektywne wykorzystanie prokuratoréw, sledczych, funkcjonariuszy organow $cigania
pelnego zakresu kryminalistycznych narzgdzi do zwalczania przestgpczos$ci, na
podstawie prawa pochodzenia, istnienia i wykorzystywania informacji na temat
przestepstw zawartych w ich mediach osobowych i materialnych. Autor przychodzi
przed  visnovka, ze znaczenie fundamentow  metodycznych  przepisow
kryminalistycznych i ustugi bojowe lezy w ich zdolno$ci do tworzenia warunkow dla
pracownikow jednostek praktycznych do zastosowania w praktyce narzedzi
kryminalistycznych oraz inne zmiany majace na celu rozwigzywanie problemow
zwigzanych z zapobieganiem przestepczosci, z uwzglednieniem szczegdlnych sytuacji,
ktore wystepuja w czynno$ciach dochodzeniowych przedprocesowych w okre§lonych
postepowaniach karnych.

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Abstract. Scientific analysis of the issues of methodological bases of research of
forensic and service-combative provision of combating crimes at the critical
infrastructure facilities that is due to the need of research of the factors, which affect the
efficient prosecutor's, investigator's, employees' of operational units of law enforcement
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agencies use of the entire spectrum of forensic means of combating criminality that are
based on the patterns of occurrence, existence, and use of information about the crimes,
which are which are contained in their personal and material media, has been conducted
by the authors in the provisions of the scientific article. The author concludes that the
significance of the methodological bases of research of forensic and service-combative
provisions lies in their ability to create conditions for the employees of practical units to
apply in practice the forensic means and other developments in order to solve the tasks
of combating crime, taking into account the specific situations, that take place in the
activity of pre-trial investigation in the specific criminal proceedings.

Problem statement (description of the problem under analysis in general and
its connection with important scientific or practical tasks). The methodology helps to
comprehensively and objectively research and solve a certain scientific problem, to
determine its place and role in a particular scientific field, to develop a theoretical model
according to which a scientific search should be carried out. From the standpoint of the
activity approach, methodology is sometimes defined as the doctrine of methods of
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human activity, which are aimed at effectively achieving the goal. However, the
identification of methodology with the system of scientific methods of cognition means
a simplified, purely pragmatic approach to the disclosure of this concept. At the same
time, the concept of methodology as a science cannot be reduced only to the doctrine of
methods, because such a doctrine is only a part of the methodology of science. The
methodology of a particular research process can not be imagined in isolation from the
theoretical system of knowledge in which research is conducted, it is a system of certain
theories that serve as a guiding principle, a tool of scientific analysis and a means of
implementing the requirements of this analysis. It can be argued that the methodology is
a system of methods used to understand the subject of research and organization of
practical activities. According to the figurative expression of Karl Jaspers, real science is
knowledge which, among other things, includes information about the methods and
limits of cognition. If, however, they believe in the results of science, which they know
only as such, and not in connection with the method by which they are attained, then this
superstition in the imaginary sense becomes a surrogate of true faith. Confidence in the
imaginary strength of scientific achievements is created (Rabinovich P.M., 2007, p.372).
The methodological basis of any research should be based on general philosophical and
scientific positions. The generalization of their results will make it possible to formulate
the basic methodological premises of special scientific knowledge, which is a rather
complex and systematic socio-legal phenomenon. The completeness, depth and
reliability of scientific knowledge, the validity of the conclusions and recommendations
can be sufficient only if the application for the study of a particular field of knowledge
or its individual theoretical provisions of the correctly chosen methodology. Each
dissertation research is characterized by such a set of methods that emphasizes the
individual nature of the work, independent results. The list of methods used should be
determined by the purpose of the dissertation, and the use of each of them to explain the
applicant's ability to think logically and scientifically.

