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Streszczenie. Artykul po$wigcony jest analizie rozwoju form wspotpracy
Zjednoczonych Wspolnot Terytorialnych (ZWT), ocenie obecnego stanu rozwoju i
realizacji projektow w sferze spotecznej na przyktadzie instytucji edukacyjnych. Przede
wszystkim, autor przeanalizowal podstawy istnienia takiej koncepcji jak wspotpraca
wspolnot terytorialnych, regulacja normatywno-prawna wspotpracy, zawarta w ustawie
Ukrainy ,,O wspolpracy wspolnot terytorialnych”, a takze ustawie Ukrainy ,,0
samorzadzie terytorialnym na Ukrainie”. Informacje o formach i obszarach, w ktorych
mozna zorganizowa¢ wspOlprace migdzy wspdlnotami terytorialnymi zostaty
uporzadkowane.

Autor przeanalizowal bardziej szczegblowo wspolprace na przykladzie
zjednoczonych wspoélnot terytorialnych i instytucji edukacyjnych. W szczegdlnosci:
okreslono tendencje wobec ilosci umow, zawartych w okresie 2015-2019, wzieto pod
uwagg strukture ilosci uméw pod wzgledem form wspotpracy, a takze podzial uméw
wedtug obszarow realizacji, wedtug podziatu regionalnego itp. Autor podsumowuje, ze
najwicksza ilo$¢ projektow dotyczy rozwoju i doskonalenia infrastruktury instytucji
edukacyjnych, rozwoju edukacji inkluzywnej, rozwoju edukacji pozaszkolnej,
projektéw dotyczacych rozwoju edukacji przedszkolnej, delegowania zadan, wspdlnego
finansowania oraz utworzenia wspolnej instytucji.

Dla oceny jakosci projektow wspdtpracy migdzy wspolnotami terytorialnymi a
instytucjami edukacyjnymi, przez autora zostal przeanalizowany projekt ,,Przebudowa
przedszkolnej placowki oswiatowej/przedszkola nr 6,, Sonechko” polaczonego typu
rady miasta Semenovsk, obwodu Czernigowskiego. W szczegdlnosci autor opisuje
charakterystyke projektu i oceng jego powodzenia. W koncowej czesci artykutu autor
podsumowuje pozytywne tendencje rozwoju wspOlpracy wspolnot terytorialnych i jej
niezwykta wage w aspekcie wplywu na rozwoj regionalny i rozwoj Panstwa w catosci.

SOCIAL PROJECTS AS A FORM OF COLLABORATION BETWEEN
SCHOOLS AND TERRITORIAL COMMUNITIES

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the of OGT cooperation forms
development, assessment of the current state and projects implementation in the social
sphere on the example of educational institutions. First of all, the author analyzed the
basis of existence of such concept as territorial communities cooperation, normative
legal regulation of cooperation contained in the Law of Ukraine “About cooperation of
territorial communities”, as well as the Law “About local self-government in Ukraine”.
Information on the forms and areas in which cooperation between territorial
communities can be structured.

The author analyzed in more detail the cooperation on the example of united
territorial communities and educational institutions. In particular: were determined
trends in the number of contracts concluded for the period 2015-2019, the structure of
the number of contracts in terms of cooperation forms, as well as the distribution of
contracts according to the spheres of implementation, by regional distribution, etc. were
considered. The author concludes that the largest number of projects concerns the
development and improvement of the educational institutionsinfrastructure, the
development of inclusive education, the development of extracurricular education,
projects concerning the development of pre-school education, delegation of tasks, joint
financing, and the establishment of a joint institution.

To evaluate the quality of cooperation projects between territorial communities
and educational institutions, the author analyzed the project “Reconstruction of a
preschool educational institution / nursery-school Ne 6” Sonechko” of the combined type
of the Semenovsk city council of Chernihiv region. In particular, the author describes
the characteristics of the project and the evaluation of its success. In the final part of the
article the author concludes on the positive tendencies in development territorial
communities cooperationand its extraordinary weight in the aspect of influence on
regional development and development of the state as a whole.

Formulation of the problem. Administrative-territorial reform and
decentralization of power, which has been actively implemented in Ukraine since 2014,
has the effect of creating and intensively developing united territorial communities. This
reform envisages stimulating the development of regions with the help of OTG, and as a
consequence intensification of the economic development of the country as a whole.
However, it is also worth noting that significant reforms have been entrusted to
territorial communities during the reform, in particular in the social sphere (in terms of
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the maintenance of medical and educational institutions). In the context of limited
financial resources, territorial communities are forced to develop mechanisms of
cooperation in order to fulfill their powers and implement social work. In view of the
above, the chosen topic of the study is very relevant and in demand in terms of finding
the direction of improving the activities of the ATG and improving the effectiveness of
their cooperation.

