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Abstract. The quality of higher education, in particular, the culture of academic integrity has become an urgent
issue in today's education and science. The academic integrity culture has been found to be at the forefront of education
and science in the USA. There is a well-developed system of responsible behaviour of all participants in the educational
and scientific process through quality and effective development of Codes of Academic Integrity, manuals, measures
and systems of preventive nature and authorization. In Canada, a culture of academic integrity is being actively developed
at all levels of education, and its mastery is beginning at the preschool stage of education. As for higher education there
are permanent organizations, annual conferences, forums, etc. Access, approach, responsibility, detail and support are
considered to be fundamental principles that ensure the observance of ethical norms of scientists and educators.
