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Streszczenie: Proponowany artykut analizuje proces transformacji ukrainsko-polskich
bilateralnych stosunkow dobrosasiedzkich na poziom partnerstwa strategicznego, ktory nastapit
pod koniec lat 90-tych XX wieku.

W oficjalnej praktyce migdzynarodowej i literaturze naukowej rok 1997 uznawany jest za
kamien milowy, od ktérego liczy si¢ strategiczne partnerstwo we wspolczesnych stosunkach
ukrainsko-polskich. Rzeczpospolita Polska i Ukraina wspolnie opracowaty i przetestowaty
mechanizmy realizacji i koordynacji swoich strategicznych intereséw w zakresie bezpieczenstwa
regionalnego, polityki zagranicznej, wspotpracy bilateralnej i wojskowej. Wola polityczna
przywodcow obu krajow i establishment polityczny znalazty wyraz w tworzeniu strategicznego
partnerstwa, rownie waznego zarowno dla Ukrainy, jak i dla Polski.

Partnerstwo strategiczne obu krajow na poczatku XXI wieku jest nieustannie wzmacniane
przez wspoétprace w ramach istniejacych mechanizméw migdzypanstwowych i opiera si¢ na
spojnych ramach regulacyjnych, petniac rolg gtdéwnego motoru rozwoju i pogltebiania wspolpracy
bilateralnej nie tylko politycznej, ale takze gospodarczej, transgranicznej i humanitarne;.
Wyraznie widaé, ze poglebienie ukrainsko-polskiego partnerstwa strategicznego w przysztosci
bedzie zalezato od wielu czynnikéw i bedzie realizowane w konteks$cie powaznych zmian
geopolitycznych w Europie Srodkowo-Wschodniej. Dlatego na obecnym etapie kwestia
formowania i realizacji nowych zadan strategicznych znajduje si¢ w agendzie Ukrainy i RP, w
oparciu o analize sytuacji politycznej, realiow gospodarczych i tak dalej. Pomimo pewnych
problemoéw w dziedzinie pamigci historycznej, istniejace partnerstwo miedzy dwoma krajami jest
korzystne dla obu stron i ma znaczace perspektywy.

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Abstract: The proposed article examines the process of transformation of Ukrainian-
Polish bilateral good neighborly relations to the level of strategic partnership, which took place in
the late 90s of the twentieth century.
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In official international practice and scientific literature, 1997 is considered to be the milestone
from which the strategic partnership in modern Ukrainian-Polish relations is counted. The Republic of
Poland and Ukraine jointly developed and tested mechanisms for the implementation and coordination
of their strategic interests in the field of regional security, foreign policy, bilateral cooperation, and
military cooperation. The political will of the leaders of both countries and the political establishment
found expression in the formation of a strategic partnership, which is equally important for both
Ukraine and Poland.

The strategic partnership of the two countries at the beginning of the XXI century is
constantly strengthened by cooperation within the existing interstate mechanisms and relies on a
coherent regulatory framework, acting as a major driver of development and deepening of
bilateral cooperation not only in politics but also in economics, cross-border and humanitarian
cooperation. It is clear that the deepening of the Ukrainian-Polish strategic partnership in the
future will depend on a number of factors and will be implemented in the context of serious
geopolitical changes in Central and Eastern Europe. Therefore, at the present stage, the issue of
formation and implementation of new strategic tasks is on the agenda of Ukraine and the
Republic of Poland, based on the analysis of the political situation, economic realities, and so on.
Despite some problems in the field of historical memory, the existing partnership between the
two countries is mutually beneficial and has significant prospects.

Introduction. Since the early 1990s, since the independence of the Republic of
Poland and Ukraine, a qualitatively new system of interstate relations has begun to form
and develop between the two neighboring countries, based on good neighborliness
(Lytvyn 2000, 80). During the first half of the 1990s, close economic cooperation was
established between Ukraine and the Republic of Poland (Zurawski, Grajewski 1993,
21), cross-border cooperation was expanded, military cooperation was established
within the framework of the Partnership for Peace (PfP) program. steps towards
rapprochement in the interpretation of the common historical past, and, most
importantly, formed the legal framework on which bilateral interaction was questioned
(Strilchuk 2014, 48 - 49).

The state leadership of Ukraine and Poland came to believe that ensuring the
national interests of both countries, maintaining the national level of regional and
European security are possible only if close relations between the two countries and a
common foreign policy course on strategic partnership (Strilchuk 2020, 70). Such a
conviction, both on the Ukrainian and Polish sides, matured in the mid-1990s and fell on
the presidential terms of Leonid Kuchma and Alexander Kwasniewski. It was on the
initiative of the mentioned Ukrainian and Polish Presidents that the period of the most
intensive negotiation process, the legislative consolidation of interstate cooperation,
took place (Wozniak 1996, 214). Therefore, we consider the thesis that L. Kuchma and
A. Kwasniewski became the main drivers in the process of transformation of Ukrainian-
Polish relations from a good-neighborly one into a qualitatively new, important status - a
strategic partnership (Wizmirska 2001, 360).

