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Streszczenie. W  warunkach reformy wyzszego szkolnictwa pedagogicznego
szczegblnego znaczenie nabiera problem przygotowania przysztych nauczycieli o wysokim
poziome wiedzy o ekologii, ochronie $rodowiska, wychowania ekologicznego, przekonan
$wiatopogladowych oraz profesjonalizmu, zdolnych do organizowania i prowadzenia
dzialalnoséci na rzecz ochrony $rodowiska — takich, ktorzy mieliby kreatywne podejscie do
rozwigzywania ztozonych zagadnien w dziedzinie pedagogiki. Zdaniem S. Shmaley, proces
wychowania ekologicznego jest realizowany poprzez oddzialywanie na $wiadomos$¢ jednostki
ludzkiej w procesie ksztaltowania jej tozsamos$ci, w celu rozwoju jej ustawien spoleczno-
psychologicznych, moralnych zasad i norm, a takze racjonalnego wykorzystania zasobdw
naturalnych oraz oddziatywania cztowieka na zespoty przyrodnicze. Wychowanie ekologiczne
jest podstawg ksztattowania umiejetnosci zachowan i zycia w zgodzie z naturg. Wedlug M.
Bauer, wychowanie ekologiczne jest ksztaltowane na podstawie edukacji ekologicznej, ktora
stanowi system wiedzy, ukierunkowanej na przyswajanie ogélnonaukowych teorii i praktyk,
poczerpnigtych z roznych dyscyplin ekologicznych. Gléwnym jej zadaniem jest teoretyczne
ksztaltowanie $wiadomosci ekologicznej, ekologicznego myslenia, zachowania $rodowiska
naturalnego, ekologicznego $wiatopogladu, ktory ksztaltuje pierwsze podstawy wiedzy o
specyfice relacji "czlowiek - spoleczenstwo - przyroda". Dla skutecznej realizacji tych
podstawowych zadan z zakresu edukacji ekologicznej niezbednym jest dobér metod
aktywizujacych. Praktyczng realizacj¢, po czesci metodycznych zasad, uzyskuje si¢ poprzez
stosowanie technik i metod. Na definicj¢ pojecia "metoda" w rodzimej i $wiatowej mysli
naukowej sktada si¢ pojmowanie znaczenia "$rodki dzialania” — i to wlasnie w tym kontekscie
bedziemy omawiaé metody nauczania w edukacji ckologicznej, w procesie studiowania
dyscyplin z cyklu przyrodniczo-naukowego.

Metody ksztalcenia — kategoria uwarunkowana. Sg one uzaleznione od celow, tresci,
etapu ksztatcenia. Metody, ktore sg zjawiskiem historycznym, przeszli pewng droge rozwoju — od
werbalnie-dogmatycznych do werbalnie-wizualnych oraz do innych klasyfikacji, ktore zostaty
opracowane na zasadach r6znych kryteriow. "Poniewaz metody nauczania posiadaja szereg stron
i moga by¢ rozpatrywane w roznych aspektach, — zauwaza J. Babansky, — dlatego dopuszcza si¢
mozliwos¢ istnienia kilku réznych podejs¢ w zakresie ich klasyfikacji". Uwazamy, ze kryteria
odzwierciedlaja zakres wykorzystania metod. Wigc, za zrodla przekazywania i zdobywania
wiedzy, jako produktywne w kwestii ksztalcenia, wyr6zniamy nastgpujace metody: werbalne,
praca z ksigzka, obserwacja, eksperyment, ¢wiczenia, prace praktyczne.

Dalej, jako podstawg, przyjeto kryteria cech samowychowania, samorealizacji i
kreatywnos$ci. Tak, wigc na podstawie parametréw jakosciowych, w szczegdlnosci cech
dziatalnosci poznawczej studentow, sprawdziliSmy, co jest sita napedowa w systemie metod. W
zaleznos$ci od zadan metody nauczania w edukacji ekologicznej sa wykorzystywane, jako
poznawcze, ¢wiczeniowe, kontrolne. Zatosowanie konkretnej metody jest uzaleznione od szeregu
czynnikow: celu nauczania, jego tresci, zamowienia spolecznego, osobowosci studentow. Na
wybor metod wplywaja rOwniez zadania, ktore stawia wyktadowca, osobowe i zawodowe cechy
wyktadowcy, okres czasu, baza materialna. Kryterium skutecznosci metody jest efekt koncowy:
rozw6j osobowosciowy studentow, $wiadome i skuteczne przyswajanie wiedzy, nabycie
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praktycznych nawykéw 1 umiejetnosci, zdolno§¢ do przeksztalcenia zadania, stosowanie
niestandardowych rozwigzan.

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Abstract. In the context of reforming higher pedagogical education, the issue of training
future teachers with a high standard of environmental knowledge, environmental education,
worldview beliefs, professionalism, capable of organizing and carrying out nature protection
activities, who would be able to approach solving complicated tasks in teaching in a creative
manner, gains particular relevance. According to S. Shmaliei, environmental breeding is carried
out by influencing the mind of the individual in the process of its formation in order to develop
socio-psychological settings, moral principles and norms, rational use of natural resources and
man-made influence on natural systems. Environmental breeding forms the behavior of the
individual in nature.

M. Bauer defines that environmental breeding is formed on the basis of environmental
education, which is a system of knowledge aimed at learning the general scientific theory and
practice from various environmental disciplines. Its main task is theoretical formation of
environmental consciousness, ecological thinking, ecological behavior, ecological worldview,
forming the first elementary knowledge about the peculiarities of the relationship “man-society-
nature”. For the successful achievement of such basic tasks of environmental education and
breeding, the selection of active methods is necessary.

Practical embodiment of partially methodological principles is obtained in methods and
techniques. The concept “method” in the national and foreign science has the meaning of “means
of action”, it is in this sense that we will discuss the methods of teaching in environmental
education, in the process of studying disciplines of the natural sciences cycle.

Teaching methods make a conditional category. They depend on the purpose, content,
stage of training. Methods that are a historical phenomenon have passed a certain path of
development - from the verbal-dogmatic to the verbal-visual and to other classifications, which
have been developed on the basis of different criteria. “Since teaching methods have a number of
sides and can be considered in various aspects,” Y. Babanskyi notes, “it is quite possible that
there are several approaches to their classifications.” We believe that the criteria reflect the range
of use of methods. So, according to the source of the transfer and acquisition of knowledge, we
distinguish as productive in environmental education the following methods: verbal, work with a
book, observation, experiment, exercises, practical work.

Thereafter, we proceeded from the use of the characteristics of self-education, self-
actualization and creativity as criteria. So, on the basis of qualitative parameters, in particular, the
peculiarities of cognitive activity of students, we have found out what is the driving force in the
system of methods.

According to the tasks, teaching methods in environmental education are used as
cognitive, training, control ones.

The use of a particular method depends on a number of factors: the purpose of training, its
content, social order, the personality of students. The choice of methods is also influenced by the
tasks set up by the teacher, personal and professional qualities of the teacher, the time frame,
facilities. The criterion of efficiency of a method is the end result: personal development of
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students, conscious and qualitative learning, acquiring practical skills and abilities, the ability to
transform a task, take a creatively different decision.
