Cechg szczegdlng
poczatkowego etapu tego komponentu wspolpracy kulturalnej jest ogoélny brak prawodawstwa
normatywnego. Dlatego autorka analizuje gtowne, podstawowe dokumenty podpisane przez
Prezydentow i wladze obu krajow dla maksymalnej wspotpracy.

Badacz kladzie szczego6lny nacisk na migdzypanstwowe spotkania naukowe «UKraina —
Polska: problemy trudne». To wlasnie ta platforma naukowa stata si¢ fundamentalna w
ksztattowaniu problematycznych zagadnien polsko-ukrainskiego sasiedztwa i sposobow ich
rozwigzywania, wyodrebnita cala warstwe naukowcow, ktorzy byli cztonkami komisji
zawodowych Prezydentow Polski i Ukrainy, agencji rzadowych. W rezultacie polsko-ukrainska
wspolpraca naukowa nabrata nowego, bardziej merytorycznego charakteru.

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Abstract. The article analyzes the state of scientific cooperation between the Republic of
Poland and Ukraine in the 90s of the twentieth century. - in the first decade of the twentieth
century. A special feature of the initial stage of this component of cultural cooperation is the lack
of regulations in general. Therefore, the author analyzes the main basic documents signed by the
Presidents and authorities of the two countries for maximum cooperation.

The researcher places special emphasis on interstate scientific meetings «Ukraine -
Poland: difficult issues». It is this scientific platform that has become fundamental in the
formation of problematic issues of the Polish-Ukrainian neighborhood and ways to solve them,
singled out a whole layer of scientists who were members of the professional commissions of
Polish and Ukrainian Presidents, government agencies. As a result, Polish-Ukrainian scientific
cooperation acquired a new, more substantive character.

Introduction. Early 90's of the twentieth century. became fundamental in the
Polish-Ukrainian interstate cooperation, as the two neighboring nations began
multifaceted cooperation. The normative and legal base was formed, including the issues
of cultural cooperation, which were actively raised in comparison with previous years.
The scheme of cultural cooperation between the two countries, formed in the first years
of independence of both states, is still maintained in interstate relations. Cognition
through culture is gradually becoming widespread, the episodic touring is harmoniously
complemented by festivals, through which broad masses of the population join the
culture of neighboring peoples (Archiwum, G). For example, in the document "Polish-
Ukrainian cultural cooperation” (Agreement) the main directions of cultural relations
define:

1. holding "Days of Polish Culture in Ukraine" and "Days of Ukrainian Culture
in Poland";

2. organization of film, music and literature festivals;

3. holding drama days;

4. presentation of books (Archiwum, D, 83 - 84).

The first official meeting of Presidents L. Valensa and L. Kravchuk, on May 17-
18, 1992, in Warsaw, was especially valuable for the beginning of interstate
cooperation. This was one of the first official foreign meetings of the heads of the two
neighboring states (Cieslik, 135 - 144). During the visit, the Presidents of Poland and
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Ukraine signed a basic agreement, which initiated the legal framework of interstate
documents - "Agreement between Ukraine and the Republic of Poland on good
neighborliness, friendly relations and cooperation” (Agreement, 10 - 16). The articles of
the agreement concern various spheres of interstate cooperation: political cooperation at
the international and regional levels, the absence of territorial claims between the two
states, the renunciation of war as a means of resolving disputes, and international
security issues. The main result of the visit is 7 signed documents, where the most
important place is given to the agreement on good neighborliness, friendly relations and
cooperation. Intergovernmental agreements have been signed at the level of ministers of
the two countries, and, importantly for us, a protocol has been signed, which will
regulate the mutual recognition of documents on secondary and higher education,
scientific titles; Declaration on Cultural and Scientific Cooperation (Archiwum, B). The
signed documents testify to the desire of the two sides to cooperate at the level of
parliaments, government agencies and show an example of such good neighborliness,
friendship and cooperation, which could become a reference point for other states.

An important component of Polish-Ukrainian interstate cooperation is the
scientific sphere, which is responsible for solving a whole layer of complex, debatable
historical issues, which politicians often like to manipulate. A special niche is occupied
by the issues of interpretation of the historical past, which should rightly be dealt with
by professional scientists. However, the achievements of researchers are not always used
to shape public opinion, so there is a threat of forming new negative stereotypes
between Poles and Ukrainians.

Among the scientific problems jointly developed by scientists of both countries
are the following: "The problem of Ukrainian-Polish border ties", "Ukraine and Poland
in the European integration process”, "Ukrainian-Polish strategic partnership”, "Ukraine
- Poland: difficult issues "," Ukrainian-Polish cross-border cooperation ", etc.
(Archiwum, A). A significant achievement of Polish-Ukrainian relations in the 90s of the
twentieth century. was the creation of a joint commission to consider "difficult" issues
of interstate relations. Leading scholars of Poland and Ukraine tried to reach a consensus
and find the historical truth related to the problematic issues of common history, where
special emphasis was placed on the study of the confrontation of the twentieth century.
The results of the joint work of the researchers formed the basis of the Polish-Ukrainian
strategic partnership, and the main postulates were used by the Presidents and the
political establishment of both countries. Polish and Ukrainian politicians have adopted
the main recommendations of experts in implementing the declared course of interethnic
understanding and reconciliation.

