Zatwierdzone zostaly metody z uzyciem sily do
zarzadzania naukg, ktorych celem bylo zagwarantowanie dominacji doktryny Stalina,
zapewnienie odosobnienia sfery naukowej, izolowanie jej od $wiatowego procesu
naukowego. Partyjnego i administracyjne organy nie potrzebowaty obiektywnych badan
naukowych, a tylko prace ideologiczne, majace na celu obalenie ideologicznych i
teoretycznych podstaw ukrainskiego ruchu wyzwolenia narodowego. Co wigcej,
traktujac uczonych humanitarnych jako ,podrecznych partii”, rezim dazyt do
maksymalizacji ich wykorzystania w dziataniach propagandowych, zaangazowujac w
przeméwienia podczas réznych wydarzen proradzieckich, w radiu, w prasie, w celu
obalenia tak zwanego ,ukrainskiego burzuazyjnego nacjonalizmu”. Fakty odejscia
ukrainskiej tworczej inteligencji od pozycji klasowych partyjne struktury Ukrainy
usitowali odnalez¢ 1 wérdd historykow, jednak rzad skoncentrowal swoja uwage na
wspotpracy z inteligencjg zachodnich regionéw Ukrainy, ktore zostaly poddane
szczegolnej pres;ji ze strony wiadz.

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Abstract. In today's context, the revival of national historical memory is of
particular importance. One of the characteristic phenomena of social and political life in
the postwar years was the increasing pressure of the totalitarian system on the scientific
sphere. Powerful methods of governing science were approved, the purpose of which
was to guarantee the domination of Stalin's doctrine, to secure the secrecy of the
scientific sphere, to isolate it from the world scientific process. The party and
administrative bodies needed not ideological scientific research, but ideological works
designed to refute the ideological and theoretical foundations of the Ukrainian national
liberation movement. Moreover, considering the humanitarian scholars as "partisan
parties”, the regime sought to maximize their use in propaganda activities, involved in
speeches at various pro-Soviet events, on the radio, in the press, to debunk the so-called
"Ukrainian bourgeois nationalism." The Ukrainian political intelligentsia's departure
from class positions has been sought to be found among historians by party structures of
Ukraine, however, the government has focused its attention on working with the
intelligentsia of the western regions of Ukraine, which have been subjected to particular
pressure by the authorities.

The main text. In the first post-war years, the CC of the Communist Party (b) Y
intensified ideological work in the environment of scholars and, above all, the struggle
against the "bourgeois-nationalist conception of M. Hrushevsky" in the western lands of
Ukraine, in particular in Lviv. The advance on the Lviv historians was explained by the
fact that the above concept was supported by many scholars. In the city lived and
created students of a prominent scientist who spent many years in Lviv and worked as a
professor at the university, chairman of the Ukrainian Scientific Society nhamed after T.
Shevchenko. Its influence on the ideological formation of the intelligentsia of Lviv was
considerable (Rublev O., 1994; p.216). In 1946, a well-planned propaganda campaign,
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launched by the party center, began against the slogan of the struggle against
"Ukrainian-German nationalism", the historical concepts of M. Hrushevsky and his
school, and against the "remnants of nationalist views and claims" in historical science.
For this purpose, the newspaper "Free Ukraine" launched the persecution of the most
famous scientists of Lviv - |. Krypiakevich, M. Korduba, T. Terletsky, M. Rudnytsky,
M. Voznyak (Nechalyuk M., 2000, p.54).

In 1946, this struggle gained unprecedented scope, striking a blow to historical
science. M. Hrushevsky was declared the main ideologist and inspirer of the hostile
direction in historiography, and the main criticism was directed against his scientific
school, its prominent representatives. According to critics, this school "has become for
all bourgeois-nationalist falsifiers of history the main supplier of pseudoscientific
ideological goods and a source of gross harmful confusion from which historians who
seemingly did not enroll themselves in the nationalist camp cannot derive."

It is clear that the initiative of such ideological cleansing in historical science
came from the Central Committee of the CPSU (b) and the Central Committee of the CP
(b). Their ideological services prepared a proper rationale for the campaign and directed
the work of local propagandists. The first persons who set the tone in the debunking of
"bourgeois nationalism" also joined the action. In one of his speeches, M. Khrushchev
noted that when discussing the activities of individual Ukrainian historians and writers,
he draws attention to the existence of "ideological errors and misrepresentations, an
attempt to revive the bourgeois-nationalist concept of historian M. Hrushevsky and his"
school "(Lobai D., 1950; p.43).

