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Abstract. The article conducts a theoretical study of the concept and essence of the consequences of crime in
criminalistics and other sciences of the criminal cycle. It is substantiated that the consequences of crime as a category
of criminalistics is relatively new and in its infancy. It is more typical to other sciences of the criminal cycle: criminal law
and criminology, and so on. In this regard, the study of consequences in criminalistics should be conducted in conceptual
symbiosis with the results of scientific developments in these sciences. It is noted that criminalistics is inherently applied,
which limits and determines the subject of this work. For terminological accuracy, this article will study the concept
and content of the consequences of the crime from the standpoint of criminalistics and other sciences of the criminal
cycle, which seems absolutely justified.

Based on the analysis of the categories "traces of crime" and “consequences of crime”, it is substantiated that these
categories are absorbed by the category "consequences of crime". Yes, the broadest category is "the consequences of a crime."
Which includes traces of the crime as well as the damage caused by the crime. Yes, all traces of a crime are the consequences
of a crime, just as the harm of a crime is a consequence of a crime. However, not all the consequences of a crime are the harm
of the crime itself. That is, the consequences of a crime are changes in the material environment and ideal reflections that
arise as a result of the crime, and contain information about the trace picture and the criminal result.

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Adnotacja. W artykule prowadzone sg teoretyczne badania nad pojeciem i istotg konsekwencji przestgpstwa w
kryminalistyce i innych naukach cyklu karnego. Uzasadnia si¢, ze konsekwencje przestgpstwa jako kategoria nauki
kryminalistyki sa stosunkowo nowe i takie, ze obecnie przechodzi etap powstawania. Jest bardziej nieodiaczny od
innych nauk cyklu karnego: prawa karnego i kryminologii i tym podobnych. W zwiazku z tym badania konsekwencji w
kryminalistyce powinny by¢ prowadzone w symbiozie koncepcyjnej z wynikami osiagni¢¢ naukowych w tych naukach.
Nalezy zauwazy¢, ze kryminalistyka jest z natury stosowana, co ogranicza i okresla przedmiot tej pracy. Aby uzyskac
terminologiczng doktadno$¢, w tym artykule zostanie przeprowadzone badanie pojecia i tresci konsekwencji przestgpstwa
zaro6wno z pozycji kryminalistyki, jak 1 innych nauk cyklu karnego, co wydaje si¢ calkowicie uzasadnione.

Na podstawie analizy kategorii ,,$lady przestepstwa” i ,,szkoda przestepstwa” uzasadnione jest, ze wymienione
kategorie sg wchlaniane przez kategorie ,,konsekwencje przestepstwa”. Tak wigc najszerszg kategoria sa ,,konsekwencje
przestepstwa”. Ktora obejmuje slady przestepstwa, a takze szkody wyrzadzone przez przestgpstwo. Tak wigc wszystkie
$lady zdarzenia przestgpstwa sg konsekwencjami przestgpstwa, a szkoda przestepstwa jest konsekwencja przestgpstwa.
Jednak nie wszystkie konsekwencje przestgpstwa sa szkoda dla samego przestepstwa. Oznacza to, ze konsekwencje
przestgpstwa to zmiany w otaczajacym materiale i doskonale odwzorowania, ktére powstaja w wyniku zdarzenia
przestepstwa i zawieraja informacje o obrazie $ladowym i wyniku przestepczym.

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Abstract. In the provisions of this article, the author researches the formation and functioning of the film studio in
Yalta and its interrelations with the governmental organisation called “All-Ukrainian Photo Cinema Administration”
(hereinafter — AUPCA), which oversaw the entire film industry of the Ukrainian SSR between 1922 and 1930. The
analysis of public records and printed publications on film industry of the time revealed that in the early 1920s Yalta
Film Studio, which represented the Crimean cinema network, was restored and provided with unimpeded functioning
by the efforts from the Ukrainian side. The article provides archival statistics on the number of directors who worked in
Yalta. It emphasises the deterioration of relations between AUPCA and the Crimean People’s Commissariat of Education
(hereinafter — CrimPCE) in the late 1920s, connected to the construction of a new film studio in Kyiv and the earthquake
in the Crimea in 1927. It provides facts that the Crimean government tried to renew the lease and expected financial
assistance for the reconstruction of Yalta Film Studio from the Ukrainian Republic despite the fact that Crimea was not
formally part of the Ukrainian SSR at that time.
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
