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Streszczenie. W artykule analizuje si¢ ksztaltowanie systemu panstwowego ksztalcenia
narodowego od konca XVIII wieku, omawiane sg priorytety polityki panstwowej w tym
okresie. Zwraca si¢ uwage na duze przeksztalcenia w ustroju panstwowym oraz w zarzadzaniu
w czasach Piotra I, gdy otwierano szkoty z odpowiednimi kierunkami w réznych dziedzinach
sprzyjajace wzmocnieniu wojskowo-gospodarczej potgdze panstwa, handlu, inzynierii,
budowaniu statkow oraz nawigacji. Opisuje si¢ do§wiadczenie Akademii Morskiej, otwarcie
ktérej odbylo sie w 1715 roku w Petersburgu - to byl pierwszy wosjkowo-morski zaktad
naukowy. Omawiane sg idee reformatorskie oraz plany Piotra I dotyczace zrobienia z Rosji
poteznego panstwa europejskiego: nadanie dziatalnosci o§wiatowej statutu panstwowego miato
sprzyja¢ rozwojowi systemu zawodowego i ogdlnoksztatcacego, co stato si¢ tez czynnikiem
napedzajacym i poczatkujacym regularne nauczanie, druk periodykow, otwarcie muzeow i
bibliotek publicznych, powotanie Akademii Nauk, a takze stworzenie warunkow do powstania
ksztalcenia wyzszego zgodnie ze wzorem zachodnio-europejskim. Badanie zakonczono
stwierdzeniem, iz polityka Piotra I byla znaczaca, gdyz budowala ksztalcenie od poziomu
podstawowego do zawodowego oraz stworzyla pewien wzorzec organizacyjno-pedagogiczny
dla rozwoju ksztatcenia morskiego.

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Abstract. The article analyzes the formation of the state system of public education
from the beginning of the eighteenth century, the priorities of the state policy of this time are
characterized. Attention is drawn to the major changes in the state system and management
during Peter's I reign, when schools were opened in corresponding directions in various fields
that would contribute to strengthening the state's military and economic power - trade,
engineering, shipbuilding and sailing. The experience of Maritime Academy, which was
opened in 1715 in St. Petersburg, is described - it was the first naval educational institution.
The reformist ideas and wishes of Peter I to make Russia a great European state are
characterized: assigning of state status to the educational activities contributed to the
development of the system of professional and basic education, which prompted the impact of
regular training, the publishing of periodicals, the opening of public libraries and museums, the
creation of the Academy of Sciences, and as well as the assumptions for the higher education
formation based on the model of Western European educational system. The investigation
uncovers the significance of Peter's | policy, who created educational system from primary to
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professional, and certain organizational and pedagogical model for the development of marine
education.

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DEVELOPMENT OF PUBLIC EDUCATION STATE SYSTEM IN THE XVIII
CENTURY

Lyashkevich Antonina

Introduction. The study of archival sources, historical documents and
scientific researches testifies that the formation of state systems of public education
was started in the XVI1II century. At the beginning of the century, traditional schools
were reformed, which acquired new content and changed the principles of
organization of education and arose new (for the Moscow state) types of secular
educational institutions of different directions. Numerous reforms in the social,
economic and cultural life of Russia, initiated by Peter I, extended the Empress
Elizabeth Petrovna and Catherine I, who tried to realize the leading ideas of European
education, first German-Dutch, and then French examples proclaimed by the Russian
Empire. The imperial policy in the field of education of this period was determined by
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the prevailing doctrine of Enlightened Absolutism - "everyone knows everything about
everything" (Kirillov, 1831, p. 94), since, according to many historians and scholars
on the history of pedagogy (in particular, S. Gershunsky, A. Dzhurinsky) (Anthology
of the pedagogical thought of Russia of the XVIII century, 1985) who believed in the
transformational possibilities of education and made significant efforts to spread
knowledge among all strata of the population in order to train educated people "in all
sorts of civilian needs" (Yelagin, 1866, p. 289).

Purpose and tasks of the research

The purpose of the research is to substantiate the historical times of the
formation of the state

To achieve the goal, the following tasks were set:

1. To analyze historical, socio-cultural, socio-economic and socio-political
factors on the problem under investigation.

2. To distinguish the historical stages of development of the state policy
regarding the formation of the system of public education from the beginning of the
XVIII century.

