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POSSIBILITIES OF PHILOSOPHICAL AND LEGAL «<METHODOLOGICAL
SELF-IDENTITY» OF THE RESEARCHER

Actuality of theme. The specificity of the objective method is to summarize its
meanings from various spheres of humanitarianism and to achieve the goal of non-
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ecological characteristics of phenomena and processes, and their ordering for a
comprehensive understanding of the essence of legal reality. To design ways to
achieve a research goal, there is the formation of a certain general "doctrine” of
analysis by the most optimal ways with qualitative performance.

Polish researcher of the philosophy of law R. Tokarchik [8] argues about the
very general nature of the method that defines the general directives of cognitive
processes. However, the researcher does a fairly proper observation, which the
domestic scientists do not mention. It is about "methodological self-consciousness™
(samos$wiadomoscametodologiczna).

The author makes analogies with reference to G. Radbruch that the disciplines
of jurisprudence are more likely to belong to the sciences "weak" in terms of
methodological amateur. "

We also fall into the role of immersion in cognitive activity. There are several
reasons for this. The first is that the processes of cognition are a "living" and rapidly
changing "thing" that is closely linked to many social processes. Without going into
their detail, we note that globalized scientific achievements give each of us the basis
for further analysis, deepening and development of cognitive processes. The second In
the field of the philosophy of law, the theory of legal thinking is determined by the
latest approaches - the emergence of a re-evaluation of traditional methods of
justifying law and its perspectives on the basis of a non-classical paradigm. Third It
(right) is not "constant"”, but every time it comes true again (O. Stobba). And this is the
reason for us to begin by explaining and "discovering™ new cognitive fields based on
the emergence of a new modern direction of legal thought - "dynamic legal thinking".
However, these fields should have a comon sense (common sense).

The nature of the subject of the philosophy of law applies, on the one hand, to
the methods of philosophy, and on the other - methods of law. Although the
philosophy of law is often used by many interdisciplinary methods of cognition. Their
choice corresponds to the main research problems and special functions of the goals
[8, p. 45-46].

The main goals are reproduced to establish the truth, logically unpardonable
facts and their authenticity.

The state of the topic research. Cognitive processes concerning the
methodology of jurisprudence are not overlooked by researchers. The advantage lies
in the fact that the methods of legal anthropology are focused on "man as a self-value
and the highest goal of society." The researchers included A. Ayer, M. Berdyaev, M.
Weber, J. Habermas, E. Husserl, A. Camus, J. Maritain, H. Ortega-i-Gasset, A. Peccei,
C. Popper, B. Russell, J. Sartre, R. Tocharchik, M. Friedman, J. Frank, E. Froom, M.
Heidegger, A. Schweitzer, O. Spengler, K. Jaspers.

To the domestic and other studies of the humanistic idea, which represents the
complex dimension of man, are the works of I. Antonovich, B. Grigorianets, A.
Drobnitsky, A. Ilyin, M. Kellman, Y. Kiselev, G. Kuzmina, L. Kogan, M. Kostytsky,
K. Nikonov, G. Nodia, I. Frolova, A. Furman, E. Yudina and others.

The purpose of the article is the statement of the available and prediction of
the innovative constants of the cognitive methodological concept, which serves to
construct a study, an optimal model for analyzing the organization of human
existence, evolution of the doctrine of the methodology.

The method is a way of achieving the goal by way of intellectual-thinking and
practical development (behavior, actions) of reality. As the methodologist A. Furman
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writes, "in scientific knowledge, the method is a problem-induced, purposefully and
hypothetically defined way, way or means of rational comprehension of the essence of
the subject of study" [9, p. 7].

Basic presentation. Cognitive activity, directed on the heuristic component of
the methodology, leads to the integration of the developed world-view systems, which
in different historical periods were transformed depending on the methodological self-
consciousness. However, whatever the component of consciousness would be,
methodological reflection is directed at the deepening of the value-semantic position
of the individual in order to improve social experience. Social psychologists call such
methodology "mental activity" of "spiritual and practical development of a person of
reality" [9, p. 5].

A well-known philosopher S. Krymsky called contemporary knowledge "the
human domination over being" [5, p. 228]. But does it have boundaries?

The scientist rightly observes the relativization of the conceptual and
ontological aspects of the "scientific picture of the world": space, time, movement, it
is physical being [5, p. 228]. The critique of the philosopher is categorical, because in
humanitarian "Epistemology has turned into a theory of assumption, and the doctrine
of truth - in the concept of attribution of the degree of probability multiplicity of
expressions; normative became relativity in relation to language, equipment or
practical situations ". With these approaches, in the opinion of S. Krymsky, on the
contrary, increased "thirst for absolute, at least as an ideal or a meta claim" [5, p. 228].

In the process of knowledge of legal validity, researchers debate whether the
lack of philosophical and legal methodology, or vice versa - appeal to the trends
"expressed technological and social research.” However, does the temporal dimension
affect the methodology? Signs in this regard are similar to the present.

