uszczerbku na zdrowiu osobie odbywajgcej kare w postaci pozbawienia wolnosci. Autor
zaproponowat, aby wykorzystywac¢ ukierunkowanie informacyjno-poznawcze, ktére umozliwi w
praktyce realizowa¢ retrospektywne i prospektywne modelowanie badanej dziatalnosci
przestepczej oraz prognozowac jej rozwoj i odpowiednio planowaé dalszy przebieg sledztwa.

Abstract. The articles of the article analyze the forensic nature of deliberate injury to a person
serving a sentence in the form of imprisonment. Several elements of forensic characteristics are
investigated, which are of practical importance, since they allow us to justify versions of individuals
who are interested in harming the victim's health, as well as to use knowledge and possibilities of
forensic medical examination in the process of investigating deliberate damage to health of the
person who carries out punishment in the form of imprisonment. Proposed by the author, use
informative and cognitive orientation which will allow in practice to carry out retrospective and
perspective modeling of criminal activity under investigation, to predict its development and,
accordingly, to plan the course of further investigation.

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CRIMINALISTIC CHARACTERISTICS OF HUMAN DEGRADATION OF PERSONAL HEALTH
CARE COMING PENALTY AS A VIOLATION

Problem solving in general and its connection with important scientific or practical
tasks. Today the state of ensuring the right of the convicted person to safety regarding his life and
health remains at a very low level. The fact is that there are numerous mass media reports of
causing bodily harm to persons serving sentences in the form of imprisonment. Thus, on April 24,
2017, information was provided that during March-April 2017 4 criminal proceedings were initiated
on the identification of bodily injuries inflicted by the convicts of the Kovel educational colony,
including the possible induction by the workers of the colony [1, p.22], on November 13, 2014 In
the year, the Commissioner for Human Rights opened the proceedings on the fact of mass beating
by the staff of the Berdichev penal colony number 70 convicted persons serving sentences in this
institution [2]. Most crimes committed in relation to the life and health of convicts serving sentences
in the form of deprivation of liberty are latent, as noted by well-known scientists and criminologists
and human rights activists. That is why, in our opinion, a comprehensive study of forensic
characteristics of intentional infliction of harm to the health of convicts serving sentences in the
form of imprisonment will allow identifying priority practical directions for improving not only the
process of investigating such cases, but also determining the ways of their actual detection, which
in science of forensic science and in practice is not investigated.

An analysis of recent research and publications, which began the solution to this
problem, the allocation of previously unsettled parts of the general problem. The theoretical
basis of this scientific article was the work of both domestic and foreign scientists in the field of
criminalistics, which are devoted to the study of crime problems in penitentiary institutions. These
include the works of R. S. Belkin, O. V. Batyuk, V. L. Vihovsky, |. F. Gerasimov, V. Ya.
Gorbachevsky, A. V. Ishchenko, N. S. Karpov, N. I. Klymenko, M. S. Puzyryova, E. V. Pryakhina,
etc. However, it should be noted that the scientific researches of criminologists, concerning the
guestion of the criminalistic characterization of crimes committed against persons convicted of
serving sentences in the form of imprisonment, are investigated in the science of forensic science
not enough.

Formulation of research goals and objectives. The purpose of the paper is to study and
characterize the elements of forensic characteristics of intentional harm to the health of convicts
serving sentences in the form of imprisonment, and to develop proposals for improving the
methodological foundations for investigating crimes in this category.

Presenting main material. For the first time, O. N. Kolesnichenko and L.A. Sergeev [3; 4].
In the future, this issue was discussed quite actively in the pages of scientific publications.
Significant contribution to the development of the concept, levels of generalization, the structure of
forensic characteristics was made by V.P. Bakhin, R.S. Belkin, O.M. Vasiliev, I.A. Vozhrin,
I. F. Gerasimov, V.G. Goncharenko, V.O. Konovalova, V.A. Obraztsov, M.V. Saltevsky,
M.O. Selivanov, V.G.Tanasevich, V.Yu. Shepitko and others.

In the scientific and educational literature under the forensic characteristic understood as a
systematic description of the data on general, typical features, circumstances and other
characteristics of a certain type (group) of criminal offenses. It is advisable to agree with those
scholars who point out that it is especially worthwhile to mention the role of forensic characteristics
at the initial stage of the investigation, when the pre-trial investigation body faces a shortage of
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information about the event, the method of committing the crime and the person who committed it.
During this period, the forensic description of the typical methods of committing a particular crime,
the objects of a criminal encroachment, information on persons who mainly committed such
crimes, and other data designed to assist in the disclosure of crimes, determine the most
appropriate direction in the investigation of crimes [5].

