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CONTENTS AND REALIZATION OF THE MAIN DIRECTIONS OF UKRAINIAN-POLISH
ECONOMIC COOPERATION AFTER THE ACCESSION OF THE REPUBLIC OF POLAND TO
THE EU

Formulation of scientific problem and its significance. The Republic of Poland is the most
consistent and effective partner of Ukraine in its European integration aspirations. In many
respects, the states have a common history of formation and development, common borders, and
along with them cross-border regions, similar cultural and historical traditions, as well as close geo-
economic interests. From the point of view of ensuring the evolutionary development of economic
relations, the most revealing is the outline of the main problems and the study of the mechanisms
of intensification of economic cooperation between Ukraine and Poland, which was formed during
a long historical period, and during the last decade, experienced tangible structural and institutional
changes in connection with the accession of Poland to the EU . The mutual interest of Ukraine and
Poland in deepening economic cooperation at the present stage and determine the urgency of the
problem.

Analysis of recent research on this problem. The economic aspects of the bilateral
Ukrainian-Polish interaction are both economists and historians. This problem is devoted to many
scientific conferences, publications, monographs, dissertations. Characteristics of general
tendencies and, at the same time, large factual and statistical material are available on the sites of
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine and the Republic of Poland and various agencies that
provide bilateral economic interaction, these data are widely used in the proposed article. The
thorough monograph of Ukrainian researcher V. Barshchevsky "Ukrainian-Polish cooperation in
conditions of European integration" reveals all the most important aspects of Ukrainian-Polish
economic cooperation on the eve of and during the period of the accession of the Republic of
Poland to the European Union.

The problems of Ukrainian-Polish economic cooperation are viewed by many scholars from
different perspectives, in particular, the peculiarities and prospects for the development of
economic relations between Ukraine and the Republic of Poland are analyzed in the scientific
works of such scholars as B. Andrushkov, V. Budkin, E. Makarenko, N. Mikul, A Moky, Ye.
Savelyev, K. Reiman, A. Filippenko. A number of scientific articles on contemporary economic
cooperation between Ukraine and Poland have been published by Volyn researchers N. Pavliha, L.
Strelchuk.

The purpose of the article is to study the main directions and forms of Ukrainian-Polish
economic cooperation after Poland's accession to the EU.

Presentation of the main material and the substantiation of the results of the study. For
Ukraine, the RP during the 1990s, the twentieth century, at the beginning of the 20th century, is an
important strategic partner with which it develops a comprehensive bilateral dialogue and deepens
mutually beneficial cooperation. It is known that Poland occupies the second place (76.6% of
respondents, and in border areas the first) on the priority of bilateral relations (78.7% of
respondents) [2, 4]. Modern Ukrainian-Polish relations have already become a model for many
CEE countries and have every reason to be one of the strong foundations of a new Europe. At the
present stage, this dimension has created favorable conditions for the further rapprochement
between the two countries. First, it is the advancement of Ukraine's national interests in the West,
in particular through Poland's mediation, stabilization of the economy. Secondly, Ukraine's use of
the mediation of the Republic of Poland in EU-NATO relations, attracting foreign investment from
the West. Thirdly, it is the implementation of visa regime arrangements, the solution of problems
that will arise in trade through the accession of Poland to the EU. For the RP, at this level, it is
important to realize new forms of cooperation in the manufacturing sector in priority areas of the
EU, solving visa regime problems and acquiring the status of a new frontier [3, 3]. Cooperation in
the trade and economic sphere is one of the main components of bilateral cooperation [5].

