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THE PANSOPHY IDEAS IN THE INTERPRETATION OF JOHN AMOS COMENIUS

Formulation of the problem. In the scientific literature one can come to the conclusion that the
name "pansophy" first encountered one of the favorite authors of the Comenius — Francesco
Patrice, who in 1592 published the book "The New Philosophy of the Universe, one of whose parts
was called" Pansophy "[1, p. 185]. But, as other scientists point out, already in some ancient
philosophers, in particular in the writings of the philosopher and art. Filon of Alexandria, the term
"pantophy" is found [2, p.632]. But this concept became especially popular in the 17th century. as a
synonym for a reasonable pious omniscience. This concept was immediately taken up by the
Rosicrucians, giving it a special mystical content as a renewal and unifying, "key" knowledge.

The analysis of the researches (B. Bim-Bad, V. Bibikhin, etc.) testifies that during this period
the works devoted to the pantophy of Theophilus Schweighartes, the German philosopher-mystic
Jacob Behem, the teacher of Comenius |. Aleste, the doctor and philologist Peter Lauenberg,
Johann Valentine Andrey, about whom Comenius wrote that he borrowed all the first beginnings of
his panosophical reflections, and that he gave him the idea of a pantophy not as a mysterious
"alchemical" knowledge, but as a project for the correction of the entire human world [3, p. 516-
517].

The purpose of the article: to analyze some ideas of the pantophy in the understanding of J.-
A.Komensky.

First of all, pay attention to the fact that the concept of "pansion" was one of the key all the
teachings of Jan Amos Komensky. Translated from Greek sophia (sophia) — wisdom, and prefix
pan (pan — "all') — covering everything in general. That is, literally this term can be translated as
universal wisdom. As you know, not the Czech thinker himself introduced this term, but his
understanding of the pantophile was different from the predecessors and, we can say, truly
innovative.

Thinker-educator understood the pansion and as the universal wisdom of the Universe, the
only and indivisible world, and as a science of everything, or all of one science. The object of the
pantophile as a science is the whole world of things, but this world of things is strictly organized.
The law of the world excludes any subjectivity in its understanding. Obviously, the pantophy is a
reflection of the world of things, a mirror image of a macrocosm. The most important thing in the
understanding of the Comenius Peninsula is the fact that the structuring of the world is a
prerequisite for the structuring of knowledge. Knowledge is the same and the same for all, as well
as the one and the same for all world of objective things. Finally, the notion of such a "order" (as a
universal communication of things), in which each thing has one and only one, is characteristic of
its place. Thus, the pantophy acts as the true knowledge of the one. This knowledge is necessary
and possible. Pansophia as knowledge of the world suggests and pangarmonium as the principle
of saving cognitive energy. In the interpretation of the Comenius idea of the pantophy leads to an
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understanding of the world, human history and life as the true educators of man. The whole
cosmos, all humanity, everything surrounding the child of life must be its school. The Pansophia of
Komensky is a science in which various types of human knowledge are not simply externally
named, but derived from the fundamental principles of the universal method [4, p.632].

Through the prism of the above, it is quite legitimate to ask: what are the leading sources of
the outlined phenomenon? In our opinion, we can name two main sources of this concept. First of
all, it's ancient Greek philosophy, the very name of which includes its main part — "Sophia" and
translated "as a love of wisdom." Under her, for example, such philosophers as Heraclitus and
Democritus, firstly, understood not all-knowing and not knowledge, but the knowledge of the most
important, that is, "the nature of things" — the eternal, immutable, absolute principles of all existing
and universal laws and forces that rule the world and determine the actions of man. And secondly,
wisdom is not only the knowledge of the most important, but also perfect life, which is possible only
on the basis of such knowledge [5, p.217].

It should be noted that the first thorough statement of the pantheon of J.-A.Komensky can be
considered written by him in 1622-1625 and published in 1633 by the "Provision of Security",
where he first uses the image of the "tree of wisdom", that is, the living whole knowledge, which
later became a part of all subsequent pantofy project [6, p.635]. Later, the scientist systematized
the pansofic ideas set forth in his Open Doors of Things, in a letter to Hartlub in the form of
"Preliminary,” on the basis of which he later wrote the work "Preludes to the Christian Panzophy",
which was also sent to Hartlub and published without reference the author in 1637 on the basis of
this work was created and published in England in 1639, the famous "Evangelist of universal
wisdom", in which Ya.-A.Komensky outlined the plan for building a spiritual church "Christian
pansion” [6, p.636] .

