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Streszczenie. W artykule rozpatrzono role muzeum (zaktadu naukowego oraz lokalnego) w
aktywizacji dziatalnosci poznawczej magistréw i doktorantéw, w podwyzszeniu jakosci ksztatcenia
oraz w ksztattowaniu cech zawodowych przysztych doktoréw habilitowanych filozofii.

Przeprowadzono analize zasad dydaktycznych, lezagcych u podstaw uzyskania wiedzy,
umiejetnosci oraz nawykow absolwentow wyzszych zaktadéw naukowych przy pomocy muzealnej
ekspozyciji i kolekcji.

Na podstawie doswiadczenia autorskiego z zakresu wyktadania dyscyplin ukierunkowanych
spotecznie z wykorzystaniem pedagogiki muzealnej, w publikacji przedstawiono gtéwne zasady
dotyczace metodyki oraz jej prezentacji. Wyznaczono kierunki zastosowania komunikaciji
muzealnych dla wspotpracy zakfadu naukowego z muzeum w celu ksztattowania elity w
spofeczenstwie.

Uzasadniono proces przygotowania absolwenta wyzszego zaktadu naukowego do pracy ze
srodkami dziatalnos¢ muzealno-pedagogicznej.

Abstract. The article reveals the role of the museum (local lore and educational
establishment) in activating the masters’ and postgraduates’ cognitive activity, improving the
education quality, forming the professional traits of future doctors of philosophy.

The author analyses the didactic principles, which based on the acquisition of knowledge,
skills and abilities of a higher school graduate with the help of museum exhibits and collections.

Based on the author’s experience in lecturing social disciplines and using museum pedagogy,
the publication presents the main principles of their teaching methods. The ways of the museum
communications’ use for the cooperation of the educational institution and the museum with the
purpose of forming the society elite are outlined.

The process of a high school graduate’s preparation for scientific work by means of museum-
pedagogical activity is substantiated.

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FORMATION OF THE NATIONAL ELITE IN HIGHER EDUCATIONAL ESTABLISHMNETS BY
MEANS OF THE MUSEUM PEDAGOGY

Formulation of scientific problem and its significance. A higher educational
establishment is called to form a national elite with a developed sense of patriotism. Therefore,
today, various disciplines, in particular, museology, pedagogy, history, should interact to intensify
the process of preparing nationally conscious youth. Based on these trends, one can emphasize
the relevance of the research topic.

Museums are scientific and, at the same time, cultural and educational institutions,
designed to document and explore the processes and phenomena of the historical development of
society, to preserve and use the monuments of past centuries. It is important to transfer cultural
and educational experience to students in the context of museum space. There is no doubt that
attracting museums of any kind to the educational process is a necessity. Today, their
communication with higher education is developing and becoming an integral part of both learning
and the education of student youth, which also determines the importance and relevance of the
topic of publication.

Analysis of recent research on this problem. The current state of Ukrainian
historiography shows that works, in particular M. Burlikina, A. Kirsanova, O. Omelchenko, T.
Mitrofanova and others, are general in nature or cover only the historical, ethnological or artistic
aspects of the problem. To the problem of the museums of the pedagogical profile as a factor in
the professional training of the teacher addressed individual researchers - E. Gerasimenko, V.
Zakalyuzhny, Yu Pavlenko.

Did not see the works in which the museum of pedagogical higher educational institution
was analyzed as an educational center that affects the formation of the national elite. It is worth
noting that in pedagogical literature, periodicals a significant role is devoted to the work, trends and
problems of the development of school museums [1, p.3]. Also, individual researchers discovered
the essence, methods and specificity of museum pedagogy, as a separate direction of pedagogical
science [2], [3].
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There are works, the authors of which focus on highlighting, first of all, the history of the
foundation of the museum [4], and then only briefly indicate the influence of the museum on the
upbringing of the younger generation in the spirit of love for their native land.

The education of young people in today's conflicting conditions for the development of
market relations, the processes of European integration and globalization is extremely difficult and
responsible. The problem of student education was discussed during scientific conferences
devoted to museum pedagogy [5].

The availability of materials and analysis of the museum's work at the university allows us
to take into consideration the issues of forming the elite by means of museum pedagogy. Museum
of the Kremenets Regional Humanitarian and Pedagogical Academy named after them. Taras
Shevchenko was opened in October, 2005. In his exploration, we use examples of cooperation
with the Kremenets Museum of Local Lore, which was created in 1937 in the building of the
present academy, and now acts as a separate institution in another room.

Formulating the purpose and objectives of the article. The purpose of the article is to find
out the influence of the museum on the formation of the national elite, given the lack of scientific
development of the problem.

The author poses the following tasks: to establish the role of the museum in the educational
process, to trace how it contributes to the professional formation of students and in this context to
show its importance in the education of the national elite in higher education.

Presentation of the main material and the substantiation of the results of the study. Today,
the opening of museums in higher educational institutions, the construction of exhibitions, the
involvement of students and teachers to work in the museum, the use of its materials during the
preparation for lectures, seminars, practical classes, educational activities, pedagogical practice -
is an example of the practical implementation of one of the forms of education and upbringing ,
aimed at stimulating students' interest in knowledge of the history of the region's education and
borrowing the best achievements of previous generations in their future work. This form should be
considered one of the innovative.

