W zwigzku z pilng
potrzebg istniejacg w naukach pedagogicznych oraz ekonomicznych, a dotyczacg zaznaczonej
problematyki oraz zapotrzebowaniem jej w praktyce i brakiem systemy kompleksowego,
ogolnocentrycznego zbadania miejsca, roli i znaczenia socjalizacji ekonomicznej naukowcéw, sg
podstawy do tego aby uwazaé, iz dane badania sg poswiecone aktualnej problematyce istotnej z
punktu widzenia teoretycznego i praktycznego.

Abstract. In this article the main approaches to the definition of the economic consciousness
of a person and a scientist are presented; the material on the analysis of the structure and forms of
economic consciousness is summarized; the central tendencies in the economic socialization of
scientific and pedagogical workers are substantiated. It is established that, as of today, there is a
number of scientific researches devoted to the study of economic consciousness as a form of
social consciousness, its structure, levels, functions, types, etc. However, there are practically no
works devoted to the analysis of the place, role and importance of economic socialization of the
scientists themselves. And in view of the focused attention to the identified problem in pedagogical
and economic science and its demand in practice and, at the same time, in view of the lack of a
systematic, comprehensive general theoretical study of the place, role and significance of the
economic socialization of scientists, there are grounds to state that this study is devoted to the
pressing problem that has both theoretical and practical significance.

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FORMATION OF THE ECONOMIC CONSCIOUSNESS A SCIENTIST UNDER THE
CONDITIONS OF HIGHER EDUCATION REFORMS IN UKRAINE

Formulation of scientific problem and its significance. In today's rather complicated
political, social and economic conditions, the formation of a society in Ukraine, the development of
education and science in our country occurs, albeit with considerable difficulties and a huge lack of
funding, but conceptually and consistently, in which the decisive factor is the training of scientific
and pedagogical and scientific personnel. . There is no doubt that the moral health of the nation, its
progressive progress and a happy future depends to a large extent upon the level of the ethical
development of the scientist.

In modern science, the idea is that the constituent part of the scientist's consciousness is
economic consciousness - the highest level of mental reflection of economic relations [1, 4]. The
urgency of scientific research of the scientific consciousness of the scientist is connected with the
need to solve problems that arise in the process of economic socialization of scientific and
pedagogical staff. It should be noted that these problems arise in the field of adaptation processes
of the scientist in market socio-economic conditions, the inclusion of which takes place in different
ways.

Analysis of recent research. In the Ukrainian scientific literature, various problems of
modern higher education, associated with the improvement of the process of preparation of
doctors of philosophy and doctors of sciences, is considered in the writings of many scholars.
Separate aspects of economic socialization of the individual are considered in the works of G.V.
Lozhkina, V.V. Spasennikova, V.V. Podlyaschannik, O.S. Deineki, V.D. Lagutin and others
[1,4,5,8].

However, in the aforementioned directions, the question of formation of the scientist's
economic consciousness in conditions of increasing the practical orientation of teaching philosophy
doctors, which ensures the effective training of future scientists, is not investigated. Consequently,
the analysis of scientific research in the field of formation of a scientist's economic consciousness
in the context of the reform of higher education in Ukraine, indicates the need for a detailed
consideration of this problem.

Formulation of research goals and objectives. The purpose of the paper is to determine the
basic concepts of the study of the problem of forming the economic consciousness of a scientist.

Presentation of the main material and the substantiation of the results of the study. During
this period of the dynamic development of higher education in Ukraine, the modernization of the
socio-economic, political and cultural spheres of society, changes in the paradigm of social
development, the role and significance of social consciousness in general, and economic
consciousness in particular, are actualized.

There are various forms of social consciousness, through which people are aware of the
world - political, religious, moral, legal. In our opinion, economic consciousness as a special form
of social consciousness determines the potential ability of a person to exist in the economic space,
his ability and readiness to follow economic rules. It is an important prerequisite for the efficient
functioning of the economic system, the implementation of the basic principles of an economically
independent state.

The current legal acts regulating economic relations establish high standards of protection
and protection of citizens' rights. However, in practice, they are not fully implemented, remain
formal, which sometimes leads to aggravation of social tension, economic injustice, and
complicates the efficient economic scholar's socialization.

Economic consciousness reflects the economic conditions of human life, its macro-and
micro-environment, defines and regulates the formal-dynamic and content characteristics of its
social behavior in various spheres of economic space.

Economic consciousness is closely linked to economic behavior and is the rational basis of
the subjective mechanisms of such behavior. Economic consciousness forms economic models of
making economic decisions.

Today in science there are different approaches to the interpretation of the category
"economic consciousness”. In the studies G. Lozhkin, V. Respannikov interpret the economic
consciousness as a special form of mental activity, focused on the reflection and transformation of
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economic reality [1]. V. Lagutin believes that economic consciousness is the ability of the individual
to recognize, reflect and generalize economic reality, predict and predict the development of
economic processes [8].

