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Streszczenie. W artykule przeprowadzono probe zbadania osobliwosci wykonywania
sgdownictwa Il RP oraz miejsca Stanistawskiego Sgdu Okregowego w tych nieprostych procesach
dotyczacych ziem zachodnioukrainskich. Przedstawia sie poszczegodlne aspekty wspétpracy
Stanistawskiego Sgadu w procesach politycznych Polski miedzywojennej w latach 1920.
Wykorzystano informacje zawartg w dokumentacji Archiwum Panstwowego Obwodu lwano -
Frankowskiego, ktora przedstawia dziatalno$¢ organéw sgdowniczych Stanistawskiego Sadu
Okregowego w sktadzie Il Rzeczypospolitej. W metodologii badawczej wykorzystano nastepujgce
metody: normatywno-wartosciowe, analize logiczng, uogdinienie, systematyzacje. Przedstawiono
osobliwoéci prowadzenia postepowania sgdowego w ktérych oskarzano osoby o narodowosci
ukrainskiej przynalezgce do Ukrainskiej Organizacji Wojskowej. Oméwiono stosunek ludnosci
ukrainskiej do realizacji polityki narodowej (wielonarodowej) 1l Rzeczypospolitej w Galicji
Wschodniej. Okredlono problematyke przymusowej integracji ziem ukrainskich do panstwa
polskiego w latach 20. XX w.

Abstract. The article attempts to investigate the features of the legal proceedings
implementation in the Second Polish Republic and the place of Stanyslaviv District Court in that
difficult for West Ukrainian lands important processes. Some aspects of the legal proceedings of
Stanyslaviv District Court in the political processes of interwar Poland in the 1920s are clarified.
The information, representing the activities of the judicial agancies of Stanyslaviv in the
composition of the Second Polish Republic is used,from the documents of the State Archives of
Ivano-Frankivsk Oblast. The research methodology is determined by using the following methods:
normative-value, logical analysis, generalization and systematization. The features of the legal
proceedings regarding prosecutions of people on the basis of Ukrainian nationality for belonging to
the Ukrainian Military Organization are revealed. The attitude of Ukrainians towards national
(mononational) politics of the Second Polish Republic in Eastern Galicia is characterized. The
problems of the invasive integration of Ukrainian lands into the Polish state in the 1920s are
defined.

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PROSECUTION OF BELONGING TO THE UKRAINIAN MILITARY ORGANIZATION IN THE
LEGAL PROCEEDINGS OF STANYSLAVIV DISTRICT COURT

Zvarych Roman

Introduction. The writings of the authors who selected the subject of their research on the
national policy of Poland in the western Ukrainian lands in the 1920's reflect the essence of the
directions of the Second Rzeczpospolita's activity in the forcible integration of ethnically non-Polish
lands to the newly created in the twentieth century. state The organization of the Polish legal
system of the interwar period also became the object of scientific interest, but the implementation
of the judiciary of the Stanislav District Court in cases in which accused of belonging to the UVO
remains unexplored. The purpose of the article is to investigate the proceedings of the Stanislaviv
District Court in the Second Rzeczpospolita in connection with the prosecution for belonging to the
Ukrainian Military Organization.

Main part. Achievement of the set goal is achieved by solving the following tasks: to outline
the essence of the national policy of the Second Commonwealth on Eastern Galicia in the 20's of
the 20th century; to analyze the peculiarities of court proceedings in which Ukrainians were
accused of contact with the Ukrainian Military Organization; to determine the attitude of the
Ukrainian people towards the national policy of the Second Commonwealth.

The state of scientific research of the chosen problem allows to distinguish the scientific
achievements of M. Andrusyak, O. Zaitsev, O. Kucheruk, P. Mirchuk, O. Rublev, Yu. Chernenko
and other researchers. The most important volume of investigation of the proceedings of the
Stanislav District Court in the Second Rzecz Pospolita is unpublished archival materials of the
State Archives of Ivano-Frankivsk oblast. When writing the contents of scientific intelligence, the
following methods of research were used: normative-value, logical analysis, generalization and
systematization.

