STATE BORDERS FORMATION AND INSTITUTIONALIZATION

The article summarizes the essence of the concept of "state border". Theoretical basics of
establishment of state borders are considered. The successive stages of the establishment of the
state borders are considered: alocation, delimitation and demarcation. The article deals with the
legal regulation of border. The influence of external and internal factors on the formation of state
borders is shown. The process of institutionalization of the border is investigated. The role of
public institutions in the functioning of the border is considered. The importance of the border
services (army, customs, law enforcement agencies in the operation of state borders) is
highlighted. The article generalized tasks and functions of government institutions, mentioned
above, in the areas of protection and the functioning of boundaries.

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STATE BORDERS FORMATION AND INSTITUTIONALIZATION

Formulation of scientific problem and its significance. The border is an integral sign of the
sovereignty of any state, as well as a mandatory factor in the formation of a holistic state-
territorial organism. Without clearly defined borders, the state can not realize the whole complex
of its sovereign rights. The main task of the state borders is to determine the spatial boundaries
of the territorial supremacy of the state and to limit the territory belonging to it, which forms the
material basis of the vital activity of the people and the state itself. Borders should be considered
as an integral part of an integrated system of international relations and civilization development.
The study of boundaries led to the formation of a science of borders - "limnology" (from the Latin
limes - the border, the border). If at first limnology was mainly engaged geographers, later -
political scientists and economists, now it attracts the attention of scholars from the field of
history, culture, literature, linguistics, sociology, etc. Limology, depending on the predominance of
theoretical or applied research, is divided into theoretical and practical (or border studies).
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Analysis of recent research and publications. Representatives of theoretical limology
developed the majority of modern classification schemes regarding the types of boundaries,
studied their functions, proposed the theory of border protection, grounded forms of interaction in
border areas, etc. Works of this type include the work of A. Kolchev, V. Kolosov [10], |. Mironenko
[9], V. Samarkin, L. Smyrnyagin, O. Dolgov [3], B. Rodoman [13], |. Dolmatova [4, 5] and many
others. Theoretical lymphology deals with the establishment and functioning of boundaries, but in
theoretical developments there is a shortage of developments in the formation of the border, in
particular its institutionalization and the transformation of the boundary into a multidimensional
phenomenon. Due to the transformation of the functional component of the borders, the
strengthening of the management and other processes taking place at the borders under the
influence of globalization, integration, regionalization of intensified attention, needs to improve the
theoretical aspects of the establishment and institutionalization of state borders. The
improvement of theoretical lemology will have a positive impact on the practice of management
and increase the efficiency of the functioning of the borders.

The purpose of the article is to deepen the theoretical foundations of the establishment
and institutionalization of state borders in general, and in particular the presentation of the border
as a multi-component phenomenon, the establishment of which is staged and under the influence
of certain factors, and institutionalization has its own specificity, which in general acts in the
direction of securing state interests. To achieve the goal, a number of tasks were set: 1).
Generalize the notion of "state border"; 2). Consider the stages of the border process; 3). To
identify the influence of the main factors on the formation of the border; 4). Study the process of
institutionalization of the state border, 5). To identify the role of state institutions, in particular
border and customs services, in the functioning of the state border.

Presentation of the main research material. The need to ensure proper conditions for the
establishment, formation and functioning of the borders of the state, confirms the fact that they
are properly secured and recognized, determine the boundaries of the state territory, confirm the
right of the state (title) to this territory. After all, the state border line is established as a result of
agreements between neighboring states, that is, by concluding international agreements.
However, they can be established as a result of the publication of an internal act.

In the process of establishing a state border, the following stages are distinguished:
alocation, delimitation and demarcation. Allocation is the initial stage of the allocation of an
interstate border, on which there is a political agreement on the territorial delineation and the
passage of the border line. After that, delimitation is carried out.

Delimitation is the definition of the general direction of the passage of the state border line
with the designation of it on maps, schemes and plans in a contractual manner. When delimiting,
a detailed description of the passage of the state border line is made, with its drawing on maps
and diagrams (delimitation maps) for specially selected and coordinated natural or artificial points
or landmarks (rivers, mountain peaks, ridges). The delimitation card is subject to initialing and
signing, it is also affixed by the stamp of the contracting parties.

Demarcation is the conduction of a state border line in the area with the designation of its
special border signs (pyramids, pillars, buoys, lighthouses, etc.). Demarcation works are under
the control of the representatives of the adjacent states and are carried out by the border troops.
The definition of the border line on the ground is carried out by specially created governments by
parliaments of the Mixed Commissions of the border states. Sometimes such functions are
assigned to a special international body, which is formed on the basis of mutual agreement.

During the demarcation of the boundary, topographic surveys or aerial photography of the
terrain are carried out, on the basis of which a large-scale topographic map of the boundary strip
is formed, border marks are established and their coordinates determined. The mixed
commission, determining the exact location of the boundary line on the ground, compiles a
protocol - a description of the demarcated border, maps with its designation, as well as a protocol
for each boundary mark with the schemes. During the demarcation work, the mixed commission
may specify the border line established earlier in accordance with the contract and shown on the
map attached to it. Such clarifications are carried out, as a rule, near settlements, on rivers and
ridges of mountains. They are due to the fact that the border delimitation agreement and the
maps added to it are not always based on sufficiently complete and accurate factual data. The
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emerging discrepancies are solved by mixed commissions, and in special cases - by diplomatic
negotiations. All documents on delimitation and demarcation are constituent parts of the treaties
on territorial delineation, assignment, exchange, sale of territories and subject to approval by the
supreme bodies of state power of the adjoining states of the agreement. Demarcation
documents, after signing by the mixed commission, are subject to approval by each of the
countries in accordance with applicable law and come into force from the moment of exchange of
notes notifying their approval [1]. In case of necessity to specify the territorial boundaries of the
adjacent states, carry out redemption.

