PROFESSIONAL READINESS OF THE FUTURE PEDAGOGUES TO CONDUCT
PROGNOSTICATION ACTIVITY IN MODERN CHILDRENS RECREATIONAL INSTITUTIONS

In the modern educational institution the process of formation of the prognostication
competence of the students is carried out in the context of special organization of the education
and bringing up process as well as through mutually dependent combination if its components
with structural components of the prognostication activity of the future nursery teachers:
axiological, cognitive, technological and reflexive. The basis for the development of the content of
preparation of the future nursery teacher for the prognostication activity, structure of the
methodological, general theoretical, psychological and pedagogical and didactical and
technological skills and knowledge are the requirements to the professional and peculiarities of
the pedagogical activity.

The author of the article analyzes modern requirements to the personality of the nursery
teacher, studies the opportunities of the application of the prognostication activity in the structure
of work with preschool; children, substantiates reasonability and prospects of its application in
different kinds of activity. The author also investigates the essence of the pedagogical
prognostication, its components, justifies reasonability and effectiveness of its application on
different stages of the professional activity.

PROFESSIONAL READINESS OF THE FUTURE PEDAGOGUES TO CONDUCT
PROGNOSTICATION ACTIVITY IN MODERN CHILDRENS RECREATIONAL INSTITUTIONS

. BRYCHNEVSKA

Statement of the problem. Updating the content of modern vocational education system
is based on the principles of education of national consciousness, the introduction of modern
educational technologies, a new vision of the purposes and content of training, upbringing and
development of the younger generation, from pre-school childhood. These processes
undoubtedly influence the emergence of different paradigms of understanding of education — as a
prognostic process, which stimulates the teacher and pupil to the modeling of the consequences
of the formation and development of the childs personality. The result of education in this context
is the identity of the child, which leveraged its strengths, Microsoft has also compensated for
weak links that, in General, determines the future behavior of a person.

Modern educator of preschool aged children — is wholly professional who focuses in the
scientific developments in various sectors (in contact with the pedagogy), the innovation, owns an
effective technology development, training and education of children; able and committed to self-
development, self-improvement, samomoderirovanie and sameprocedure in various spheres of
life, including professional. This complexity explains the increased attention of scientists to the
improvement of quality of preparation of future teachers of preschool children in the learning
process at the University.

Analysis of recent researches and publications. The prediction understand (Greek
"rhodo" — foresight) projections, i.e., probable judgments about the state of the objects functioning
in the near and distant future [4, p. 716]. That is, the process of forecast creation, which is called
forecasting. From a philosophical perspective, the prediction is a specific kind of knowledge. The
originality of the cognitive situation in this case is that there is a study not of what is, and what is
to come.

In psychology, the prediction is a prediction of person future situation on the basis of
which it is possible to facilitate timely and appropriate actions.

However, there are pedagogical views on the place of forecasting in the educational
process. The reception of pedagogical forecasting is a form of theoretical or practical operation or
action in the form of approach to development of forecast of educational reality, aiming at a
particular result [4, p. 717].

This problem is addressed by scientists in these priority areas:

- the rationale for the formulation of forecasts in peda - gogoni activities (J. Comenius, A.
Makarenko, V. Sukhomlinsky, etc.);

- disclosure of the specifics of pedagogical forecasting (B. Gershunsky, A. Jury, L., Regus
etc.);

- implementation of forecasting in the management of educational systems of different
levels (Boruch S., Dokuchaev, N. Shalimov and others);

- approach to the study of forecasting as a separate component of pedagogical activity (Y.
Babanskii N. Kuzmina, V. Slastyonin etc.).

These include also the prediction, in particular experimental, the foundations of which
were laid in the 70s-80s There.G. Astashkin, V. A. Kut Vim, L. M. Zeleney and other researchers.
Their development on the prospects for the development of educational, educational work,
educational content as the basis for the creation of large-scale projects aimed at solving
contemporary problems.

Scientific bases of problems of forecasting and foresight were studied: - as a branch of
education (I. Bestuzhev-Lada, A. Brushlinsky, To. Gershunsky, A. Foreman, N. Skatkin, L.
Regos);

- as a component of pedagogical activity (V. Savasi, N. Kuzmin, Y. Kulyutkin, V.
Slastyonin, Scholtka);

- as a key condition of efficiency of pedagogical activity of teachers-innovators (sh. a.
Amonashvili, Is. llyin, S. Lysenkova).

