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SYSTEM-GEOGRAPHICAL ASPEKTS OF TOURISM RESEARCH

Statement of scientific problem and its significance. In research of tourism a large
number of representatives of various scientific disciplines seek to find their "field of interest", but
no science or even a group of related Sciences is not capable sufficient to fully and
comprehensively describe it as a specific object-the subject area of the research. Quite obvious is
the theoretical incoherence and inconsistency in the reflection of the tourism representatives of
various Sciences, as well as the presence of a certain confusion of categories and concepts in
the textbooks (textbooks), what is the cause of serious obstacles in the study (teaching) of the
relevant academic disciplines in the training of tourism professionals. Such circumstances
indicate the need for methodological streamlining of the theoretical foundations of tourism as a
multidisciplinary totality of scientific knowledge about tourism.

This streamlining must begin with deep design philosophy, which should perform
Sahalinenergo function in his study, and in particular to justify the "niche subject" of each
scientific discipline, the interaction between disciplines, interdisciplinary issues in this study.
While each of the Sciences has to apply to philosophys own "methodological contributions”,
which would reflect her specific subject area in the study of tourism.
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The weighty word in solving this kind of methodological conflicts of science have to say
human geography, which has a strong theoretical basis for the study of the geospatial aspects of
socio-natural interaction and the related Arsenal of methods. However, despite this expectation
was in fact currently there is no integrated conceptual socio-geographical interpretation of tourism
as a systemic phenomenon, which would be based on the principles of General systems theory.

Analysis of recent research. In studies of tourism, the majority of scientists of different
specialties agree that it should be considered as holistic education based on the provisions of the
General theory of systems. However, unity of opinion as to the ontological and gnoseological
entity no. M. Scarpino analyzed more than three dozen available in the literature a variety of
system models of tourism, the existence of such models is obvious proof of rsnake ontological
content of the phenomenon of tourism and the corresponding content complexity of its subject
(epistemological) entity [1].

Among the pioneers of the system of interpretation of tourism it should be noted N. Lapera,
which proposed a systemic model of tourism, which consists of tourists, the resource potential of
the regions and the tourism industry [2].

The Swiss scientist Kaspar K. in the article "Introduction to management in the tourism
sector substantiated the hierarchical model of the system of tourism, showing its interaction with
the external environment. In particular, he singled out subsystem of the subject of tourism"
and"tourism" , the last allocated items such as travel company, tourist organization and tourist
region. As the main external factors were the economy, technology, social environment and
ecology [3].

A. Hayduk. analyzed the factors of formation and development of tourist system in a market
environment [4].

One of the most thorough scientific research is the article by V. G. Gerasimenko, is devoted
to the analysis of a systemic approach to the study of tourism, which proposed to consider
tourism as a complex, dynamic, functional, open system. His authors model of the tourism
system consists of three subsystems: tourism resources tourism products and markets tourism
products and services. The model was created with the goal of applying effective methods of
management of the tourist system[5].

Also quite reasonably insists Mazhar L. Yu. the need to strengthen system-a spatial
approach to geographical interpretation of tourism, focusing on the geographic "zone of
responsibility” in the study of tourism [6].

Most existing in scientific publications theoretical models of the system "tourism" is
sufficient thoroughly analyzed the Vysocany A. S. in his article "Tourism as a system"[7].

The above arguments indicate the absence of a coherent and relatively complete system of
interpretation of the essence of tourism from the perspective of social geography. In addition, the
theory of social and geographical has powerful educational potential, and therefore, it can and
should be applied to a system of interpretation of tourism in the context of substantive areas of
social geography.

The purpose and objectives of the article. One of the areas of the system-geographical
interpretation of tourism as a research object is its representation in a specific geographic
system. Therefore, the aim of the article is an attempt to create the most General of outlines a
conceptual model of the territorial tourist system as a partial manifestation of the socio-
geographical system. Based on this goal it is necessary to investigate the generality of strategic
mechanisms, isomorphism and content and hierarchical relationship of geographic features; the
compatibility of major categories; to determine the location of the sphere of services and tourism
in the integral object of social geography; to justify the most important features of a travel system.

