DIDACTIC CONDITIONS OF THE FORMATION OF TOLERANCE IN JUNIOR PUPILS WITH
SPECIAL NEEDS.

The article examines the question of peculiarities of upbringing of junior pupils by the
principles of tolerance. We stressed on the importance and complexity of the planning and
implementation of the upbringing component of the educational process, paid special attention to
the terms “tolerance” and “didactic condition”. Also we outline a series of didactic conditions
which will promote positive absorption of tolerant behavior of pupils in terms of inclusive
education.

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DIDACTIC CONDITIONS OF THE FORMATION OF TOLERANCE IN JUNIOR PUPILS WITH
SPECIAL NEEDS.

Statement of the problem. It is generally accepted that children of six, seven or five
years of age crossed the threshold of the secondary schools and become full participants in the
educational process. Preschool, as well as family exercise their influence on the personality of
the juvenile, but the types of activities differ slightly. Elementary school is a new stage, new
responsibilities and rules, new environment and completely new experiences from what he heard
or what he saw.

Training in inclusive education is also a kind of novelty for yesterdays preschooler — first
grader today. For some it may turn into a real problem, because the interaction with the child with
special needs, especially in the absence of any preliminary contacts, during long adaptation to
the school environment, being surrounded by not quite familiar peers, not as easy as it seems at
first glance. It all depends on the individual characteristics of each student.

Collaborative learning one and the other is intended to develop inclusive education,
because its one of the main tasks is providing quality education within secondary schools.
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However, due to certain circumstances, inclusion although it has development but not what would
bring positive and concrete results.

About tolerance, this concept is reflected in the writings of philosophers, sociologists,
psychologists, educators. Single issues of tolerance investigated L. Bernadskaya, T. Bilous, S.
Gerasimov, I. Skovorodkin, A. Scriabin, P. Stepanov, G. Salamova etc. the Psychological aspect
of tolerance education Would consider. Ananiev, |. Bech, D. Kolesov, A. Maslow, A. Petrovsky, K.
Rogers. General questions of pedagogy of tolerance studied M. Rozhkov, A. Sirotenko, A.
Soldatov, A. Sharov, and others.

The article aims to characterize the features of education in primary school in conditions
of inclusive education on the example of tolerance, to determine didactic conditions of its
formation.

Presentation of the basic material. In the study of particular educational issues,
including inclusive and also with regard to education of Junior schoolchildren, in the first place,
will help the regulatory framework. Thus, the State standard of primary General education is
based on universal values and the principles of scientific, multicultural, secular nature of
education, systematic, integrationist, unity of training and education on the principles of
humanism, democracy, civic consciousness, mutual respect between Nations and peoples in the
interests of the individual, family, society and the state. Moreover, in one of the educational areas
the invariant part of the basic curriculum, "social Studies", stated that its goal is not only personal
development of the student, but also the absorption of human, cultural and national values, social
norms, civic engagement, socially acceptable behavior, a tolerant attitude to differences of
cultures, traditions and different opinions [3].

The concept of development of inclusive education, this document provides a solution to
important issues in ensuring the right to quality education children with special educational needs.
The implementation of inclusive education based on the relevant regulatory, methodological,
human, material, technical and information support. The purpose of the Concept is creation of
conditions for improvement of the education system and social rehabilitation of children with
special educational needs, including those with disabilities, through the introduction of innovative
technologies, in particular, inclusive education; the formation of a new philosophy of society
regarding positive attitudes towards children and individuals with violations of psychophysical
development and disability [4].

Based on the above material, you can come to the conclusion that the main provisions of
the first document is easier to implement in practice than the second. Inclusive education for
many is a new phenomenon, to which, sometimes, are treated with caution. However, the
purpose and objectives of both officially composed of papers, directed to the provision of efficient
education to all pupils, their education and integral development.

The educational component of the educational process, on the level with others, deserves
special attention, as on it depends, it identifies and shows the level of education of the child at the
moment and, thereby, allows to predict its future. This aspect is important and tolerance
education as an important component of human life in the modern world. No doubt, every student
at the time of coming to school already laid the makings of tolerance, it is important, however,
they develop in direct or opposite direction.

