Formulation of the problem. Among the main problems of criminology concept of
criminological science in Ukraine at the beginning of the XXI century called the problem of raising
a much higher quality of scientific development problems and circumstances of crime and
criminal behavior [1, p. 22-23].

According to the authors of this concept and it is not objectionable, the matter requires,
above all, contemporary theoretical understanding, methodological orientation, a clear distinction
in relation to crime as a social phenomenon and criminal behavior, and theoretical and
methodological conclusions should be as relevant hypotheses convincingly proven methodically
grounded representative research [1, p. 22-23]. In this special place in the Coordination Bureau
recommended the criminal problems of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine topics of
research occupy those of them that the analysis of foreign concepts of the causes of crime.

It was mentioned circumstance led to the selection of and other structural elements of
scientific articles and has identified its main task - to determine the substantive elements of
foreign concepts causes of crime with current research in Ukraine.

State study. Research and scientific educational materials of the course "Criminology"
shows that almost all of these sources in a separate issue examines the current state and trends
of crime on a global dimension [2, p. 93].

Along with this, a group of scientists, which listed issues are the subject of constant
research and whose work made and methodological basis of this article - namely this:
A.M.Bandurka, V.S. Batyrhareyeva, V.l. Borisov, V.V. Vasiljevic, V.V. Shaves, B.M. Golovkin,
O.N Kostenko, O.H. Kulik, A.N. Litvak, O.M., Litvinov, M.l. Miller, S.J. Lyhova, E.S. Nazymko,
S.I. Nezhurbida, G.V. Novitsky, V.T. Nor, V.I. Osadchy, M.l. Panov, A.V. Savchenko,
E.L. Streltsov, V.Y. Taci, V.P. Ticniy, N.M. Yatsyshyn and others.

At the same time, given the volatility of crime and determinants that shape it and create
conditions for realization of the relevance of the article is obvious and as having theoretical and
practical importance for all researchers on the abovementioned issues.

The presentation of the basics. As shown by the study of scientific literature, summarizing
concepts crime carried out on the basis of historical and offensive nature of the explanations
determination crime [3, p. 95].

Historical continuity theories of the causes of crime is defined as the only ideological
orientation of past and contemporary criminological concepts to compare the examined and
determined the actual connection of new theories of the previous ones.

The determination processes reduces the whole set of theories to two great schools.

Therefore, the researchers are the following criminological concepts [4, p. 65-418].

1. The philosophical direction:

a) The ancient philosophers (Greek philosophers George, Pratohor, Anitfont, Prodicus,
Hippias, Kseniaz, Frasimah, Callicles, Crete, Likofron, alkyd), believed that the fight against
crime, all means are suitable (rational approach) [4, p. 65];
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b) theory of Georg Wilhelm Friedrich Helelya: according to her crime is untrue act that is
contrary to the concept of human dignity (the tyranny of man - a crime - carries a reason: no-
objection morality-the idea of freedom as a good living) [4, p. 84-85];

c) representatives of the Enlightenment (Hobe Tamas, Julien Offray de La Mettrie,
Cesario Beccaria, Charles Louis Montesquieu, Voltaire, Claude Adrian Helvetius, Jean Meslier,
Paul Henry Thiry Holbach, Denis Diderot, Jean-Jacques Rousseau, Etienne Gabriel Morelli ;
Gabriel Bonnet de Mably, Brissot Jacques Pierre, Jean-Paul Marat): demonstrated financial
approach to the analysis of criminal behavior, emphasizing the importance of intelligence and
reason; rejected the theological form of explanation of human behavior. Their ideas of
distinguished social character and had a theoretical basis, but without empirical basis, which, in
turn, led to the emergence of modern theories of crime that are "neoclassical" direction [4, p. 93-
94];

d) theory Johnny Locke, according to her, there are two ways of compiling false
statements concerning the causes of crime (stupid in its effects and in its ability to lead us in the
future evil): 1) when a person thinks that from judgments happens so and have much evil, but in
fact is; 2) when a person thinks that the result although it may be important, but no solid
justification, so it could happen in another way, or it can be avoided through some means, such
as diligence, dexterity, use case repentance [4 , with. 102-103].

J. Locke, gave a structure causation of crime:

1. Trouble (motives are human actions).

2. The reasons on which comes trouble:

2.1. Bodily suffering.

2.2. False desires that stem from erroneous judgments.

3. Causes of false statements:

3.1. Ignorance (when a person is judgment, not to learn about everything that is in its
power).

3.2. Inattention (when people do not even notice that she knows).

3.3. When a person does not recognize the need for their happiness that she really
needed.

4. Provision of benefits vice charity is truly wrong judgments, criminal choice.

5. Rights defines criminal immorality choice as it blocks the power of reason - will [4, p.
103-104];

d) modern social philosophers: 1. EA Pozdnyakov researcher, believes that man and
society "generate" crime as well as crime "generates" man and society [4, p. 107];

2) Spaniard José Ortega y Gasset: crime is the result of the manifestation of "creative"
people (thanks to her imagination) as a complete course of action. The offender - a person who
goes beyond "sustainable practices" society is "creator custom", namely criminal [4, p. 111-112];

3) German Kai Bussman, believes that crime - an integral part of social development,
which includes efficient procedure [4, p. 114];

4) Frenchman Jean Baudrillard, believe that crime - is the realization of rights, and the
right to a crime - as a basic human right that is inalienable [4, p. 120];

5) Frenchman René Gérard, shows that universal mechanism of self-protection of society
against violence is to focus on a chosen victim-sacrifice, "prescribed the ritual by which society is
able to control the violence, the focus of his victim such as" goat-vidbuvaylo. "But such a
"scapegoat", he believes, should not wake one of us [4, p. 120-121].

Summarizing the contemporary philosophical approaches on the causes of crime,S.1.
Nezhurbida made the following findings in fact justified the designated topics, namely:

1). Social philosophers believe crime inalienable rights, and crime - an integral society.

2). An integral and organic is the link crime with all spheres of life and the phenomenon of
mutual "generation" of crime and society.

3). Human nature is a fundamental principle of criminal causation of human behavior.

4). Individual human nature is a domestic criminal determinant of human behavior as a
crime - the result of the manifestation of "creative" people (thanks to her imagination) as a way of
criminal behavior.

5). There is a dependency of sources and conditions for committing crimes on the degree
sehmentarnosti society.
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6).The specificity of the crime on the level of wealth or poverty of the country al its
population, namely crime is an integral part of social development and a productive procedure [4,
p. 122].

2. "Non-traditional" trend analysis of the causes of crime includes "neoclassical";
"Mechanistic" and "demonological" approaches [4, p. 123-165]

"Neoclassical" approach (Adolf Prince, Franz von Liszt, van Hamel, Gary Becker, Michael
Sesnovits, Isaac Ermih; Hayneke John, Michael Block) is built on the results of the use of
economic analysis in the study of the causes of crime. Moreover, such research is conducted by
economists, not a criminologist and have re important theoretical in nature, has not been
confirmed empirically and apply only to crimes of economic nature. And if such crimes and
violent differ, their motives mostly mercenary [4, p. 141].

Conclusion. Systematyzuvavshy religious views on the causes of criminal behavior
person allowed scientists to identify the following three main forms: a) divine providence;
b) dualism (temptation and obsession); c) karma. This analysis of the causes of these forms
makes it possible to conclude that the lack of human free will in choosing criminal behavior [4, p.
165].
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
