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THE LEGAL BASIS FOR INNOVATIVE CHANGES INTHE HIGHER PEDAGOGICAL
EDUCATION IN POLAND (the end of XX —the beginning of XXI century)

At the end of the twentieth century in European countries, objectively there is a need of
restructuring of higher education caused by the growing crisis in education, moral decline and
degradation of the individual. On time need to significantly rethink and change existing views on
the nature of the social pedagogical practice, values of training and education, and to identify
distinct educational levels according to system transformation. Continued implementation of
European reforms with the aim of creating a common European educational area (Bologna
process).

Integration of the Polish system of higher pedagogical education in the European
educational space primarily rationing legislation, which would regulate the activities of educational
institutions. Gradually introduced normative documents determining the directions of reforming
professional training of teachers. These are as many laws as: 1) "On higher education" (1990); 2)
"On amendments to the law on the status of teachers, as well as amending certain other laws of
Ukraine" (2000); 3) "On amendments to the Law "On education”, law on the reform of the
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education system and certain other laws" (2001); 4) "On the change of status of teachers, as well
as amending certain other laws of Ukraine" (2004); 5) "amending the Law "On higher education™";
6) "academic degrees and academic title, and amending certain other laws of Ukraine" (2011),
and a Map of teachers as amended on 6 December 2007 (Karta nauczyciela po zmianach z 6
grudnia 2007 r.).

The base for the higher education system of the Republic of Poland Act of the late twentieth
century "On higher education" (1990) gave the right to individuals and legal entities to establish
educational institutions, with the result that Poland has increased the number of universities and
number of students in them. However, to provide everyone with free education in the conditions
of insufficient state financing became difficult. The result was a rapid increase in the number of
private universities, who spoke on his discriminated against, compared to public universities, the
situation. Analysis of relevant statistics showed that in 1992 — 1993 year 18 of 124 Polish
universities were private, and in 2010 — 2011 year, there were 338 private UNIVERSITIES with
458 [1]. Such a mass appearance on the market of educational services of private schools has
substantially increased competition between universities, which greatly intensified the innovation
process.

The Act declared that the Main Board determines the conditions for eligibility of the
University to assign educational levels, and also provide training in various areas, the names of
these directions and the minimum software requirements.

Significant changes in higher education in Poland took place after the signing of the Law
"On higher education" of 27 July 2005. So, the function of assigning educational levels, as well as
training in various areas of training passed to the Minister of education. Legal act of 2005 more
clearly and in detail, compared with the previous governing system of higher education, gave
universities and large institutional and academic authority, leaving to them the right to establish
the procedure for determining the requirements of the decision on training, including the number
of seats (excluding medical training), to conclude training plans and programs to sell or free
transfer of businesses the results of research and development work, as well as to popularize the
idea of entrepreneurship in the academic environment.

However, despite obvious progressiveness of the Polish Law of 2005, many analysts and
academics, were observed with alarm that the Polish higher education was far from the leading
positions in the European Union and in the world. For example, only 1.5% of Polish teachers
used the Erasmus, which is twice less than the average of the European Union. In addition, the
need to undergo a cumbersome procedure of nostrification makes it difficult to attract foreign
specialists to teach [2, p. 105 — 108].

Fundamental to the system of higher education of the Republic of Poland the current Law
"On higher education" was modified in 2011 by the adoption of the Law "On amendment of the
Law "On higher education"," Law "About scientific degrees and academic title, and amending
certain other laws" [3]. We emphasize that reform, modernizing of the Law "On higher education”
in Poland, was the result of rapid educational changes in Europe, persistent the country's
aspiration to join the European educational space. Scientists have confirmed that an updated
version of the Law will greatly facilitate the employment of graduates and improve the quality of
higher education in Poland [4, p. 14]. The Law introduced several important changes that have
dramatically influenced the modernization of higher pedagogical education of Poland, namely:

« the implementation of national qualifications frameworks, allowing schools to create their
own areas of training and put them in the curriculum. From now on, universities are not obliged to
stick to a strict list of the 118 training areas, approved by the Ministry of science, and can initiate
their own to meet the needs of the labour market;

* monitor career paths of graduates;

* best parts of becoming the leading state research centers (National Research Centers of
Leading — KNOW) for 5 years. Thus, they can get increased grants, their employees — to help,
and doctoral students — increased scholarship;

« elimination of the procedure of nostrification master's and doctoral degrees obtained in the
member States of the EU or in member countries of the Organization for economic cooperation
and development, will not require passage.

