The basic stages of internationalization are distinguished in the article.

The major stimulus of internationalization of the programs of studies is Bce greater
influence of international professional associations.

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INTERNATIONALIZATION OF EDUCATIONAL SPACE
M. KOSTECKA

In many documents of the Bologna process notes that it does not imply the unification of
the content of education, but each member state needs to preserve the national palette, identity
and heritage in the content of education and training of specialists with higher education, and
continue to introduce innovative progressive approaches to higher education. From the point of
view of the Austrian scientist M. Unger, who was directly involved in the development of a
number of provisions and monitoring of the Bologna process, participation in the Bologna process
is a common response to common problems is the convergence of different systems, not
standardization or homogenization. The Bologna Declaration of 1999 is not even a statement,
and agreement, which has an optional recommended nature [10].

However, for the educational space of modern society become more prevalent
nternationalization trends.

Internationalization of educational space does free academic exchange of teachers and
students between Universities of different countries, as well as the creation of a single special
education programs.

Internationalization, according to scholars such as P. Scott and D. Galant, presupposes
the existence of a world composed of nation-States, which formed a clear geopolitical
boundaries, which can be traditional activities for internationalization of education (recruitment
and movement of students, faculty exchanges, University cooperation, joint research work).
Internationalization appears as the building of relationships between two or more countries
sharing a common goal, for example, the formation of a unified educational space, as enshrined
in the Bologna Convention, signed in July 1999 [8].

In the history of higher education scholars have identified 4 main stages of
internationalisation. The first covers the period of development of the first European universities
of the middle ages and Renaissance to the eighteenth century. During this period, the level of
cultural development and higher education in Ukraine was in the pan-European environment. The
spread of Renaissance culture in the Ukrainian lands was primarily attributed to the development
of education. At the end of the XV — XVI centuries is visibly growing stratum of Ukrainians, who
were educated in the best European universities of Cracow, Prague, Bologna and the like. Quite
often immigrants from Ukraine were agents of the European Renaissance. The first higher
educational institution in Ukraine — Ostroh and Kyiv-Mohyla Academy curriculum was similar to
that of leading Western European universities [9, p. 197 — 206]. So now, when we are talking
about the entry of our country in European cultural and educational space, some authors, in
particular N. Mikhalchenko and V. Andrushchenko [4. 4], celebrate the return of Ukraine to this
space.

The second stage, scientists can determine between the second half of XVIII century. the
beginning of the Second world war. During this period, developed countries continue to export the
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principles of their education systems in less developed countries. During internationalization at
this stage, increasing international exchange of scientific knowledge, increases international
mobility of students and teachers.

The third stage lasted since the end of world war Il until the early 90-ies of XX century.
The collapse of the colonial system contributed to the significant increase of international mobility
of students from former colonies. This period is characterized by the involvement of Universities
in a powerful movement of educational expansion and democratization of educational
opportunities.

Today continues the fourth, a qualitatively new stage of internationalization of higher
education and its globalization, in which massive spread of education is considered as a
guarantee of competitiveness in the new global economy [9, p. 197 — 206 ].

Various aspects of formation of modern philosophical and educational paradigms, given
the evolution of the information society, cultural and civilizational foundations of education, global
trends in its reform, as well as topical issues of the modernization changes in the higher
education system and of the processes of internationalization in the context of entry of Ukraine
into the European educational space are examined in the works of V. Usrushana, V. Astakhova,
V. Beha, V. Viktorov, P. Gnatenko, D. Dzvinchuk, A. Dzhurinsky, N. Zgurovsky, C. Rivet, N.
Kolomenskogo, K. Korsak, And Caserta, V. Lugovoi, M. Lukashevich, V. Luta, A. Navrotsky,
Nikolaenko, N. Have nichkalo, V. Oharenko, N. Ognevyuk, M. Romanica, V. Tkachenko, I.
Utyuzh, V. Shynkaruk and other domestic scientists.

