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SOME PROBLEM QUESTIONS OF REALIZATION OF EVENTS DURING
REALIZATION OF OPERATIVELY-SEARCH PRODUCTION

The urgency. Documentation is a purposeful activity relevant authorities to conduct search
operations, including with the use of technical means of identifying and fixing the illegal activities
of individuals or groups for the purpose of using the material as evidence in criminal proceedings
after verification in accordance with the requirements of the criminal -processual.

Within the meaning of the term "documentation" set out in the explanatory dictionary,
documenting the result is the appearance of new documents proving the wrongful acts of persons
developed [2, p 78].

Aim of this article is to identify problematic issues in the event of operational-
investigative proceedings.

Some theoretical and applied aspects of search operations by law enforcement agencies
investigated in the works of V.M. Atmazhytov, G. Biryukov, A. Vandyshev, V. Grachev,
D. Hrebelskyi, A. F . Dolzhenkov, A.V. Efremov, V.G.Kamysh, I.P. Kozachenko, Y. Kondratiev,
V. Matviychuk, D. J. Nykyforchuk, S.S. Ovchynskyi, V.A. Silyukov, O.P. Sniherov,
V.L. Rehulskyi, S.S. Chernavskyi.

However, this issue is not considered to hold such events in the course of operational-
investigative proceedings, after the adoption of the new Criminal Procedural Code of Ukraine

The main content. Yes, the offense and the guilt of persons established by proof that the
collection, verification and assessment of the evidence the inquiry, investigation and trial.

Evidence may be any evidence on which according to the current legislation these
authorities establish the presence or absence of crime, guilt persons and other circumstances
relevant to the proper resolution of the case.

Thus, traditionally singled out two elements of documentation [4, p 238]:
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1 Identify evidence.

2 Ensuring the possibility of their use in the investigation.

For the first element characteristic information and its verification. Identification evidence a
set of operational search actions that ensure obtaining information supporting criminal acts
developed people.

These are the actual data:

- Of a crime (time, place, method);

- The involvement of developed in the preparation or commission of the offense;

- The circumstances that contributed to the commission of a crime;

- The circle of people involved in its commission;

- The location of documents, objects, values of crime;

- Circumstances that characterize a person, mitigating, aggravating circumstances.

Evidence in criminal proceedings is the actual data obtained in the manner prescribed by
this Code for which the investigator, prosecutor, investigating judge and the court determines
whether or not the facts and circumstances relevant to the criminal proceedings and subject
to proof [3, p 84] .

There is evidence set: the testimony of a witness, victim, suspect, accused, expert opinion,
physical evidence, records of investigative and judicial actions, protocols with relevant
applications composed competent authorities on the results of search operations, and other
documents. Materials, which recorded evidence of wrongful acts of individuals and groups
collected operational units in compliance with the Law of Ukraine "On operative-search activity"
[7], subject to compliance with the requirements of this article are documents and can be used in
criminal proceedings as evidence [3, p 99]

Discovered evidence, when making operational and investigative proceedings, require
mandatory inspections. This will collect indisputable evidence and objectively conduct an audit or
operational development, will not allow arbitrary opening of criminal proceedings and at the same
time will give way to avoid criminal liability.

The second element documentation is enabling the using of evidence in the investigation. If
discovered by secret items and documents that future evidence may be destroyed, they must be
saved until the implementation of materials testing.

Thus, signs of crimes in the course of operational-investigative proceedings - it is only the
initial stage operational since before operational units delivered a number of tasks that can be
performed only within the latest information.

In conducting activities in the implementation of operative-investigative proceedings, a
significant amount of operational information obtained during the inspection of the scene.

This investigative action is particularly significant when the offender is unknown.
Following the review, the scene can find out the circumstances of an event that took place, and on
this basis to imagine mechanisms offense his way, and finally - to identify the perpetrator.

Participation operatives to conduct inspection of the scene in the crime is also important
because often the person who committed the crime, returned to the scene.

There are many examples where the offender was seen at the crime scene investigator
during the inspection there, in the crowd was interesting watching the actions of investigators and
operatives.

With monotonous mass of people it can be distinguished: a clear interest in what is
happening, "burning eyes" inadequate, excessive dynamic behavior.

Thus, when comparing the photographs of the scene and the data are contained in the
record review, an operational officer and investigator found that during the inspection of the scene
was not described hammer shown on one picture.
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When checked all of those who were at the crime scene, it became clear that among the
witnesses was that the man who committed the crime. Using the fact that in a review he was
invited as a witness, he hid under clothing and carried from the scene of the crime guns [1, C. 21].

