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PSYCHOLOGICAL FEATURES OF DEVELOPMENT OF ACCENTUATIVE
TEENAGERS IN THE CONDITIONS OF DEPRIVATION

The thorny political-economic and socialpsychological problems of our society
predetermine substantial disorders of human psyche, showing up in aggression, conflict, apathy,
anxiety and other depreciation mental conditions. Especially vulnerable to vibrations of public
psyche are teenagers which feel stratification of and social, and personality-age-old factors on the
own course of life. Complicated existential of children of teens is caused by both the problems of
pubertat development and limitations for the valuable and harmonious personality becoming, in
particular deprivation. Therefore the numerous negative factors of different types of deprivation
are laid on transitional, crisis character of the juvenile stage of ontogenesis and predetermine the
flashes of displays of different accentuation character. Such difficult background for genesis of
teenager often enough yet and deepens the factor of hyperactivity as a typical variant and gene for
socioreaction on the calls of environment.

Clearly for a hyperactive teenager it is come accentuation of character across essence of
deprivation, for example authoritarian mode of school-boarding-school, and substantially
complicate or and distort his communication from mikro- and by a macroenvironment. Intercourse
can acquire the variants of nonconformism, resistance, denial of external influence and result in
active and sickly interpersonality conflicts which on the whole destructively influence on
prosocial positions of becoming of child. The frequent displays of antisocial forms of conduct
become possible in deprived of hyperactive teenagers, and in the case of limitation and power,
administrative pressure outpoured as anxiety, depression, neuroses and general strengthening of
own psychological defence. Bright demonstrative displays of accentuation are the original reaction
of child on a that base conflict which is stopped up for her from of ontogenetic times - from the
moment of loss of parents of aba absence of their guardianship and by translation in educational-
educator school-boarding-school establishment of the closed type. Such critical terms in earnest
complicate adaptation of deprived child to withstand forms of public moral and conduct, and also
generate conflicts and reactions-flashes on them as asocial acts or accentuation of development
disfunctions.

Traditionally interpreted character accentuation as extreme variants of norm, in which
separate character traits superfluously, as a result it is possible to find selective vulnerability in
relation to the certain sort of psychogenic influences of 3amo6poi and even increased other.
Accentuation character traits are sharply expressed sufficiently often become reason of personality
desadaptation of deprived teenager to the surrounding people and terms of vital functions Limited
to the microclimate of school-boarding-school as a typical model of educational deprivation
establishment teenagers get in an original "aquarium" which the chaotic becoming and situation
display of accentuation character is in.

It should be noted that in many cases of origin of character accentuation predetermined by
a specific by heredity. As for deprived a child is educated in school-boarding-school on fully
objective reasons the burdened genesis (problem, deviant families, in which parents practised
upon an alcohol, drugs and other antisocial roles and that is why of paternal rights) of socio, then
they comparatively with person of the same age from ordinary families more frequent and more
stormily show to character accentuation. Therefore than more bright type of accentuation, the
greater probability that among related by blood of teenager there were persons with the same lines
and character features. A ponderable role such mechanism of socialization can play, as an
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inheritance, in fact for deprived teenagers those development models are fastened, what of them
"read" once at conscious or subconscious level from the parents. Therefore the stereotypes of
display of character signs of parents through the mechanisms of inheritance, suggestion and
infection are mastered by the pupils of school-boarding-school establishments as basic
development standards.

Deprivation as a separate vacuum state of man, when an individual is deprived possibility
to satisfy the human psychological, spiritual requirements in a sufficient amount and long time
enough, for teenagers from the closed educational establishments only strengthens forming of
acuteness of accentuation. Deprived the mode of exsistential can substantially strengthen
pathological displays for the structur teenager of negative accentuation character, which will show
up during everything their further course of life. In opinion of scientists, it is possible basic (vital)
necessities to consider: a 1) requirement in the determined amount, changeability and type (to
modality) of stimuli; 2) requirements in basic terms for effective Hayuinns; 3) requirements in
primary public copulas (especially with a mother) which provide possibility of basic integration of
personality; 4) necessities of public self-realization which gives possibility of capture certain
public roles and valued reference-points [1; 2; 3; 4].

At the same time, if in the social structure of subject there is not some substantial element
which determines the clear social role of other subjects of social reality (for example, if in seven’i
there is not a father or mother, brother or sister, or socializing failing with persons of the same
age), then an individual does not acquire sufficient experience of co-operating with them.
Hereupon the communicative narrows natural habitat fact of deprivation it is possible in such case
to examine foremost as a defect which influences on ignorance and inadequate mastering the
teenager of social roles. The negative consequences of different types of deprivation influence on
motion of socialization, that is why a deprived subject badly geared-up to corresponding
implementation rows of roles, which will expect from him in society, and also demonstrates
feeling of the learned by heart helplessness, that does not allow him to attain high status.

Ja. Hoshovskyi marks that deprivation draws inadequate momyc of consciousness,
negatively affects consciousness, generates a rejection in forming of self-appraisal, harms to the
psychical health, serves as reason of disorders and disharmonies in the process of the personality
becoming of teenagers. Piling up of various types of deprivation (social, domestic, sensory,
maternal, communicative, affect, material and other) results in leveling of individual structur
personality of teenager. The Unformed of key vital reference-points, dichotomy of axiology,
suffering through the loss of sense of life, sense of loneliness and neglect generate an original
existential vacuum which limits personality potential of deprived teenager. Deprivation results in
split and breaking up, that is why, it is possible one of the dominant states of teenager to name
marginal as witness stay in a intellectual dissonance, on a fracture two or a few cultural
(subcultural) systems. It generates the crisis of identity and complicates acquisition of sexual,
socialstatus roles and chronic deprivation of different type of necessities is explained, by the
shortage of reflection, protracted dependence on other, unformed of the personal funds of
achievement By3kmmyB children desirable, id est to oppressions of "existential self-affirmation" as
consequence of the "learned by heart helplessness" [1].

