The study attempts to find out the current state of development of cultural-civilizational
processes in Ukraine, peculiarities of the development of culture, the activities of libraries, which
should indirectly contribute to a high degree of democracy and civil education of the individual,
population. One of the important issues raised in the Studio is keeping the identity of the state and
the role of personality in the context of globalization.

About the European scientific community in the literature now raises these questions quite
often and no less urgent. This is a perfectly understandable phenomenon, because in recent years
Ukraine has chosen the path to the EU, and therefore remembered forgotten for the Sovietization
themselves European values. Our exploration we wanted to recreate the process of European
integration through the face, because, in our opinion, the European-not only in literature, but
especially in the faces of those who make it, and then criticize. In our opinion, humantronic about
European values "divorce" from the positions of the periphery: the values somewhere, and we are
here, and we only reach for him, and when, finally, to join. In most European countries,
Scandinavia, Greece (for example), have other orientations relative to their, in fact, European
Meryl. The introduction of the Euro and so on -- is very different institutions, with its own
requirements and criteria for each "candidate", which in no way can fit Bennati faceless mentality
of our leaders. European heritage -- not only some purely Cuaron, but our: monuments of Kyiv
Rus, the St. Sophia Cathedral of the XI century, the Kiev chamber, the first University in Eastern
Europe-Kiev-Mohyla Academy, Sich is an independent democratic Republic, an unusual form of
self-government, the 500-year history of the Ukrainian Cossacks with a unique chronicle, the
Constitution of Philip Orlik, more than three hundred gorgeous Ukrainian songs, philosophy,
Pans, Ukrainian Prophet Shevchenko, next -- 1. Franko, Lesia Ukrainka, V. Stefanik, M.
Kotsyubinsky, M. Lysenko, O. Potebnya, noosphere Century Vernadsky, And. Puliui, S. Korolev,
poetics movies, O. Dovzhenko, M. Rylsky, P. Tychyna, "Berezil", L. Kurbas, Archipenko,
boichemistry... of the twentieth century -- is unique not only for its personalities, and the events
that led to the emergence of his pieces: two world wars, the civil war for democracy and
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independence, terrible genocide Holodomor, unique dragevent, the abundance of names,
individual diversity Ukrainian processes 20-ies of XX century, Shot Revival, the interwar
literature and war, creative palette Diaspora, the sixties, Saratova creativity 70--80-ies... -- This is
an incomplete list of European integration of Ukraine, -- even wider, her international experience,
which will backfire. So what methodological scheme can fit in the historicism of our literary
Ukrainian destiny? None of the existing theoretical models are not able to fully delineate the
Ukrainian biographies. Therefore, we resorted to the existing periodicaly literature to locally "to
find fault" to metrological fundamentals.

Like other socio-humanitarian disciplines, literary biography in its development is guided
by humanistic traditions and moral principles. The principle of humanism -- leading in the
methodology of literary bography. Its humanization means submission to research the life and
creative path of the artist in the public interest, improvement.

All artistic documentary-biographical works preserve the main features of the genre,
defined more A. Maurois [1, p.178]: truthfulness, courageous search for truth, accuracy, and
versatility of the human person.

Biography work as one of the genres of documentary and fiction occupies a prominent
place in the contemporary literary process. Features biographical works, their value has been the
object of research of many scientists, who thoroughly studied these issues. Differentiation
biographical works, the formation of their genres, the history of literary biografi considered N.
Dikushina [2, p.149-171]; O. Galich [3, p.23]; gathering I operating, [4, p.25-26]]; Melnychuk B.
[5, p.272]; O. Datsyuk [6, p.18]; I. Akhina [7, p.19].

We tried in his exploration show the evolutionary development of the personality in the
literary bograts, stage of its growth it is from the Soviet times-- in the modern period, when
Ukraine has already established itself as an independent state. We couldn't get around and the
prerequisites to becoming a person. Stopped and constraints that inevitably arose when positive
dynamics in terms of personality and modern.

Problems of development and functioning of documentary works become the subject of a
comprehensive review and discussion at the international and national scientific conferences. As a
consequence of the publication of collections of papers delivered at the forums.

Not less important is the principle of social causality and objectivity. Researcher, studying
controversial literary phenomenon, has the right to voice their views on a particular fact of the
biography of the writer or critic, but at the same time he is obliged to give full existing
information about the figure.

For the Ukrainian literary biografi characterized by high scientific level. Its scientific
character is reflected primarily in the application of scientific methods in the selection for high-
quality information resources, schemes of their groups, analysis of characteristics.

