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Abstract. The article theoretically substantiates and empirically investigates the relationship between the following
psychological categories: personal well-being and professional development.

The study has been conducted with 311 students of Kyiv University named after Borys
Hrinchenko, first-fourth year students majoring in Psychology. The following diagnostic tools have been used in the study:

As a result of the ascertaining experiment, a significant connection between personal well-being
and the professional development of students-psychologists has been established. The most dominant components
of the personal well-being of students-psychologists in the conditions of professional development are established
according to the rating of significance.
