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Streszczenie. Artykut analizuje warunki i zasady korzystania z elektronicznych
podrecznikdow i pomocy e-learningowych w przygotowaniu przysztych nauczycieli historii
w szkotach wyzszych, ktore przyczyniaja si¢ do poprawy efektywnos$ci ich dziatan
edukacyjnych i ksztaltowania ich kompetencji zawodowych. Autor stwierdzit réwniez, ze
potaczenie nowoczesnych technologii multimedialnych i specyfiki dyscypliny prowadzi
do intensyfikacji tego procesu, poprzez zastosowanie zasad multimediow,
interaktywnosci, hipertekstu dzieki dynamicznemu zarzadzaniu prezentacja materialow
edukacyjnych w trakcie nabywania funkcji edukacyjnych, kompetencji profesjonalny, pod
warunkiem, ze nauczyciel stworzy scenariusz pedagogiczny w konkretnym temacie,
przestrzeganie go jest prawdopodobne Historia i konkretny cel: integracja nauk
spotecznych i humanistycznych, historyzmu i zasady kultury, ktore jest realizowane w
procesie podmiotéw spolecznych i historycznych na Uniwersytecie Pedagogicznym:
studentom zapoznanie si¢ z historyczng przeszioscig i wartosci duchowych narodu
ukrainskiego i1 innych narodéw $wiata; znajomos$¢ 1 przyswajanie historycznego
dziedzictwa mlodych ludzi, osobliwosci rozwoju istniejagcych w przesztosci panstw oraz
osobliwosci ich systemow prawnych; ksztaltowanie szacunku wobec historii kraju i
$wiata, a takze w celu spelienia ogdlnych wymagan dydaktycznych naukowych,
systematycznych, dostepnych, $wiadomosci, sity asymilacji wiedzy. Ponadto
przeanalizowano przyktady elektronicznych podrgcznikow historii i podrgcznikow, ktore
zapewniaja nowoczesny poziom nauczania historii w instytucjach edukacyjnych.

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Abstract. The article explores the conditions and principles of the use of
electronic textbooks and e-learning aids in the process of preparing future teachers of
history in higher education institutions, which contribute to improving the effectiveness
of educational activities of future history teachers and the formation of their professional
competence. Analyzing scientific approaches, it has been interpreted the terms
"electronic textbooks and manuals" as complex multimedia educational tools structured
with the help of hypertext, multimedia and hypermedia texts, biographies and portraits
of historical figures, maps, historical documents, chronological tables, illustrations,
video clips, a test program to test knowledge and skills.

The author also determined that the combination of modern multimedia
technologies and the specifics of the discipline leads to an intensification of this process,
because through the use of multimedia technologies, electronic textbooks and e-learning
guides have several advantages over traditional resources due to the realization of the
principle of connection non-linear (hypertext) presentation of information, possibility of
receiving additional information in the form of tips, managing them afterwards
completeness and speed of presentation, not inherent in paper manuals, ensuring the
ability to respond to students' actions, engage in dialogue with them, as well as use the
principles of multimedia, interactivity, hypertext, which acquire educational function
and contribute to the formation of information and communication skills, as a complex
provided that the teacher creates a pedagogical scenario in a specific subject. It has been
confirmed that certain historical and subject specificities must be adhered to in order to
formulate certain competence in future history teachers, integration of social and
humanitarian disciplines, historicism (use of the historical approach in the teaching of
educational material) and cultural principle, which is realized in study of social and
historical disciplines at a pedagogical university: acquainting students with the historical
past and spiritual values of the Ukrainian people and other peoples of the world;
formation of a whole, spiritually mature person by means of cognition and assimilation
by the youth of centuries-old historical heritage, features of the development of the
states that existed in the past and peculiarities of their legal systems; formation of
respectful attitude to national and world history. In addition, examples of electronic
history books and manuals that have been created have been analyzed and identified as
providing a modern level of history teaching in educational settings.

Introduction. Active informatization of the educational process in higher
education institutions requires teachers to actively implement modern educational
technologies and, in particular, multimedia, which can solve a number of scientific and
practical problems that help intensify the educational process and increase its efficiency.