Analysis of recent publications on the issue and identification of previously
unresolved parts of the overall problem. It should be noted that scientific research on
the methodological foundations of forensic support has been the subject of scientific
work of such scientists as Vasiliev, I. Vozgrin, V. Gavlo, I. Gora, V. Gromov,
A. Vinberg, V. Kolesnik, O. Kolesnichenko, I. Panteleev, O. Luzgin, V. Obraztsov,
B. Shaver, M. Yablokov. In addition, many important theoretical and practical
conclusions, as well as useful recommendations are contained in the works related to
forensic methodology, in particular, L. Arkusha, A. Volobueva, V. Zhuravel,
V. Malyarova, O. Oderiya, R. Stepaniuk, O. Taran, V. Tishchenko, Y. Chornous,
S. Chernyavsky, B. Schura. Methodological bases of service and combat support were
the subject of scientific works of such scientists as S. Kuznichenko, O. Gulyak,
A. Zhbanchik, O. Kobzar, O. Komissarov, O. Krivenko, A. Prytula, O. Pletnev,
M. Sahakyan, | Shapovalova, S. Khalimon, S. Yarovy and others. However, it should be
noted that the study of the methodological basis for the study of forensic and combat
support of crime at critical infrastructure is virtually absent.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the existing views of Ukrainian and
foreign scientists on the methodology of research on security at critical infrastructure
and on this basis to develop their own author's views on the formation of methodological
basis for research on forensic and combat support of crime at critical facilities.
infrastructure.
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Presentation of the main material of the study with a full justification of the
obtained scientific results. The methodology of legal science is defined as a system of
approaches and methods, methods and means of scientific research (Papkovskaya P.Ya.,
2002, p.181). With the help of this system the creation of a modern synthesis of all
acquired scientific knowledge is carried out, which will help to ensure the full
achievement of the relevant science for practical purposes. We agree with DA Kerimov
on the fact that methodology is a general scientific guide to action, which is the basis of
the entire system of knowledge, the cognitive core of any field of science. He rightly
emphasizes that the methodology of scientific research is a general scientific
phenomenon, an integral phenomenon that combines theoretical and philosophical
concepts, principles, means and methods of cognition (worldview, philosophical
methods of cognition and doctrine, general and specific scientific methods), which
developed by all social sciences, including the complex of legal sciences, and are used
in the process of cognition of the specifics of legal reality, its practical transformation
(Kerimov D.A., 2001, p.90-91).

The logic of scientific research, including the problem of forensic and combat
support activities to combat crime in critical infrastructure, necessitates a certain
sequence of search operations. We believe that it is advisable for a scientist to choose a
multilevel structuring of scientific tasks that will ensure the system, consistency and
imitation of some results to others. The results obtained at the previous stage should
become the basis and logically continued the following research, gave grounds for the
formulation of generalized scientific results, scientific justification of the achieved goal.
Thus, it should be noted that the following stages of scientific research should be
identified.

At the first stage of research it is expedient to search, accumulate and process and
systematize scientific information. Attention should be focused on problem
identification, bibliographic search and analysis of general, regulatory and scientific
information on understanding the object of study in general and critical infrastructure,
their vulnerability and danger in case of criminal encroachment, on forensic support of
crime prevention. and related issues, the establishment of existing contradictions in the
understanding of its essence and definition. On the basis of theoretical methods of
research of scientific literature, normative sources, which regulate the activity of
forensic support of pre-trial investigation bodies, investigative, expert and operative
subdivisions and services, empirical information and expert evaluation, bibliographic
indicators and periodicals are reviewed, analyzed and generalized. object, subject,
purpose and main tasks and directions of this research.

The second stage of scientific research is to develop tools, formulate the topic,
specify the purpose and objectives of the study, determine the state of resolution of
contradictions, establish their causes, the main factors influencing the solution of
scientific problems. It is determined that the main contradiction, which serves as a
driving force for defining forensic and combat support as a separate scientific category,
is the difference between the tools actually developed in science and the degree of their
use in practice of prosecutors, investigators, experts, operatives. to prevent, detect and
detect and eliminate the consequences of crimes and in particular those that are or may
be committed at critical infrastructure. The leading idea and main provisions are
reflected in the general hypothesis of the study as a form of understanding the facts,
materials obtained from written sources, a form of transition from facts to laws. The
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definition of the hypothesis on the research topic was due to the following:
accumulation of factual material and formulation of assumptions based on methods used
at the empirical and theoretical levels of research; formulation of a hypothesis, ie
derivation of consequences from the made assumption, scientific prediction; verification
of the obtained results in practice and clarification of the hypothesis. Based on the
analysis and generalization of scientific sources, observations and own conclusions, it is
advisable to make assumptions about the main areas of improvement of forensic and
combat support activities to prevent, detect, detect and investigate crimes at critical
infrastructure.