Analysis of recent publications. The problems of formation of mechanisms of
interaction between territorial communities and local authorities are devoted to enough
works of domestic scientists. In particular, it is worth mentioning a scientific article by
A. Chaika (2019), in which the author analyzed the cooperation of territorial
communities in the form of a cluster, presented an assessment of existing projects,
characterized the experience of European countries in the development of municipal
cooperation. In our view, the most valuable is the interpretation of the cluster approach
and its practical application in the implementation of projects of territorial communities.
Special attention should be paid to the work of scientists of the National Institute for
Strategic Studies under the President of Ukraine (Ya. A. Zhalilo, OV Shevchenko, VV
Romanova, etc.). in the aspect of achievement of the set goals and set tasks, an
assessment of the role of territorial communities in the formation of social capital is
presented, mechanisms for supporting the development of territorial communities are
presented. of their communities and their impact on socio-economic processes is
devoted to the scientific publication of the Institute of Regional Studies named after M.I.
Dolishny NAS of Ukraine (S.L. Shultz, I.S. Zoronyanska, M.V. Maksymchuk, O.V. Lutski
, A.R. Dub et al. (2018) Scientists thoroughly analyze the role of territorial communities
in the development of social sphere, namely: education, health care, culture, social
services, etc. Of great importance in the study of the topic of functioning of the united
territorial communities (OTGs) and the implementation of their projects should be
specially created Community Collaboration Web site (cooperation.acsa.com.ua), which
contains comprehensive and systematic information on the legal support for CTA
cooperation, cooperation practices and their analysis, listing and explanation of the
causes and factors that negatively affect community cooperation, analysis European
experience and conclusions for Ukraine, a system to stimulate the development of ATG
in Ukraine. Despite the iconic number of works devoted to the development of
cooperation between territorial communities and the evaluation of their effectiveness,
the practical aspects of implementing joint projects in the social sphere, which is of
considerable scientific interest, are still poorly understood.

Formulating the goals of the article. The purpose of the article is to analyze
the development of forms of cooperation of the UGT, to assess the current state of
development and implementation of projects in the social sphere on the example of
educational institutions.

Description of the main research material. The official start of the
functioning of territorial communities and the legal regulation of their activities can be
considered June 2014, when the Law on Cooperation of Territorial Communities was
adopted (2014). It is this regulatory document that enshrined the organizational and
legal principles, principles and forms of cooperation of territorial communities. The Law
also defines mechanisms for promoting cooperation, financing and control over its
implementation. The Law stipulates that: “cooperation of territorial communities is a
relationship between two or more territorial communities, which are carried out on a
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contractual basis in the forms defined by this Law with the purpose of ensuring the
socio-economic, cultural development of territories, improving the quality of services
provided to the population based on common interests. and the goals of effective
implementation by local governments of the powers defined by law ”(On Cooperation
of Territorial Communities 2014). The Law also defines 5 main forms of cooperation
that can be implemented through delegation of tasks of one entity to another,
implementation of joint projects, implementation of joint financing of contracting
parties, creation of joint utility companies by entities of cooperation, as well as the
creation of a joint management body for the implementation of its powers by the
contracting parties. The use of the term by the contracting parties is quite appropriate
since cooperation in practice is realized on the basis of a pre-contract concluded with a
clear definition of the subject of the contract, responsible for its implementation,
reporting, control over the distribution of financing, etc. In accordance with the Law, a
special register of agreements on cooperation between territorial communities was
created by the Ministry of Communities and Territories Development. Entering the
created agreement into the register is a prerequisite for the beginning of the practical
phase of the cooperation of territorial communities.

Having identified the basic aspects of cooperation of territorial communities, it is
also advisable to identify the areas in which cooperation can actually take place. It is
important to emphasize that cooperation can only be undertaken in areas where territorial
communities have common interests, as well as within the powers of local governments.
Areas of common interests within the defined powers are defined in the Law of Ukraine
"On Local Self-Government in Ukraine" (On Local Self-Government in Ukraine 1997),
which was adopted in May 1995. This Law defines the following areas: common social
development -economic environment, cultural development, budgetary sphere (planning,
accounting and control over the allocation of budgetary funds, targeted use of joint
financing, etc.), management of communal enterprises, development of housing and
communal services farms, construction, education, health care, sports, environmental
protection, social protection of the population, as well as law enforcement and protection
of the rights and freedoms of citizens of the territorial community.