The main motives for establishing a strategic partnership between Poland and
Ukraine were:

* Both states had comparable economic, military, financial, technological and
humanitarian potential, which allowed to establish a special status of bilateral relations
on a partnership basis;

* Both the Republic of Poland and Ukraine played a key role in the region of
Central and Eastern Europe and shared views on the development of regional and
European security;

* Both countries had similar unfulfilled tasks of integration into European and
Euro-Atlantic structures;

* Both countries have expressed interest in long-term cooperation in many areas
(Znakhorenko 1998).

In June 1996, politicians of the two countries drafted a Memorandum on
Strategic Partnership between Ukraine and the Republic of Poland. It should be noted
that the People's Movement of Ukraine initiated the creation of the strategy on the
Ukrainian side, and the Polish side was most actively lobbied by the Movement 100 for
the interests of the partnership. The creation of the Memorandum testified to the
formation of a pro-Ukrainian lobby in the Parliament of the Republic of Poland
(Wozniak 1996, 210).
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At the same time, in June 1996, President of Ukraine Leonid Kuchma visited
Poland twice. During one of the visits, on June 26, a Polish-Ukrainian agreement on
visa-free travel was signed. The President of the Republic of Poland A. Kwasniewski
declares full support for Ukraine, promising to provide advice and support to Ukraine in
its European integration aspirations (Strilchuk 2013, 194).

The signing of the "Joint Declaration of the Presidents of Ukraine and the
Republic of Poland" (Spilna 1996, 70) was a legitimate, albeit rather declarative, basis
for the transition of Ukrainian-Polish interstate relations to the level of strategic
partnership.

In the mid-1990s, the term "strategic partnership” became increasingly used in
the context of Polish-Ukrainian relations. Politicians and journalists are adding new
definitions to this process. Although it should be acknowledged that in Ukrainian
foreign policy the concept of strategic partnership has not yet received the final content,
which in previous years has resulted in an excessive expansion of the "strategic
partners” of Ukraine (Strilchuk 2013, 191). This practice significantly reduced the
effectiveness of this important foreign policy instrument, hindered the focus on the
development of truly significant, strategically important for Ukraine models of relations
and mechanisms of interaction (Wizmirska, 2001, 361).

As you know, strategic partnership - a type of interstate relations, built as a
consistent system of interaction between states in the direction of common strategic
objectives, interests and goals. Unlike allied relations, strategic partnership does not
provide for a rigid system of political, economic, humanitarian or security commitments
(Lytvyn 2000, 93).

According to Doctor of Historical Sciences L. Strilchuk, in a broad sense,
strategic partnership is a system of interaction between two or more states, based on the
recognition of common values and / or vision, high level of cooperation in certain areas,
mutual foreign policy support, in particular in international organizations, coordination
of positions in crisis situations and in resolving international conflicts. At the same time,
possible differences in the positions of partner countries on certain issues should not
significantly affect the development of strategic cooperation in general.

In a narrow sense, strategic partnership can be built on a more pragmatic basis,
around the implementation of large-scale interstate projects, in particular, in trade and
economic, transport and infrastructure, political, security and other areas. The content of
a strategic partnership is filled with specific content depending on the specifics of the
goals and objectives to be solved with its help. For strategic partnership relations it is
necessary to determine the main directions of interaction, means and ways that lead to
the realization of common goals, well-thought-out concept of relations, definition of
means to achieve goals and objectives, stages of their implementation, neutralization of
factors (Strilchuk 2013, 192).

1997 should be recognized as a significant year in which the adoption of joint
strategic decisions by the Republic of Poland and Ukraine took place. It was then that
the cooperation between Ukraine and NATO, as well as Ukraine and the EU, was
institutionalized. Together with the Republic of Poland, our state has taken a number of
steps to strengthen regional and European security.

The political leaders of the two states came to the common conclusion that there
is a direct relationship between the degree of bilateral interstate relations and the level of
collective security. Thus, in May 1997, Presidents L. Kuchma and A. Kwasniewski,
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along with the Presidents of the three Baltic States, took part in the Tallinn Meeting on
Regional Security. That is, one of the consequences of the strategic Ukrainian-Polish
partnership was the strengthening of the multilateral dialogue on joint regional
initiatives of Ukraine and Poland in the field of security (Klyuchuk 2016, 82-83).

At the same time, in 1997, the opportunities for economic cooperation between
neighboring countries were expanded, with the signing of a Memorandum on the
Fundamentals of Liberalization of Interstate Trade; the agreement on visa-free border
crossing came into force. In fact, all these steps were aimed at concluding a free trade
agreement with a further prospect for Ukraine to enter the free trade zone (Strilchuk
2020, 70).