The expansion and deepening of good neighborly relations between Poland and
Ukraine was hampered by insufficiently studied pages of common history. An important
event for interstate understanding was the negotiations between the representatives of
the Union of Ukrainians in Poland (PMU), the World Union of Soldiers of the Krajova
Army (SSWAC) and Ukrainian historians, which took place in Warsaw on December
22, 1995. The parties reached important agreements. document "Understanding on joint
action to study the recent history of Ukrainian-Polish relations” of March 25, 1996 OUP
and SSVAK recognized the need to organize international scientific seminars, which
together had to solve complex pages of common history (Personal, A). In the signed
agreement, both organizations agreed to stimulate research by mobilizing interested in
this topic Polish and Ukrainian historians and periodic seminars (Personal, D).
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Coordination work on the organization of scientific seminars was entrusted to
prof. A. Einenkel (Military Historical Institute, Warsaw, Poland) and Assoc. M.
Kucherepa (Volyn State University named after Lesya Ukrainka, Lutsk, Ukraine). From
1996 to 2008, the organizers of 13 international scientific seminars, which were held
alternately in Lutsk and Warsaw, the 12th seminar was held in Torun (November 2006),
and the 13th - in Lviv (June 2008). As a result, after the seminars, eleven volumes
"Ukraine - Poland: difficult issues" were published. They contain reports, discussion
materials, approved protocols of agreements and disagreements, as well as a chronology
of events in Volhynia and Galicia in 1939-1945. These scientific meetings reaffirmed
that a joint exchange of views is the only way to clarify Polish-Ukrainian differences.
history (Personal, G).

The organizers, on both sides, selected discussion issues of Polish-Ukrainian
history. A total of 88 thematic reports were delivered (45 in Ukrainian and 44 in Polish).
Each of the 13 seminars was attended by 15-20 historians from each side, from different
research centers. After each meeting, Polish and Ukrainian historians signed a program
document, usually protocols of agreements and differences on topics. However, the
discussion at the VIII seminar related to the resettlement processes of 1944-1947, with
the course and consequences of Operation Vistula, was particularly acute. If at the
previous seminars Ukrainian and Polish historians signed protocols of agreements and
disagreements in the topics studied, then at this meeting it was not possible to reach an
agreement (Personal, B).

According to prof. M. Kucherepa, the scientific seminar had a positive impact
on the common history. However, there were some difficulties. Evidence of this fact is
the disproportion of scientific elites, which was observed at that time in the Republic of
Poland and Ukraine. Polish colleagues researched the complex pages of their history
during the existence of the Polish People's Republic, and therefore, the search for
qualified specialists in narrow issues did not cause any difficulties. Instead, Ukrainian
scientists, in the Soviet period of its history, could not boast of a wide range of
developments on the declared topics. This means that there was no clear vision among
Ukrainian intellectuals in the first seminars (Personal, B). Thus, the seminars
contributed to the formation of a group of young scientists encouraged to study Polish-
Ukrainian relations in the XX century.

The issues of compliance of national legislation with international law in the
field of protection of cultural monuments, legal mechanisms of search and return of
cultural values were the subject of discussion of the scientific-practical symposium
"Legal aspects of restitution of cultural values: theory and practice”, held in Kiev in
December 1996. At the symposium, the issue, as well as a wide scientific and
authoritative representation ensured a lively interest in the problem and foreign experts.
In particular, the Commissioner of the Government of the Republic of Poland for
National Heritage Abroad T. Polyak and Professor of the Polish Academy of Sciences J.
Pruszynski (Archiwum, B) took an active part in the symposium.

Kin. 90's - early In the 2000s he intensified the historians of Poland and Ukraine
in holding a number of international scientific conferences, in particular, "Ukraine -
Poland: Yesterday, Today, Tomorrow" (Lublin, June 1997), "Poles and Ukrainians:
1918 - 1956." (Syanik, November 1997), "Ukrainian-Polish relations in the twentieth
century: statehood, society, culture™ (Ternopil, April 1999). The original is the
publication of a series of books "Ukraine - Poland: difficult issues”, which absorbed
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reports, messages, speeches in discussions of Ukrainian and foreign scholars (Polska -
Ukraina: trudne pytania, 267 p.). In 2004, the ninth volume of this series was published,
which contains materials from the 1X and X international scientific seminars on Polish-
Ukrainian relations. K. Bondarenko, I. llyushin, S. Kulchytsky, M. Kucherepa, S.
Makarchuk from Ukraine, A. Ainenkel, G. Mazur, V. Serhiychuk, G. Motyka, V. were
active participants in many scientific discussions between Ukrainian and Polish
scientists. Filar and others from Poland. The seminar “The Way of Ukraine and Poland
to Understanding. Difficult Neighborhood Issues ”, launched by the Center for Polish-
Ukrainian Studies in March 2001 and supported by the International Renaissance
Foundation. Stefan Batory and the Ukraine-World Society.