An appearance in the newspaper "Culture and Life" - the organs of propaganda
and agitation of the Central Committee of the CPSU (b) of the article of the head of the
department of S. Kovalev "Correcting some mistakes in the question Ukraine ”. The
author of the article noted that some historians have made attempts to resurrect the
"nationalist guidelines, fully expressed by the historian M. Grushevsky", "bourgeois
scientist, politician of the Austro-German direction, who tried to falsify the history of
Ukraine. S. Kovalev emphasized that "some professors at Lviv University (I.
Krypiakevych, M. Kordub) continue to read lectures on the history of Ukraine in the
spirit of M. Hrushevsky, adhere to his concept, speak openly in defense of positions",
and therefore one should "give thorough criticism in newspapers and magazines to any
and all attempts to revise the Marxist-Leninist doctrine on the national question, to
strengthen the ideological and political education of the cadres of our intelligentsia™ (T.
Galaychak, O. Lutsky, 2000, p. 28), (Cultural Life) in Ukraine, 1995, p.22). During this
campaign, M. Hrushevsky was accused of numerous ideological mistakes, which were
explained by his bourgeois outlook, nationally restricted approaches to the historical
past. Among these errors were the provisions on the "bourgeois™ development of the
Ukrainian nation, the statement that Ukraine was closer to the West than to the East.
According to S. Kovalev, all this forced the ideological front workers to be vigilant.

At a time when all the publications of the central press were considered on the
ground as truth in the last instance and a guide to action, the mentioned article had great
publicity and sad consequences for the humanities in both Lviv and the whole republic.
Party-Soviet meetings were urgently convened in regional centers. A long campaign has
begun against the “ideological perversions” of many scholars. Continuation of the
ideological campaign against the historical concept of M. Grushevsky was the August
plenum of the Central Committee of the Communist Party (b) in 1946. The plenum
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participants accused the scientists of asserting a "national moment” as a major and
decisive factor in Ukraine's history. It was noted that it was precisely from the ideas of
M. Hrushevsky that all attempts were made to deny the age-old ethnic and cultural
affinity of the Ukrainian and Russian peoples, and most importantly - "the attempt to
tear the Ukrainian people away from his brother and friend - the Russian people™ (Lobay
D., 1950, p.52).

Not only Lviv but also Kiev historians have been criticized during this
ideological campaign. At the plenary, there were sharp critical remarks about the first
volume of "History of Ukraine", prepared by the Institute of History of Ukraine of the
Academy of Sciences of the Ukrainian SSR in 1943. The authors of the works were
accused of “ignoring the Marxist-Leninist doctrine of socio-economic formations”, and
that they, following M. Hrushevsky, “build periodization of the history of Ukraine, on
the basis of political signs, that in general the work is written in the spirit of* the school
”M.Grushevsky”.

Again, from these positions, Lviv professors M. Kordub, I. Krypiakevich and
academician M. Voznyak, who were accused of reading lectures on the history of
Ukraine in the spirit of M. Hrushevsky, adhered to his conception, spoke openly at
protection of his views (Russian State Archives of Socio-Political History), (Central
State Archives of Public Associations of Ukraine (hereinafter CDAGO of Ukraine). F.1.
op. 70, file 711). At the plenary meetings of the departments of the departments of the
Faculty of History at Lviv University, the main blow was directed against Professors I.
Krypiakevich and M. Korduba, who had the courage to stand up for the protection of the
historical heritage of their distinguished teacher.

The attempt at "ideological disarmament” by Professor M. Korduba ended in
failure. He disagreed with V.Gorbatyuk's report "The bourgeois-nationalist coverage of
the history of ancient times, in particular Kievan Rus and the period of feudal
fragmentation, in M. Hrushevsky" (CDAGO of Ukraine. F.1, op. 70, ref. 459. 12), (
CDAGO of Ukraine F.1. M. Kordub openly stated that it was painful for him to listen to
condemnation of M. Hrushevsky by his fellow countrymen - Ukrainians. He disagreed
with being called a nationalist, because in recent times this "word is beginning to play
the role that the name" heretic "played in the Middle Ages" (Rublev O., Cherchenko Yu.
1994, p. 217), (Zamlinskaya O. ., 1993, p.77). In response to these statements, the next
accusations against leading professors, in particular in the article by the Dean of the
Faculty of the University of V. Gorbatyuk “We will eradicate the remnants of the
bourgeois-nationalist concepts of Hrushevsky and his* school ”’(Nechalyuk M., 2000,
p.5, p. 5).