3.Reasonable transformations made by Peter | in the organization and
management of educational process in elementary school, in the formation of
vocational and higher education, in particular the formation of marine education from
the beginning of the XVIII century.

Main part

We briefly describe the priorities of the state policy of this time, the tendencies
in social and pedagogical views on the essence of training and the content of
professional training of specialists for the important, in terms of imperial ambitions of
the Russian monarchs, the maritime industry - military and merchant fleets,
shipbuilding.

The first large-scale transformations in the state system and management, the
organization of military affairs and the training of children of different states carried
out by Peter I. He made education a necessary link in his career, and even the nobles
forced "to search their bread for service, doctrine, bargaining, and the like" (Anisimov,
1986, p. 48). During the 1700s and 1730s, the first secular schools began to be
founded where young people received the necessary knowledge and practical skills for
the military engineering industry (Pushkarskaya (artillery school), 1698; Admiralty
School, 1703; Engineering School, 1712); the branches of medicine (the Moscow
military-medical (surgical) school, 1707), the navigation (School of Mathematical and
Naval Sciences, 1701) and linguistics (Moscow and St. Petersburg Translators' School,
1704) (Kirilov, 1831, p. 94). As we see, the priorities were given to those areas whose
development contributed to the growth of the country's military and economic power:
trade, engineering, shipbuilding and navigation.

In these schools were children who were able to read and write. In the school
of the arithmetic - arithmetic, geometry, spherical trigonometry, marine geography and
naval astronomy, "diaries" (conducting ship magazines), navigation plane, round and
mercatorial and earth sciences - drawing, drawing and geodesy. Here, for the first time
in the history of education, students were given textbooks for teaching (mostly
translated) or lectures, and teachers were paid a salary. Although at first these schools
did not establish a schedule, terms and programs of training - students after the
acquisition of one discipline individually passed to another, and sometimes they were
issued at the request of individual departments, graduates of these educational

institutions successfully worked in different ranks and positions (Elagin, 1866, p. 301).

By a royal decree of 1714, Peter | introduced a compulsory teaching service
for aristocratic children and allowed the educational establishments to accept children
of merchants and peasants. According to this decree, "tsifernye" schools for children
of noblemen, officials and clergy (boys of 10-15 years old) began to open in provincial
cities: "carpenters, sailors, blacksmiths and other masters of all notebooks to learn
Russian grammar and cipher" (Kirilov, 1831 , p. 104). In some sources, such schools
are called "Russians”, since educational subjects were taught in Russian. The
educational program provided for a consistent study of the account, arithmetic, the
fundamentals of geometry and grammar. Such schools, which in the imperial territory,
which also included Ukrainian lands, were opened in the five years (from 1714 to
1718), 42 who successfully prepared technical personnel ("lower ranks") for various
branches, Marine in particular (Elagin, 1866, p. 328). As a result of military conquests,
the exit to the Azov, Baltic and Caspian seas, Peter | expanded the fleet with a wide
swing and accelerated construction of the shipyard and ships.

One purely specialized school and several professionally oriented educational
institutions were not able to meet the growing needs of the maritime industry.
Therefore, in 1715 a Maritime Academy was opened in St. Petersburg - a naval
educational establishment, in which mostly children of nobles studied. In the same
year, an instruction was given to the Naval Academy, which regulated the study and
service and which personally Peter | identified the list of sciences that should be
taught to children. Here we studied: arithmetic (1 year), geometry (8 months),
trigonometry (3 months), astronomy (3 months), geodesy (4 months), artillery (1
year), mathematical geography (1 month), navigation and fortification ( 1 year),
painting (11 months). The total study lasted six years and nine months. In addition to
training, the pupils were undergoing drill training, carrying guards and alternate
wards. The manual also defined the school regime, the rigid order and the punishment
system. In 1718, at the academy, a gardamarin company was set up to conduct
organized practice. Also, for the first time in the academy in 1724, separation of naval
education into command and naval training took place (Veselago, 1879, p.95-96).

In our opinion, the experience of the Maritime Academy, especially in terms
of the organization of the educational process, is very interesting and constructive.