This year's Nobel laureates in the field of natural sciences have proven that the
methodology of their research - from physiology and medicine, physics and chemistry
and economics - "fully corresponds to the traditional methodology of science".
However, here it is noted that it is formed on a grounded idea, is of particular
importance and remains a priority task: the development of methods and tools for
research. Evidence of tenseness and, at the same time, the modification of the methods
of studying gravitational waves, begun in 1915 by Einstein on the basis of the general
theory of relativity, is after the discovery - in 1993, the American astrophysicists J.
Taylor and R. Hals (also the Nobel Prize laureates). In 2015, the laser-interferometric
gravity-wave observatory first recorded the gravitational wave, which became a
"revolutionary discovery"”; The existence of a class of black holes weighing 20-60
solar waves has been confirmed. The availability of the latest special technique only
this year Nobel laureates allowed to register already four gravitational waves. Then,
after one hundred years of the idea formulated by Einstein, the founders of the LIGO
detector managed to continue and dispel his evidence that gravitational waves arise as
a result of the interaction of a large mass that gives rise to perturbations of space-time
and that they can not be fixed instrumentally. These modern cognitive extrapolations
are also based on the theory of the philosophy of law. This again proves the thesis of
O. Stovby that there is a need for a reference to the "dynamic theory of legal thinking"
and the application of new cognitive approaches to the choice of research
methodology.

Every time, Through the orderly arrangement of being and consciousness,
there needs to be an interpretation of the modern theory of the philosophy of law,
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which undergoes a partial subconscious "introspective analysis", which, by definition,
the famous professor L. Petrov, is false. The proposed balanced methodological
approach to "more complex interconnections of perceptions, integrity”, and "not
separate direct feelings" is welcome. This approach is referred to as "modern Gestalt

theory", "integral™, "structural and deterministic psychology" [6, p. 145-149].

Thus, the old "idea of law" and the concept of "super-law" or "wise", "sophie"
law of B. Kistyakivskyi are updated. However, its implementation must also go its
own way.

In the field of critique of the famous researcher L. Petrovoy fairly fall archaic
ideological concepts of Soviet philosophy: objectivism (materialism), subjectivism
(idealism). Contemporary intellectual activity sets the need for the development of
methodological thinking for the development of the modern theory of "ontological
layers of being (inorganic, organic, living, spiritual) as a new teaching”, as well as
temporal and spatial. Equally important is the consideration of anthropology not from
the standpoint of "historical materialists characterization of man as a biosocial being."
Analogies of the means of rational reasoning are found in the teachings of Western
philosophers. It is about switching to operational ways of updating the methodological
attitude towards man and society. Man in the prism of criticality appears as a complex
physical-spiritual-spiritual ambivalent being, and the concept of "soul and spirit" - as
"the embodiment of the semantic integrity of human being" [6, p. 146].

In this way, we approach our logical search for another modern (for us)
innovation - an appeal to knowledge, which is used by the analytical philosophy of
law, which was based on the general philosophy of law. In it, the analysis of common
sense and conceptual substitutions evolved from the very beginnings of the general
philosophy of law. Here there were speculations on the conditions for the viability of
knowledge, the exegesis of legal concepts, legal institutions, legal practices and the
consequences of the legal choice of the outlined social goal. In the studies of values
and the hierarchy of values, we proceed in this way on the science-biology-biography
with its three components (biogenesis, biosurapiya, bioyuentanology) and the key idea
of the desire to protect the ever more valuable human life [8, p. 162, 151-152].

We still do not know the "unknown" Capital of K. Marx. Marx, a politician
and Marx, a scientist, is not one and the same figure with totalitarian ideas. The path
of knowing us of his ideas from one to another seems to be completely simplistic. It
turns out that this modern idea of "methodological self-consciousness" is more
complicated in attaching it to an ideologue, researcher and scientist K. Marx. This is
"about the internal tragedy of the author of Capital, and the tragedy appears when the
researcher denied private property, which is" a return to such a variety of individual
property, which at the same time is also property of the public. "The most productive
force" is scientific knowledge, "an intellectual becomes a driving force for progress.”
"Comprehensive work™ is just intellectual. These ideas were taught by K. Marx in the
third volume of his Capital, which has never been completed (and the second volume
is not published).

Marx distanced himself from radical ideology with Engels, although he did
not renounce the correctness of his basic ideas concerning the Manifesto ... - a
program document of the Communists. Later, Engels called them "sheep of donkeys",
which destroyed about 100 million people "[3, p. 21].

Obviously, Marx's "methodological consciousness™ worked, but the fear of his
own scientific mistakes was not overcome and did not lead to the truth. But M.
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Sakharov, as is known, such insight has occurred. Obtained for the invention of the
atomic bomb funds he left behind the door of his room ...

Conclusions Consequently, the world of cognition captures. However, he must
not only rely on universally accepted and correct methods, but should lead a
researcher with a high methodological consciousness to a wise, ""sophiy" right, which
implies the creation of newest viable meanings that do not destroy the recognized
hierarchy of values in the center of which - Man, Personality Citizen.
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