When considering the general provisions of forensic characteristics, scientists are
differently suited to the definition of its structure, that is, to the allocation and characteristics of its
elements. Detailed analysis of the views of scholars on the structure of forensic characteristics is
described in the textbooks on forensic science since the appearance of this term in scientific
circulation and to the present day. Without going into depth analysis of the current discussions, try
to justify their own vision of the elements that make up the structure of the criminological
characteristics of deliberate injury of prisoners serving a sentence of imprisonment.

In our view, the main elements of criminological characteristics of bodily injury as one of the
types of harm that a convicted person serving a sentence of imprisonment include: 1) the way the
offense; 2) the motive; 3) a trace of the crime; 4) the place where the crime was committed; 5) time
of committing a crime; 6) the identity of the victim; 7) the person of the offender.

Through scientific analysis methods bodily injury convicted worth noting that this element of
forensic characteristics are especially important because it allows, in our view, this category of
crimes divided into two main groups. The first group can include crimes that are carefully prepared,
forensic elements of such a crime are: the search for tools of the crime; search for accomplices;
sharing roles of accomplices; placement and search of the place of the crime; manufacturing of
tools for committing a crime; if necessary, to prepare means of masking and create an environment
of distracting character.

It is expedient to include the crimes committed spontaneously in the second group, for them
there is a characteristic absence of the element of preparation for committing a crime, since the
intention to inflict bodily injuries often occurs suddenly, for example, during convict convicts,
clarification of personal relations, violation by a person of informal thieves' behavior, not rarely and
misconception in communication, etc. In such cases, the method of committing a crime by the
convicts is chosen depending on the circumstances prevailing at the time of its commission.
According to forensic practice such crimes committed less than half - 40%, but considering the
common patterns in the way of taking crimes against injury convicts in Pls should be noted that
they depend on the specific acts and define them. For example, one of the most widespread ways
of harming health in LVP is to inflict physical attacks on vital organs, as well as puncturing.

In analyzing the motive as an element of the forensic nature of causing harm to the health
of prisoners serving sentences in the form of imprisonment, it is worth noting that scientists define
the motive (from the Latin movere - to provide movement, push) as a psychic experience that
prompts a person and defines the choice of her actions [6, p. 69]. The important question is how
much he, being hidden, the internal characterization of the personality of the convicted person or
employee of the UVP, is able to manifest itself outward and characterize its specific features that
may be used in the interests of the investigation. So according to VO Volyn, behavioral,
psychological features of the offender are reflected in the form of not only perfect, but also material
traces of crimes in the material environment, which faithfully reflects the features and
characteristics of the person who committed the crime [7, p. 183]. In our opinion, it is worth
agreeing with AN Vasiliev, who noted that the motive of the crime is often reflected in the way that
the external side of the case appears to the investigator in most cases at the beginning of the
investigation [8, p. 27]. According to one or another motive of the act, their character, trace pattern,
the subject of the attack, the person of the victim allow, as VI believes Aleksejchuk put forward
assumptions about the interests, needs of the offender, who, in turn, may be related to his
affiliation with a particular sexual, age, professional group, etc. [9, p. 135]. It is worth noting that
criminological scholars do not speak about the place of motives as part of the forensic character of
the crimes, but point out a series of related circumstances of the act (traces, method, object of the
attack, the person of the offender, etc.), which scientists usually enter as elements to the specified
scientific categories So in particular, MV Saltevsky, comparing the positions of many scholars with
regard to the structure of forensic characteristics, found that they mostly describe the subject of
direct encroachment, the method of committing a crime in a broad sense, the typical situation - the
“"trace picture" in broad interpretation, as well as the identity of the offender [10, p. 419].

A follow-up picture of the intentional infliction of harm to the health of convicts serving
sentences in the form of imprisonment is characterized by the presence of perfect and material
traces of a crime. The source of perfect traces is the information received from the victim, the
accused. Material traces, in our opinion, it is expedient to classify in three groups.

First, material traces include, first and foremost, the actual consequences of criminal activity
in the material environment. They actually came as a result of the action or inactivity associated
with causing damage to health, in particular, they may include the presence of corpses, bodily
injuries in the victims, traces of destruction or damage to premises, equipment.

Second, distinguish material traces, which are closely related to the circumstances of the
crime, in particular such circumstances as time, place, type of production, the nature of the work
performed. This group of tracks may indicate certain circumstances, the commission of a crime, in
particular: a) the nature of the event, the working conditions (high or too low temperature and air
humidity, disorder at work, significant concentration of dust or poisonous substances, poor
lighting); b) the non-working condition of the mechanisms, devices and tools used by the victim; ¢)
the cause of the event (fault of machines and mechanisms, control, measuring and signaling
devices, flashing of wires, indicating a short circuit, the absence of personal protective equipment,
etc.).