After the accession of Poland to the EU in 2004, as expected, there was no significant
economic change in trade cooperation between Ukraine and the Republic of Poland. Cooperation
has developed in line with the implementation of a rather conservative foreign economic policy of
the European Union with regard to neighboring countries. The introduction of visa policy among
neighboring countries, the spread of the practice of using the common customs tariff in trade with
Ukraine has negatively affected the dynamics and trade volumes. In addition, the absence of
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significant changes in Ukrainian-Polish trade at the stage of accession of the Republic of Poland to
the European Union is also explained by the fact of the practical leveling of potentially negative
factors of influence on trade and economic cooperation between the two countries with the positive
effects of EU enlargement. In particular, the emergence of new non-tariff barriers to trade between
Ukraine and Poland and the extension of the EU anti-dumping sanctions on the Polish market to
imports of Ukrainian products (primarily for the goods of the chemical and metallurgical industry,
which are the main items of domestic exports) were actually offset by the use of new opportunities
for Ukraine within the framework of the Generalized the system of preferences of the European
Union and the status of the neighboring country. Moreover, the transition of Poland to the system
of a single customs tariff of the European Union, which appeared to be lower than the average
level of the previous Polish customs duties (especially on chemical raw materials, leather, linen
and essential oils) [7, 228], also became a factor in reducing the negative effects for Ukraine of
enlargement EU

Another favorable factor for the Ukrainian-Polish trade was the inadequate use of opportunities
by Polish entrepreneurs, which allowed them to open the border with Western EU countries. That
is, the reservation that the reorientation of a significant part of Polish imports to the Western
European markets will take place did not find its practical refreshment [7, 228-229]. Quickly
reorient the EU market, pushing Western competitors to it, Polish producers did not succeed in the
first years of the country's stay in the European Union. Therefore, the main markets in the east, in
particular in Ukraine, remained as attractive to Polish entrepreneurs as before. This became one of
the main reasons for the actual improvement of the dynamics of Ukrainian-Polish trade cooperation
after the accession of the Republic of Poland to the EU [1, 154].

According to the Ukrainian researcher on intergovernmental economic cooperation V.
Barshchevsky, the formal entry of the Republic of Poland into the European Union did not affect
not only the structure and dynamics of foreign trade between the two states (which, with a clearly
low share of this indicator in the foreign trade turnover of both Ukraine and Poland, is a factor
rather negative , rather than a positive one), but also did not affect the shadowing of export-import
operations between our countries. In particular, comparing the official figures of Ukrainian imports
provided by the Goskomstat and Polish exports provided by the Main Statistical Office of Poland, it
can be concluded that during 2003-2006 differences in the volumes of goods exported by the
Polish side and imported Ukrainian made up from 0.8 to 1, 9 billion US dollars, or fluctuate within
the limits close to 100% of the official Ukrainian import. That is, almost half of the goods imported
to Ukraine from Poland are not accounted for by Ukrainian customs authorities and fall into the
domestic market by smuggling [1, 155].

In the period of 2005-2007, the main commodity groups of Polish exports to Ukraine were
ferrous metal products, copper and aluminum products, coal, coke, plastic products, rubber, paper,
cardboard, steel, pipes, wire, perfumery, cosmetics, motor vehicles, production machines,
electrical and electrical equipment. Instead, from Ukraine to the Republic of Poland, concentrates,
iron ore, ferrous metals, chemical products, and timber were mainly exported. In subsequent years,
commodity import-export groups between Ukraine and Poland did not undergo any special
changes [7, 231].

Gradually, in the Ukrainian-Polish economic cooperation, the positive dynamics are growing in
the continuation of 2004 - 2010, for example, according to the State Statistics Committee of
Ukraine, for 2010, the volume of foreign trade in goods of Ukraine with the Republic of Poland
increased by 35.2% from the level of 2009 and amounted to $ 4576.0 million USA. The level of
Ukrainian exports to the Republic of Poland for 2010 is $ 1787.2 million. The US and compared to
the 2009 figure increased by 47.9%. Instead, the level of Polish exports to Ukraine in 2010 was $
2,788.8 million. The US and compared to the 2009 figure increased by 28.5%. The negative trade
balance for Ukraine in this period amounted to $ 1001.6 million. USA. The volumes of foreign trade
in services of Ukraine with the Republic of Poland, according to the results of 2010, increased by
15.0% from the level of the same period in 2009 and amounted to 227.1 million dollars. USA. The
level of Ukrainian export of services to the Republic of Poland in 2010 amounted to 91.5 million
dollars. The United States, and the level of Polish export of services to Ukraine - $ 135.6 million.
USA [5].