Over time, the Pansophia of Comenius developed into a completely independent philosophical
system, the main content of which, very far from the early understanding of "all wisdom" as a
mysterious knowledge, was the spread of education, the education of mankind, the creation of an
updated culture, which makes him a harbinger of the age of Enlightenment. In his work, Komensky
set the task of educating the "whole" person, and not only the development of her erudition, as was
the case, for example, in Germany. With an orientation on the all-embracing upsurge, the panfan
as an idea of correcting the human world was not just a theoretical base of didactics, but,
obviously, coincided both with the essence and with the practical aim of the latter. Every word of
any school textbook, considered Komensky, must be verified by the pantophile "(3, p.517).

In the doctrine of Y.-A. Comennsky on the pansion, under which, we recall, he understood at
the same time the universal wisdom of the Universe, the only and indivisible world, and the mirror
image of the macrocosm, the whole of the science of the world as a whole, which reproduces its
internal structure and orderliness, it considered the problem of integrating knowledge about the
world. "Pansophy"” | call what could serve as a living reflection of the world — a reflection where
everything would be connected to one another, supported by one, would be one fruitful for one "[2,
p. 496-497].

The original methodological idea in the teachings of Ya. A. Komensky was the idea of unity,
according to which everything in the world and in human life is closely interconnected, therefore
"the soul of things" is a system, harmony. The discord, however, and the hostility that exists
between people in society, is a certain deviation from the established by God of universal harmony
that exists in nature and in the world. Therefore, in order to return to the normal state of things, that
is, to the universal agreement between individuals and peoples, it is necessary to comprehend the
prevailing universal harmony in the world, to disclose it through education to all people, and then
they will consciously, jointly, be able to reach universal agreement and peace.

The doctrine that could reveal the universal unity and harmony of the world, the Czech thinker
called the Pansophia, that is, the universal wisdom, under which he meant something future future
of the doctrine (work) as the result of the combined efforts of "all the bright minds", which would
come to the framework of a simple book and it will be as a living embodiment of wisdom (in this —
the broadest understanding of Pansophia, the Czech teacher considered it not only as a system of
scientific knowledge, but as the unification of various forms of human experience), then its
"Pansofiyu", presented in the paper " and "[3, p. 519].

The third and main part of the "Universal Council for the Remediation of Human Affairs" — "a
book common to all human kind" — is PANSOFIA, or, as Y.-A. Komensky explains, "General
wisdom, based on the very human nature in order to correct through knowledge and dignity in
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every single case of the application of the universal ideas born to all people, innate desire for good,
impulses to achieve the desirable and intended tools for it, all people were able to see everything
good and bad in themselves and completely unerring ways to seek and find and good, avoid and
avoid evil "[7, p.328].

As the largest part of the "General Council”, "Pansofia" is at the same time and the least
complete: some of its sections are just named, and some are not written. This is explained, in
particular, by the fact that Comenius was about to return to them later or hoping to participate in
their writing by other scholars of the time ("bright minds"), through which the pantophony can
become not only a book, but a living embodiment of wisdom.

In the dedication to the "Pansophy" it says that it "is dedicated to all peoples of the earth for
the affirmation of the whole kind of human perfect understanding and perfect thought, in order to
achieve in this way, among the people, ultimately universal harmony and the elimination, with
God's help, of discord in the world" 7, p.328].

During the life of Comenius, only a small part of the "Pansophy" was published, and in full, in
its unfinished form, it was published only in the Prague edition of 1966.

The text of the "Pansophy" begins with an appeal to the creator of "the heavens, the earth and
all the abyss" who gave the human sons a common home — the land "where we live the only family
created by you in your own way," but "why, when you, our progenitor, the only one in heaven, we,
your offspring, are not on the earth together, but in a thousand-year-old disorder we are so
different everywhere with our perceptions, desires and stinging aspirations, which constantly
destroy (destroying) ourselves with mutual disgust, hatred and wars ? Forgive yourself, finally, and
order us from the innumerable deaf corners of darkness, mistakes and perils to return to the royal
path of light, truth, peace, love and salvation ... "[7, p.329].