It should be emphasized that the museum of the pedagogical institution should be
integrated into the educational process: through its exhibits and forms of activity, it is associated
with the teaching of certain academic disciplines and additional education of students. The
legitimacy of the existence and effectiveness of the activities of museums is determined, firstly, by
the degree of inclusion in its work of students (as far as they are interested in this form of work),
and secondly, the use of its materials in the educational process, not only by individual teachers,
but also by all scientific and pedagogical collective, and thirdly, what results is the museum's work.
At the same time, the museum, as an institution, combines education and education, has powerful
means of emotional and informational influence on youth, which promotes, first of all, its national
and civic education as the best representatives of the nation.

Analyzing the practical work of the museum, it should be emphasized that the main
directions of its activities are: exposition (development of scientific concept, thematic structure,
design of exhibitions, organization of exhibitions); research (study of documents, work in libraries,
archives, writing of scientific works, conducting of scientific seminars, conferences); search
(replenishment of the museum's funds with new materials and exhibits, personal belongings and
manuscripts of graduates); Educational (educational and thematic excursions, pedagogical
readings, "round tables", presentation of books); mass-educational (lectures, thematic evenings,
video-clubs); inventory and inventory of the museum collection. Undoubtedly, there must be a plan
of work of the museum in directions, students should be appointed responsible for a certain area of
work. Every year a report on achievements, problems and prospects of the museum is heard on
the learned council.

Virtual excursions to museums are becoming widespread, and various programs are being
developed for their involvement in the educational process. The museum should also initiate the
practice of providing museum-educational services remotely. The world of educational space filled
with various online programs. Unfortunately, there are no courses in museum pedagogy. For
example, the Ukrainian educational market is also a participant of this process, it successfully sets
itself up such educational platforms as Prometeus, EdEra, DESK, etc. The basis of their
educational component is translated into the Ukrainian language courses of renowned foreign
universities and their own courses of Ukrainian teachers [6, ¢.39]. Consequently, you can create a
variety of courses for the formation of professional competence graduates specialty "History",
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based on museum pedagogy. Any museum may be involved as the base, since the online
exhibition course will not only convey the "spirit of the era" and deepen the student's knowledge,
but will also promote the institution itself. The best exhibits of the museum, which accumulate
historical memory and pass it on to the next generations, which is extremely important in the
formation of a patriotically conscious national elite.

A researcher O. Yatsun calls a number of positive aspects of online education. In our
opinion, it is worthwhile to highlight such as "expanding the market of service consumers through
the involvement of a large audience of foreign listeners" and "planting their own culture and values"
[6, p.40]. The latter statement is especially important, as national museums accumulate the
material and spiritual culture of Ukrainians. Accordingly, its involvement in the process of teaching
and educating students is important and will promote, first of all, the education of patriotism.
Educational courses require constant updating and updating. It is the museum information that can
help to supplement their content.

As the researcher R. Mankovsky observes in his publication, the communication between
visitors and the museum should be reversed. Employees need to be able to build a dialogue with
the museum audience, must process the integration of museum science in the process of creative
development and education of the individual [7, p.77]. For example, with the help of museum
exhibits at the "Archeology” halls of the Kremenets Museum of Local Lore, students during the
seminars on archeology were "immersed" in the historical environment, thus transferring
knowledge through the use of authentic artifacts. This is a typical example of how you can cultivate
a creative personality, the future elite of a society, which in turn promotes the museum, in the end,
its own history and culture. Also, experience shows that the effectiveness of mastering the lecture
material by students has increased significantly and increased their level of interest if it is read in
the museum's hall among the ancient objects of people of other centuries.

The pedagogical museum in the university is called to intensify cognitive activity of
students, improve the quality of education, provide educational work, promote the organization of
independent scientific work in order to form an enlightened personality, a representative of the
elite. The exposition of the museum provides a form of visibility in the study, in particular during the
study of pedagogy, history, ethnography, school education, and other professional disciplines.
There are significant documentary and photographic materials available in the museum that reflect
interesting pages of the history of educational institutions, in particular the teaching of certain
subjects, information about teachers and graduates, textbooks of the time, etc., contribute to a
thorough mastering of educational material. It should be noted that, choosing different forms of
extracurricular activities, the museum should instill skills and skills of creative work into students,
be the center of scientific and methodological work. It should have a scientific laboratory headed by
a specialist, and its participants should write scientific papers, speaking with them at seminars and
conferences, in the press, etc.

A mandatory condition for the functioning of the museum is the availability of an active
student asset. The work of a museum of an educational institution can be organized on the
principle of self-government. The highest governing body is the museum's council. She is elected
at the collections of student assets of the museum and consists of students, pedagogical, scientific
and pedagogical workers. Its quantitative composition is determined by the nature and scope of the
museum. Students themselves can be guides. They have to determine the main forms of
pedagogical and ethnographic work in the museum. This is, first of all, the work of circles, creative
associations, and so on. It is worth noting that there is a problem: how to encourage students to
work actively in the museum, make it interesting, effective? In our opinion, such technologies are
needed that can develop the skills and abilities of the student, to form a self-sufficient personality.
For example, the research project "The history of education in the region" should be introduced,
the final result of which will be the publication of a directory or the preparation of a video that will be
more likely to be peer-reviewed, first of all, peers than read the book.