We agree with the scholars that the scientist's economic consciousness is an integral part
of the consciousness of the individual, which is aimed at the reflection, transformation and
prediction of economic reality [4].

Reflecting the socio-economic environment, the scientific consciousness of the scientist
regulates the economic behavior of the scientist as a subject in this environment in all its diversity
of forms: from simplified adaptation to a radical change in the socio-economic environment.

In the study of economic consciousness, one must bear in mind that it itself is a complex
system of interconnected elements. Therefore, a structural and functional analysis of this category
is fully justified, which will allow more fully and comprehensively to disclose nature, essence,
purpose of economic consciousness, diversity and interaction of its constituents.

We believe that the main functional components of the economic consciousness of the
scientist is knowledge, assessment and belief [1].

Knowledge - it is a purely cognitive product of economic consciousness, assimilated by the
subject from the outside or self-produced economic information. Economic knowledge involves
preserving the material in memory in order to apply it in practice in real economic situations, as
well as for gaining new economic knowledge [1].

Economic assessments are the result of a correlation of current economic information with
previous experience, enriched by emotional attitudes in accordance with the importance for the
subject of the information [1].

Economic beliefs - it is a stable, systematic system of views, which is the economic outlook
of the subject. Formation of such beliefs is based on profound knowledge and estimation of
economic phenomena, but they do not change automatically, but are based on the economic
experience of a person as a result of economic activity [1].

Traditionally, there are three basic forms of economic consciousness: mass, group and
individual [1].

Economic consciousness is defined as the mass consciousness of society in relation to
economic issues, which have many important implications and economic consequences [1].

Group economic consciousness - a set of thoughts and ideas that determine the main
importance and direction of economic activity in this group [1].

Individual economic consciousness is considered as a special quality of an individual, who
is able to perceive the economic situation in a certain way to adequately evaluate it and
purposefully act. It is such a function of the human psyche, whose essence lies in the creative
rethinking of the external economic world in connection with the constantly received impressions,
with previous experience, in isolating oneself from the outside world and being opposed to it as the
subject of the object [1] .

In today's conditions of reforming higher education it is important to explore the
components of the scientific consciousness of the scientist. According to scientists [1], the leading
components are the notion of wealth, attitude to property, attitude to competition, various forms of
economic behavior, attitude towards money, orientation to economic values.

O. Deineka highlights the following structural components of economic consciousness that
are very important for a scientist: economic emotions and feelings, economic ideas and economic
values, perceptual sphere of economic behavior, economic norms, economic interest, economic
behavior, and economic activity [5].

In our opinion, it is very important to determine the impact of economic consciousness on
the activities of the scientist, as well as factors that determine its effectiveness. Economic
socialization allows the scientist to evaluate their and others' actions from the content, qualitative
side in the categories of value and moral relations, to correlate the assessed phenomena with a
certain standard, to select, to form relations, that is, to regulate behavior and communication. The
level of economic consciousness influences the choice of purpose and means, promotes the
correct formation of ideas about possible results of increase in income, self-esteem of business
success, compliance with and performance of certain responsibilities.

The functioning of the mechanism of forming the economic consciousness of a scientist is
influenced by two groups of factors: firstly, the economic consciousness of scientists; and
secondly, the economic consciousness of the representatives of authorized state bodies.
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The final result of the scientist's activity in acquiring knowledge, formation of economic
convictions depends crucially on the development and the formation of components of economic
consciousness, both of himself and of the authorities.

It should also be emphasized that the scientific consciousness of the scientist functions in
the system of direct and inverse relationships with the surrounding reality [1]. Direct links provide
adequate economic information, and the reciprocal - provide an opportunity to act based on these
data.

It should be noted that the quality of the economic socialization of a scientist (its
effectiveness) depends on the general culture of the scientist and the economic culture in
particular. The effectiveness of economic socialization must be assessed as a negative value if the
goals of economic norms are met, the principles are observed, but there is an undesirable social
effect caused by the very activity of the scientist, that is, the formation of economic consciousness
occurred in such a way that, instead of respect for the environment, for civil servants the scientist
has the opposite belief, which may subsequently manifest in his actions.

Conclusions and perspectives of further research.

The theoretical analysis of the problem of formation of the economic consciousness of the
scientist once more proves that in studying the problems of forming the pedagogical ethics of
scientists in Ukraine, the component of it as an economic self-consciousness practically remains
out of the attention - the role of the scientist himself in the process of isolating himself, his attitude
towards himself, and assessing his capabilities. Along with this, the formed economic
consciousness of both individual scientists and government representatives is a prerequisite for the
gualitative and efficient functioning of the economy, politics, education and science in the state.
Attitudes to the fairness of rights and obligations, permissions and prohibitions directly influence
the formation of the settings and motives of human economic behavior in the scientific sphere; in
the process of regulating the economic behavior of scientists, an active role of economic
consciousness manifests itself.

Such a perspective on the problem will be the main spectrum of further theoretical
generalizations and empirical studies of the phenomenon of economic consciousness of scientists
in the process of reforming higher education in Ukraine.
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