The decision of the council of the ambassadors strengthened the intervention of the Second
Commonwealth in Eastern Galicia. Judiciary has become a method of discrimination and
enslavement in the state policy of Poland. The incorporate vector of the development of a
monotonational state could not take into account the interests of other nationalities for the
establishment of Polish superiority, the recognition of a unified religion, and opolition.
Strengthening the policy of oppression of national minorities did not take into account the factor of
instability of the volitional nature of the "Malopolska Uskodnya" population, which was practically
biannual. The most terrible factor in the implementation of the domestic endeavors policy was
Ukrainians, which were and should remain synonymous with intellectuals, consciousness,
education and professionalism, religiosity, their own statehood, non-subordination. Ukrainians, as
the titular owners of their families, could not arrange a persistent encroachment of the Second
Commonwealth not only on the frontiers of the foreign-invader, but also the renunciation of their
Ukrainian culture (education, language, Greek-Catholicism), the ability to represent desirable
figures in the authorities, local authorities governance, free expression and movement - have their
own "original development" (Konstytucja Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej, 1921).

In addition, it is necessary to add stratification of various political, cultural, and religious
differences in the Ukrainian society and the use of the Ukrainian problem to meet its own
geopolitical ambitions in Poland, various views on the state affiliation of Western Ukraine. The
Ukrainian problem was a constant cause of a sharp social and political struggle in Galicia and
beyond, which determined the variability of the views of various political forces on the prospects
and ways of its solution (Krasivsky, 2001, p. 284).

In general, the position of all the ruling Polish political forces of the interwar period in the
area of solving national problems had three components:

1) the imperial idea: the creation of "the country's fire and sword" from the sea to the sea
(from the Black Sea to the Baltic Sea). This element of Polish politics was formed in the XIV
century. and was united in the twentieth century. with the idea of a cultural mission. According to
the latest Polish culture, the Poles were perceived as "higher" and "better”, which the Ukrainian
rebellious population can only perceive through its coercion as a result of its "backwardness";
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2) the idea of the pre-Roman Empire: first introduced by the Polish Roman Catholic priests.
They argued that Polish Catholicism was an outpost of Christianity against non-Christian and anti-
Christian barbarism. Poland acted as a defender of Christian Europe from the godless (atheistic)
Bolshevik regime. Orthodoxy of the Ukrainian population of Kholmshchyna, Podlasie and Volhynia,
as well as the Ukrainian Greek Catholic Church in Galicia, were perceived by the adherents of this
idea as non-canonical and anti-Catholic;

3) the idea of sarmatism: the magnate-gentry top of Polish society is endowed with special
aristocratic dominant traits inherited from the Sarmatians. This idea, which also arose in the Middle
Ages, was transformed into an ideology of chauvinism, national superiority of Poles against
Ukrainians in the interwar period (Smoley 2003, 8, 10).

Ukrainian public-political figures of that era put forward their own concept of ethnopolitical
and state-building development of the Ukrainian nation. They opposed the idea of building the
Ukrainian Self-Associated State, expansion of democratic rights and freedoms, national solidarity
of Ukrainians to the Polish imperial concepts (Kugutyak, 2012, pp. 4-5).

The entire policy of the Polish authorities was aimed at violating the rights of the Ukrainian
population, including the government bodies of the Second Commonwealth, police violence and
prosecution, military conscription. The newspaper "Dilo" informed that Mary Smetanyuk was
arrested in Pechenezhin, who was imprisoned in Stanislav. The house left six small children of
school age. Children without any custody, because the location of the husband of the prisoner is
unknown. Pechenezhinsky people said that Mary Smetanyuk brutally beat the gendarme, Vecorek,
guestioning "where is your husband". The reason for the arrest is unknown. The Turchanskii
Starostan Frankivskyi did not satisfy the request of Nikolay lInitsky for two months, who wanted to
engage in fishing. Starostoj replied by letter that the request would not be satisfied, since it was
accompanied by a metric, written in Ukrainian (Dilo, 1922, September 3). Ukrainians were
subjected to unjustified harassment by the judicial and police institutions of the Second
Commonwealth for their aspirations for sovereignty.