Redemarkation is the restoration of real traces of demarcation. Redemarkation is carried
out by checking the previously demarcated border with the restoration, repair (replacement) of
previously exhibited border signs [2].

Thus, at all stages of the establishment of an interstate border, its contractual registration
takes place. The latter is in the sight of the leadership of the adjacent states, their governments
and the supreme bodies of state power. Representatives of the Ministries of Foreign Affairs,
Geodesy and Cartography, Forestry Ministries, specialists of state land agencies, representatives
of the border territorial territorial units, etc. are involved in the negotiation process, as well as for
practical tasks of delimitation and demarcation. Political peculiarities of the contractual legal
arrangement of the interstate border depend on many factors: the political regime of each state;
Geopolitical situation and geopolitical position of states; The features of foreign and domestic
policy; Level of intergovernmental cooperation and others. States with a high level of
development of democracy take into account historical features of the development of the state
territories, their ethnic, cultural, religious aspects (especially in the border areas), the level of
development of border links, interstate cooperation, levels of social and economic development of
the border areas and the presence of problems of socio-economic Development. Under
totalitarian authoritarian regimes, the abovementioned factors are offset, while the border
becomes more political. Political boundaries differentiate the spheres of influence of political
subjects, their regimes depend on the functioning of the subjects of the political process, on their
socio-political goals and national interests. In the context of establishing political boundaries, the
territory of the state can be a political resource, a base for political and social mobilization of the
population. In this case, the boundary determines the limits of the existence of society; Political,
economic and cultural space; Spatial limits of the exercise of state power; The limits on which the
state acts as an external (foreign force). The political role of the border in a certain space where
specific people live, people who have and develop certain relationships with each other, has
unsurpassed significance precisely when these contacts, as living relationships that have long
traditions, can be broken. This means that the process of establishing a political border (taking
into account a variety of prerequisites and factors, or neglecting them) affects its constancy.
Constancy (or stability) of the border will be high (or increase) if the border is a consequence of
the territorial, ethnic, cultural identity of the population. Conversely, the artificially established
border takes time to form the people's loyalty to the new border and "image" of the territory.
Political frontiers are an element of state security, sovereignty and integrity. They play the role of
indicators of cultural and civilizational development, reflecting in their "images" the formation of
new ideas and the process of their integration with historical events.

Thus, clearly defined state borders in the specific conditions of space and time, under the
influence of a set of factors become political boundaries and affect relations with neighboring
states. Borders agreed with neighboring countries are considered internationally recognized and
internationally established.

The establishment of borders, from the point of view of each country, should be based on
such basic principles of international law as integrity and inviolability of the state territory. The
state border is established, and in the broad sense the political boundary influences the process
of defining and consolidating certain norms, rules of statuses and roles, bringing them into a
system capable of acting in the direction of securing state interests. There is an
institutionalization of the border.

Functioning of the border is provided by certain state institutions - the border service
(troops), the customs service, and law enforcement agencies. Their activities are carried out
within the limits of the powers granted to them by means of a complex of political, organizational,
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legal, diplomatic, military, border, immigration, intelligence, counterintelligence, operational-
search, environmental, sanitary-quarantine, environmental, technical and other measures.

Coordination of the activity of military formations and law-enforcement bodies of the state
in protecting the border and performing certain functions is carried out, first of all, by the state
border service. The latter is entrusted with the task of ensuring the inviolability of the state border
and protecting the sovereign rights of the state. The border service is assigned functions that can
be conventionally divided into: control functions; Security functions; Interaction functions;
Preventive functions; Information functions [8].

The functioning of the border is impossible without another institution - the customs
service of the country. The customs service carries out a customs process on the basis of the use
of the potential of the territory concerned in order to resolve its national political, economic and
other interests. The customs service carries out functions which can be divided into: check-pass;
Tariff-regulating; Informational and analytical; Financial and economic; Logistic; Legal Socio-
educational [12]. The practical implementation of these functions is ensured in various forms of
territorial concentration of customs activities and provides the final result: the inclusion of the
country in foreign trade and the provision of revenues to the state budget. Integrative functions of
customs activities'® countries can be considered export, import and transit, and the customs
service carries out control and regulation of their volumes, displacements, correctness of
execution, etc.

The Customs and Border Guard services, in their activities to ensure the functioning of the
border, cooperate with law enforcement agencies, military formations, administrations of the
border administrative territorial units, and with other organizations and institutions. The level of
coordination and interaction of the above state institutions depends on the protection of the state
border, the maintenance of national security, the inviolability of the territory of the state.

Thus, under the state cord can be understood the legally and actually established artificial
line (on land and water) and the vertical surface passing along this line in the bowels, waters and
airspace, which determine the spatial boundaries of the territory of the state and the scope of its
implementation of its sovereignty ( Territorial supremacy). The state border is a multi-component
phenomenon. The established, legally established and internationally recognized border acquires
the hallmarks of politics. The political boundary is a holistic and dynamic phenomenon, which
inherent in the internal logic of development. It develops under the influence of many external and
internal factors and can be transformed. Frontier and customs services, law enforcement
agencies, other bodies, organizations and institutions play the primary role in the process of
border formation. In our opinion, in the theoretical sense of the concept of boundaries, we can
speak of boundaries as a systemic phenomenon. Further scientific researches on theoretical
developments in the field of border issues will concern the study of the border as a multifunctional
phenomenon, as well as the presentation of the state border as a political system.
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