A retrospective analysis of scientific literature allowed to identify the main stages of
pedagogical forecasting: stage | — selection of views about the future of scientific theories of
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antiquity (Vth century — first half of IV century. to ad); phase Il — period justification of the
prediction in the theories of utopian socialism (XVII-XVIII century); phase Il — definition of
philosophical-historical approach to the content of prediction (end of XIX — beginning of XX
century); phase IV — formulation of the first provisions of predicting how the professional functions
of a teacher (first half of the twentieth century); Phase V — formation of theoretical and
methodological bases of pedagogical forecasting in the foreign countries and the former Soviet
Union (60-th—80-th years of XX century); VI stage — update of the content of pedagogical
forecasting in the context of modernization of professional training of future preschool teachers
(90-th years of the twentieth century. — the modern period).

However, in the modern pedagogical literature, in our opinion, not sufficiently covered the
issues of preparation of the future Tutors of preschool age children to implement predictive
activity in the conditions of modern preschool educational institution. Theoretical analysis of the
problem and the study of professional preparation of future teachers in higher educational
institutions define the objectively existing contradictions:

- between the urgent public need for quality training of future educators of preschool
educational institutions and the insufficient level of professional competence of graduates of
higher educational institutions;

- between the traditional understanding of the purpose, methods and forms of work of the
institution and to modern notions of professionalism, competency development, competencies of
the teacher of preschool educational institution.

So, the purpose of this article is to analyze the main pedagogical skill of forecast - ing,
which should have a future caregiver, and methods of achieving them.

The main material research with full justification of scientific results. Modernity
dictates new requirements to the construction of the educational process with preschool children.
Change the realities of the world, prodigies are children, Sovremennaya the content of the
thematic cycles of training and education. It is therefore important to take full account of new
requirements for the preparation of future teachers, based on the conceptual basis for the
development of personal potential of children of preschool age, pedagogical conditions of
optimization by a competent behavior of preschoolers with inclusion in the educational process of
an effective learner-focused technologies, and direct it on the exercise of prognostication.

Any forecasting should aim to answer the question: "whats predictable?" and "What is
needed for successful implementation of the planned forecast?".

Every day during the planning of the educational process the teacher predicts the
behavior of children in different types of activities, appropriate techniques and methods of work,
the results of the educational process, the positive and negative factors that affect the
development of children. However, forecasting is not seen as an independent process that
requires a systematic approach and should be carried out on a scientific basis, and as an
additional component of the planning stage. Each tutor has his own, pretty subjective ideas about
this feature.

Prognostic activity of the teacher of preschool educational institution — "this activity is
determined by the value goal setting, involves the implementation of system diagnostics in the
professional work, advanced planning pedagogical problems, predict the ways of its solution
using simulation, design and engineering technology to achieve the intended outcome and
implementing it in the management process, personal development, education and upbringing of
children of preschool age in the conditions of preschool educational institution that predetermines
the result of this activity — prognostic competence" [3, p. 16].

The essence of pedagogical forecasting consists of properties (informativeness,
credibility, probabilistic in nature, variability, validity, awareness, and breadth); methods (goal
setting, diagnosis, design, promotion and analysis of hypotheses, extrapolation, planning,
modeling, experiment, control, programming, assessment, reflection, monitoring and evaluation);
principles (forecasting education for the benefit of a full-featured and socially-progressive of
human activities in a multicultural and multinational society; accounting and the combination of
current, relevant and perspective needs of the person in education; continuity of forecasting in
education; unity of theoretical and practical content of the forecasts of development in education);
structure (predprosmotr orientation, task to forecast, prognosis diagnosis, prognosis prospects,
verification, correction). So, the specifics of pedagogical forecasting agrees with the process of
prognostic activity of the person.
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The result of these activities is predictive competence is considered as an integrated
guality of the personality of the teacher that determines a complex of individual-psychological,
polyfunctional education professional theoretical knowledge, values, personal qualities and
practical skills of the teacher in the field of pedagogical forecasting of pre-school education, as
well as the motivational-value relation to the forecast activities, the desire for planning their own
professional identity and personal development of children of preschool age [3, p. 17].