The main material and justification of the results of the study. In the current
environment, theoretical and practical-applied meaning of geographical studies of tourism should
change significantly, as they have traditionally concentrated on the study of aspects of the
industry, suffered from the disadvantages of descriptiveness, not rising, as a rule, to the level
appropriate theoretical and methodological generalizations. Of course, they have some
methodological importance, which however do not solve many scientific problems of the study of
tourism with the aim of effective management of its development. The disadvantage of the vast
majority of studies, particularly geographic, is extremely insufficient attention to the substantiation
of the essence and specificity of the phenomenon of tourism as a complex, functional integrity,
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and at the same time qualitatively heterogeneous in its internal composition of the geographic
system.

Tourism, as an object of socio-geographical study, in our opinion, should be submitted in
accordance with the methodology of this science as territorial (geographical) system. Tourist
activity in virtue of its diversity and rsnake entity is associated with a number of Sciences, among
which geography occupies a special place. The role and place of geography as a comprehensive
science, to the study of tourism is determined by at least: first, the need for geographical
substantiation of the territorial structure of the resource, especially the recreation component of
tourism; second, to study regional differences and the justification for territorial proportions of
development of tourism; third, the need for geographical substantiation of models for the
development of regional tourism markets.

In the current context of human geographys increasing commitment to scientists becomes
a point of view that the most General and at the same time meaningful to a particular object of
this science is the socio-geographical system. Under the socio-geographical system (CGS) need
to understand the logical interconnection of different quality types and objects of human activity in
a whole territory, functionally oriented to the needs of a specific community of people. GHS is
growing and functioning as a result of complex geospatial processes of interaction of different
guality components, which are regarded as its substantial subsystem. Functional-component
structure represented by such components as the natural resource system; the material and the
industrial or economic subsystem; the subsystem of services (scope of services);
demogeography subsystem; organizational management subsystem [8]. In this aspect, the
structure should pay attention to the subsystem services, as it is in it as a structural component
part of the tourism.

The service sector in the context of the GHS acts as a territorial system services (TSP) [J
the aggregate, directly or indirectly interlinked enterprises services throughout the entire territory

[9].

The process of origin and development of territorial systems of services can be thought of
as the emergence and manifestation of stable relations between the elements of the sphere of
services in a whole territory. The totality of such relations can be divided into two types: [, first,
communication between providers, due to the common target destination of these enterprises;
atllsecond, it is the relationship between service centres (settlements) of different ranks.

In the structure of this system stand out specialized subsystems as trade, personal
services, medical services, education, recreational services, financial services, culture, and the
like. In the context of our study deserves special attention this specialized subsystem as travel
services. Such methodological logic formally leads to the obvious and fundamentally important
statements about the presence in the composition of the territorial system of services specialized
territorial subsystem of tourist services. Such a subsystem has a certain functional integrity and
semantic detachment, the specific structure and organization that gives a broad basis for its
identification as relatively Autonomous in the ontological sense of the system and the specific
object of study.

Applying the above theoretical propositions and using ideas and approaches to systemic
understanding of tourism, which are grounded in the works of the authors mentioned here can
offer a model of territorial system of tourism services as an object of socio-geographical study.

1. Territorial system of tourism services (TSTP) is represented geographically as a set of
closely interacting objects of different quality of tourism in the framework of a coherent territory.

2. Analysis of the relationship between the concepts of "socio-geographical systems and
territorial system of the tourism services" is indicative of a high degree of structural and
procedural isomorphism, that is, they are quite similar to each other in the principles of
construction and organization [6]. This similarity provides grounds for the previous assumptions,
first, that DTP terminology can also be identified as a tourist-geographical system (TOS), as it is
an organic subsystem of the socio-geographic system, it is possible that such a term is most
adequate to reflect the subject-gnoseology essence TSTP.