The concept of tolerance is quite polysemous. No one, specifically a certain period of
time, which would be in full light characterized his. Again, her makings is in every man, but how to
dispose of them — a separate issue. Tolerance denote friendly or, at least, grudging respect for
individual and group religious, ethnic, cultural, civilizational differences [5, p. 642]. In other words,
it is the ability of someone else to oppose their own, to understand that others not only attitudes,
beliefs, but also, for example, appearance is a matter for each separately, even if it contradicts
their own vision, still has a place to exist.
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In the light of modern developments, our society is difficult to name a tolerant. When it
comes to the absence of normal relations between ordinary people themselves, what to talk
about with respect to people with disabilities or children with developmental disabilities who need,
first and foremost, understanding rather than sympathy. In fact, this example serves children,
adults, thereby distancing them together in communication, any interaction.

If, for example, to imagine that all mankind were divided into two groups: one consists of
healthy, the other consists of those that have certain irregularities in mental or physical
development, that, in fact, the latter can not long exist on its own without the help of "another
world". This is the feature that needs to understand everything: both adults children. This
statement should be established as a simple rule, the implementation of which does not require
reminders or special attention. On the other hand, cooperation between the indicated categories
will benefit and benefit not only one, but others.

The formation of tolerance in younger students it is an opportunity to educate the newest
society, to change outdated views of individuals about the fact that people and children with
special needs have no place next to the other. Always has been and probably will be when
parents and adults are mentors for the younger generations, with care, what influence they
exercise. However, we believe that children, no less than adults, are able to "turn the world on its
head", to show and prove, if not all, then at least most that everyone is a small part of a greater
whole, the cooperation will be of interest both sides.

Of course, theory is much easier to practice, easier to plan the process of education than
to implement it. However, the participation of and supervision by the teachers, the parents, their
mutual activities, initially aimed at a positive result, will be able to solve this issue. Although,
equally important is the desire and interest of the student to be subjected to educational influence
from adults.

Building tolerance through education is a complex multistep process. It is impossible for
one or a few lessons to instill in your child the fundamental principles of this concept. Someone
may need to finish school and not just elementary grades, to understand the essence of tolerant
behavior. Based on the weighting of the formation of the younger generation of norms of
tolerance, especially in the context of inclusive education, it is important to delineate the
conditions, namely the didactic, contributing to their better absorption. First of all, you need to pay
attention to the notion of didactic conditions.

In pedagogical literature there are several definitions of the term "didactic condition". The
researchers write that the didactic condition can be called a set of objective possibilities of the
training content, methods, organizational forms and material resources for their implementation,
ensuring the successful solution of the task presented. Didactic condition is defined as a
circumstance of the learning process, which is the result of purposeful selection, design and
application of the content elements, methods (techniques), and organizational forms of training to
achieve a specific didactic purpose [1, p. 13].

A. Khutorskoy believes that modern pedagogical science interprets didactic terms as a
combination of factors, components of the educational process that ensures successful learning.
E. Lozanova interprets the didactic conditions as specifically created by the teacher the
circumstances of the pedagogical process, which optimally match the procedural components of
the learning system. T. Kulagina concludes that in teaching conditions are not in themselves the
reason for certain events, but at the same time, they strengthen or weaken the effect causes. The
selection of didactic conditions needs to create a coherent structure that, given the dynamics of
the learning process would be sufficiently flexible and dynamically varied at each new stage. For
any process there should be a group of such conditions, one of them, the process will not be able
to fully function, and the whole group of conditions ensures a stable flow [2, p. 143].

In educational process it is expedient to create and consider the following didactical
conditions:

[0 into account the individual characteristics of Junior schoolchildren and child with
features of psychophysical development;

(1 organization of various kinds of individual and group forms of educational work;

[0 the presence of younger students interest in teaching tolerance;

(1 the application of the system of psychological and pedagogical incentives for

positive formation of tolerant behavior among students;

0 teaching children independent work for the sake of exercise in the formation of the
manifestations of tolerance;

[J practice and skills in practice;

[J systematic educational work in all phases of educational activity;

Consequently the education of younger
students the basics of tolerance in terms of inclusion aims to change the views of modern
mentality on children and people with special needs. It is thanks to the younger generation can
show the importance of coexistence in the same environment all members of society, to point out
the possibility of cooperation, its importance and positive aspects for people and children of the
specified category.
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