So, under the new rules, which came into force from October 2012, learn free
simultaneously on two specialities only the best 10% of students who are selected on the basis of
the session.
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The Minister Would. The kudritskaya appealed to the competitive principle, according to
which free training and free second specialty getting the best applicants. However, she stressed
that this will provide additional space for 40 thousand students [5].

Modernized the law imposed restrictions in the recruitment of applicants. Thus, state
universities will need the consent of the Minister to conduct the recruitment, if recruitment
exceeds last year's by more than 2%. For this reason, the Chairman spoke of the Union of rectors
of Polish schools Katarzyna Galasso-Macukow expressed concern about the threat widely
announced autonomy of the universities, because the limit may prevent the opening of new
specialties [6].

New amendments to the Act require universities to monitor the career paths of their
graduates, which is extremely important for educational institutions, giving grounds to determine
compliance with curriculum requirements of the labour market.

A constant problem of under-funding higher education of Poland, the Ministry tried to
overcome by introducing the status of the leading state research centers (National Leading
Scientific Centres (KNOW). The best universities, where the recorded level of training and
received the status of the leading centers of scientific research, under the new Law, empowered
the so-called national research center. The reform provides for 5 years of additional funding the
best University centers that have advanced the Studio. By the way, the workers 8 educational
regions of these centers on a competitive basis will have higher wages and benefits in obtaining
research grants (in 2012, the Fund KNOW 230 million pIn.) [7].

An upgraded version of the Law "On higher education" provides for the decentralization of
the higher education system of Poland. The Minister of science no longer leads the process of
learning all of his powers are transferred to high schools. Given that the requirement of approval
by the Minister of normative legal acts in the University. The rector receives more powers for the
creation or elimination of organizational units (faculties) at the University, and their affiliates.
Proposed two alternative methods of appointment of the rector of the University: the heads of the
main departments and their deputies elected during the competition or appointed.

Note that earlier, before the introduction of the new Law, the name of the specific direction
of training and training standards were studied representatives of the main Council of higher
education and approved by the Minister in the form of a particular Order. Today there have been
significant changes: the name of the areas of training, training program, profile, level, and results
are determined by the Council of a certain Department (by faculty Council) and approved by the
Senate of the institution in the form of definitions, while the curriculum and the working program
are only accepted by the Council relevant Department — also in the form of a decision. Despite
the fact that the new law though provides powers to the faculties or other departments of a higher
educational institution to identify the names of areas and learning outcomes that are subject to
training, such powers are different and depend on whether the Department is entitled to award a
doctoral degree from a specific branch of knowledge.

The work of the Polish accreditation Committee, in which the process of evaluation and
accreditation of educational institutions, has also undergone certain changes. To update the Law
of accreditation of higher education institutions provided for the assessment of conformity of the
academic process of educational standards and other requirements of the Ministry of education
of Poland. As a result of the modernization Law, the Commission first considers the issue of
establishing internal quality assurance system of higher education, improving the quality of
teaching, employability of graduates in the labour market, the management of the didactic
process. Also new is the fact that the Law obliges the Polish accreditation Commission to
evaluate each academic program and learning outcomes.

A significant change in the content of higher education is to shift the focus from the
learning process. Analysis of the results conducted by the school, is the determining factor
modification education and introduction of innovative changes in its activities.

The training period is determined, as before, the number of semesters. Another important
change to the current rules is that for the implementation of the programme: bachelor served only
the minimum term of study. However, The Law (Art. 164) is determined primarily by the number
of credits required to obtain the appropriate qualifications. To receive a diploma after graduation,
the student must work a certain number of credits, namely:

« for bachelor's degree — at least 180 ECTS credits;

* to earn a master's degree — at least 90 ECTS credits;
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« if training does not provide formal division into these stages, 300 for master's in system
five-year training, and 360 for the master in the system six study.

The amended law introduces the concept of "qualifications framework", which is a
description of the qualifications obtained in the Polish higher education system based on learning
outcomes. This definition reflects two main characteristics of the framework:

« framework is a description of the qualifications acquired in the higher education system;

» qualifications are described through learning outcomes.

Also, the law defined the key concepts regarding the content of higher education: learning
outcomes, ECTS credits, programme of study direction, the profile of training, qualification,
gualified first, second and third levels, interdisciplinary training.