In modern conditions higher education is the Foundation on which to build the state, its
economy, social sphere and so on. According to the existing estimates and recommendations it
should have 60 - 80% of the adult population, and the proportion of scientific workers needs to be
2 - 5% of the total population, or 5 - 10% of the workforce. The critical is to ensure the highest
guality of education.

In individual countries and the world at large is a sharp increase in the number of
University students. So, from 1999 to 2005, the student body has grown by almost half and
reached 138 million, the Number of students is growing in all countries, but especially in States
with economies in transition and such that have dynamic development (China, India, Turkey,
Brazil, Mexico). The proportion of the population aged 18 — 25 years studying in higher
education) in Ukraine, as in Russia and other former Soviet countries demonstrates the tendency
to growth. In our state study 69% of this age group in Russia — 71%. The above figures only the
Republic of Korea (91%) and USA (83%).

An important indicator in the context of the proliferation of contemporary trends in lifelong
learning stands the proportion of the population aged 25 - 64 years, which continues his training.
According to the Russian magazine "Economics of education”, the proportion of persons in this
age category studying in Russia stands at 22.4% and lags significantly behind most European
countries, including the UK (37.6 per cent), Germany (41.9 per cent), Italy (48.6 percent), France
(51%), Czech Republic (28.7 per cent), Poland (30%), Latvia (46.2 per cent), Slovakia (59,5%),
Slovenia (82%), and others [2].

The growing internationalization of educational activity due to reasons such as internal
nature (meeting the needs of the national economy for qualified personnel) and external (the
need to ensure national economic competitiveness in the global environment). A manifestation of
internationalization is the development of the world market of educational services (export and
import of educational services, increase the number of foreign students), the emergence of
international forms of organization of educational activities (international educational and
scientific projects, joint educational institutions, opportunities for simultaneous obtaining of
diplomas of higher educational establishments of different countries), the internationalization of
financial education resources: attracting external sources in education in the form of funds,
grants, loans from international organizations, foundations and institutions in other countries.

With the development of globalization and internationalization of economy and business to
higher education faced new goal is to train professionals able to work effectively in the global
market has changed. Internationalization of education has different purposes, including:
diversification and growth of revenues through the attraction of foreign students on paid training;
expansion of curricula and the training of its students in foreign Universities-partners; expanding
regional University network for the efficient use of its resources; improving the quality of
education and research through the participation of students and teachers in international
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knowledge sharing and the like. The development of international inter-University cooperation
allows to organize joint research projects, exchange programmes for students and teachers,
special programs for foreign students. Most modern universities are involved in international
activities, but it's usually the most simple, everyday level of internationalization. At a higher level
internationalization of higher education can be seen as a process of systematic integration of an
international component in education, research and social activities of higher educational
institutions [6].

In the scientific literature devoted to the study of this problem, has formed a global and
local approach to the definition of this concept, which complement each other.

From the point of view of the representatives of the global approach to internationalization
of educational space means an increase in the openness of higher education system, a sharp
increase in the mobility of students, teachers, the formation of the world market of educational
services, increasing the number of international programmes and projects in the field of higher
education.

Among social scientists working in this field can be distinguished. Andrushchenko, Yu
Benedica, A. Boyko, A. Velichko, N. The Drobnokhod, I. Tracing, I. Naydenova, A. Demianczuk,
Macburnie, M. Lebedev, and others. a Comprehensive analysis of the impact of globalization on
higher education and the development of the world market of educational services and student
mobility is dedicated to the work of such Russian researchers as. Vulfson, |. Zhivotovskaya, I.
Maiburov etc.

From the perspective of the local visions, by their nature, the internationalization of
educational space is a process of including different international aspects in research, teaching
and administrative activities of higher education institutions.

Internationalization involves the formation of an appropriate strategy for educational
institutions. It is universities, according to researchers of the process of internationalization of
educational space [5], is the main driving force of the development of structures and strategies of
international cooperation and exchange at institutional, national and European levels.