Use of the information available to operatives and investigative means, in particular, the
possibility of comparison with the real situation in the future inspection of the scene.

Compare it with all the extremely difficult and inefficient, so we can recommend to bring
together available information on blocks that allow more targeted use this information.

As basic blocks are the following: a) the nature of the place of the offense; b) traces of the
offender at the scene; c)mean (mechanism) the crime and guns (weapons) crime; d) data for the
victims, set in the place where; d) the motives of the crime, which can be judged by the results of
inspection of the scene.

Try to reveal the contents of these blocks in more detail. Thus, describing the crime scene,
you must find, evaluate and fix the following factors as: remoteness from settlements, houses and
other buildings where people may be; distance from roads, trails, isolation of a particular place;
how good or bad it is viewed from the side; does it cover, such as fences or bushes.

The similarity of the scene of crime can be an indirect confirmation that the offense
committed by the same person.

The study places the offender chooses to commit crimes, assists in organizing ambushes in
places likely emergence of the offender.

Particular attention should be paid to the way in which they were able to arrive on the scene,
the perpetrators and the victim, and the ways in which this place has disappeared from the
offender. You should try to detect traces of shoes (feet) offender and the victim.

It 1s important to determine whether the same signs of those that were known before.
Care should be special attention to located near the scene of the crime houses, settlements,
stations, wharves, airports, schools, shopping centers, where could come to the crime scene or the
suspected victim. In comparison with objects in some cases you can get important information to
solve the crime.

On examination of the scene, in the course of operative-investigative proceedings shall be
taken to identify and fix traces of the criminals at the scene.

It can be: individual traces shoes (feet); footprints and track its direction; traces of natural
needs; related traces (traces crutches, dogs); traces meal, cups, glasses, wine glasses, which can be
fingerprinted; food debris, which may be left teeth marks; allocation as blood, saliva, sweat,
semen, nasal mucus; things and documents lost the alleged offender.

The third block is the information about how to commit a crime. As you know, each individual
crime by time, place, conditions and other circumstances.

And yet generalizations investigation series organized criminal groups committing crimes
amply demonstrates the fact that the vast majority of criminals use a limited number of ways to
commit their criminal intentions.

Of course, due to various circumstances sometimes change the way criminals commit
crimes and it certainly should be considered when making operational-investigative proceedings.
However, the similarity criminal handwriting is an important evidence in the case.

Analyzing obtained in previous reviews information about the identity of the victim, should
pay attention to the following factors as gender, age, physique, place of work (study).

Described blocks of information held by operational staff, and can be used as a program in
the coming review, because they indicate the main points that need to consider when participating
in the conduct of investigative actions analyzed.

Thus, analyzing the provisions laid down in this article, we can formulate the problem
issues in the implementation of measures operational-investigative proceedings, namely:
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1 Lack of proper operational overlap, consequently, loss of time to identify objects things and
documents that may be evidence in criminal proceedings, and the range of suspects to be checked.
2 Inadequate training of employees in the units, primarily associated with procedural features in
fixing the criminal actions of individuals.

3 Lack of experience with investigative materials, during search operations.

Looking at ways to improve the work carried out at measures in the implementation of
operative-investigative proceedings, not to mention the need to improve the quality of the
inspections suspects as operational and investigative way.

As shown by the study of investigative practices, methods of checking an alibi because a
significant number of suspects comes time to taking explanations and interviews with them.
Location individuals who are interested in the investigation, at the time of the offense; facts that
characterize it and other questions to ascertain an interview with a relative, friends suspected
persons, and sometimes with the same suspects too straightforward.

Organization of work in the course of operational-investigative proceedings carried out by
process of elimination, which involves the development of social and psychological portrait of
criminals and assembly of special questionnaire, using which a person will manifest that match
"facial features".

These documents are sent in the form of targets in each operational investigative group and
all employees involved in the investigation of crimes.

These areas of concern regarding the conduct of activities in the implementation of
operational-investigative proceedings may be resolved as follows:

1 Lack of timely information on the criminal activities of people decided the establishment
of contacts with people who may have information about such activities.

2 To overcome the second problem can especially improve the professional level
operatives during search operations and investigations, gaining experience in the use of
operational and technical means in documenting evidence of the crime, the study of positive
experiences in areas of operational units.
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