Certainly, according to withstand stereotypes a child, leave parents without an anxiety and
passed on caring of public institution, is willy-nilly perceived and interpreted as a "citizen of the
second sort", becoming the victim of deep-rooted superstition at once, that all such the children
have some personality defects, character traumas and calculation of accentuation.

Deprived situation as vital situation of child, in which absent possibility of satisfaction of
important psychical necessities, indisputably, is a powerful background on which numerous
development deviations germinate and to character accentuation.
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School-boarding-school of deprived stimulates the anxiously-depressed tints of
personality potential of pupil, reduces him adaptive possibilities, discomfort affects quality of
socializing with surrounding people, it appears in to superfluously frequent mposiBax accentuation
character and complicates the processes of psychological rehabilitation and rekreation [1; 2;
4].

The lack of maternal heat, guardianship and love generates personality disharmony,
which is the source of permanent internal neuropsychic tension and increased irritability,
disturbance, aggressiveness and fearfully-anxious displays in socializing with other, and thus and
by the condition of intensification of various accentuation character.

Limitation of free self-genesis the isolation of child from the stimulant environment of
family and family results in special individual become which a child in a deprived situation
overcomes of own psychical health and through aspiring to permanent indemnification poorer.
The friendly are thus created to the accentuation displays and development condition, when such
psychical reaction on the world becomes habit, protective reaction of teenager.

Theoretical-empiric results of many scientific researches in industry of deprivation, in
particular her school-boarding-school forms, certify that development of children in
educational-educator establishments of the closed type takes place complicatedies and
offtype, as  principle of "school-boarding-school of establishment" as a regime and restrictive
subjective potential of child of educator environment is a way which only strengthens to
character accentuation [1; 2; 3; 4].

In research of N. Panasenko, which is sacred to the problem of forming of character of
"Ego" for accentuation teenagers with a deviant conduct, marked, that in the conditions of
alteration of society process of forming minor characterized by the decline of meaningfulness of
pictures of base moral principles of conduct. In particular, for certain alienation is set from society
and his values, disharmonious transformation of character of "Ego" of accentuation teenager with
a deviant conduct. The features of character of "Ego", his components are examined as a potential
source of changes, development and as a regulator of conduct. The study of features of character
of "Edo" of accentuation teenagers which have deviations of conduct deepens understanding of
essence of problem of deviant conduct [3].

A social comfort and personality psychical health of deprived teenager yield to the
numerous threats and filled with destructive maintenance, first of all through restrictive
character of existention, which foresees clear and severe him base psychical necessities. In turn
it only strengthens the palette of display of different after modality of accentuation character. On
the whole, deprivation, hospitalization of child present the real danger for her healthy and
valuable psychical development. Ifa child grows and brought up not in the domestic circle of
family, in what harmonious mutual relations function at the level of parents, but separation
deprived factors, then it is the extremely undesirable and unnatural socialpsychological
phenomenon. Strained to accentuation character is both a derivative base of conduct of deprived
teenagers. Therefore the conservative system of school-boarding-school education, based on
cultivation of various forms of deprivation among pupils, must be changed by innovative
approaches and forms which already passed successful approbation in other countries (for
example, SOS - Kinderdorf). One of fruitful forms of caring about deprived children creation of
houses of domestic type and education of children is considered in receiving families. Scray
potential of fostering (to the process of careful education) is a powerful alternative to orphanhood,
as receiving family is how hardly not more effective all produced with the leveling mode of
deprivation, offering to the deprived of one's share children the real chance to find an optimal
social niche for the valuable personality becoming.
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It is needed to mark that in most pupils of school-boarding-school establishments
psychical development often enough takes place behind time in relation to an age-old norm, id
est between concepts "deprivation" and "retardation" exist, unfortunately, close copulas which
negatively influence on the children deprived domestic guardianship. It lays on noticeable
imprints on forming of character and actualisation making of skills and lines of accentuation
conduct. The pupils of educational establishments of the closed type on basic indexes of
psychical development, as a rule, fall behind from yearlings, growing in family, as arate of
development of these children is slow through the limiting mode of different types of
deprivation properly and the displays of accentuation for deprived teenagers take place more
frequent, more intensive and sharper.

As absence of family and specific terms of life in child's house, school-boarding-school
often predetermine lag in psychical development of children after the row of substantial
parameters at the level of intellectual, sensory and development spheres, then it generates and
accentuation at the level of functioning of separate components and character traits.

Consider that by a basic vector for the decision of such negative state of businesses must
become resocialization, which foresees the complex of psychological measures, sent to
proceeding in norms and models of normal world view of personality with simultaneous
elimination from consciousness of pathological models, in particular and at the level of the
strained accentuation conduct. Duration of deprivation and success of resocialization as a
rehabilitation are in close interdependence, therefore from that, on what interval of ontogenesis the
features of the deprived mode began to operate quality and success of returning of individual and
normal vital functions depends in society.
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