These and other cultural processes dedicated to the many activities that take place in the
world. On one of them we spinulosa. In Chernigov city organization "Euroclub" together with
Chernihiv flu Kyiv Slavonic University and Chernihiv branch PVNZ "European University" held
the international scientific-practical conference "Ukraine in European countries: current trends and
prospects". One of the founders of its Yuri Tkach -- associate of national culture movement,
caring person. The theme of the conference, in which we were lucky enough to attend a
presentation of "Conceptualism source Ukrainian literary biografi -- dominant part of European
culture" [8, p. 157 -- 164] -- varied: economic, political and social consequences of the continuing

Ukraine's aspirations to establish itself in the global community reach depths of centuries.
A significant contribution to the theoretical Foundation of the Ukrainian nation and people, and to
create a consistent orientation on the approval of national identity of the Ukrainian people in the
circle of European civilization in the XIX-first half of the twentieth century did M. Kostomarov,
V. A., D. Yavornytsky, D. Bagaley, M. Drahomanov, M. Hrushevsky, And. Krypiakevych, D.
Dontsov, S. Efremov, V. Peretz and other Russian thinkers. The more that the relations of Ukraine
with the international society -- everlasting. We wrote about this in articles about Ukraine's
relations with France [11, p. 301--305] and Hermanni [12, p.290 -- 297]. Our flag -- blue-yellow --
the gift of the Imperial dynasty of Austria-Hungary -- the Habsburgs. The prima Donna at the
Vienna Opera is our Victoria Lukyanets, each of her concerts -- a full house and a standing
ovation. Our color-all over the world... “Ukraine exists on the planet for a very long time, but
many of his contemporaries have not learned to distinguish neither maps nor on historical Ovid.
From time to time we were very noticeable, but it happened, Ukraine for centuries kept ignoring
and were pushed to the outskirts of civilized life. But our people has always been a part quiet
dignity, the eternal quest for peace and cooperation with all peoples of the world” [13, p. 7].

First of all transformative processes, and especially from the twelfth century, remained a
Man. The person became the object of history since the Renaissance the seventeenth century,
when literature was finally returned to the person. She had all inherent in the society, quality:
humour, satire, criticism, consciousness, identity, honor and dignity, sensing the potential strength
of their personal decisions to vote. But now, in the twenty-first century, in contrast to the Baroque
era, people are no longer afraid. And this is the highest achievement criterion of courage and self-
awareness not as a slave, creatures, and a great result nekomfortno. To this was attached a
revolutionary.

Cultural traits Ukrainians were formed over thousands of years as universals. Great for
strengthening the shaky now a significant part of the people of the spirit are called to serve and
artistic stories about laborious, as a rule, the life path of prominent personalities. As more than one
hundred years ago, “sick”, according to the characteristic of A. Chekhov, times, heroes are
needed, as the sun“. And just need a vivid historical and biographical work about them that are a
valuable educational material [5, c. 6]. Independent acquisition of knowledge, its culture in all its
forms in our day requires adequate information to students about distinctive kinds of verbal human
activity. Without this it is impossible, in particular, and the preservation of our cultural heritage,
introducing it in the context of contemporary culture. In this respect, particular importance
familiarize the youth with the curiosities of ancient literature. In the education of the youth of
great importance next to the early printed editions of the works of the representatives of ancient
culture, in particular -- Aeschylus, Sophocles, Euripides, Aristophanes, Homer, Plato, Aristotle,
Horace, Virgil, Shakespeare, Moliere, Goethe, Schiller, Byron, Hugo, Nietzsche (he's in the first
degree -- the artist), and in Ukrainian literature -- Shevchenko, Franko, Lesya Ukrainka, O.
Kobylyanska, Kotsyubinsky, Stefanik, Olesya, Russian literature -- O. Pushkin, M. Lermontov, F.
Dostoevsky, L. Tolstoy... "Nothing is distributed among the people and there is nothing that
creates human consciousness... as red writing ...” [14, p. 19 -- 20].

We tend to all others, and not his. Dress dress codes, ride in cars, used instead of healthy
food khachapuri, hot dogs, sushi, baklava. We are convinced that today it is impossible to live
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without English. At every step we see written in a foreign language signage hotels, markets, firms,
and firmochek: Silver River, Drim, Toun. Service responsible for compliance with Ukrainian laws
-- all this do not notice or do not want to miss. But how can we despise ourselves? It turns out --
without the Ukrainian language you can live, and no English-no? On the wider public about the
shameful angloamericans, which supersedes all Ukrainian from Ukraine, do not speak, except in a
narrow circle, -- radio "Culture". About Ukrainian values as high prestige of the Ukrainian people,
says too little that it threatens the forgotten traditions and views on the ethnicity of people living in
Ukraine. “When talking about the European choice of Ukraine as something new, do not forget
that the choice that was and Lithuanian, and Polish, and Russian, and even Turkish, when after the
destruction of the Zaporozhian Sich many Cossacks went for the Danube. Was that choice and
overseas, when troubles people from Ukraine, emigrated to Canada, USA or Australia” [13, p. 7].

Paradoxically, despite the fact that civilized Europe looks down on us, she is not against to
assimilate Ukrainians in their fold. And millions of Ukrainian women and men have simply
become an integral labour emigration caste in many countries: Italy, Czech Republic, Portugal,
Brazil, Argentina, America, Canada, Russia and so on, by the Way, unlike Chinese, Thai, Turkish,
Arab migrants, Ukrainian nobody drives from those countries where they work, and countries
such as Poland and Russia, and specifically create the conditions for emigration of Ukrainians
there.