Analysis of research data. Research topics concern mainly general issues of
professional competence development and criteria for diagnosing its levels of formation,
research of content, structure, tasks, didactic functions of electronic textbooks
(Bilousova & Gryzun (2012), Woody & Daniel (2013), Gritsenchuk (2005), Zhaldak &
Lapinsky & Shut (2006), Josan (2011), Kavanagh (2011), Kademiya & Shestopalyuk
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(2007), Mozhayeva (2003), Polyansky (2011), Savchenko (2009) At the same time, the
formation of professional competence of the future history teachers in the process of
using electronic textbooks and electronic textbooks have not been studied enough in
modern science.

Thus, in the conditions of active research of aspects of use of electronic
textbooks and electronic textbooks the problem of use of the specified teaching aids in
the course of preparation of future teachers of history in establishments of higher
pedagogical education that is followed by formation of professional competence in them
becomes actual. The combination of this issue indicates the relevance and novelty of the
study. Accordingly, the aim of the article is to study the impact of electronic textbooks
and e-textbooks on the formation of professional competence of future history teachers
in the process of their training in higher pedagogical education.

Definition of basic theoretical concepts. The concept of electronic textbook
(hereinafter - EP) does not yet have a single approach to interpretation. It was originally
defined as a scanned paper textbook or an electronic version of a textbook with
hyperlinks or a specially designed electronic publication, and web pages containing
educational materials. Thus, Polyansky (2011, 15) explains EP as an educational product
that differs from a traditional printed textbook only in that it can be viewed only with the
help of a computer or an e-book. Researcher Hrytsenchuk (2005, 258) expands this
concept, defining that an electronic textbook, made in electronic (digital) HTML format,
allows hyperlinks, graphics, speaker language, registration forms, interactive tasks,
multimedia effects; inclusion of elements of animation and computer games; provides
interactivity, self-learning mode, the possibility of self-control.

Determining the structure of EP Zhaldak, Lapinsky, Shut (2006, 22), pay
attention to the hypertext basis of teaching material, the presence of control systems
with elements of artificial intelligence, self-control modules and advanced multimedia
components.

Recently, the number of supporters of the interpretation of EP as a holistic
program-methodological complex, which combines the properties of a paper textbook,
reference book, task book and laboratory workshop. Thus, Demkin and Mozhayeva
(2003) point out that the hypertext of an electronic textbook allows you to work
independently on an individual educational trajectory.

Thus, active research on the creation and use of electronic textbooks in the
educational process continues, indicating the lack of common approaches to the
interpretation and classification of this concept. Determining the structural and semantic
components of these teaching aids, most researchers call electronic textbooks a holistic
didactic, methodological and interactive software system that organizes the supply of
educational material using multimedia. Accordingly, Cavanaugh (2011, 10) points out
that now students using multimedia technologies as a tool, significantly intensify their
activities in the processing of information transmitted by the teacher or placed in the
textbook. This means that the role of the teacher is also changing. Today's teacher may
be more the only source of information, instead he or she acts as a facilitator.

Highlighting the leading features of the use of multimedia, we define an
electronic history textbook as a modern multimedia tool for full-time, distance and
distance learning for higher education, structured according to general didactic and
specific principles of historical education and developed taking into account the benefits
of multimedia information. in accordance with the curriculum of the discipline, taking
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into account the current tasks of professional training of the future history teacher and
aims to develop skills that ensure the formation of professional competence of students.
Thus, through the use of electronic history textbooks, future teachers develop
professional competence. The formation of professional competence, as a set of
knowledge, skills, abilities, personal qualities of the future specialist, necessary to
ensure effective professional activity, is subject to the mastery of theoretical
foundations, tools and methods of performing professional tasks; ability to analyze,
forecast their activities and independently choose the means and methods of action in
certain specific situations; ability to self-development and self-realization under the
conditions of mastering modern scientific achievements and their implementation and a
positive attitude to their future professional activity (Gritsenko 2019, 250).

However, scientists have not yet formed a single didactic concept of EP design
for higher professional education, taking into account the specifics of teaching different
disciplines. According to researchers Bilousova and Gryzun (2012), modern electronic
textbooks should meet the following principles: 1) multilevel presentation of educational
material; 2) the possibility of carrying out the activity nature of learning through the use
of hypermedia; 3) inclusion in the system of perception and memorization of image and
emotional memory through the use of multimedia; 4) providing quality feedback and the
availability of an automated system for diagnosing knowledge; 5) an integrated
combination of different components of the system of didactic tools. These factors,
provided the systematic use of EP, contribute to the formation of professional
competence in future history teachers.