We believe that the general hypothesis of this study is based on the assumption
that the effectiveness of crime prevention and crime at critical facilities in particular will
increase under the condition of systematic analysis of the development and
implementation of operational units and pre-trial investigation bodies of modern
forensic tools. , detection and pre-trial investigation of crimes; determination of the main
organizational, scientific and legal aspects of forensic support of cognition and proof;
taking into account the leading ideas of foreign and domestic experience of introduction
into practice of investigators and employees of operational units of forensic knowledge,
embodied in the ability to use forensic tools to detect and pre-trial investigation of
crimes.

At the third stage, on the basis of scientific and methodological approaches to
solving research problems, there should be a substantiation of its general methodology,
in determining which the main attention was paid to adequate application of scientific
methods in accordance with the goal and obtained scientific results. results predicted,
planning and aggressiveness in the study.

At the fourth stage, it is expedient to conduct research on materials of criminal
proceedings, statistical data and analytical generalizations available for scientific
research, paying attention to shortcomings and positive experience in the use of combat
practice, provisions of forensic techniques, tactics and methods of investigation.
employees of investigative and operational units on the problems of forensic support of
their practice. Consistently throughout the study, important and noteworthy scientific
calculations, own visions, conclusions on individual results of the study were published
in scientific articles and were published in speeches and reports at a number of scientific
and scientific-practical conferences.

At the fifth, final stage, on the basis of analysis, generalization and interpretation
of the obtained results, the conclusions are substantiated, their compliance with the set
goal and objectives is checked, the degree of novelty of some of the obtained results is
determined.

We believe that in order to comprehensively investigate the subject of combat and
forensic support for crime at critical infrastructure, to clarify its essence, qualitative
characteristics, the dynamics of development in all the diversity of objective reality, its
natural and accidental manifestations, the ability to respond effectively and quickly to
radical changes in the structure and dynamics of crime, forms of methods and means of
law enforcement, etc., combat theory and criminology must use a broad system of
methods of their research. This system in combination with other special means and
methods of cognition of certain legal phenomena is a complex formation, research tools,
and in essence and its task - its methodology.
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The methodology, the subject of which are the forms and methods of theoretical
thinking, techniques and means of cognition, which we used in this study of the
problems of forensic support of a particular area of combating crime, has historically
developed within philosophy. It is philosophy, which is developed on the basis of a
rational definition of the world and man form of worldview, is the methodological basis
of the legal science of criminology. Philosophical science studies the most general laws
of development of the objective world, human society and thinking, allows to penetrate
the external appearance of the phenomena of social life, to see their connections and
relationships, to know their essence, the laws that govern them. Philosophy, revealing
the meaning of human life, outlines the value parameters of political, legal, moral,
aesthetic and scientific attitude of man to the world, to his existence. Any legal science
and criminology, too, must creatively use the categories of philosophy, taking into
account the specifics of its subject, developing their own special techniques and
methods of cognition. The most general laws of the development of nature, society, and
thought are known by the method of dialectical materialism, which is the universal
method of cognition. On its basis, the methods of the next level are formed, which are
used in the knowledge of the laws of all branches of science and which are also
universal. These are general scientific methods of cognition - observation, measurement,
comparison, experiment. At the next level (according to the theory of cognition) is a
group of the most numerous and diverse methods of individual branches of science -
special (separate), which have a narrower scope, but are just as important for the
development of science. It is traditionally believed that the methodological basis of
criminology is the theory of knowledge. It is about this general philosophical category
as the basis of knowledge that I.VV. Grief and V.A. Kolesnik when researching forensic
issues of cognition in the criminal process and operational and investigative activities,
emphasizing the heterogeneity and complexity of such a cognitive process. To
characterize the latter, the orientation of cognition is of special importance, which is
basically divided into perspective and retrospective cognition. The latter, according to
scientists, becomes especially important in the case of the study of events and their
consequences, which have or may have a criminal nature. We agree with these scientists
that the knowledge of the situation and circumstances of the crime and crime prevention
activities has a philosophical basis (Gora 1.V., Kolesnik V.A., 2012, p.326).