Thus, analyzing the prerequisites and regulatory framework for cooperation of
territorial communities, it should be noted that the necessary institutional and legal
mechanism for ensuring the development of territorial communities and deepening their
cooperation in order to enhance the development of regions and the state as a whole has
already been established in Ukraine. This is evidenced by the existence of relevant rules
prescribed in the laws and other normative documents, the creation of a single state
register of cooperation agreements, content and complete information content of the
official portal of the Ministry of Communities and Territories of Ukraine, which
ultimately allows to outline the state policy on regional development as transparent and
stimulating . On the other hand, territorial communities are vested with important powers
by the state, in particular, one of the most important is the activation of social work, social
protection of the population and the development of the social sphere as a whole. As the
state forms the content, structure and determines the strategic directions of education
development, as well as taking into account the priority of education in state development,
it is appropriate to focus on cooperation of territorial communities in this field.
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Analyzing the cooperation of OTG in the field of education, it should be noted
that for the period 2015-2019, 47 cooperation agreements were concluded (Fig. 1)
(Community cooperation. Cooperation.acsa.com.ua)

As of July 2019, this is 9.45% of the total number of contracts concluded
between territorial communities (508 contracts have been concluded in total). It is worth
noting also the positive dynamics of the number of contracts during the period under
study, in particular in 2018 the growth reached 271% compared to 2017 (the number of
contracts increased by 15). During the period January-July 2019, 12 contracts were
concluded between ATG and municipal authorities. Domestic analysts forecast a
significant increase in the number of contracts compared to 2018, but by the end of
2019, there is only one contract in the field of education.

Studying the structure of the concluded agreements in terms of forms of
cooperation (Fig. 2) (cooperation.acsa.com.ua), it is worth noting that contracts for the
implementation of joint projects account for the largest share. In total, 28 (59.6% of the
total number of contracts) were concluded during the studied period.

The most popular forms of cooperation are projects of joint financing
(maintenance) of communal enterprises, institutions, organizations - infrastructure
objects (11 contracts concluded, which is 23.4% of the total). The next most important
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form of cooperation is the delegation of tasks - contracts concluded 7, 14.9% of the total
number of contracts for the period 2015-2019.

Assessing the activity of the regions of Ukraine towards the implementation of
cooperation projects of the united territorial communities and educational institutions, it
is worth noting that not all regions of the country were practically implementing these
projects. And in most regions such forms of cooperation in the field of education are
isolated cases, in 11 regions of Ukraine they are absent at all (Schultz 2018). Among the
regions of Ukraine are five leaders, namely: Zhytomyr region - 10 agreements, Sumy - 8
agreements, Vinnytsia - 7 agreements, Rivne and Chernihiv - 4 agreements in each
region, Poltava and Dnipropetrovsk - 3 agreements respectively. Most of the contracting
entities are village councils, far exceeding the number of city and town councils. The
majority of contracts are concluded for a period of several months to one year (65% of
all contracts), a much smaller share are contracts for a period of 2 to 5 years (20%),
about 15% are contracts with an indefinite term of execution (Path to development)
NGOs and Local Government Cooperation (2019).

We see the analysis of the current state of implementation of social projects as
incomplete without consideration of cooperation in terms of spheres (Table 1).
Therefore, the largest number of implemented and declared projects relates to the
construction and improvement of the infrastructure of educational institutions (repair
and reconstruction of premises; premises of distressed educational establishments;
modernization and staffing of the secondary school assembly hall; construction and e
pool operation at school), development of inclusive education in accordance with the
National Concept of Inclusive Learning Development approved in 2010 (On approval of
the concept of development of inclusive education 2010) (financing and development of
education of children with special needs, construction of special institution "Inclusive-
Resource Center") , the development of extracurricular education (through funding for
children's and youth sports school, music school, development of aesthetic education
school). Areas of cooperation also include projects for the development of pre-school
education, delegation of tasks, co-financing, and the establishment of a joint institution.

Thus, for the period 2015-2019, a total of 47 cooperation agreements were
concluded between the united territorial communities and educational institutions. The
analysis of forms and spheres of cooperation showed that the major part of the contracts
relates to the implementation of joint projects and joint financing for improving the
infrastructure of educational institutions, the development of extracurricular, pre-school
and inclusive education, the establishment of joint educational institutions. In most
cases, contracts are concluded for a period of several months to one year. Estimation of
only statistical indicators and absolute values does not give a complete picture of the
efficiency and development of cooperation of the CTH through the implementation of
social projects, it is also advisable to analyze some of the best projects and their
qualitative characteristics.