May 1997 became significant for Ukrainian-Polish relations, because it was
then, during the visit of the President of the Republic of Poland A. Kwasniewski to
Kyiv, the leaders of both countries signed a Joint Statement "Towards Understanding
and Unity". In addition to the great importance of this document in terms of smoothing
misunderstandings between nations, the document also enshrined the concept of
strategic partnership between Ukraine and Poland, in particular, it emphasized: "Ukraine
and Poland are sovereign states, good neighbors, strategic partners."

From the point of view of Polish-Ukrainian political relations, 1998 became a
landmark year for both states. This year, without exaggeration, can be called the year of
the Republic of Poland for Ukraine, it turned out to be a record for the number of
meetings held at the highest level and the fruitful results of these meetings. Thus, in
1998, the presidents of both countries jointly opened the customs crossing Korchova-
Krakovets (January 3) (Klyuchuk 2015, 115), a monument to the victims of the
concentration camp in Jaworzno (May 24), a monument to Polish and Ukrainian victims
of the totalitarian regime in Kharkiv (June 26). Both presidents took part in the
celebrations dedicated to the 80th anniversary of the restoration of Poland's
independence (November 10-11) and attended the economic summit in Rzeszow (May
23-24). The Ukrainian-Polish interparliamentary group headed by D. Pavlychko
intensified its activities.

The beginning of 2000 also looked promising in the further deepening of
bilateral relations: preparations are underway for the establishment of a Polish-
Ukrainian university, and the first meeting of the Polish-Ukrainian Forum is taking
place on February 19. On March 23, the Deputy Prime Minister of Ukraine V.
Yekhanurov and the Minister of Finance of Poland E. Balcerowicz signed a joint
declaration, according to which Poland was to assist Ukraine in carrying out reforms
(Wizmirska 2001, 368).

According to the researcher of Ukrainian-Polish relations, prof. L. Strilchuk, the
domestic political situation in Ukraine in the second half of 2000-2001 led, if not to the
international isolation of our country, then to a sharp cooling of Ukraine-West relations,
and hence Ukraine-Poland. Polish President A. Kwasniewski tried to influence the
situation by persuading Ukrainian President Leonid Kuchma to negotiate with the
opposition, but this did not yield the expected results (Strilchuk 2013, 196).

For two decades of the XXI century, Ukrainian-Polish interstate relations
resemble a kind of swing, the specific features of which are fluctuations towards the
intensification or decline of activity in bilateral relations. However, the course of
strategic partnership announced in the second half of the 1990s was unchanged. In
general, Ukrainian-Polish relations have overcome many barriers due to the common
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will of the political elites of both countries, such as in the issues of common historical
heritage and its interpretation. Instead, economic cooperation between the Republic of
Poland and Ukraine during this period can serve as an example of a dynamic and
constructive partnership, and economic cooperation has become one of the most
important foundations of bilateral relations (Wizmirska 2001, 362).

Conclusions: The Republic of Poland and Ukraine have jointly developed and
tested mechanisms for the implementation and coordination of their strategic interests in
various fields, so it can be argued that Ukrainian-Polish relations meet most criteria of
strategic partnership, but one of the main tasks of interstate relations remains appropriate
mechanisms and implementation of agreements reached (Status 2010, 29136). The
strategic partnership of the two states should be constantly strengthened by cooperation
within the framework of existing interstate mechanisms, further strengthening and
expanding the legal framework of bilateral cooperation.

The strategic partnership of Ukrainian-Polish relations proved to be the support
of the Republic of Ukraine in European and Euro-Atlantic structures, support during the
Orange Revolution and the Revolution of Dignity, joint holding of the Euro 2012
football championship, international reconciliation that actively developed at the
beginning of the XXI century. (Strilchuk, Strilchuk 2013, 12).

It is clear that the deepening of the Ukrainian-Polish strategic partnership will
depend on many factors in the future and will take place in the context of serious
geopolitical changes in CEE. Therefore, both countries have on the agenda the
formation of new strategic objectives, based on the analysis of the situation, political
and economic realities. A serious test for the strategic partnership between Ukraine and
the Republic of Poland today is the common historical heritage (especially the tragic
pages of history), which, in particular, the interethnic conflict in Volhynia during World
War |, exacerbated not only social discourse but also political tones of ruling elites.

Now there is every reason to say that there are a number of objective
perspectives of interest in further development and deepening of the strategic
partnership between Ukraine and the Republic of Poland. The latter uses a strategic
partnership with Ukraine in order to obtain a position in the European institutions that
would distinguish it from other Member States. That is why official Warsaw has decided
to take on the role of an exponent of the interests of Eastern European countries, and
Ukraine is best suited for this role.

Undoubtedly, the fact that a kind of catalyst for modern Ukrainian-Polish
relations are the processes of enlargement of the North Atlantic Treaty Organization and
the European Union, of which Poland is already a member and membership in which
Ukraine seeks. Both countries actively cooperate within the framework of international
and European organizations (UN, OSCE, Council of Europe, CEIl), and this, in a way, is
also evidence of a strategic partnership in bilateral relations.