Among the well-known Polish figures, along with the positive assessment, there
were also more skeptical sentiments. According to E. Kozakevich, the former official
representative of the Republic of Poland in Ukraine in 1991-1996, "real action is
needed", not noble declarations of unity, which express the governmental optimism of
their authors, at a time when life denies them the next of the day (Kozakevich, 13).
Critics of the document stated that the Statement does not provide any legal results, it is
declarative. In addition, to speak of reconciliation and unity between Poles and
Ukrainians means to introduce into politics the category of collective responsibility of
peoples, although specific perpetrators or perpetrators of anti-Polish or anti-Ukrainian
policies are almost always known. There are also certain linguistic euphemisms, which
do not directly mention the "role of the Russian Empire" in Ukrainian events and the
division of Poland.

In May 2006, in Krakow, Presidents L. Kaczynski and Viktor Yushchenko
solemnly closed the Year of Ukraine in Poland, which had lasted since April 2005. The
Year of Ukraine in Poland was held under the slogan "Poland and Ukraine - Together in
Europe.”" In October 2005, the 6th Festival of Ukrainian Culture took place in Wroclaw,
during which many concerts and meetings with Ukrainian writers and leading scientists
took place. Due to the great excitement and interest of Ukrainians in Poland in Warsaw,
the Center of Culture and Information at the Embassy of Ukraine in Poland was opened
in December 2006. The main task of the Center was to promote Ukraine everywhere, to
organize cultural and scientific meetings, to promote bilateral cooperation (Stzeptycki,
176).

In 2007, the echoes of difficult issues of Polish-Ukrainian common history
sounded special. This year marks the 60th anniversary of the Vistula action, which is
why in January 2007 the World Congress of Ukrainians demanded that Poland re-
stigmatize and pay compensation to the victims. In March, President Yushchenko
initiated the issue of the Vistula action to be raised in the Ukrainian parliament, but the
Rada did not accept the practical implementation. On April 27, during Yushchenko's
visit to Warsaw, a joint statement was signed by the Presidents of Poland and Ukraine
on the unequivocal forced resettlement of Ukrainians for "the injustice of being a result
of the actions of the communist totalitarian regime" (Adamski, 231).

Poland has shown solidarity with the Ukrainian people in honoring its tragic
pages of history - recognizing the Holodomor as an act of genocide of the Ukrainian
people and actively promoting international recognition of this fact. In particular, within
the framework of international European institutions, Polish representatives co-
sponsored the UNESCO resolution "Perpetuating the Memory of the Holodomor
Victims in Ukraine” (November 1, 2007), which was signed by 193 states. Thanks to the
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efforts of the Polish representatives, the OSCE (July 3, 2008) adopted a resolution
honoring the victims of the Holodomor. Poland also played an important role in the
adoption by the European Parliament (October 23, 2008) of the resolution "On the
anniversary of the Holodomor, the artificial famine in Ukraine in 1932-1933." (Ukraine,
590).

As part of events dedicated to the 75th anniversary of the Holodomor of 1932-
1933 in Ukraine, the Embassy of Ukraine in the Republic of Poland initiated the
unveiling of a memorial to the victims of the Holodomor in Warsaw. Drawing the
attention of the world community to the Holodomor will allow us to continue the
progressive process of recognizing it on the world stage as genocide of the Ukrainian
people (Motsyk, 96-97). In particular, on September 7, 2009, during the State Visit of
the President of Ukraine to Poland, the Presidents of Ukraine and Poland V.
Yushchenko and L. Kaczynski unveiled the monument.

In honor of the Holodomor victims and the dissemination of truthful information
about this one of the greatest crimes of the XX century. other measures were taken on
the territory of Poland with the active assistance of the Polish side. In particular, since
2007 the mobile plenary exhibition "Wielki Gt6d na Ukrainie 1932 - 1933", prepared
jointly by the Security Service of Ukraine and the Institute of National Memory of
Poland (Krakow branch) with the participation of the Consulate General of Ukraine in
Krakow, At the end of 2009, residents of more than 20 cities in Poland were able to get
acquainted. The mentioned exhibition, as well as the exhibition of the Ukrainian artist
V. Franchuk “Swaying Bells of Memory” in 2009 were exhibited in the premises of the
Sejm of the Republic of Poland.

2009 was marked by significant achievements in honoring the memory and
commemorating the anniversaries of famous Ukrainian historical figures. In particular,
memorial plaques were unveiled in Lublin to the Greek Catholic priest O. Kovch, who
was a prisoner of the Maidanek concentration camp; in Rzeszow - S. Petliura; in
Warsaw - S. Krushelnytska in the Bolshoi Theater of the National Opera installed a bust
of the great opera singer. T. Shevchenko Street in Lignytsia and A. Sheptytskoho Street
in llava were also opened.

Conclusions. Thus, we believe that the development of the legal basis of
cultural cooperation in the 90s of the twentieth century, where a separate niche raised
issues of scientific cooperation, gave impetus to Polish and Ukrainian scholars more
broadly and sharply raise complex issues of common history. Joint meetings, scientific
debates and conferences not only singled out a layer of problematic issues, but also
worked out ways for political and government structures to resolve the past and prevent
further interethnic conflicts.