During these ideological purges, no less criticism was directed against I.
Krypiakevich. He was accused of trying to "reconcile the nationalist theory of M.
Hrushevsky with Soviet historiography”, "praising the merits” of M. Hrushevsky, who
was "a student of a famous historian, worked at one time" in the well-known nationalist
society "Prosvita". He was criticized for the works of "Mazepa", "D.Doroshenko"”, for
"concealing a great historical mission of the Russian people ", as well as for claiming
that" the Battle of Poltava became the final enslavement of the Ukrainian people
"(CSAGO of Ukraine. F.1, op. 70, file 459, p. 13-16), (Cultural life in Ukraine. Western
lands , 1995, p. 340).

In his memoirs Y. Slivka, a student of I. Krypiakevich, recalls the professor's
stories about the persecution and persecution of the old Galician intelligentsia in the

1940s and early 1950s. It was at this time that the martyrdoms of I. Krypiakevich took
place, there was a constant danger of arrest, and he was transferred from one place of
work to another. Party and punitive constraints demanded constant intellectual
repentance from the intelligentsia, sent them to “"dangerous" areas and villages to give
lectures and make rallies.

The insidious action of discrediting the old intelligentsia was intended to justify
the policies of the Soviet totalitarian system on the one hand, and on the other, to call
into disbelief the scientists. This situation further exacerbated the tragedy of the old
Galician intelligentsia, which appeared to be between two warring camps: the
totalitarian regime and the rebel national liberation movement.

Along with the persecution of individual Ukrainian scientists, an offensive
against academic institutions aimed at destroying Ukrainian humanitarian studies in
Lviv also unfolded. This process was initiated by the authorities' efforts to bring a
number of prominent Lviv scholars to work in Kiev. In September 1946, the Presidium
of the USSR Academy of Sciences summoned from Lviv to the capital of Ukraine a
group of leading staff members of the institutes of the institutes of history, economics
and literature: I. Krypyakevych, M. Voznyak, O. Terletsky, M. Kordub, O. Stepanov. At
the reception at the Vice-President of the USSR Academy of Sciences M. Lavrentyev,
they were categorically demanded to move to Kiev, ostensibly in order to concentrate
the best scientific forces in the capital of Ukraine. At the same time, at the meeting of
the Presidium of the Academy of Sciences of the Ukrainian SSR, the issue of liquidation
of departments of humanitarian institutes in Lviv was officially presented. Although I.
Krypiakiewicz, who represented Lviv scientists there, argued for the need for two
scientific centers - in Kiev and Lviv - no one supported him.

All speakers confirmed the expediency of the liquidation of Lviv departments,
namely: economics, history and literature. On September 21, 1946, the Presidium of the
USSR Academy of Sciences requested the Council of Ministers of the Republic to
approve the decision. On October 28, 1946, the USSR Council of Ministers approved
the liguidation of Lviv humanitarian departments and allowed their leading staff to be
transferred to Kiev.

Party ideologues found serious mistakes and misrepresentations of the
"bourgeois-nationalist character" in M. Petrovsky's writings: "The indomitable spirit of
the great Ukrainian people"” (article written in 1943), "Reunification of the Ukrainian
people in a single Ukrainian Soviet state™ (1944) and the first volume of History of
Ukraine. In 1946, in two issues of the Soviet Ukraine newspaper, a penitent article by
M. Petrovsky was published, “To Reveal the Nationalist Distortions of Ukrainian
History to the End”. In this article, the historian acknowledged the reservations made
against him, acknowledged his "mistakes of the bourgeois-nationalist nature". He wrote
that “the elder brother, the Russian people, played the most important role in the history
of the three East Slavic peoples,” and M. Grushevsky was accused of "incorrect
disclosure of class content and class conditionality of historical phenomena."

In August 1946, on the party-Soviet asset of Lviv on ideological work, I.
Kripyakevich and T. Terletsky were forced to make a self-criticism and statement that
"they want to reconfigure their outlook; they are already studying the works of Lenin
and Stalin." A few days later, Free Ukraine published M. Rudnitsky's article
"Determined to Break with the Cursed Past,” and a short time later appeared I.
Bogodist's article "Professor Krypiakiewicz distorts historical facts."
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The victim of the same newspaper in the article "To be intransigent in the fight
against hostile bourgeois-nationalist ideology" once again became M. Voznyak. This
time he was charged with a methodological inability to "enlighten literary processes that
took place in Galicia in the recent past from the point of view of Marxist-Leninist
theory", "to show the acute class struggle of the workers of Western Ukraine against
their oppressors" (Nechalyuk M., 2000, p.58). Constant harassment has undermined the
health of a closed-minded scientist, avoiding any encounters. But he simply refused to
be a puppet in the hands of “analphabets”. He did not publish any self-blaming
statement or press article, and he was not forgotten by the authorities until his death.