In 1717, another specialized educational institution was opened in St.
Petersburg - the Admiralty School for the Training of Junior Naval Officers (shipyards
and military instructors), which taught children of sailors and lower sea riders
(Anisimov, 1989, p. 134).

So, wishing to make Russia a great European state, Peter | introduced a new
civil alphabet, the writing of which acquired the similarities with Latin, the new
calendar and chronology of the "Nativity of Christ", and not from "Creation of the
world." With his active support, Geometry and other secular textbooks were published,
as well as the well-known to date, "Yunity's honest mirror, or the Indicator for a living
encounter translated from the German instruction on secular behavior for young
nobles.” Granting Peter | the educational status of the state contributed to the
development of the system of professional and general education and gave impetus to
the launch of regular training, the printing of periodicals (the newspaper Vedomosti),
the opening of public libraries (1714) and museums (Kunstkamera, 1714). The
creation of the Academy of Sciences in 1725, together with the University and the
gymnasium, provided a significant impetus to the development of science and created
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the prerequisites for the emergence of higher education in the form of Western
European (West, 1979, pp. 53-55).

Significant contribution to the development of the maritime industry was
made by Peter | and reformed the system of public administration. He, in particular,
founded the Admiralty College, which was in charge of the "fleet with all maritime
military servicemen," and was guided in its activities by the Regulations on the
Administration of the Admiralty and the Shipyard (1722) and the Maritime Rules
(1724) - the legislative documents defining the operation of ports and customs. It
consisted of the Naval and Admiralty Chancellery, several offices and the Particular
Shipyard. Created College of commerce promoted the development of all branches of
trade, especially foreign ones; carried out customs supervision, engaged in
construction and equipment of merchant courts. The order of the industry contributed
to the approval of Peter | and Theophan Prokopovich "Marine Charter" (1720) - a list
of duties of all ranks of the military fleet of the year (Speransky, 1830, No. 4551).

In Ukraine at the beginning of the XVIII century. brotherly and parochial
schools were spread. The maritime affairs (Kirilov, 1831, p. 115), young people
studied at the Cossacks in Sich, receiving both knowledge and practical skills in the
construction of boats and their use. The most famous and significant at this time was
the Kyiv-Mohyla Collegium, which was opened in 1632, and by the royal decree of
1701 it was transformed into the Kiev Academy (higher educational institution). The
training lasted for 12 years and covered 8 classes: the head (preparatory), infimum
(junior), grammar, syntax and higher - poetry, rhetoric, philosophy and theology.
Students received comprehensive education in philology and language skills: Slavic,
Ukrainian literary, Greek, Latin, and Polish. Here, not only Ukrainians, from the
southern lands in particular, but also children of foreigners who came to build new
territories of the empire were studying. In 1709, King Peter | ordered to reduce the
number of students from the Kyiv Mohyla Academy from two thousand to 161, and
ordered the best scientific and educational forces to move from Kiev to Moscow
(Kirilov, 1831, p. 122).

In 1731, the first specialized educational institution of the closed type - the
cadet corps, (the land under the rule of Elizaveta Petrovna and Marine during the reign
of Catherine 1l, 1752) was opened in St. Petersburg. In these institutions, the children
of "gentry" - noble nobility - learned about it (in some documents it is possible to find
the name "gentry corps") at the age of 13-18 years. Taking as a basis the experience of
Denmark and Prussia, the study program of cadets, along with special military
subjects, included the study of the basic sciences, natural sciences and the humanities
(Kirillov, 1831, p. 134). It should be noted that in tsarist Russia at the beginning of the
XVIII century. there was no rigid boundary between the military, the court and the
civil service (even after the approval of Peter I's "Ranks tabels" in 1722, the transfer
from military service to a civilian took place with the preservation or even increase of
the rank, that is, the rank) (Kirilov, 1831, P. 138). The system of training in the cadet
corps was based on these features, and therefore the list of educational subjects was
quite broad: studied "Russian literature” (language and literature), history, foreign
languages, the foundations of jurisprudence, heraldry and genealogy. The Cadets also
mastered horseback riding, fencing, and learned dances. As the prominent enlightener
F.Tatischev wrote at the time, the Cadets taught "the necessary (forming morals),
useful (letters, languages) and harmful sciences” (Kirilov, 1831, p. 141).