Thirdly, material traces contain certain information, reflected in various documents related
to the organization of security of production in the administrative unit, while performing certain
types of work. The following documents may contain such information: 1) orders on labor
protection, safety of production, appointment and transfer of convicts, the assignment of duties to
officials to ensure safety and labor regulations; 2) logbooks of safety instructions; 3) dress-tasks for
the work; 4) schedules and acts of preventive inspection and repair of equipment; 5) information on
the issue of overalls and personal protective equipment; 6) plans for preventive inspections and
repair of equipment; 7) schedules of medical examinations of convicts; 8) regulations and safety
instructions for production; 9) records and records on injuries. This is not an exhaustive list of
documents. Similarly, such documents may contain traces of concealment of a crime, in particular
traces of wiping, posting, reprinting, corrections, and other evidence of forgery of documents.

In our opinion, it is the discovery and analysis of such traces to indicate the criminal nature
of the event, its causes and consequences, the existence of a causal link between them, the
means of achieving a criminal purpose - the specific person of the victim and the offender.

It is advisable, in our opinion, to use in the process of investigation of crimes in this
category information about ways to conceal crimes, which we can include: 1) providing false
testimony; 2) refusal of the accused to testify; 3) influence on the victim, witness from the
environment of the offender; 4) taking measures not to leave traces of a crime; 5) nominating a
false alibi; 6) the destruction of traces, instruments of crime, clothing, other objects that reveal a
person, after committing a crime; 7) staging a non-criminal event (in particular, masking the
accidents of convicts).

There are also such extraordinary ways of concealing crimes, as the destruction of a single
"witness" - the victim (by causing him fatal injuries) and the commission of a new (new) crime that
was not planned.

For forensic characteristics of causing harm to the health of the convict, important
information is acquired about the time, place and circumstances of the attack, the person of the
victim, and therefore they are subject to compulsory study, establishing regular correlation relations
between them. In the future, this will allow the initial stage of the investigation to properly justify the
versions, determine the direction of their verification to identify the person involved in the crime.

The analysis of criminal cases on harm to the health of convicts shows that the most
dangerous for such crimes is the night (from 00 till 06 hours) - 52.7% and the day (from 06 to 12
hours) - 24.1% , evening (from 18 to 24 hours) - 17,1%. The smallest such crimes are committed
during the day (from 12 to 18 hours) - 6.1%. If we compare our data with the data of researchers
twenty years ago, we can see significant differences. At that time, about 80% of crimes committed
from 18 to 24 hours, which was explained by the way people live [11].

The places of health damage to a convict can be distributed as follows. This crime is
characteristic of places of general residence of convicts, in chambers 67,7%, in manufacture
32,3%. Every fourth crime is committed in residential areas. At the place of work and study, 4,1%
of crimes are committed. In places of common use of toilets - 12,3%,; baths - 25,1%; in places of
rest - 14,1%. This type of crime is more common to men. They committed 87.0% of the damage to
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health, and women 13.0%. By age, persons who committed a crime are distributed: from 14 to 16
years - 10.7%; from 16 to 18 years old - 13,5%; from 18 to 24 years old - 23,6%; from 24 to 30
years - 21.3%; after 30 years - 30.9%. More than half of those convicted (56.0%) committed the
crime for the first time and 80.1% - without complicity. Half of those convicted during the
commission of the crime were in a state of excessive excitement (euphoria) - 58.4%, and 18.0% -
in a state of intoxication. At the time of the crime, half of the prisoners (47.2%) did not work and did
not study [11].

Summarizing the considered, the structure of forensic characteristics of severe bodily
injuries can be represented as a system of information that characterizes:

- the subject of a criminal offense;

- way of causing bodily harm;

- the situation of the commission of a crime - a traceable picture in its broadest sense;

- Purpose and motive of infliction of bodily injuries;

- the person of the offender.

Since the characteristics of these structural elements and the establishment of links
between them are important for the development of forensic recommendations for the investigation
of grave bodily injuries, these issues will be considered in separate parts of the work in more detail.

Conclusions and perspectives of further research. From the analysis of the above
elements of forensic characteristics, it is clear that the information about the crime covers its four
sides. Of course, for each type of crime, the harm to the health of convicts will differ and be filled
with specific content. Isolation of the set of features does not set itself the goal of giving a complete
and comprehensive description of the crime. The purpose of such a characteristic is to
systematically map such data about criminal activities that have information and cognitive
orientation and allow in this regard to carry out a retrospective and perspective modeling of the
criminal activity under investigation, to predict its development and, accordingly, to plan the course
of further investigation. In our view, this approach to the construction of the structure of forensic
characteristics, in generalized form, resembles the approach to constructing the structure of the
subject of evidence in the criminal process. Despite the diversity and peculiarities of certain groups
of crimes, the formula of the subject of proof is the only one for all of their totality. However, when
considering the subject of proof of a particular group, the type of crime, the subject of evidence is
specified, is filled with relevant content, attention is drawn to the peculiarities of the subject and the
limits of evidence for specific groups of crimes committed in the PIs. Similarly, in criminology, the
features of forensic characteristics of certain types of crimes (murders committed in and others)
are developed.
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