The most important Ukrainian investment projects in the Republic of Poland are: Warsaw
Automobile Plant (investor - Auto-ZAZ), metallurgical plant "Guta-Czestochowa" (investor "ISD"),
shipyard "Stodzky Gdanske" (investor - "ISD") , metal trader "Centrostal Bydgoszcz" (investor -
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"UMMC"). The most important Polish investments in Ukraine are: the ceramics building "Cessanit",
the Barlinek parquet factory, the furniture factory "New Style", the packaging factory "Ken-Pak", the
auto parts factory "Inter-Grocklin", the factory of metal processing "Polimex-Mostostal" , meat
processing plant "PKM Duda", bank "Credo", "Plus-bank" [6]. April 22-24, 2008 in the city of
Swinouust (Republic of Poland) under the patronage of Vice Prime Minister, Minister of Economy
of the Republic of Poland V.Playlaka and Vice Prime Minister of Ukraine G.Nemyria, the 1st
International Investment Forum " Ukraine: New Opportunities ". This forum, organized by the
Polish-Ukrainian Chamber of Commerce with the assistance and support of the embassy, was
devoted to the presentation of the investment potential of Ukraine and the promotion of European
integration of Ukraine. Within the framework of the forum, nine thematic sectional meetings were
held: "Energy Security of Europe”, "Polish Local Self-Government Bodies and Regions of Ukraine",
"Infrastructure Development Problems”, "Business Principles”, "Common Agricultural Policy", "
Financial Market of Ukraine "," The Role of Mass Media and Pro-European Organizations in
Addressing the Economic Crisis "," Safety Issues in the Implementation of Mutual Trade "and"
Principles of the EU Program Eastern Partnership ".

At the current stage of development of bilateral relations, Ukraine and Poland support the
intensification of cooperation in the economic sphere. This was discussed during a large-scale
economic forum (February 3-5, 2011, Warsaw). It was then that the ways of settling the problems
associated with the return of value-added tax to enterprises with Polish capital for the exported
products were outlined, as well as some mechanisms for resolving this issue provided for in the
new Tax Code of Ukraine. The Ukrainian side requested assistance in solving the debt problem of
the Polish company "STING POLSKA Sp. z o o. "in front of the Ukrainian enterprise” NORD ".
Agreements on the exchange of information on problems of Ukrainian and Polish enterprises
through the units of the Embassy of the Republic of Poland in Ukraine [4] have been reached.

At the present stage of the development of Ukrainian-Polish economic cooperation, the
problem of the functioning of special economic zones (SEZs) in Ukraine plays an important role.
Because these zones are one of the important levers of positive influence on the intensification of
foreign trade, besides, in the Ukrainian SEZs located in the western region of the state, a
significant share of Polish capital is concentrated. For example, with 90 million dollars US
investments attracted from the Republic of Poland to the economy of the Lviv region, the SEZ
accounts for more than 20%. And 19.4 million dollars The US polish investments concentrated in
the SEZ "Yavoriv", in particular, make up almost 25% of its total capital (or 80% of foreign
investments in the SEZ), and of the 90 entities of the Yavoriv SEZ - 30 operate with the
involvement of Polish investments [1, 185].

Unlike trade in goods, trade in services between our states is relatively low, almost 10 times
less than the volume of commodity turnover. The main export articles of services from Poland to
Ukraine are transportation, construction and repair services, while from Ukraine to Poland, most of
all, except transport, exports business, professional and technical services. Moreover, in trade with
Poland, as in commodity exchange, Ukraine has a negative balance [7, 233-234].

It should also be admitted that there are certain barriers in Ukrainian-Polish trade relations.
Among them, first of all, we distinguish a number of subjective and managerial factors. In the form
of expression they can be divided into several groups. First of all, it is about low moral quality, as
well as insufficient intellectual abilities and inadequate professional skills of representatives of
domestic business (especially its management), compared with their western ones, including
Polish colleagues [1, 158].
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