Then there is an appeal and an appeal to the "mortal inhabitants of the earth" — the people "to
wake up to the awareness of the felony and the crime of their strife" and the desire to get out of
gloomy labyrinths of wickedness, to awaken and united to take on the cause of universal salvation.
"Get started now! This book, which comes to you with all the call: "Wake up, wake up!" Gives you
the first opportunity to do this! No one is tired of reading and listening to her! She does not incite to
anything, but, acting as an intermediary of universal salvation, wants to show all sources, streams,
streams, seas and the ocean of every light, peace, truth and salvation "[7, p.329].

Among the countless books "written for the benefit of the people"”, "no one is like this one, no
one is equal to our universality and versatility, and does not teach all people all that serves the
happiness of the present and future life, with the same completeness, orderliness and clarity like
ours. Indeed, the whole set of other books is written — and is written without end — either about a
partial object (and this, as a rule, is not very important and not very useful for the achievement of
happiness), or in the interests of only one's people, religion, language, more splitting, rather than
combining ... On the contrary, this new book designed in the last century, in its approach to old
things, begins to combine the aspirations, works and forces of the entire human race, in the face of
all people, expanding everything that is present, all attractive and all turning away in that order, so
that no one can a thundering man could not but see that the good and the evil in her and around
her, and not succeed in the quest for good and in avoiding evil ... "[7, p.329].

This book, due to its new and universal direction, is "to combine everything well, to reject
everything evil, to stop all further disputes about the distinction between good and evil," and in the
sign that "all people can find everything that is necessary for them", receives the name of
Pansophia. She is just the beginning, a plan that will be carried out by all people in a joint effort.
But so that it can be understood and exercise its influence even on ordinary people, three ways of
its presentation are offered.

First, "to put together in this book all the promotion of the happiness of the human race to
invoke the reader of the hope that things that were able to enter a single and not very thick book,
not so inexhaustible that they could not fit the mind of any man "[7, p.330]. Secondly, the author
uses not a philosophical style, but a popular folk language, "calling a shovel by a shovel, and a
boat by boat", because they will not understand everything, unless understood by a simple people,
which always constitutes the greater part of the human race. Thirdly, the Pansophyus is written not
in a monologue, but in dialogical form (in the future, this intention is only partially fulfilled) "[7,
p.330].

The book "Pansophy" is offered to all living under the heavens of the peoples for the purpose
of good and salvation. "For peoples who have not had any books yet, from where they could get
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education, having one this book will mean" Everyone ". And who, on the contrary, is too
overwhelmed and confused by many diverse and controversial books — as it happens where
libraries have grown to exorbitant nature, and many are ignorant about what to do first, or do not
read anything, or do not believe anything, suffering poverty among the higher abundance and
darkness in the higher glow of light — is it not for salvation to buy a healthy measure in our book
and move from both extremes to the middle? "[7, p.331].

Correctly arranged pantophy, according to Ya. A. A. Komensky, will become a "universal
alchemy", a golden art, which day after day will increase panosophical light. We note that the most
important business of his life, Jan Amos Komensky, considered the creation of a new versatile
course and the textbook "Pansophy”, specifying which idea he wrote: "l repeat this book, | want to
make, which would replace all the treasuries of universal education. There should not be anything
missing in it, and reading this book in itself should fill the mind with wisdom. All of this is due to the
fact that things presented in it in a continuous, clear and distinct interdependence, everything is
derived from its own roots, from its own being, and each thing is the same as what it is called, and
it seems exactly as it really is. . For everything [in this book] is due to the very unchanging and
internally connected true essence of things. All this, however, is in a concise form, because it is
intended to serve for a short and quick life. Everything is in an accessible form, because it must
bring light into the minds, and not twilight. And everything — in its internal integrity and validity,
because of the continuous causal relationship, since we need a firmly established truth, and not in
fictitious views "[2, p.497].

Creating such a book, which would be a treasury of human wisdom and revealing the basis of
all things — harmony, can only be based on the achievement of all sciences and arts, which, in turn,
involves a critical analysis of all human achievements and their universal redistribution and co-
ordination [2 , p.501-509]. However, Komensky until the end failed to realize his plan, and the
innovative ideas of which, much ahead of their time, remain largely unreasonable in our day [3,
p.508].

Prospects for further scientific research we see in the analysis of the peculiarity of
panosophical education and the practical implementation of its leading ideas.
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