Of course, such pace of national oppression led to the activation of the Ukrainian national
liberation movement, which operated in two ways: legal, in accordance with the statehood of the
Second Commonwealth on Ukrainian lands, an open public opposition by the representatives of
the Ukrainian political forces to the Polish rule in Eastern Galicia, being in including, in the
"legitimate" authorities; underground - subversion by cultural, educational, public or military
organizations or indirect incitement to the colonial regime of the Second Commonwealth,
interpreted as a crime of "major betrayal" - state betrayal. And this, in turn, provided courts and
other jurisdictions with an investigation, prosecution and sentences, not always grounded
arguments, convicted - nationally humiliated Ukrainians.

The Stanislavsky Regional Court was established in 1850 on the basis of the Statute of the
Judiciary of June 14, 1849 (Allgemeines Reichs-Gesetz-und Regierungsblatt fir das Kaiserthum
Oesterreich, 1850, s. 343-351), and in 1853 it was renamed the District Court ( Shemshuchenko,
2002, p. 255). The building for the Stanislavsky District Court was constructed during the reign of
Avila in 1909-1910 on the street. Bilinsky (Kravtsev, 1975, p. 615). In the period from November 12
to March 18, 1928, the investigating department of the Stanislaviv District Court considered a case
in which Salvevich Hryhoriy Benediktovich and Alexander Dyakov were accused of belonging to
the Ukrainian Military Organization (hereinafter referred to as the Military Organization).

The threat to the Polish statehood was seen by the occupation authorities on the part of
almost every Ukrainian who wore or kept at home any element of military uniform or Ukrainian
distinction. On June 26, 1922, the leadership of the State Police Team X of the Stanislaviv District
filed a written proposal to the Voivodship Presidium regarding the prohibition on wearing civilians,
Ukrainians, military bats and officer decorations of former enemy, ie Ukrainian, armies, as well as
separate elements of military form. Police directors motivated their proposal by the fact that the
wearing of uniforms can be demonstrated by leaders and members of Ukrainian secret
organizations, than to create the impression of defenselessness and demonstrative force.
Therefore, it is recommended that the Voivodship Presidium not only prohibit Ukrainians belts,
snuff boxes, military jackets and trousers, but also confiscate all these things in them (Andrusyak,
2014, pp. 56-57).

What is SVO, the origins of the creation of a high-frequency education are known, but the
exact date of its foundation has not yet been established in the scientific field. According to
P.Mirchuk, the Meeting of the Archery Council in Prague, in July 1920, it is necessary to consider
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the date of the rise of the UBO (Mirchuk, 1968, pp. 18), after which the Rifle Council ceased to
exist. This statement contradicts the statement of O. Kucheruk that the Army council officially did
not self-dissolve in July 1920 - its last meeting took place on September 10-12, 1921 (Kucheruk,
2002, pp. 136-139), referring to the latter O. Zaitsev denied , that there is no reliable documentary
evidence of the establishment of a UHV at the July meeting of 1920 (Zaitsev, 2013, p. 158).

We can only quote from the article by Y. Konovalets about the plans of Ukrainian
emigration to continue the military struggle for Ukrainian statehood and the circumstances of the
formation of a high-level education, dated August 31, 1920. In particular, it describes that in July
1920, the last meeting took place in Prague The Musketeers' Council, on which, after finding out
the disinterestedness and inexpediency of further staying abroad, it was decided to urge all the
Sich Riflemen to return to Galicia. After the meeting of the Riflemen's Council, the Sich-Rifle
organization actually ceased to exist. Most of the Sich Riflemen, who were abroad, for the most
part dispersed, one on the Dnieper, others - in Galicia. Each of them joined the group or party,
which better corresponded to his personal conviction.