In terms of educational institutions the process of formation of prognostic competence of
students takes place in conditions of a special organization of the educational process, as well as
interconnected through a combination of its components with structural components of the
forecasting activity of future educators: axology, cognitive, technological and reflective.
Understanding the relevance of formation of readiness of the teacher to forecast activities,
experiences, and checking own methodological developments required to define the structure
and specify the content of this concept, based on the specifics of prognostic activity and
requirements of today to the personality of the teacher. To further study the problem of projected
training and education was discussed the problem with students directions 6.010101 Preschool
education Pedagogical Institute of Eastern European University of Lesya Ukrainka. We surveyed
78 students i-IV courses of day form of education. All the data obtained pointed to a lack of
formation of professional skills of the students. Analysis of the questionnaires showed that a
significant number of persons (79% out of 78 respondents) are not familiar with the essence of
the concept of "predictive ability”. The results of the study showed that preparing students to
prognostic activity is inhibited by low level of formation of readiness of future teachers to the DOE
of such activities.

The results of our experiment allowed us to conclude that the formation of prognostic skills
of future teachers of kindergarten in the process of professional training in higher educational
institutions is paid insufficient attention. During a teachers evaluation of the level of predictive skill
we have found that students are most highly developed analytic-synthetic (47,6%) and
information (68,2%) and the least developed skills of creative (17.1%) and prognostic (24,8%)
skills.

The basis for the development of the content of training of future teacher to pedagogical
activity predictive, structure, methodological, theoretical, psycho - pedagogical and didactic-
technological knowledge and skills requirements, as well as the features of his pedagogical
activity. Predictive skills associated with the management of the teaching process and provide a
clear picture in the mind of the caregiver, which is the subject of control, goals of its activities
aimed at the expected result. Pedagogical forecasting is based on reliable knowledge of the
nature and logic of the pedagogical process, patterns, age and individual development of
preschool children. The composition of predictive skills for caregivers include:

* statement of pedagogical goals and objectives;

* selection of optimal ways of achieving goals, objectives;

* anticipating the outcome;

* prediction of possible deviations and adverse events;

« definition of the stages of the pedagogical process;

* an estimate of anticipated costs, time and labor of participants of educational process;

* planning the content of interaction of participants of pedagogical process.

Depending on the object of prediction the predictive abilities can be combined into three
groups:

- forecasting the development of childrens collective;

- forecasting the development of the individual;

- forecasting of the pedagogical process.

Pedagogical forecasting requires the educator mastering such predictive methods, such
as modeling, hypotheses, experiment mysleni and so forth [2, p. 137].

To predict the content of preparation of students to the studied activity is also important in
the selection and creation of logical structures and scientific knowledge, which could become a
tool of independent learning and cognitive activity, a tool of thinking in General and creativity in
particular, in a manner that provides a transition from the fixed forms, levels and States of
cognitive activity to a higher. This means that the system of scientific knowledge which form the
basis of preparation for pedagogical activity, should be streamlined and organized in such a way
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that the part of this knowledge was reduced to a single logic, which is based on the process of
implementation of predictive pedagogical activity, its self-examination and self-improvement.

For the practical implementation of this provision it is necessary to create a system of
knowledge and skills, mastering of which provides for the implementation of important features of
this knowledge: dobrogeanu in which didactic knowledge would be perceived as a reflection of
the practice of the organization of the educational process in a preschool institution, transforming,
the meaning of which is that the teacher was ready to actively influence the practice of teaching,
to improve its efficiency and quality; educational, which includes scientific didactic substantiation
cognitive process.

Therefore, in our opinion, teachers of the higher school must provide the students with the
ability to analyze and predict the pedagogical processes and phenomena, to creatively use
acquired knowledge, experience, skills of self-education. Comparison of requirements for
professional and scientific training of specialist has led to the conclusion that the main condition
of implementation of these requirements may be study-prognostic activity as a means of
formation of prognostic skills of educators, the DOE, namely: analytical and practical work, ability
to observe, to analyze, to generalize, to predict, to creatively apply acquired knowledge and skills.

The findings of the study and perspectives for further research in this direction. The
performance of the process of education depends largely on the personality of the educator who
daily and has many effects on each component. The main requirement of the day — the teacher
should make the pet the center of this process, its active, conscious, full-fledged and independent
member. Therefore, the main objective of pedagogical activity of the teacher is to nurture pupil
motivation, skills of self-improvement, to equip its effective methodology, faith in their own
strength and their own uniqueness. To cope with this extraordinary challenge can only be a true
master of his craft. Undoubtedly, this teacher should be fluent in the technology and algorithm the
study of the individual mental characteristics of the pupils, ability to do substantiated conclusions
on the basis of these studies. Therefore, the teacher must be a psychologist-researcher, analyst,
with the right skills.
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