Secondly, the scientific description of TCTP it is advisable to apply the classical system-
geographical methodological algorithm: the conditions of integrity and development factors — the
composition of the system and justification of its multifaceted structure — functional-component-
structure — functional-territorial structure —the rationale of complex-proportional to (sustainable)
development — forecast and optimization of the system (management and regulation).
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3. TSTP arises and develops as a result of interaction between the geospatial objects of
tourism sphere in a whole territory (region). The basis for such cooperation are diverse
relationships that constitute the human exchange of tourist flows, the substance, energy and
information between objects. Such relationships tend to arise and circulate in all stages of the
travel process.

4. External conditions and factors, which in varying degrees determine the structure ,
functions, and other parameters TSTP act status of its external environment, the main
components of which are economic, social, environmental, technological, political phenomena
and processes. However, this environment is not chaotic or visakorttini, it is also to a certain
extent systematically organized[6]. From the standpoint of geography direct contact with the
environment TSTP is equal to her socio-geographical system of the appropriate level.

5. A specific feature is TSTP territoriality, which affects all aspects of its functioning and
organisation: procedural, temporal, structural, functional understanding. Territorialist, as a specific
symptom of TTP, is of particular importance, taking into account such specific features of tourism:

- strong connection of the tourist product in territorial resources, i.e., the possibility of
creating only within a certain specific area;

- geographically concentrated nature of many types of tourism;

- production and consumption of most tourism services have a close territorial determinism;

- territorial autonomy of the consumer and the producer of tourism services — that the
consumer goes to a product” unlike other industries.

6. As the main units of functional component structure TSTP are tourist-resource
subsystem, tourist and production subsystem, tourism and infrastructure subsystem, the
subsystem common infrastructure, tourism and management subsystem. Component
composition indicates qualitative heterogeneity TSTP.

7. Component hierarchy (equeptment) TSTP is the presence in its structure of subsystems
"second order": tourism and resource subsystem consists of the natural resource, cultural
resource and socio-economic-resource subsystems; tourist infrastructure — with hotels, food,
transport; General-infrastructure — subsystems of entertainment, food, information, utility
provision, transport; tourist-managerial subsystem of a regional (local) bodies of state power,
domco-branch organs of the Central government subsystem of the legal and administrative
services, and public organizations.

8. In the territorial structure TSTP there are two types of entities - component-territorial and
integrated territorial subsystem, both of which have specific manifestations at the elementary,
local, state, regional levels. Spatial form elements of the territorial structure act discrete,
continually and network forms.

In social and geographical understanding of the complexity TSTP appear to be optimal
proportionality of the interaction of all its components with the full and rational use of the integral (
but primarily tourism) potential of the territory, aimed at providing conditions for tourism and meet
the tourism demand.

Conclusions and Outlook for further research. Even a superficial review of the use of
socio-geographical methodology to the construction of theoretical models of the tourism system is
the evidence sufficient scientific and cognitive potential of such a methodology. This fact indicates
at least that.

First, it is necessary the introduction of deep social and geographical paradigms in the
study of the phenomenon of tourism in General and geospatial its manifestations in particular.
The effectiveness of this paradigm gives reason for hope to obtain qualitatively new scientific
results in the study of tourism on a systematic and geographical principles.

Secondly, these results will allow some to see a complete picture of geospatial tourism
development and to choose on the basis of such a vision of more effective managerial decisions,
both from the point of view of profitability of business activity , and from the point of view of a
balanced (complex-proportional development of the region as an integrated system, that is GHS.

Third, this approach will show new opportunities to achieve marketing purposes in the
region, including marketing of the tourism region, tourism and regional marketing.

Fourthly, in the preparation of specialists for tourism, especially masters degrees, require
considerably more emphasis to do on the application of the principles of regional complexity and
differentiation as in the study of tourism, and in tourism practice.
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