With the advent of the new Law in the education of Poland, and consequently in teacher
education, there is such a thing as an interdisciplinary individual study (indywidualne studia
miedzyobszarowe). It is only in those schools that teach students at least two disciplines and
award diplomas at least in one direction of preparation. Introduced prior to the new law creates a
new terminology, different from the hitherto existing system of concepts, the key term which
includes the training program, and the introduction of European and State frameworks of
gualifications in higher education Poland is a source of fundamental changes and the change in
the method of designing the training programs. Therefore, those who started learning from 1
October 2012, work on the requirements of the new curricula, consistent with State framework of
gualifications subject to accreditation is also under the new rules.

Unlike previous programs, was based on the content of training, new programmes based
on learning outcomes. Before educational institutions, new requirements — establishment and
restructuring of training programs, which should be based on learning outcomes, which includes:

* introduce a new concept of learning in which the results are the axis build the whole
system of education;

+ creation of documentation related to the latest demands to ensure learning in the
University.

The provisions set forth in the new higher education Act, outline the General principles of
organization of educational process based on the training programs. But, in addition to the Law, a
great influence on the reform of the content of higher education in General, and the content of
higher pedagogical education in particular, had a number of important Orders issued by the
Minister of science, complements the requirements outlined in the Law. So, the Order of October
5, 2011 applies to conditions of training in a separate direction and level [8]; the Order of
November 2, 2011 with the State qualifications framework for higher education; descriptions of
learning outcomes for qualifications of the first and second degrees of the eight separate
branches of education [9]; the Order of November 4, 2011 describes the significant learning
outcomes; examples of descriptions of learning outcomes of the first and second levels for five
selected areas of training, such as pedagogy, philosophy, mathematics, and electronics
instrumentalschik Sahalinenergo profile [10]; the Order of 17 January 2011 for educational
standards for the training of teachers [11].

These Orders are important documents for Polish pedagogical education, and to design
training programs for new requirements. In General, the training of teachers is carried out in
stages and involves various institutions (universities,higher pedagogical schools (pedagogical
academies),higher school of special pedagogy, teacher of the College who are subject to
provincial educational authorities, teachers ' colleges of foreign languages and the like) and
shapes (full-time, extramural and evening). The licentiate's degree provides the right to teach in
the primary school (teachers of preschool institutions, primary school), master degrees in middle
school (teachers of gymnasiums, lyceums) [12].

Each teacher must go through five stages of professional careers:

young teacher (teacher trainee (Intern), who has one year of teaching experience,
probationary period,

contract teacher must engage in work experience in school for 2 years and 9 months, and
also get the approval of the Commission;

full- time teacher is experience 2 years and 9 months. To get the next professional
category, he must pass the exam before the Commission;

graduate teacher (honored teacher)receives wages on 184 % higher than the teacher-
trainee;
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Professor of education, the highest honorary category. In the course of the year for his
work as a teacher with this title gets paid the same as a certified teacher, but once a year give
him extra premium [3; 5].

As you can see, teachers ' professional development can only occur gradually and with
the appropriate requirements of the higher pedagogical education, experience, methodical work,
positive characteristics, and the like. Teachers amenable to verification. Their professional
development is an ongoing process that continues until retirement. Therefore, in modern Poland,
an increasing number of forms of training: internship young teacher,the participation in open
classes, the study of literature, exchange of information and experience with other school staff,
regular contact with a psychologist and speech therapist, participation in pedagogical councils,
and the like [12].

So, the analysis of normative-legal support of modernization of higher pedagogical
education in Poland gives grounds to the conclusion that Poland's accession to the Bologna
process, global integration and globalization, as well as the need of the European labour market
to clear at the international level, the qualifications raised the question of the comparison of
diplomas and resulted in the need to reform the objectives and content of higher education of
Poland in General and teaching in particular. Regulatory support of modernization of higher
pedagogical education in Poland include the updated Law "On higher education" referred to a
Ministerial instruction that the content of reforming Polish higher pedagogical education, as well
as Polish qualifications framework, who took such changes in the higher pedagogical education
as the introduction of a profilisation of the educational process; cancellation of certificate of
completion of doctoral studios; defining a minimum period of study for the first level of training for
other levels — the minimum number of credits; the introduction of tuition fees in the second field of
study; creation and implementation of national qualifications framework; granting special status to
leading government research centers (KNOW) best educational institutions; the abolition of the
procedure of nostrification for master's and doctoral degrees obtained in the member States of
the EU and in the States-participants of the Organization for economic cooperation and
development.
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