The process of internationalization at the level of individual universities for:

- students: recruitment of foreign students, organization of exchange programs, production
practices, and individual student mobility;

- faculty: faculty exchanges, joint research programs, internships in foreign.universities,
joint curricula, intensive courses and summer schools;

- content of the training programs: new programs and courses with a substantial
international component, taking into account the elements of intercultural communication and
area studies, foreign languages (as a subject of study and as the language in reading courses),
distance learning, use of new information and pedagogical technologies in the educational
process;

- accreditation, recognition and evaluation: recognition of documents on education, the
use of ECTS, the results of the "double and joint degrees, quality of education, international
University rankings;

- governance and management of higher education: structures that can and have the right
to make decisions, international Department, administration to faculty and Department levels,
recruitment, issues of promotion and development, creating the conditions for innovation,
international cooperation and projects, exchange programs and internships for administrators,
management of human and material resources, consulting and information services, the
evaluation procedure, infrastructure [3, pp. 6 - 8.].

But regardless of which position attached to the author, the process of internationalization
of educational space is determined by a number of symptoms and signs and, above all, mobility
of students and teachers.

Student mobility is encouraged by a variety of state and regional programs. Many
countries conclude bilateral and multilateral treaties in this field. Well-known European program
"Erasmus" (1995 — "Socrates"). In the program "Erasmus" (started in 1987 to create a common
market in Europe) given the mobility scheme "Comets", "lingua", etc. which aim to create a
European model of higher education. Student exchange is interpreted as a means of developing
a pan-European level specialists and skilled workers [6].

In addition to more or less organised schemes of student mobility, there is a spontaneous
movement of students out of the program. This spontaneous mobility is the result of a number of
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factors reflecting the strategy of "push” and "pull". National differences in access to education,
guantitative restrictions in the intake of students for certain skills make students from these
countries to seek educational opportunities abroad. Language and cultural considerations attract
students to educational programmes in the UK, France, USA. The dominance of English as the
main language in modern science and as the most commonly studied second language,
contributed to the fact that along with USA and Britain to the list of countries hosting the largest
number of foreign students, included also Canada and Australia.

Over the past 40 years, the rate of increase the flow of students has exceeded the rate of
distribution of the higher education. According to the UNESCO international student mobility has
grown over the last 25 years by 300%. According to experts, by 2025, the number of students
studying abroad will be 4.9 million people [6].

But, as defines in his article "the Bologna process: ten years of reforms" by I. Somer, only
a few countries have their own strategies to promote mobility. In particular, Belgium, France,
Malta and Switzerland have set a goal to increase the number of students who spend part of
studying abroad to 20% by 2020. But the Netherlands has increased this figure to 25%, and
Germany — up to 50% [9].

In the early 2000-ies, the education Ministers of the countries that joined the Bologha
process agreed on a new agenda, according to which by 2020 should be 20% of the students
who will study or do an internship in another country [9].

The need for such coordination is that more and more UNIVERSITIES located in the
centers of the academic world, not satisfied with the number of students who come to them for
training. They try to combine recruitment of foreign students increased supply of educational
services in promising markets, organizing overseas offices and branches, completely subordinate
to the primary school. This trend shows a shift in the internationalization process, from demand to
offer.

But internationalization of education is manifested not only in the growth in the number of
foreign students. Next to the active promotion of arrival in their country of students from overseas
educational institutions to expand expansion into other countries. The increase of such activity is
based on the appearance in the 90-ies of XX century. and the rapid growth of the so-called
"cross-border education” (transborder education).

Although the mobility of the teaching staff investigated not so well as the mobility of
students, it can be considered the second most important form of globalization of higher
education. Traditionally, the international mobility of teaching staff attributable to research and
scientific work, but in certain regions and certain areas of education, for example, management
and business administration, there are special schemes of regional and international training for
young researchers and teachers.