To do this, electronic textbooks (manuals), according to researcher Savchenko
(2009) should include the following sections: introduction to the discipline; curriculum
in the discipline; the purpose and objectives of the discipline; methodical instructions on
independent study of discipline; textbook content; presentation of material (main
content), structured by modules (sections) and individual "doses"; tests, questions, tasks
with answers for training; final test; practical tasks for independent work; dictionary of
terms; list of abbreviations and acronyms; conclusions (if necessary); list of literature
(basic, additional, optional) and references to electronic resources. Moreover, when
working with the textbook via the Internet, user identification functions must be
provided.

Note that theoretical research and practical experience in the use of electronic
textbooks and manuals in the process of forming the professional competence of future
teachers, indicate the need to use hypertext technology, modular structuring of
educational material with subsequent verification of academic achievements in test
form, creating an interactive learning environment.

According to Kademia and Shestopalyuk (2007), the electronic textbook
(hereinafter - EPP) is an additional teaching tool that allows you to methodically
organize independent work, diversify practical classes, develop skills and abilities of the
student audience. Josan (2011), dividing electronic textbooks into educational,
developmental games and manuals with diagnostic exercises, defines it as a software
tool that allows to direct the child's activities to achieve a certain didactic goal in various
forms, including games. Accordingly, the scientist determines among the main didactic
requirements for multimedia textbooks the specificity of the type of program on the
relevant indicators (game, educational, educational-game, control, etc.).

Based on theoretical and practical best practices, it is possible to define an
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electronic history textbook as a multimedia teaching aid, which, supplementing a
textbook on a particular historical discipline, deepens a topic through the use of
multimedia and hypermedia technologies. Thus, having certain structural and semantic
principles and requirements for designing electronic textbooks and manuals, it has two
important features of an electronic history textbook: a combination in its development of
modern multimedia technologies and the specifics of the discipline, which in the process
of working with it provides professional competence.

Advantages of using multimedia technologies

Thus, due to the use of multimedia technologies, EPP has advantages over
traditional resources due to the organization of visibility. Moreover, electronic manuals
effectively implement the principle of interactivity, associated with the ability of
nonlinear (hypertext) presentation of information, the ability to obtain additional
information in the form of prompts, control their sequence and speed of presentation,
which is not typical of paper manuals. In addition, interactivity provides the ability to
respond to students' actions, to enter into dialogue with them, to communicate with them
at the level of "subject-subject”. Thus, the main condition for the use of an electronic
textbook and / or electronic history textbook in the process of forming professional
competence is the use of the principles of multimedia, interactivity, hypertext. However,
these components acquire an educational function and contribute to the formation of
information and communication competence as a component of professional, provided
that the teacher creates a pedagogical scenario for a particular subject. To form this
competence in future history teachers it is necessary to adhere to certain historical and
subject specifics: integration of social sciences, humanism (historicism (use of historical
approach in teaching material)) and culturological principle, which is implemented in
the study of socio-historical disciplines at the Pedagogical University. students with a
historical past and spiritual values of the Ukrainian people and other peoples of the
world; formation of a holistic, spiritually mature personality through the knowledge and
assimilation by young people of centuries-old historical heritage, the peculiarities of the
development of states that existed in the past and the peculiarities of their legal systems;
formation of a respectful attitude to national and world history.

Conclusions. Based on the general didactic, psychological and ergonomic
principles of e-learning tools, it is necessary to create the content and structure of e-
textbooks and history textbooks, taking into account certain subject principles. That is,
the effective use of electronic textbooks and manuals on history in order to form the
professional competence of future history teachers is possible in terms of intensifying
students' learning and cognitive activity, motivating learning, increasing interest in
learning, setting for effective learning and more. In the course of such activities, in
addition to electronic textbooks and manuals, it is advisable to organize the work of
students - future history teachers to create interactive projects, multimedia crossword
puzzles or animated tests, pictures, puzzles and more.

Note that the method of using multimedia teaching aids in the form of electronic
textbooks and history textbooks in the educational process of preparing students is in the
process of registration. However, those EPs that have already been created indicate the
possibility of forming professional competence in future history teachers through their
active use, in particular, in the process of independent and individual work of students.
To do this, the teacher in the created group, for example, in Google Classroom, assigns
certain tasks and monitors and evaluates their performance. And students process the
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study material posted in the EP and search for additional information from other
information resources using a search engine and hyperlinks made by the authors of the
EP.