The methodology of scientific research presupposes the obligatory use of the
principles and categories of dialectics. The general scientific method of dialectical
materialism is the philosophical basis of any scientific research and ours as well. The
basis of materialist dialectics is the recognition of the primacy of the material basis of
social life (economy) in relation to the superstructure - politics, law, culture. At the same
time, the dialectical method is effective at the final stage of cognition, when the content
of concepts, proposed definitions is more or less formed and it is only necessary to show
their interdependence, mutual transition, movement. Given the above, the application of
the method of dialectical materialism in the disclosure of the content of the subject of
this dissertation research and related categories, involves its use critically and carefully.
An important role in the study should be played by philosophical statements about the
unity of theory and practice, relationships and conditionality, the ability of matter to
reflect, the study of phenomena in development, correspondence and invariance,
contradictions, and others. They are characterized by such categories as form and
content, essence and phenomenon, necessity and chance, possibility and reality, cause
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and effect, system, structure and element, concrete and abstract, general and individual,
etc. (Shepitko V.Yu., 2003, p.302).

We believe that a necessary prerequisite for the study of theoretical and
methodological problems in general and forensic and combat support of crime at critical
infrastructure, in particular, is a description of the science of forensics and its tasks. This
characteristic contains a substantiation of the independence of the object of science, an
idea of the forms of reflection inherent in this science, the principles of organization of
the theoretical system and the level of knowledge about objective reality. The object of
criminology as a separate legal and social science is characterized by a number of
specific features. First, one of the elements of such features are the actions of people.
Second, all other factors that are part of the object of knowledge are directly related to
human activities. Third, the laws of an independent object can be known only as part of
the social whole as a special manifestation of the universal. Society, social practice,
including crime as a negative socio-political phenomenon, is a complex object, which is
studied by various sciences, each of which finds its object in it, knowledge of which is
determined by the needs of socio-historical practice, in our case - the practice of
combating crime at critical infrastructure, depends on them.

Formal-logical methods of thinking such as analysis, synthesis, induction,
deduction, abstraction, analogy, etc. are essential in the study of the problems of forensic
and combat support of crime prevention activities and, in particular, pre-trial
investigation of crimes. They provide new forensic knowledge and are an integral part
of dialectical logic and are part of the universal method of cognition of objective reality.
For example, the task of the analysis was to consider the forensic support of pre-trial
investigation activities in various connection with the provision of other law
enforcement activities, and the disclosure and analysis of the nature of criminal acts at
critical infrastructure facilities revealed opportunities to counter such illegal activities by
forces and means of criminology. To general scientific criminologists include methods
of observation, measurement, description, comparison, experiment and others. The
peculiarity is taken into account that in dissertation researches in legal disciplines, as a
rule, the comparison is carried out at the normative-legal level, ie several legal
provisions are compared, and therefore the comparative-legal method is already used.

The general ones include forensic research methods and special methods of other
sciences used by forensic scientists. The difference between them is seen only in the field
of application. General scientific methods are used in all sciences and research in various
fields of human activity, however, provided that the main content in each field of scientific
knowledge, they acquire certain features that reflect the objects and subject of research,
purpose and objectives, and so on. For example, observation in criminology is a deliberate
and purposeful perception of any object, fact, process, phenomenon associated with the
detection, detection and pre-trial investigation of crimes. The importance and special
content of surveillance as a way of activity of employees of pre-trial investigation bodies
is indicated in forensic tactical recommendations for interrogations, identification,
inspections, searches, detention of suspects, etc. The subjects of supervision in
criminology are as practical law enforcement officers. And the persons who are engaged
in theoretical development of problems of this science, carry out scientific researches of
separate questions of criminalistic maintenance. In the case of the study of certain forensic
problems, such a subject is the researcher. He can be a practical specialist - a prosecutor,
investigator, operative, judge, lawyer, and a theorist, whose field of interest and practical
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activities is the theory of science. In addition, such observation can be carried out by the
researcher of the problem directly, and it can use the results of observations made by
others and information about which are contained in scientific sources, guidelines,
analytical references, generalizations of detection and detection and pre-trial investigation
of crimes. based on the results of the study of criminal proceedings, materials of domestic
and foreign judicial-investigative practice, etc.