The first agreement of the territorial community in the field of education was
concluded in 2015 (13.04.2015, No. 9 in the state register) between the subjects of
contractual relations (Semenovskaya city council, Karpovichi village council,
Zhovtnevy village council) in Chernihiv region City Council, 2015). Full name of the
project "Reconstruction of a preschool educational institution / nursery-school Ne 6"
Sonechko "of the combined type of the Semyonovsk city council of Chernihiv region™.
This project and its results became part of the Plan for long-term development of the
Chernihiv region for 2019-2021 (Plan for long-term development of the Chernihiv
region for 2019-2021). The purpose of the project was the reconstruction and insulation
of the preschool building, which needed immediate overhaul due to the non-observance
of temperature in groups in the winter. The total cost of the project was UAH 4100
thousand. (69.8% of which is from the State Regional Development Fund budget,
22.44% from partners and 7.76% from local budget). As a result of realization of this
project in a preschool institution all windows were replaced with modern plastic
windows, 3000 m2 of exterior walls were warmed with the use of innovative technology
(with the use of thermos sandwich panels), the heating system was completely replaced,
as well as a complete reconstruction of the emergency part of the sports building and .
The efficiency of the project was evaluated through energy efficiency indicators as this
was the purpose of the project. Thus, as a result, the preschool kindergarten "Sonechko™
annually saves on energy carriers about 10 thousand euros, which is more than 250
thousand UAH. (Semyonovsk city council, 2015). This project can be considered very
successful, since the funding was used in full, but the work was done in full. Thus, over
the period from the closure of the project in 2016 to the present, energy savings
amounted to over UAH 700 thousand. Also, this project has significantly influenced the
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improvement of social infrastructure of Chernihiv region with increased possibilities of
using preschool educational institution for its intended purpose. The success of this
project is evidenced by the fact that in 2015 at the competition "Best practices of local
self-government” (Ministry of Communities and Territories of Ukraine, 2015) the
project was recognized as the best in the category "Community cooperation: practical
results and benefits".

Successful projects awarded at the competition in 2016-2018 include the
following (Local Government Best Practices Contest):

1. Project “Implementation of Robotics as one of the STEM Education
Directions” (Gorishnoplavnovsk City Council of Poltava Region - diploma of the
second degree in the nomination “City Councils” in 2017).

2. The project "Construction of a new kindergarten (kindergarten) of the
combined type" Divosvit "in Slobozhanskoye village at the expense of the budget of the
territorial community and the regional budget™ .).

3. Project “Implementation of STEM-education in the institutions of general secondary
education in Sumy” (Sumy City Council of Sumy Oblast - 11 degree diploma, 2018).

4. The project "Inclusive educational space of the Solonyansky United
Territorial Community” (Solonyansky village council of the united territorial
community of Solonyansky district of Dnipropetrovsk region - diploma | degree, 2018).

It is important to note that OGT and local government cooperation projects in
the field of education, as well as in other fields, are part of territorial and regional
development strategies (The Way to Develop Cooperation between Public Organizations
and Local Self-Government in 2019). Strategic planning and project development within
the framework of the chosen strategy is the key to the success of the project and increase
the effectiveness of socio-economic shifts in regional development. Ensuring access to
quality education is part of the social component of sustainable development (along with
the environmental and economic component), and is therefore extremely important in
achieving sustainable territorial development, and as a consequence of the state as a
whole.

Conclusions and prospects for further research. The conducted researches,
namely the analysis of the development, current state and implementation of social
projects as a form of cooperation of territorial communities, indicate the activation of
decentralization of power and the increase of the role of ATG in solving socio-economic
problems. The analysis of quantitative indicators, namely the number of concluded
agreements on cooperation in the field of education, the distribution of contracts by
forms and spheres of cooperation, the activity of the regions in support of joint projects
indicated positive trends and significant expansion of cooperation of territories. In spite
of the fact that in the last few years municipal cooperation has expanded considerably
both in scope and in powers, the potential of the mechanism of cooperation in the field
of education has been used to a small extent. The main reasons for this situation include
low awareness of community leaders about the opportunities and practical mechanisms
of interaction at the level of territorial communities, distrust among territorial units, the
desire of newly created UGTSs to build their own infrastructure, and not to integrate with
existing communities. We believe that the issues of cooperation of the UGT are not
exhausted, and therefore require more thorough research, in particular, in our opinion,
the study of the levers of the influence of municipal cooperation on the socio-economic
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development of the country with identification of the most problematic links and
outlining directions of improvement will be of practical importance.