Criticism of a large group of scientists of the republic began to resound after L.
Kaganovich arrived in Ukraine. The ideological, political, and psychological treatment
of historians, as well as social scientists in general, took the form of "meetings"
conducted by the agitation and propaganda department of the Central Committee of the
CP (b). On July 24, 1947, at a meeting of the intellectuals' asset of Lviv, D. Manuilsky
criticized 1. Krypiakevich, M. Rudnitsky, composer V. Barvinsky in a report "Against
Ukrainian bourgeois nationalism™ and stated: "so let them repent and the people will
reject them. and condemn ”(Cultural Life in Ukraine. Western Lands, 1995, p.425-426).

By the end of the 1940s. three humanitarian academic divisions continued to
work in Lviv: the department of the Institute of Literature, the department of the
Institute of History of Ukraine, the department of the Institute of Art Studies, Folklore
and Ethnography, whose activities did not satisfy the party and academic leadership,
which criticized the irrelevance of their scientific issues, for being passive in social and
political life. It became evident that the scientific units of the USSR Academy of
Sciences in the western regions of Ukraine, due to various reorganizations and
reductions, could not ensure a proper party level of scientific research. The ideological
assault on the intelligentsia has not bypassed any scientific field. This resulted in the
dismissal of scientists and the liquidation of individual departments (from 1948 to mid-
1950, 50 employees were fired from scientific institutions, including 37 representatives
of the Galician intelligentsia).

Therefore, the transfer of leading scholars to Kyiv did not in any way mean the
termination of their criticism for "nationalist views and betrayal of the interests of the
Ukrainian people." The persecution of I. Krypyakevych continued in Kiev, and the
scientist from the Directorate of the Institute of History of Ukraine of the Academy of
Sciences of the Ukrainian SSR did not get the support. Moreover, in response to the
decision of the Central Committee of the CP (b) In "On the work of the session of the
Academy of Sciences of the Ukrainian SSR in April 1947", the Academic Council of
this institute concluded: to consider "a serious political mistake to include Professor
Krypiakevich in the work plan of the Academic Council and his official speeches at a
public meeting, since Professor Krypiakevich is known for his bourgeois-nationalist
anti-Soviet works, openly hostile to the Ukrainian and generally Soviet people and its
ideology ”(Soviet Volyn. 1946, p. 31).

In April - May 1947 the Central Committee of the Communist Party (b) W
discussed the state and prospects of the development of historical science. During the
meeting, the first secretary of the Central Committee of the Communist Party (b), L.
Kaganovich, "debunked" the ideological enemies, stating that "from Hrushevsky and his
school there were thin, invisible filaments that needed to be" chemically destroyed "."
The ideologists of the CC CP (b) U demanded to contrast the “Grushevsky School” with
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the canonical “Short Course in the History of the CPSU (b)”, which was to become a
“model for every historian - a treasure trove of theoretical knowledge for every scholar”
(CDAGO of Ukraine. F.1. Op. 70, file 755, pp. 47-48).

In August 1947, for the final elimination of the "Hrushevsky School”, L.
Kaganovich ordered to check the work of the Institute of History of Ukraine, Academy
of Sciences of the Ukrainian SSR. As a result, on August 29, 1947, the resolution of the
CC CP (b) U "On Political Errors and Poor Work of the Institute of History of Ukraine
of the Academy of Sciences of the Ukrainian SSR" was adopted (CDAGO of Ukraine.
F. 1. (CC CP (b) U., p. 16-24 In fact, the Institute was crushed, the CC CP (b) U branded
"writings in the anti-Marxist spirit" containing "gross political errors and
misrepresentations of a bourgeois-nationalist character”" - the collective works of the
Institute: "A Short Course in the History of Ukraine" (Kyiv, 1940). ) edited by S.
Bilousov, K. Guslisty, M. Petrovsky, M. Suprunenko, and F. Yastrebov; History of
Ukraine ”(Ufa, 1942) edited by K. Huslisty, L. Slavin, and F. Yastrebov; the first
volume of*“ History of Ukraine “edited by M. Petrovsky (Ufa, 1943) (In Vice of
Totalitarianism... 1996, p. 80).