Note that in the beginning of the XVIII century. In Russia, there was no
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pedagogical science as such, theoretical and practical developments in teaching
children, especially in specialized (professionally oriented) institutions. The vast
majority of teachers, however, as well as educational equipment, were ordered abroad.
The curriculum changed periodically, the content of the students' activities was
determined by teachers, and the priorities were the helmsman of the state and the
directors of the institutions.

The situation changed only in 1766 with the advent of well-known educators
and statesman I. Bezsky, who concluded the "Charter of the Ground Gentry Cadet
Corps for the education and training of noble Russian youth". Instead of dividing the
cadets into the company, he introduced the division by age, began to receive children
5-6 years, training which lasted 15 years (Kirillov, 1831, p. 144). Now the entrance to
the corps was conducted through the examination, which tested the ability to read and
write in Russian. Under . Bezovsky training was organized in four classes (in each
class the study took place individually and lasted as long as the cadet was necessary
for the mastery of academic disciplines):

- IV - Russian language, reading, Latin, arithmetic;

- Il - grammar, geometry and geography;

- 1l - general subjects were joined by special fortifications, artillery, history,
rhetoric, law, morals, heraldry, political and military science;

- | - depending on the ability and diligence of the cadets, a military or civilian
profession was chosen, according to which further education was being built.

Cadets also studied foreign languages, mastered fencing and field training
(Kirilov, 1831, p. 154).

In 1755, Moscow opened a university - the first Russian higher educational
institution, which had three faculties: legal, philosophical and medical. The opening of
the first university in Ukraine - Lviv, consisting of four faculties: philosophical, legal,
medical and theological, took place only in 1784 (Kirilov, 1831, pp. 158).

In 1783, the "Commission for the Establishment of National Schools" by the
royal decree was ordered "to make efforts to establish a city in the cities where the
merchant watercourse goes, water courses” (Kirilov, 1831, p. 165). In 1786, in St.
Petersburg, the Vocational School was opened, the introduction of which was carried
out through examinations in arithmetic and Russian. Students studied general and
special subjects for a number of years: "Russian Literature”, foreign languages
(English and German), arithmetic, geometry and trigonometry, geography, naval maps,
navigation, astronomy, maritime law, accounting. Practical lessons were held at the St.
Petersburg shipyards - places where "ship works are performed, showing students the
very thing they can to serve their instruction” (Kirilov, 1831, p. 167). The
hydroelectric school was reorganized several times and changed its name to: School of
merchant shipping, Marine classes, School of long-distance voyage.

In 1786 in St. Petersburg was opened a city waterfowl school, which lasted
until 1797

In 1778, Emperor Paul | created the "Committee for the Establishment of
Schools for Disciples of Naval and Naval Architecture™, according to which the Naval
Engineering Schools - Shipyard Schools were opened in St. Petersburg and Kherson
(similar institutions appeared in England) only in 1811, the USA - in 1845, Germany -
in 1861). Schools were taken by children of nobles, officers and soldiers aged 12-14,
who were able to read and write, had good health and proper abilities. The training
lasted six years, the program included algebra, higher mathematics, hydraulics,
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mechanics, the theory of shipbuilding. The Kherson school lasted only 5 years, its first
director was Admiral Count M. Voinovich (Kirilov, 1831, pp. 172). In 1803 the school
was disbanded, and his students were transferred to the School of Ship Architecture in
St. Petersburg, which had already acted under the new, approved by Alexander I.
Statute (Kirillov, 1831, pp. 176). Here in 1805 there was the first issue - 7 draftsmen
(position of the designer-designer in the Russian fleet). Since 1815 the school began
training Timirins - senior shipboard carpenters of the highest rank (Kirilov, 1831, pp.
178).

Conclusions Peter | created a certain organizational and pedagogical model of
maritime education in the construction of a dezhavhaya system of secular education,
which included the initial - garrison, tsifernye, admiralty, watercourse schools and
professional - navigational, artillery, engineering schools with a scientific and
educational center - the Academy of Sciences. Some productive ideas and approaches
were used by the ruling person and officers in the next century in the development of
maritime education acquired by the Russian empire of the southern Ukrainian lands.
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