In addition, on the initiative of the shooting officers in Prague, on August 31, 1920, a
"Congress of the Retainers of the Ukrainian Military Organizations” was held, informally
represented by representatives of the Brigade in the German Yablonne (Commandant of the
Brigade, the regiment of Varvoda, forbidding to participate in this) riding), a representative of the
Ukrainian Union of Staszyn in Vienna, representatives of the working-class hundreds in
Transcarpathian Ukraine and representatives of American emigration. At this Congress, among
other resolutions were adopted, such as the fact that the Congress considered not to put up
militaristic resistance to the unification of Ukrainian lands, which is now brewing through the
Bolshevik offensive, simultaneously appeals to all the elders and rioters of the Ukrainian Army to
further a consistent struggle for independence of Ukraine; The congress considered it necessary to
hide in the organized form the existing military units outside Ukraine and unite them ideologically
with each other. The congress called on all those who returned to Ukraine to work locally, and then
passed resolutions on the central ideological leadership of all military organizations (Konovalets,
1928, pp. 203-204; Kugutyak, 2012, pp. 80-81). And on September 2, 1920, by order of Part 1, the
formation of the Initial Collegium of Military Organizations was proclaimed (Sosivnich, 2005, p. 74).
The implementation of the ideological unity of the militaristic movement of the Ukrainian people
was carried out by Osip Navrotsky, Yaroslav Chizh, Mykhailo Matchak, Vasyl Kuchabskyi Yuri
Polyansky and Volodymyr Tselevich, later by Roman Dashkevich, Mikhail Kurah, Bogdan
Gnatevich, Dmitry Paliyev, Ostap Kobersky, Evgeni Zibliukevich, Stepan Fedak and others. They
united the scattered remains of the Ukrainian Galician army, military underground, and created one
- the Military Organization, shortly - VO or Volia (Navrotsky, 1963, pp. 25-62).

The newspaper "Dilo" reported that "Committee of Ukrainian Youth", having armed struggle
in the program, created or reconstructed and consolidated the "Will" society. It was a military
organization, which included all students and former officers of the Ukrainian Army, and ordinary
soldiers were included only in the case of bailing for them. The coordinating body was the so-called
"Initial Collage" ("Nachkol"), which was subordinated to the system of county organizations. The
purpose of "Will"* activity was to group as many people as possible, to follow the Polish troops and
armed action. The peculiarity of the organizational structure was the system of five, according to
which no more than five members of "Will" were familiar with each other. It was a whole hierarchy
of military headquarters, which were subject to "chests", "hundreds" and "four". The magazine
referred to the accession of S. Fedak to the organization in March 1920 (Dilo, 1922, September 3).

Consequently, we can assume that the idea of the creation of the UHF was not in July 1920
- at the Meeting of the Rifle Council in Prague, and not in August - the "Congress of the Deposits of
the Ukrainian Military Organizations”, and not even in the autumn of 1920, and in the spring
(possibly earlier) 1920 - on the reorganization of the "Committee of Student Youth" into the military
organization "Will". However, judging from the content of the oath constituted by the members of
the Will, it can be confident that the idea of a struggle, including armed, for the independence of
the Ukrainian nation and the protection of the rights of its people, is the original idea of the
Ukrainian people - Ukrainian statehood, which can reach its beginnings are far from the period
chosen by the chronological boundaries of the dissertation research. It is also important to
acknowledge the assertion that the leaders of the Verkhovna Rada addressed the heads of the
Dnieper Ukraine (the Bolsheviks) with a request for financial assistance (Rublev, Cherchenko,
1994, p. 262) and not reject the grounds for the existence of influence on the last of those senior
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officers of the Sichovy Strelts who dispersed after the dissolution of the Sichovo-Strelets
organization not only to Galicia, but also to the Dnieper.

Returning to the consideration of the proceedings of the above-mentioned defendants of
the Stanislaviv District Court for the affiliation with the UIA, the description of the unlawful act by
the investigating department of the Stanislaviv district command of the State Police of the Second
Commonwealth, which was sent to the Stanislav District Attorney on November 12, 1928, that in its
activity SVV uses "permanent dispositional measures”, in particular, regardless of the completion
of the "final result”" from time to time commit acts of terror and sabotage The expanded propaganda
of the UWO aims to stir up a sense of dissatisfaction among the Ukrainians about the current state
of affairs among Ukrainians, spreading hatred towards the Polish state and the Polish government
among them, and thus prepare a favorable ground for their work. at the appropriate moment,
cause an armed insurrection against the Polish state and release from the Polish administration of
Malopolska Uprising. This activity is caused by the "arrangement" of the enemy by the Polish state
with the statements of the masses of Ukrainian society, in particular the tragic events of November
1 that took place in Lviv - this was precisely the result of the work carried out in this direction by the
levers of the UVO (DAIFO, vol. 230, op. 1, Issue 11, Stage 9).