Programs of student and faculty mobility has evolved with the aim of promoting the
internationalization of curricula, i.e. the introduction of changes in curricula of universities and
faculties cooperate. Because even in a United Europe there is a huge variety of national higher
education systems, the desire to denationalize the curriculum and to bringing the common
European elements could be implemented only through projects of mobility.

The most important incentive for internationalization of training programs is the growing
influence of international professional associations. The rapid growth of international trade in
professional services has prompted many professions to organize their activities at the
international level. These professional associations to seriously tackle such issues as quality
assurance, minimum standards, criteria of professionalism, accreditation, etc. Architects,
psychologists, accountants, and representatives of many professions are trying to develop
international standards that could lead to greater consistency of curricula and quality criteria.

Often, such professional standards are implemented by international organizations. For
example, the European Union is considering a standard minimum education requirements, in
connection with labour mobility. The free trade agreements, e.g. nafta and asean contain
provisions on the mutual recognition of procedures for the licensing and certification of
professional services. In this regard, many universities are reviewing their curricula in accordance
with such directives.

But these processes in different countries have different rates of flow. So, for the last
years in the sphere of higher education in Ukraine, especially technical, the accumulated complex
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problems, the solution of which remains on the agenda, despite the presence or absence of
factors such as the Bologna process.

These issues are as experts write, a martyrology of higher education, namely:

1. The excessive number of academic directions and specializations, 76 and 584
respectively. The best world higher education systems have 5 times less.

2. Lack of recognition in society, the level of "bachelor" as qualification level, the Treaty of
domestic economy. As a rule, admission to Universities is carried out not at the undergraduate
and specialty.

3. Threatening in the mass measurement, the trend towards deterioration of the quality of
higher education that is growing with time.

4. Increased gap between educators and employers, between education and the labour
market.

5. Undue confusion in the understanding of levels of specialist and master. On the one
hand, there is the proximity of training programs for specialist and master, their equivalence in the
educational qualification status, and on the other they have accreditation at different levels,
respectively on Il and IV.

6. Our system of scientific degrees complex than the European, which complicates the
mobility of teachers and scholars in Europe.

7. Inadequately to the needs of society and labour market, the fate of such a widespread
level of education as technical schools and colleges, despite the fact that their numbers in the
country four times more than higher education institutions of Ill and IV levels of accreditation
combined.

8. Gone when well organized for a centralized economy system of training and retraining.
The new system, which would satisfy needs of a market economy in Ukraine is not created. It is
therefore very important European principle of "education through life" is that our nation cannot
be fully realized.

9. Universities of Ukraine did not take on the role of methodological centers, innovators,
pioneers of social transformation, which the country should go. The level of autonomy of
Universities in these matters is significantly below the European average. Do not perform the role
of methodological leaders of the educational institution having the status national, at a time when
their number reached about 40% of the total number of Universities Il and IV level of
accreditation.

10. The lack of budgetary allocations for the educational sector leads to the fact that today
in Ukraine only 27% of young people can obtain higher education, whereas in developed
countries — USA, Japan 80% of young people studying in Universities.

These and other obstacles impair the recognition of our system of higher education the
outside world, reinforcing isolationist tendencies, impair the mobility of students, teachers and
scientists through the European educational space and labour market [1].

In Ukraine the mobility system are also hampered by inconsistencies, the visa regime, the
economic characteristics of our country, in the end, the difference between living standards in
Ukraine and EU countries.

Gradually the flows of international students have been perceived by the majority of
countries that accept foreign students to study, more like a trade than a help because in many
cases, foreign students pay full tuition. Many educational institutions accept international
students, especially in English-speaking countries, the income generated by full-tuition foreign
students, is a significant addition to University budgets, which are reduced annually. Without this
additional income many Universities simply could not exist.

Thus, the reason for the increasing number of students studying abroad, more are the
market processes, not government policy or assistance. International market of educational
services becomes a sector of the economy develops rapidly, the Central elements of which are
the international marketing of educational institutions and the targeted recruitment of foreign
students.
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