Used to record information about objects, processes, phenomena, the scientific
method of description is to indicate certain or other features of the object. The
description can record either all - significant and insignificant - features of the object, or
some that are most important for this study and the conclusions made by the researcher.
Description as a method and element of the process of cognition, takes place at both its
levels - empirical and theoretical. In addition, the use of description mainly at the
empirical level of cognition does not mean that it is possible without activating thinking,
without the use of certain theoretical positions. Ignoring this method or reducing the
description exclusively to an empirical procedure will entail a reduction of its
methodological significance and an excessive simplification of understanding its
essence. That is why, researching the problems of forensic support of crime at critical
infrastructure and using for this description as a method of cognition, it is necessary to
provide theoretical justification, reveal theoretical understanding of the processes,
phenomena, results of forensic recommendations for detection, fixation, evaluation
evidence and evidentiary information and ensuring the process of pre-trial investigation
of crimes and evidence in criminal proceedings. The description reflects not only the
results of solving certain problems of scientific research or the scientific or empirical
basis of science as the basis of its theory. It serves as a source of scientific material for
the development and formulation of forensic recommendations. It is obvious that the
description in this study plays a role not only as a method of knowing the essence of
forensic support as a separate scientific category, but also is one of the important
functions of forensic science.

Note that the method of comparison is important for understanding the various
aspects of any phenomenon. Comparative research is one of the effective forms of
cognitive activity. In the process of their implementation, two or more of their elements
are compared or opposed to each other, but this must first, given the specifics of the
comparison, to study them separately, to collect as much reliable information about
them. It helps to learn more about objects, their connections and dependencies, to
understand the processes that take place in them. To study the forensic aspects of crime
detection and pre-trial activities, a comparative study of legislation, departmental
regulations, both domestic and foreign, and for different historical periods is important.
The conditionality of using the historical method in this study is based on the fact that
the process of development of state and legal phenomena and the formation and
development of forensic activities to combat crime is reproduced in all its diversity in
relevant sources and over a period of time. At the same time, researchers take into
account all the positive, negative, successful or not so successful, which has been
accumulated by historical experience and reflected in some sources. The historical
method makes it possible to study the origin, formation and development of processes
and events in chronological order in order to identify internal and external connections,
patterns and contradictions. It is one of the main methods of scientific knowledge in the
social sciences.
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In our opinion, another important method that is widely used in scientific works is
sociological. It consists of a survey, which consists of asking questions orally or using
pre-designed and sent to respondents questionnaires to the person being interviewed.
The reliability of this method is influenced by certain factors, in particular: the
circumstances of the interview, the interview procedure and the respondent's willingness
to answer questions, the interviewer's ability to establish contact with the respondent,
and so on. Given the nature of these types of surveys, in this paper it is appropriate to
use a personal survey and written questionnaire, during which the respondent fills out a
form with a list of questions on issues relevant to understanding the theoretical and
practical aspects of forensic crime prevention. critical infrastructure. The obtained
results of the surveys were used to find out the state of the researched problem by the
dissertation student and to confirm some theoretical considerations and conclusions.

Conclusions. Summarizing the above, we can say that the methodological level
of the study of the outlined issues of forensic and combat support of crime at critical
infrastructure involves identifying ways to solve the problem of mismatch of crime, the
use of improved tools and methods of crime and efficiency. on the investigation of
crimes, the level of its forensic and combat support, which must fully meet the needs of
practice.