A leading team of Ukrainian historians have been accused of departing from the
Bolshevik principle of partisanship, reviving the "reactionary fabrications of Ukrainian
nationalist historians", and negatively influencing the teaching of Ukrainian history in
universities. In the journal "Bolshevik of Ukraine™ in 1947, M. Bazhan published an
article "Against nationalist distortions in the modern science of Ukrainian history". He
criticized M. Hrushevsky and his school, calling the scientist "a fake-systematist who
laid out the theory of the" identity "of the Ukrainian people” (7; 45). Along with
M. Grushevsky, he put M. Voznyak and I. Krypiakevich, "who were on the basis of
Hrushevsky." In addition, the poet also accused M. Petrovsky - that he "was in the past
connected with M. Grushevsky's school and still failed to completely destroy the threads
that linked him to the" school ™" (Central State Archive of Public Unions of Ukraine F.
1, op. 70, file 711, p.).

According to the instructions of the Central Committee of the Communist Party
(b), the holdings of libraries and archives were checked and filtered once again. Books
written by prominent historians of the republic were removed - as being "written in an
anti-Marxist spirit and containing political errors and misrepresentations of the
bourgeois-nationalist character." Among historians for a long time dominated the
initiative and adaptation. The fundamental assessment of the scientific achievements of
scientists was replaced by a complete denial of all the positive in their activity. Even
arbitrarily drawn-out and properly prepared quotations from the works intended to create
the image of the enemy and the "bourgeois nationalist” to their authors could not
conceal the apparent absurdity of the accusations, but it was impossible to refute their
well-reasoned explanations. Famous scientists were forced to repent in public, to
confess to non-existent sins, to abandon the creative results achieved by hard work. And
the more famous the person was, the more they repented of repentance.

The convictions of I. Krypiakevich, M. Voznyak, O. Terletsky and other figures
of science took the form of a ritual in the postwar years, which had to remind everyone
else that any deviations from the conventional party line would not forgive anyone and
never (Halaychak T., Lutsk O., 2000, p.29). The list of unreliable ones was constantly
updated with the new names of scientists, who had inadvertently used a word whose
contents seemed to hint at something that was not allowed. To ideologically justify the
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unprecedented persecution of the intelligentsia, Soviet intelligence officials scrutinized
their political attitudes. The crumb agency collected statements that could tarnish
scientists in the eyes of the Communist Party leadership.

Discrediting prominent scientists has become a must for employees of the KP
(b) U regional committees. For this purpose, lectures, meetings, seminars were
systematically held on the ground. In connection with the decisions of the CPSU Central
Committee (b) and the Central Committee of the CP (b) In ideological work,
intellectuals were held in all areas of the oblast, at which “bourgeois nationalism” was
debunked. In addition, a plan of action was taken in each oblast to implement the CC CP
(b) B Resolution of June 29, 1947, “On Political Errors and Poor Performance of the
Institute of History of Ukraine, Academy of Sciences of the Ukrainian SSR”. In
particular, it was intended to test the teaching of history and literature in higher
education.

Conclusion. In June 1948, in accordance with the decisions of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party (b) U, the Institute of History of Ukraine began to
write "A Short Course in the History of Ukraine", focusing on criticism of "bourgeois-
nationalist distortions in the history of Ukraine, the role of the great Russian people in
the fate of the Ukrainian”. The text of the "Short Course in Ukrainian History" was
discussed at three special meetings at the Institute of History of the USSR Academy of
Sciences in Moscow, as well as at the departments of history faculties - Kharkiv, Kyiv,
Zhytomyr, Vinnytsia state universities and institutes. As a result of ideological
campaigns against Ukrainian historians, teachers of the history of teachers and
pedagogical institutes have also been criticized.

So, in the second half of the 1940s - early 1950s. Large-scale ideological
cleansing in the field of science. They were aimed at overcoming all sorts of ideological
"defections" and countering "bourgeois influences" on Soviet science. These ideological
campaigns touched on the humanities, especially the social sciences, which served as a
general "mobilization” of Soviet scientists to fight for the "ideological purity" of
science. The main point of political campaigns in the field of social sciences was
directed against "Ukrainian bourgeois nationalism"”, including against M. Hrushevsky's
school. The authorities launched a real persecution of historians, whose writings
contained scientific ideas and theories that at least to some extent coincided with the
historical concept of M. Hrushevsky. A group of scientists from the Institute of History
of Ukraine of the USSR Academy of Sciences, as well as Lviv historians - M. Kordub, I.
Krypiakiewicz, O. Terletsky and others were sharply criticized from these positions.
Stalin's leadership gave social scientists an ungrateful role as commentators and
followers of the party's political decisions. Their research was, in fact, considered only
as a form of ideological work. The mission of social science campaigns was to promote
Soviet patriotism, to re-educate nationally conscious Ukrainian intellectuals, and in the
event that such "re-education” would be impossible, to eliminate politically unreliable
ones.