A massive demonstration on the occasion of the tenth anniversary of the proclamation of
the Western Ukrainian People's Republic took place on this day after the pilgrimage to the
Cathedral of St. George. When the Polish police tried to disperse the demonstrators, the armed
members of the UVO, who were among the protesters, opened fire. Only the arrival of the aid
helped the police suppress the performance, because demonstrators in the heat of the day were
ready to disarm the police and possibly start a power struggle in the city. However, the UNDP
leadership was not prepared for such a deployment (Kenty, 2005, p. 332).

In the same document to the prosecutor of the Stanislavsky district court it was noted that
during a search in Stanislaviv, in a private residence of Gregory Salevich, a member of the local
organization, a custody of 70 copies of the magazine "Surma" - an illegal organ of the UVD was
found in a private cabinet. The foundations of Surmie, obtained by Salovevich from the Department
of Internal Affairs, and intended to distribute it among the public, both in the city of Stanislavov and
in the provinces where Saliewicz left very often, according to the directives received.

During a search of the same day in the Stanislavivskyi Plot Union, the Co-operative was
found in the writing board of the director of this institution inzh. Some memorable crosses in the
amount of 31 pieces sent to him from UVO in order to distribute them among the former
participants in the battles for the liberation of Ukraine and the honored members of the UFO.

In addition, there was found a military statute, the norms of which provided for the order and
method of giving the crosses; three lists of persons who are spousal in providing crosses; a letter
signed in the name of Lisovych ("Lisowycz") (DAIFO, vol. 230, op. 1, issue 11, p.10), the content of
which concerns the sending (sending) of crosses and ribbons to the hands of Dyakiv; a letter from
Pavlykovsky (Pawlikowskiego) from Lviv in the occupation of the position of Dyakiv in connection
with the celebration (marking) of the 10th anniversary of the Western Ukrainian Republic. In the
private residence of Dyakiva during the search, a specimen of Surmium and a high-tech
communication were found.

The fact of revealing the communique of the UWA Country Team clearly demonstrates the
involvement of Engineer Dyakiv in the activities of this organization. The content of that
communique for the broad circles of the Ukrainian population not related to the close connection
with the UNDP was submitted to the public in the magazine "Surma" for August-September, in the
form in which the engineer Dyakiv was found. This communique was issued specifically for the
most prominent members and supervisors of the UHF in order to advertise its content in all
divisions and local organizations of the UHF (DAIFO, vol. 230, op. 1, p. 11, p.11).

In the explanations of the defendants G. Salevich, the fact that he detected 70 copies of
Surmie was justifying in such a way that he had absolutely no relation to this case and did not see
that "Surma" was in such a quantity at his home. Unfortunately, Stanislavov's police body did not
consider his acquittal to be true, because, on the basis of a long period of time, his personality and
activities were monitored with the permission of the investigating department, and on the basis of
materials obtained through secret (secret) criminal proceedings, it was argued, without any doubt,
that G. Saliewicz is a well-known and active member of the local NGO, is the head of the Surm's
distribution campaign in this area.
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In turn, Oleksandr Dyakov explained that the crosses he had found during his search along
with the rules (charter) regarding their distribution were sent to him by mail from Lviv from an
unknown sender whom he could not even describe. Similarly, he gave an explanation of the letter
he had found in his letter, signed by the name Lesovich, whose content concerned the sending to
the hands of Diakiv crosses and ribbons. Regarding his "Surmium", the communique of the UWO
Country Team - could not explain. His displays appeared to be doubtful to the investigating
department of the Stanislaviv district command of the Police of the Second Polish Commonwealth,
since the measures described in the act firmly argued that Dyakov was consciously and
purposefully involved in distributing the crosses issued by the UVO, using the institution of the
company to disguise them, in which he was director and held a position of office there (DAIFO, vol.
230, op. 1, issue 11, pp. 11).

In the protocol of the interrogation of engineer O. Dyakiv, of course, Ukrainian nationality
and Greek-Catholic for confession, from November 11, 1928, it was found that the crosses were
discovered during the search in the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics of crosses sent by mail
from Lviv to O. Dyakiv at the end of October or in early November. In the departure there were
crosses and statutes, the provisions of which contained the order of distribution of the crosses and
the names of the persons whom they could be provided. A few days later, the mail received a
second parcel containing ribbons for previously sent crosses and a letter to an unknown author,
signed by the name Lesovich. By the third letter O. Dyakiva was informed about sending of ribbons
to 40 crosses with one sample. This letter informed O. Dyakiv that he receives 25 crosses from the
so-called Husar (Huzara). About which Guzar was speaking the language did not know the
interrogation, because he knows only two people with the same name: one from Galich, the
second from Lviv. As a whole, 39 crosses were received, to which his wife O. Dyakiv Oksana, at
his request, produced ribbons from the material obtained from Lviv.

O. Dyakov spoke with Nikolai Shvalyuk ("Szwaluk") in the division of those crosses and
decided to finally hand them over, not knowing that this could carry the character of an illegal or
anti-state action. For the investigator it was not clear why the unknown person attracted him to
such purposes and assumed that this could be a normal provocation on the part of those who
initiated the action of the distribution of crosses. He firmly asserted that he never belonged, and
even did not have to belong to UBO, because he worked in the field of economics in connection
with which he did not face the related preliminary accusations.

O. Dyakov stated that he had no information about the UPS-inspired action of spreading the
memorable crosses found on his desk in the State Union of Cooperatives. If he knew, then he
would not firmly take the least part in that activity. Doubtless, he handed over 8 pieces to the
crosses, in particular No. 0928 left for himself, No. 0929 handed the professor. Rostkowicz
(Rostkowczowi), No. 0939 Drills and other employees of the Union Union of Cooperatives and the
Oil and Gas Union.

Three letters to the names of those who ask for the crosses to be questioned and found
during the search, O. Dyakov saw at one after lunch a week before the date of the interrogation.
These crosses lay on a writing desk in the State Union of Cooperatives. Who left them there
absolutely did not know and could not even imagine. The letter of the engineer Pavlykovsky
(Pawlikowskiego) from Lviv, found in the pocket, was in the form of a participation in the
celebration of the decade of November 1, testified to the employment situation in the case, and the
fact that O. Dyakov was an opponent and did not allow him to moo that memorable date in the Wall
of the Union of Soviet Union Co-operatives (DAIFO, vol. 230, op. 1, issue 11, pp. 12).

From the analysis of the interrogation protocol O. Dyakiv, carried out in the office of the
Stanislaviv Investigation Department, it clearly shows any objections of the accused to involvement
in the IVF, of course, the fact of taking orders from unknown persons regarding the distribution of
memorable crosses in connection with the celebration of the anniversary of creation ZUNR is
subject to certain suspicions. However, this does not indicate a connection with some illegal
organizations, since ensuring the autonomy of national minorities, as well as celebrating the
anniversary of the November 1, 1918 event, the creation of such autonomy of the Ukrainian people
was guaranteed by the 1921 Constitution of the Second Common Polish Commonwealth.
Therefore, no unlawful actions in this should not have been seen, as claimed by O. Dyakov. But,
despite the norms of the constitution, international obligations and the lack of grounds for even
detention, O. Dyakiva was arrested and charged with committing all the same crime of state
betrayal under Art. 58 CPS of the Commonwealth of the Commonwealth.
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On November 17, 1928, the Stanislavsky District Court, through a lawyer, Dr. Y.
Kryzhanovsky, received a petition from the accused engineer O. Dyakiv, who was detained under
investigative arrest in a criminal case against the decision of the investigating judge dated
November 15, 1928, with a request for release on a free will.

Against the above-mentioned resolution of the investigating judge, who imposed an
investigative detention O. Dyakov through a lawyer and applied for the arrest of the investigator to
be canceled and released, as the prosecution against him was groundless, since there is no
factual evidence of his guilt in committing a criminal offense. He never belonged to any
unauthorized organization, especially to an anti-state organization, never received or distributed
any unauthorized letters or other objects of any prohibited organization, in any other way did not
participate in the activities of such organizations.

Committed entirely to duties of his rank, position and family duties (wife and child). In the
petition, he testified that he devoted his time and sacrificed the performance of those duties,
working exclusively in the economic field of co-operation and taking care of the good of the family.
Moreover, he had some health problems recently, only thanks to vigorous medical help, he
recovered from a serious illness (jaundice), the consequences of which he felt at that time.

In the act that he was incriminated, O. Dyakov believed that there were no signs of a crime,
neither "object" nor "substitute”.

The lack of signs of "substitute" refers to his then-not-soiled life, dedicated, as mentioned
above, to economic labor and family responsibilities.

The lack of signs under the guise of "objects" is confirmed by the fact that O. Dyakov did
not receive or distribute any unauthorized letters or other prohibited items (DAIFO, vol. 230, op. 1,
verse 11, pp. 29-29).

The content of the notions of "subject"”, "substitute" signs of a crime can be characterized as
"objective" and, accordingly, "subjective". Objective signs of a crime or the objective aspect of a
crime in its subjective meaning - a set of all external circumstances of the person's life, which in
this case were not subject to unlawful identification; the substantive or subjective feature of the
crime could indicate a deliberate distribution of the Second Law of the Commonwealth prohibited
by law, but the actions of O. Dyakiv were within the legitimate limits, which was motivated by the
petition of the Stanislaviv judicial investigation.

Monumental signs, which were in doubt, did not have a ban, were publicly worn, for
example in Lviv, and in no case were anything criminal, illegal. In the time before the court
proceedings in question were publicly distributed souvenir signs of so-called. The Talgorans wrote
about it in the periodicals, pointed out O. Dyakov, and nobody saw anything wrong with this. For
example, the former affiliation with the UHA is not seen as an unlawful ("caricant") misdemeanor or
act, therefore, and the landmark of the former affiliation with that Army could not be regarded as
something unlawful or "caricatured" - was foreseen in an appeal to the Stanislav District Court .

But even the presence of obscene isolated presses, although, as was noted above, O.
Dyakov did not commit and distribute, can not at that time state of education, culture, science and
intellectual development be considered a criminal offense. Thus, the intellectual acquaintance with
the manifestations of human society was a good right of a cultural person and could not be
regarded as something illegal.

In the worst case, even if they admit the unlawfulness of the person arrested, then there
were no indications of the crime that he was charged with, and one could not assume that any
violation of the law was committed.

In this state of affairs, there was no reason to impose an arrest on O. Dyakiv, especially
since he was a law-abiding citizen with poor health, connected with his rank and family, with the
then place of life in Stanislav and gave his full guarantee there is staying (DAIFO, vol. 230, op. 1,
issue 11, p. 29, item 30).

In the informed act of the Stanislavl Investigation Department of the district command of the
Police of the Second Commonwealth, No. 7257/28, dated November 16, 1928, it was noted that
probably from November 7-8, 1928, until then, a person who worked in the Stanislavsky District
Co-operative Union, allegedly for On the order of Engineer Dyakiv - the Director of the Union, he
carried the magazine "Surma”, specially for the homes of "politically suspected” persons. Such a
magazine was received from the person who distributed these magazines in the specified days A.
Hubert (A. Hubert) (DAIFO, vol. 230, op. 1, pp. 11, pp. 34).
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Such a message from the Stanislavsky Investigation Department of the Polish Police
County Police Team in the prosecution process raises a number of comments that are based on
assumptions - "probable”, "as if". These are not permissible facts of existence in the sense of the
grounds for bringing, especially, to criminal liability. Can not assume the involvement of Ing.
Thanks to these acts, which have not been prosecuted so far, they are to be construed as a
violation of the law. In addition, there is no exact date for such receipt of the journal A. Hubert, the
investigation did not establish who exactly from the employees of the institution, where the leader
was O. Dyakov, was carrying the magazine "Surma" magazine, although this could be done taking
into account the scope of the judicial investigation ( The materials of the case on the accusation of
G. Salevich and O. Dyakiv in the Stanislav district court make up 111 pages). If the magazine
"Surma" was anti-state and forbidden, then why did A. Hubert pose himself at risk by taking him
and thus put himself within the scope of forensic prosecution for so-called. "The connection with
the UVO", which was not taken into account by the police, the prosecutor's office or the court of
Stanislavov. Even if one admits such assumptions, O. Dyakiva may be questioned as "an order" by
the journal "Surma" to a man who would give such impressions. Of course, in the case of
awareness of the arrested crime of their actions, which is noted in the acts of the case and does
not agree itself O. Dyakov. In the end, it should not be discounted the possibility of falsifying such
information by the judicial authorities, because it was on the fiction and deception that the entire
state system of the emerging Second Commonwealth was built.

The interrogation protocol of 10. 11. 1928 G. Saliewicz, son of Benedict and Antonina, born
in 1902 in Oknyany, Tlumac county, Greek Catholic, Ukrainian nationality, student of philosophy,
unmarried, previously unconvicted, testified that G.Salevich a member of the UND is not, knew
only about its existence and activity, on the basis of reading the magazines learned about it.

The magazines, from which the information about the existence and activity of the UVO
was based on: "Dilo", "New Time", "Age of New", "Surma", etc., was not sympathetic to the
program and the slogans stated by the UIA. In political life did not take part. The interrogation was
a student of philosophy, was occupied with lectures and science, from where he drew knowledge
and had no time to engage in other affairs. With regard to his 70 copies of Surma, a printed organ
of the UFO, he explained that they were left to him by an unknown person without his knowledge.

His house was Masseyevich Volodymyr (Maciejewicz Wiodzimierz), Slobodian Ivan
("Stobodzian Iwan"), Saliha Petro ("Satyga Piotr"), Bojczuk Jézef. However, those individuals could
not exactly support or belong to the UVO, and none of them, without the knowledge of G. Salevich,
could not leave copies of "Surma" found in his search during the search. He argued that he had
nothing to do with the case he was incriminated (DAIFO, vol. 230, op. 1, pp. 11, pp. 13).

Unfortunately, the testimony of G.Salevich as well as O.Dyakiv was not taken into account
during the execution of the proceedings by the Stanislav District Court. They were still under arrest
by the investigators - in detention.

The head of the Stanislaviv Criminal Investigative Prison reported to the Xl Department of
the Stanislaviv District Court that the prisoner under investigation G. Salievich was ordered by the
Stanislav District Court of November 22, 1928, Vr. 2911/28 of the same day, the State Police of
Stanislavov in order to bring him to Lviv (DAIFO, vol. 230, op. 1, p. 11, p. 40).

On January 9, 1929, according to G.Salevich, six letters were drawn up on the accusation,
according to which he was convicted of committing a crime of state betrayal provided for in Articles
58z, 59b, the second passage, 8, 302, 65a, 34, 35 (DAIFO, vol. 230, op. 1, vol. 11, pp. 90-92). On
January 10, 1929, the prosecutor of the Stanislaviv district court declared the action of O. Dyakiv
as "administrative-criminal" and reported to the investigating judge of the Stanislav district court
(DAIFO, p. 230, op. 1, p. 11, p. 89). On December 22, 1928, the VI Department of the Stanislaviv
District Court stated that the numbers of the magazine "Surma" for the months of June, July,
August and September 1928, found in Gregory Salevich and Alexander Dyakiv in the names of the
articles "Sabotage”, "General on the police practice "," Who are the enemies of us ", and others as
having the essential features of the crime provided for in art. 58c (DAIFO, vol. 230, op. 1, issue 11,
pp. 97).

Conclusions. Thus, on the one hundred and eleven pages of the case on the accusation of
G. Salevich and O. Dyakiv for the affiliation with the UIA the whole system of forensic authorities,
Stanislaviv and Lviv built charges under which the Stanislaviv district court recognized the actions
of those arrested as criminal. Despite the unreliability of evidence, the doubtfulness of the
information provided in the documents of the Polish authorities, the lack of conformity with other
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documents testifies to the subjective, prejudiced attitude during the proceedings to G. Salevich and
O. Dyakiv on the grounds of Ukrainian nationality, Greek Catholic faith, student and the head of the
institution - persons anti-state and not acceptable in the society of the Second Common Polish
Commonwealth. The trial, which lasted for more than four months, clearly shows the activities of
the Stanislaviv District Court in the state policy of the Second Commonwealth, and the case of one
of his defendants will still be considered in the 1930's.
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
